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OZET

Afetler, genellikle insanlar lizerinde genis ¢apli fiziksel, ekonomik ve sosyal etkiler yaratan
olaylardir. Bu tiir olaylar, insanlarin giinliikk yagamlarini ve faaliyetlerini ciddi sekilde kesintiye
ugratabilir veya tamamen durdurabilir. Afetler sonucunda, bireylerin ruhsal sagliklarini ve
psikososyal iyilik hallerini korumak ve yeniden yapilandirmak igin ¢esitli psikososyal destek
uygulamalarina ihtiya¢ duyulur. Bu tiir destekler hem bireylerin afet sonrasi iyilesmelerini hem
de toplumun normal diizenine dénmesine yardimci olmak i¢in kritik dneme sahiptir. Bu
caligma, afetler sirasinda etkili bir sekilde yiiriitiilmesi gereken psikososyal destek
uygulamalarinin kapsamli bir incelemesini sunmaktadir.

Afetlerde psikososyal destek, afet sonrasi ortaya ¢ikan psikososyal sorunlar1 ortadan kaldirmay1
ve toplumu normallestirmeyi hedefleyen bir siiregtir. Bu destek, belirli ilkeler ve yontemler
cergevesinde sunulur. Psikososyal destek siirecinde, dncelikle bireylerin afet sonras1 verdikleri
tepkiler degerlendirilir ve bu tepkilere uygun miidahale planlar1 gelistirilir. Afet tiirline ve
stirecine bagli olarak, planlanan psikososyal miidahaleler degisiklik gosterebilir, bu nedenle
destek uygulamalari afetin 6zelliklerine gore Ozellestirilmelidir. Afetten etkilenen bireylerin
ruh sagligini korumak ve psikolojik bozukluklar1 6nlemek amaciyla, akut donemde yapilan
psikososyal miidahalelerin 6nemi yaygin olarak kabul edilmektedir. Standart bir siniflandirma
bulunmamakla birlikte, akut donemde gerceklestirilen psikososyal miidahaleler; ihtiyaclarin ve
kaynaklarin belirlenmesi, psikolojik ilk yardim saglanmasi, uygun hizmetlere yonlendirme
yapilmasi ve bilgilendirme gibi unsurlar1 icermektedir. Bu siiregte, giivenlik hissini artirmak,
sakinlestirmek, bireylerin 6z-yeterlilik ve toplumsal yeterlilik duygularini gii¢clendirmek, sosyal
baglar1 kuvvetlendirmek ve umut duygusunu pekistirmek gibi temel prensipler 6n planda
tutulur. Ayn1 zamanda, etkilenen bireylerin degerleri, duygusal durumlari, dayanigma
becerileri, hayalleri, diisiinceleri ve davranislari da degerlendirilerek, bu alanlarda bas etme
kapasiteleri desteklenir ve giiglendirilmesi hedeflenir.

Bu ¢aligsmada, afet ve acil durumlar sirasinda yapilan psikososyal destek miidahalelerinin 6nemi
vurgulanmis ve 0zellikle akut donemdeki miidahalelere odaklanilmistir.

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1.GIRIS

Afetlerin bireyler ve toplumlar {izerinde yikict etkileri bulunmaktadir. Kiiresellesme ve iklim
degisikliklerinin etkileri, 21. yiizyilda Tiirkiye'de ve diinyanin diger bolgelerinde, dogal ve
insan kaynakli felaketlerin artmasina neden olmustur. Bu durum, insanlarin yasamlarini ¢esitli
sekillerde tehdit etmektedir. Afetlerin sadece fiziksel zararlara yol agmadigi, ayn1 zamanda
bireyler tizerinde uzun vadeli psikolojik ve sosyal etkiler biraktig1 da gézlemlenmektedir. Hem
bireylerin hem de ailelerin maruz kaldigi bu travmatik olaylar, topluluklar genelinde kalici ve
yaygin ruhsal sorunlara neden olabilmektedir. Bu sorunlar, toplumda derin izler birakip sosyal
hayati da olumsuz etkileyebilmektedir. Afetler, yalnizca can kaybi ve yaralanmalara yol
acmakla kalmaz, ayn1 zamanda genis ¢apli ekonomik yikimlara da neden olurlar. Bu ekonomik
etkiler, toplumun birgok farkli alaninda kendini gosterir. Ornegin, altyap: ve iistyap: projeleri
ciddi hasarlar alir. Yollar, kopriiler, su ve elektrik hatlar1 gibi temel hizmetler kullanilamaz hale
gelir ve bunlarin onarilmasi ya da yeniden insa edilmesi biiyiik maliyetler gerektirir. Afetlerin
sebep oldugu bu fiziksel yikim, ayn1 zamanda is giicli piyasasini da derinden etkiler; isyerleri
zarar gordiigiinde ya da tamamen yok oldugunda, issizlik orani artar ve birgok kisi gegim
kaynaklarin1 kaybeder. Uretimdeki bu aksamalar, sadece yerel ekonomiyi degil, daha genis
Olgekteki ticaret ve sanayi sektorlerini de etkiler. Afet sonrasi toparlanma siirecinde, devletin
kamu harcamalari 6nemli Olgiide artar. Yeniden yapilandirma projeleri, sosyal yardim
programlar1 ve afetzedelerin acil ihtiyaglarinin karsilanmasi gibi masraflar, devlet biitgesine
biiyiik bir yiik getirir. Ayn1 zamanda, iiretim kayiplar1 da ekonomik biiyltime hizin1 yavaslatir.
Ekonomik olarak zor duruma diisen bireyler ve isletmeler, devletin sosyal giivenlik sistemlerine
olan bagimliliklarmni artirir. Bu da uzun vadede ekonomik istikrarsizlik riskini yiikseltir. Ozetle,
afetler, sadece fiziksel yikimlarla siirli kalmayip, issizlikten kamu harcamalarina, iiretim
kaybindan altyap1 hasarlarina kadar genis bir ekonomik etki yelpazesine sahiptir.

Psikososyal destek, bireylerin, ailelerin ve topluluklarin stres, travma, kriz veya afet gibi
zorlayici yasam olaylar1 karsisinda yasadiklari psikolojik ve sosyal zorluklari asmalarina
yardimc1 olmayi amaglayan bir dizi miidahale ve hizmetler biitiiniidiir. Bu destek tiirii,
insanlarin yalnizca psikolojik durumlarini iyilestirmekle kalmaz, aym1 zamanda toplumsal
baglarini, sosyal rollerini ve glinliik yagsam aktivitelerini yeniden kazanmalarina da katki saglar.
Psikososyal destegin temel amaci, bireylerin ve topluluklarin kriz durumlarinda karsilastiklari
duygusal ve sosyal zorluklarla basa ¢ikmalarini kolaylastirmak, onlarin ruhsal sagligini ve
sosyal iyilik hallerini korumaktir. Psikososyal destek hem psikolojik hem de sosyal bilesenleri
icerir. Psikolojik boyut, bireyin duygusal durumunu, diisiince yapisini, ruhsal iyiligini ve stresle
basa ¢ikma becerilerini kapsar. Bu boyutta, kaygi, depresyon, travma sonrasi stres gibi ruhsal
problemleri yonetmeye yonelik terapotik miidahaleler yer alir. Sosyal boyut ise bireyin
cevresiyle olan iligkilerini, toplumsal rollerini, destek aglarin1 ve topluluk icindeki yerini ele
alir. Insanlar, kriz anlarinda sadece duygusal olarak degil, ayn1 zamanda sosyal baglantilarini
kaybedebilir ya da bu baglantilar zayiflayabilir. Psikososyal destek, bu baglarin yeniden
kurulmasina ve gili¢lendirilmesine yardimci olur. Bu destek tiirti, 6zellikle kriz, afet, savas, gog,
dogal felaketler ve salgin hastaliklar gibi olaylarin ardindan 6nemli bir rol oynar. Bu tiir
durumlar, insanlarin sadece fiziksel sagligimi degil, ayni zamanda ruhsal ve toplumsal
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biitiinliigiinii de tehdit eder. Ornegin, bir deprem sonrasinda insanlar evlerini, yakinlarini ve
giivendigi toplumsal yapilar1 kaybedebilir. Psikososyal destek, bu gibi durumlarda bireylere,
ailelere ve topluluklara yeniden toparlanma siirecinde rehberlik eder. Psikososyal destek,
zamansal agidan sadece afetlerden hemen sonra verilen tek seferlik bir miidahale degil, stirekli
bir siire¢ olarak ele alinmalidir. Afetin hemen ardindan baslasa da destek siirecleri zaman iginde
devam eder ve bireylerin ihtiya¢larina gore farkli asamalardan geger. Bu siireklilik, travmanin
etkilerinin derinligine ve bireylerin iyilesme hizina gore degisiklik gosterebilir. Siirecin
etkinligi i¢in siirekli izleme ve takip kritik bir 6nem tasir. Bireylerin ve topluluklarin fiziksel ve
duygusal iyilesme durumlar1 diizenli olarak gozlemlenmeli, ihtiyaglarina gére miidahaleler
giincellenmelidir. Ayrica, uygulanan psikososyal miidahalenin etkililiginin degerlendirilmesi,
iyilesme siirecini optimize etmek icin gereklidir. Bu degerlendirmeler, gerekirse miidahale
yontemlerinin degistirilmesi veya daha fazla kaynak tahsis edilmesi gibi kararlar1 destekler. Bu
nedenle, psikososyal destek yalnizca bir baslangi¢ noktasi degil, zaman i¢inde devam eden ve
stirekli gozden gecirilmesi gereken bir siiregtir. Psikososyal destek hizmetleri, birey, aile, grup
ve topluluklar i¢in ¢ok disiplinli bir yaklagimla ele alinan biitiinciil hizmetlerdir. Bu hizmetler,
sadece bireylerin psikolojik durumlarina odaklanmakla kalmaz, ayni zamanda sosyal
cevrelerini ve iligkilerini de dikkate alir. Psikososyal kapasite artirma ¢aligmalari, bireylerin ve
topluluklarin kriz durumlarina karsi1 daha dayanikli hale gelmelerini saglamay1 amaglar.

Bu hizmetler kapsaminda psikologlar, sosyal hizmet uzmanlari, psikiyatristler, danigmanlar ve
toplum liderleri gibi farkli meslek gruplari bir araya gelerek is birligi yapar. Amag hem bireysel
diizeyde iyilesme saglamak hem de topluluk i¢indeki sosyal dayanismay: gii¢lendirmektir.
Psikososyal destek, travmatik olaylarin olumsuz etkilerini azaltmaya yonelik stratejiler
gelistirir ve bu stratejiler hem duygusal iyilesme hem de sosyal uyum i¢in dnemlidir.

Psikososyal destegin ¢esitli miidahale seviyeleri bulunur. Bu miidahaleler genellikle dort ana
asamada degerlendirilir:

1-Temel hizmetler ve giivenlik saglama: Kriz aninda temel ihtiyaglarin karsilanmasi
(barinma, yiyecek, su, saglik hizmetleri gibi) ve gilivenlik saglanmasi, psikososyal destek
acisindan kritik bir 6neme sahiptir. Bireylerin fiziksel glivenligi saglanmadan, psikolojik iyilik
hallerine miidahale etmek etkili olmayacaktir.

2-Topluluk ve aile desteklerinin gii¢lendirilmesi: Topluluklar ve aileler, bireylerin en yakin
sosyal destek aglaridir. Bu asamada, topluluklar ve aileler igindeki iliskiler gii¢lendirilerek,
insanlarin karsilikli olarak birbirlerine destek olmalari tesvik edilir. Dayanigma ve ortak hareket
etme, kriz sonrasi iyilesme siirecini hizlandirir.

3-Odakli uzmanlasmamis hizmetler: Bu asama, 6zellikle kriz veya travma gegirmis kisilere
yonelik daha 6zel hizmetlerin sunulmasini igerir. Uzman olmayan kisiler tarafindan saglanan,
temel psikososyal miidahaleler bu kategoriye girer. Bu hizmetler, egitim almis saglik ¢alisanlari
veya sosyal hizmet uzmanlari tarafindan da verilebilir.

4-Uzmanlasmis hizmetler: Psikososyal destegin en iist asamasinda, ruh sagligi uzmanlari
tarafindan verilen profesyonel psikolojik miidahaleler yer alir. Bu hizmetler, travma sonrasi
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stres bozuklugu (TSSB), depresyon ve diger ciddi ruhsal sorunlarla basa ¢ikmak i¢in bireysel
terapi, grup terapisi, ilag tedavisi gibi daha yogun miidahaleleri igerir.

Psikososyal destek, sadece kriz veya afet aninda degil, sonrasinda da uzun vadeli olarak devam
edebilir. Krizlerin ardindan gelen siirecte bireylerin normal yasamlarina donmeleri zaman
alabilir. Bu siiregte, bireylerin ve topluluklarin saglikli bir sekilde toparlanabilmesi i¢in uzun
stireli psikososyal destek programlarina ihtiya¢ duyulur. Ayrica, psikososyal destegin koruyucu
ve Onleyici bir islevi de wvardir. Travmatik olaylarin ardindan, dogru miidahalelerde
bulunulmazsa, bireylerde uzun vadeli psikolojik sorunlar gelisebilir. Psikososyal destek, bu tiir
sorunlarin Oniine geg¢ilmesine yardimer olur ve bireylerin gelecekteki olasi zorluklarla basa
cikma kapasitelerini artirir.

2.UYGULAMA

Afetlerden etkilenen bireylerin ruhsal sagligimi korumak ve psikolojik bozukluklarin
(psikopatolojilerin) gelisimini Onlemek i¢in, akut donemde psikososyal miidahalelerde
bulunulmasi gerektigi yaygin bir sekilde kabul edilen bir yaklasimdir. Akut donem, afetin
hemen sonrasinda, bireylerin en savunmasiz oldugu ve hizli miidahale gerektiren dénemi ifade
eder. Bu donemde yapilan psikososyal miidahaleler, uzun vadede daha ciddi ruhsal sorunlarin
ortaya ¢ikmasini engelleyebilir ve bireylerin toparlanma siireglerini hizlandirabilir. Her ne
kadar bu tiir miidahaleler i¢in evrensel bir standart siniflandirma bulunmasa da akut donemde
genellikle belirli adimlarin izlenmesi 6nerilmektedir.

Bu adimlar arasinda ihtiya¢ ve kaynaklarin tespiti, psikolojik ilk yardim, sevk etme ve
yonlendirme ile bilgilendirme yer alir:

1-ihtiyac ve kaynak tespiti: Afet sonras1 miidahalelerde ilk asama, etkilenen bireylerin neye
thtiya¢ duydugunu ve bu ihtiyaglar1 karsilamak i¢in mevcut kaynaklarin neler oldugunu
belirlemektir. Fiziksel ihtiyaglar kadar, ruhsal ihtiyac¢larin da tespit edilmesi kritik bir rol oynar.

2-Psikolojik ilk yardim: Psikolojik ilk yardim, akut donemdeki en 6nemli miidahalelerden
biridir. Bu yardim, bireylerin kriz aninda yasadiklar1 yogun stres ve kaygiy1 hafifletmeye
yonelik basit ama etkili miidahaleleri icerir. Psikolojik ilk yardim, bireylere giivenlik, rahatlama
ve duygusal destek saglayarak, onlarin krizle basa ¢ikmalarina yardimer olur. Psikolojik ilk
yardim (PIY), kriz, travma veya afetlerden etkilenen bireylere, miimkiin olan en kisa siirede ve
en genis kitleye ulagmak amaciyla gelistirilmis bir miidahale yontemidir. Bu yaklagim, Diinya
Saglik Orgiitii (WHO) basta olmak iizere bir¢ok uluslararas1 kurulus tarafindan kabul edilmistir.
Psikolojik ilk yardim, 6zellikle okullar gibi farkli ortamlarda uygulanabilir ve genis capta
kullanilabilir. Psikolojik ilk yardim, profesyonel ruh saglig1 desteginden 6nce gelen, ancak ayn1
zamanda oldukga etkili bir ilk miidahaledir. Amaci, afet veya kriz aninda magdurlarin stresini
hafifletmek, giivenlik duygusunu yeniden kazandirmak, duygusal destek saglamak ve
insanlarin toplumsal destek aglarina tekrar baglanmalarina yardimci olmaktir. Bu miidahale,
magdurlarin uzun vadede daha ciddi psikolojik sorunlar yasamalarinin Oniine gegmeye
yardime1 olur ve onlarin krizle basa ¢ikma becerilerini giiclendirir. Diinya Saglik Orgiitii
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(DSO), 2011 yilinda psikolojik ilk yardim temel uygulama prensiplerini ii¢ basit adimda
Ozetlemistir: Bak, dinle ve yonlendir.

Bak; Afet sonras1 ortami1 gdzlemleyerek, etkilenen bireylerin glivenligini saglama ve ciddi stres
reaksiyonlar1 gosteren bireylerin temel ihtiyaclarina odaklanmayi igerir. Bu asamada, fiziksel
giivenlik onceliklidir ve bireylerin barinma, yiyecek, su gibi temel ihtiyaglarinin karsilanmasi
onemlidir.

Dinle; bu adim, afetten etkilenen bireylerin endise ve duygusal ihtiyaglarini aktif bir sekilde
dinlemeyi kapsar. Destege ihtiya¢ duyanlarin kaygilarin1 anlamaya calisarak, onlara duygusal
rahatlama saglamak ve sakinlesmelerine yardimci olmak amaglanir.

Yonlendir, Son asama, bireylerin ihtiya¢ duyduklari temel hizmetlere erisimini saglamay1
igerir. Yardim alabilecekleri kisi ve kuruluslarla baglanti kurmalarina yardimci olmak, onlarin
iyilesme siirecini hizlandirir.

3-Sevk etme ve yonlendirme: Afetten etkilenen bireylerin, ihtiya¢ duyduklar1 profesyonel
hizmetlere (saglik, ruh sagligi, sosyal yardim gibi) erisimlerinin saglanmasi, iyilesme siirecinde
onemli bir adimdir. Bu, 6zellikle travma sonrasi daha ciddi ruhsal bozukluklar gelistirme riski
tastyan bireyler icin kritik bir miidahaledir.

4-Bilgilendirme: Afet sonrasi donemde bireylerin ihtiya¢ duyduklari bilgiye ulagmalari,
onlarin kriz aninda daha az kaygi duymalarina ve toparlanma siireglerini daha iy1 yonetmelerine
yardimci olur. Bu bilgiler, afetin boyutu, alinmasi1 gereken tedbirler, sunulan hizmetler ve
gelecekte neler olacagi hakkinda olabilir.

Akut donemde yapilan bu psikososyal miidahaleler, bes temel prensip iizerine kuruludur:

1-Giivenlik duygusu asillamak: Afet aninda bireylerin giivenlik hissini yitirmesi yaygindir. Bu
nedenle, yapilan miidahalelerle bireylerin tekrar giivenli bir ortamda olduklarini hissetmeleri
saglanmalidir. Fiziksel gilivenligin yaninda duygusal gilivenlik de saglanarak, onlarin stres
seviyeleri azaltilabilir.

2-Sakinlestirmek: Afet sonrasi bireylerde korku, kaygi ve panik yaygin olarak gézlemlenir.
Psikososyal miidahalelerin bir diger amaci, bireylerin sakinlesmesini ve daha dengeli bir
duygusal duruma ulagmalarim1 saglamaktir. Bu, daha saglikli kararlar almalarma yardimeci
olabilir.

3-Oz-yeterlilik ve toplumsal yeterlilik duygusunu pekistirmek: Afetten etkilenen bireylerin
kendilerine olan giivenlerinin yeniden kazandirilmas: 6nemlidir. Oz-yeterlilik duygusu,
bireylerin krizle basa ¢ikma becerilerine olan inanglarini artirirken, toplumsal yeterlilik
duygusu da onlarin ¢evreleriyle kurduklart baglar1 giiclendirir ve dayanisma duygusunu tegvik
eder.
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4-Baglantili olma duygusunu beslemek: Afet sonrasi bireyler kendilerini izole hissedebilirler.
Bu nedenle, topluluk ve sosyal baglantilarin 6nemi biiyiiktiir. Sosyal baglarin ve toplumsal
destegin yeniden insasi, bireylerin yalmzlik hislerini hafifletir ve iyilesme siireclerini
hizlandirir.

5-Umudu artirmak: Umut duygusu, afet sonrasi iyilesmenin temel unsurlarindan biridir.
Umudu yeniden asilamak, bireylerin gelecekleriyle ilgili daha olumlu bir bakis agisi
gelistirmelerine yardime1 olur ve onlar1 aktif bir sekilde toparlanma siirecine katilmaya tesvik
eder.

Bu bes temel prensip, afet sonrasi akut donemde yapilan psikososyal miidahalelerin etkili ve
biitiinciil olmasini saglar. Hem bireysel diizeyde ruhsal sagligin korunmasina hem de toplumsal
diizeyde dayanikliligin artirilmasina katki saglar. Bu miidahaleler, bireylerin fiziksel ve
duygusal ihtiyaglarinin belirlenmesi ile basglar ve olasi afet durumlariyla basa cikabilme
kapasitelerini artirmay1 hedefler. Ayn1 zamanda, bu siiregcte magdurlara yardim eden bireylerin
de desteklenmesi O6nemli bir unsurdur.Bu, sadece magdurlara yonelik bir siire¢ degildir;
afetlerde aktif rol alan, yardim saglayan ¢alisanlarin ve goniilliilerin de desteklenmesini igerir.
Boylece hem bireylerin hem de topluluklarin krizle basa ¢ikma becerileri giiclendirilir ve
saglikli bir iyilesme siireci saglanir.

3.GENEL DEGERLENDIRME VE SONUC

Sonug olarak, psikososyal destek, kriz donemlerinde bireylerin ruhsal ve sosyal 1yilik hallerini
korumak ve onarmak ic¢in son derece onemli bir miidahale aracidir. Hem bireysel hem de
toplumsal diizeyde psikolojik ve sosyal iyilesmeyi saglayarak, insanlarin saglikli ve dengeli bir
sekilde yagamlarina devam etmelerine yardimci olur. Psikososyal destek, bireylerin yasadiklari
olumsuzluklarla basa ¢ikmalarina yardime1 olmak i¢in mikro diizeyde bireysel miidahalelerden
makro diizeyde toplumsal miidahalelere kadar uzanan genis bir yelpazede uygulanmaktadir.
Afet sonrast donemlerde kullanilan psikososyal destek programlarina baktigimizda, bu
programlarin biiyiik ¢ogunlugunda ortak bir miidahale yontemi olarak psikolojik ilk yardimin
yer aldig1 dikkati ¢ekmektedir. Afetler sirasinda sahada aktif olarak ¢alisan saglik personeli,
ruh sagligr uzmanlari, askeri personel, arama kurtarma goniilliileri ve personelleri, makine
operatorleri ve diger goniillii ¢alisanlar gibi ¢ok farkli meslek gruplarma mensup bireyler
bulunmaktadir. Bu farkli meslek gruplarimin 6zelliklerine ve c¢alisma kosullarina gore
tasarlanmis daha fazla psikososyal destek programina ihtiya¢ duyuldugu net bir sekilde ortaya
cikmaktadir. Mevcut c¢alismalardan elde edilen sonuglar, 6zellikle afetlerde yardim eden
kisilere yonelik daha fazla psikososyal destegin gelistirilmesi gerektigini gostermektedir.
Yardim edenlere yardim edilmesi konusu, afet sonrasi iyilesme siirecinin 6nemli bir pargasi
olarak daha fazla dikkate alinmalidir.
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OZET

Sosyal inceleme raporu (SIR), sosyal refah alaninda calisan meslek elemanlar1 tarafindan
bireylerin veya ailelerin sosyal, ekonomik, psikolojik ve ¢evresel kosullarin1 degerlendirmek
icin hazirlanan kapsamli bir belgedir. Bu raporlar genellikle yasal konular, sosyoekonomik
durum, ¢ocuk refahi, ruh sagligi, aile i¢i siddet gibi konularda hizmet saglayicilar ya da karar
vericiler tarafindan karar almak i¢in kullanilmaktadir. Sosyal inceleme raporlari, sosyal hizmet
uzmanlarinin bir bireyin veya ailenin ihtiyaglari, zorluklari, giiclii yonleri ve kaynaklari
hakkinda kapsamli bir degerlendirme yapabilmelerine de olanak tanir. Ayni1 zamanda bu
raporlar, yasal ve idari sonuglar1 etkileyebilecek kanita dayali bilgiler, karar alma siirecinde
seffaflik ve hesap verilebilirlik, disiplinler ve meslektaslar arasi ¢caligma ortam1 ve miiracaatgi
sisteminin gevresi igerisinde genis bir perspektifle degerlendirilebilmesini de saglamaktadir.
Sonug olarak sosyal inceleme raporlar1 sadece bireyleri demografik verilerinin yazildigi ve
birka¢ sosyoekonomik bilginin yer aldigi belgeler olarak goriilmemeli, nitelikli ve sosyal
inceleme rapor yazimina dair egitim almis kisilerce yazilmalidir. Bu nedenle bu arastirma
sosyal inceleme raporlarinin sosyal hizmet mesleginin icrasindaki yeri ve Onemini ortaya
koymak amaciyla gerceklestirilmis derleme bir ¢aligmadir.

1. GIRIS

Sosyal hizmet meslegi, filizlenmeye basladig: ilk yillarindan giintimiize kadar sosyal iligkileri
incelemeyi ve bu incelemeler sonucunda ¢6ziim yollar1 tiretmeyi temel amag edinmistir. Sosyal
hizmetin Onciilerinden olan ve sosyal hizmet mesleginin profesyonellesmesini saglayan Marry
Richmond “Sosyal Teshis” adl1 iinlii kitabinda sosyal incelemeye sik sik vurgu yaparak sosyal
incelemenin 6nemine deginmis ve sosyal inceleme sosyal hizmet uygulamalarmin temel
arglimani olarak giiniimiize kadar gelmistir (Ulugtekin ve dig. 2004). Sosyal hizmet mesleginin
sac ayaklar1 olarak ifade edilen bilgi, beceri ve deger temelinin yaninda sosyal inceleme ve bu
incelemeler sonucunda yazilan raporlarin da mesleki uygulamalarin verimliligi adina kritik rol
oynadig1 soylenilebilmektedir.
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Fen bilimlerine kiyasla sosyal bilimlerin teorik temellerinde ve uygulama alanlarinda somut,
kanita dayali, test edilebilir argiimanlarin One siiriilebilmesi hayli zordur. Bu agidan
diisiindiigiimiizde sosyal bilimler ¢atis1 altinda siniflandirilan sosyal hizmet meslegi i¢inde
sosyal inceleme raporlarinin somut katkilart bulunmaktadir. Yapilmasi planlanan miidahaleye
karar verilmesi, miidahalenin degerlendirilmesi ve sunulacak hizmetlerin secilmesi gibi biitiin
stirecler s6z konusu vakaya iliskin yazilan sosyal inceleme raporlarina istinaden
belirlenmektedir (Karakus, 2015). Son yillarda sosyal incelemenin ve sosyal inceleme
raporlarinin 6nemi uluslararasi uygulamalara benzer sekilde lilkemizde de basta adli vakalar
olmak tizere kabul gorerek bosanma, evlat edinme, sahsi iliski tesisi, velayet gibi hassas karar
alinmas1 gereken mahkeme kararlarina katki sunmasi adina yazilmaktadir. Sadece adli vakalar
ile sinirli olmamakla birlikte hastaneler, vakiflar, sivil toplum kuruluslari, belediyeler, sosyal
hizmetlerin sunumunda 6ncii olan kamu kurum ve kuruluslart gesitli amaclar ile sosyal
inceleme talep etmekte ve sosyal inceleme raporlar1 hazirlatmaktadirlar. Hal bdyle iken genis
bir yelpazede hazirlatilan bu raporlarin sosyal kalkinma ve sosyal refah gibi toplumun tamamin1
ilgilendiren konulara verecegi katkilar 6n plana c¢ikmaktadir. Toplumun tamamina etki
edebilecek kararlarin verildigi bu raporlarin bilimsel bir birikimle ele alinmasi, sosyal
incelemeye dair egitim almis yetkin kisilerce yazilmasi lizerine yogunlasilmasi gereken konular
oldugu sodylenilebilir. (Askun ve Erkoyuncu, 2023).

Bir bilimsel disiplin ve bir sanat olarak tanimlanabilen sosyal hizmet mesleginin (Duyan, 2010)
sanatsal yonii 6n plana ¢ikarilmasi gereken bir olgudur. Birey ve bireyin etkilesime girdigi
sistemler gibi karmakarigik kaotik sistemler ile ¢alisan sosyal hizmet uzmanlari bu
karmasikli§in yaninda bir de sosyal adalet, insan haklar1 ve sinirli kaynaklara esit erigsim gibi
cok boyutlu sorun alanlar ile ilgilenmektedir. Bu nedenle yaraticilik, meslek elemanlarinin
sanatsal bakis agis1 sosyal hizmet mesleki uygulamalarinin etkinligi adina kritik bir beceri
olarak karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir. Sanat¢i ve yaratici olarak degerlendirdigimiz sosyal hizmet
uzmanlari tarafindan sanat eseri olarak ¢ogunlukla ¢alistiklar1 vakaya 6zgii sosyal inceleme
raporlar1 ve bu raporlara istinaden karar verdikleri sosyal hizmet miidahalesi sanat eserleri
olarak ortaya koyulmaktadir (Icagasioglu Coban, 2015). Bu eserlerin genel anlamda
miiracaatgl bilgilerinin resmi kayitlarini olusturmak, sorunlarin analizlilerini yapabilmek,
uygulanacak miidahalenin nedenini raporlastirmak ve seyrini takip edebilmek amaciyla basta
sosyal sosyal hizmet uzmanlar1 olmak iizere meslek elemanlar1 tarafindan sosyal inceleme

sonras1 yazilan raporlar oldugu sdylenilebilmektedir (Gokgearslan Cif¢i ve Ozdemir Ocakl,
2015).

2.SOSYAL HIiZMET VE SOSYAL INCELEME

Tirkiye’de mesleki terminolojide kullanim1 agisindan baktigimizda sosyal inceleme kavrami
siklikla sosyal hizmet incelemesi, vaka degerlendirmesi ve 6n degerlendirme kavramlari ile es
anlamli olarak kullanilmaktadir. Sosyal inceleme aslinda planli degisimin siirecinin ilk
asamalar1 arasinda olan 6n degerlendirme asamasinda gergeklestirilen mesleki bir aragtirma
stirecidir. Tiirkiye’de sosyal hizmet uzmanlar1 arasinda sosyal incelemenin diger mesleki ve
idari sorumluklar arasinda basat bir rolii bulunmaktadir. Hatta ¢cogu meslek elemaninin sosyal
inceleme odakli calistig1 bile sdylenilebilir (Tuncay ve Tekin, 2021). Yani sosyal inceleme,
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sosyal hizmet disiplinine ait 6nemli bir mesleki siliregtir. Bu siireci yiiriiten meslek
elemanlarinda yetkinlik ve kuramsal bilgi vazgecilemez bir 5neme sahiptir (Ozbesler, 2015).

Derinlemesine bir sosyal analiz iceren sosyal inceleme siireci, bireylerin, ailelerin ve toplumun
bir biitiin olarak hayatlarini yerinde inceleme ve degerlendirme potansiyeline sahiptir. Bireyin
sosyal cevresiyle etkilesiminin sinirlarini, dinamiklerini ve &zelliklerini detayli bir sekilde
inceleyerek, onlar1 ¢evreleyen olumlu ve olumsuz etkilere dair kapsamli bir goriis sunar. Bu
biitiinsel ve ¢ok boyutlu goriis, diinyay1 bireyin bakis agisindan gérebilmeye, mevcut kosullarini
degerlendirilerek potansiyel firsatlarin ve mevcut kaynaklarin belirlenmesine olanak
saglayabilmektedir. Sosyal inceleme, ayrica kisinin i¢inde yagamini siirdiirdiigii genis sosyal
ortami analiz ederek alakali konularin 6n plana ¢ikmasini saglayabilir. Sosyal inceleme
sayesinde edinilen bilgiler yalnizca mevcut zorluklar1 belirlemekle kalmaz, ayn1 zamanda
stirdiiriilebilir ve iyilestirilmis bir yasam kalitesini tesvik etmek i¢in gerekli miidahaleleri de
ana hatlartyla 6n plana ¢ikarabilir. Bireyin kendine 6zgii baglamina odaklanarak, uzun vadeli
refah1 destekleyen planlarin gelistirilmesi ve uygulanmasi igin bir yol haritasi gorevi
tistlenebilmektedir (Askun, ve Erkoyuncu, 2023).

Sosyal inceleme siirecinde kritik bir diger nokta toplanan verilerin giivenilirlik diizeyinin
yiiksek olmasidir. Bilgi toplama siirecinde bir¢ok farkli kaynaktan ve miiracaatci bireyin ya da
sistemin kendisinden s6z konusu vaka ile ilgili bilgi kaynaklar1 toplanabilmektedir. Toplanan
bilgilerin sosyal inceleme sonucunda rapora en net sekilde gecmesi i¢in akrabalar, komsular,
resmi kayitlar, hastane raporlari, mahkeme kararlari, igveren tarafindan saglanan bilgiler ve
diger ilgili profesyonellerden gelen i¢gdriiler gibi kaynaklar kullanilabilir. Amag, bu ¢esitli
kaynaklardan dogrulanmis ve giivenilir verilere gilivenerek yardim arayanlarin gercek
durumunu dogru bir sekilde degerlendirmektir. Bu, degerlendirme siirecinin kapsamli, gercek
bilgilere dayali ve bagvuranin gercek ihtiyaglarini ve kosullarini yansitan bir siire¢ olmasini
saglar. (Ozbesler, 2015) Ayrica giivenilirlige etki eden diger dnemli kosul meslek elemanimin
kendi 6z diisiinme siirecinin inceleme silirecinde devre disi birakilabilmesidir. Meslek
elemanlarinin inanglari, yagantilari, duygulari, kazanglari, kayiplari ve degerleri ile olusturdugu
sosyal gercekli algilar1 miiracaat¢ilar hakkinda evrensel bir gergceve ile nesnel analizler
yapilmasini engelleyebilir (Tuncay ve Tekin, 2021).

Sosyal inceleme Tiirkge literatiirde “inceleme” kelimesi ile kavramsallagtirilmis olsa da sosyal
inceleme aslinda bir degerlendirme siirecidir ve sosyal incelemeler sonucu elde edilen bilgilerin
raporlastirilmasi ile olusan sosyal inceleme raporlar1 (SIR) da aslinda degerlendirme
raporlaridir. Ingilizce literatiirde sosyal inceleme yerine “social assessment” ve “ social
assesment report “ kavramlar1 kullanilabilmekteyken ( Icagasioglu Coban, 2015), Anglo-
Sakson (Ingiltere, Kanada, Avustralya, Amerika) iilkelerde ise sosyal inceleme raporlari igin
genel olarak “social work report” kullanilabilmektedir (Ciftci Gokgearslan ve Odemir, 2015).

3.SOSYAL iINCELEME RAPORLARININ (SIR) YERiI VE ONEMIi

Kisaca sosyal inceleme raporlari, kisisel kimlik bilgilerinin, olayin nasil ortaya ¢iktiginin,
olgunun kimler tarafindan hissedildiginin, kimlerin dahil oldugunun, kisinin sevk veya gelis
nedenlerinin, sosyo-ekonomik ve sosyo-psikolojik durumun yer aldigi mesleki raporlardir
(Tomanbay, 1999). Sosyal inceleme raporlarinda bu bilgilere ek olarak, analizler ve
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degerlendirmeler ve en dnemlisi miidahale plan1 ve dneriler bulunmaktadir (Icagasioglu Coban,
2015). Sosyal inceleme raporlar1 genellikle sosyal hizmet uzmanlari tarafindan hazirlanan bir
belge tiirlidiir. Miiracaatcinin ilerlemesini ve sosyal gelisimini yansitir. Bu raporlar, gergek
bilgilere ve gozlemlere dayamak zorundadir. (Sheafor ve Horejsi, 2003).

Sosyal inceleme raporlari, sosyal hizmet uzmaninin profesyonel kimligini somutlagtiran
belgelerdir. Raporlarin nesnel, ayrintili, bilgi kaynaklarina ve gozleme dayali olmasi elzemdir.
Birey ile sosyal cevresi arasindaki etkilesimi inceleyen sosyal inceleme raporlari bireyin
yasamina etki eden gizli faktorleri ortaya ¢ikarabilir. Mesleki etik ve degerlere uygun olarak
yazilan bu raporlar, sunduklari sonuglar ve miidahale planlar1 aracilifiyla rehberlik
saglayabilmektedir. Ayrica, uygulandiklari toplumun kiiltiiriine, degerlerine ve dinamiklerine
duyarhdirlar (Askun ve Erkoyuncu, 2023). Tiim bu 6zellikleri ile uygulamali bir disiplin olan
sosyal hizmet agisindan sosyal inceleme raporlart uygulama ve sosyal hizmet miidahalesinin
temel yapi taslarindan biri oldugu sdylenebilmektedir.

Sosyal hizmet uzmanlar1 giiniimiizde ¢ok genis bir sahada hizmet vermektedir. Aile, ¢cocuk,
geng, yoksulluk, sug, gdg¢, bagimlilik ve benzeri bir¢ok alanda sosyal hizmet uzmanlari sosyal
adalet ve insan haklar1 odaginda mesleklerini icra etmektedir.

Ancak her sosyal inceleme
raporun yazilirken dikkat edilmesi gereken bazi ilkeler bulunmaktadir. Bu ilkelerden bazilar
asagida maddeler halinde siralanmustir (Icagasioglu Coban, 2015).

Sosyal inceleme raporlar: i¢in dikkat edilmesi gereken bir diger konu bilgi kaynaklarinin
cesitliligidir. Miiracaatgt sistemi hakkinda kanita dayali bilgi edinmek ic¢in yapilan
incelemelerde ilk bilgi kaynagi genel anlamda miiracaat¢inin kendisidir. Bu nedenle toplanan
bilgilerin nesnel olmas1 zor bir siirectir ¢linkii miiracaat¢ilar kendileri ve cevreleri ile ilgili
bilgilerde tarafli davranabilir. Bu nedenle bilgi kaynaklari basta meslek elemanini gézlemleri
olmak tizere sosyal kayitlar, resmi belgeler, sosyal ¢cevre gibi kaynaklarla zenginlestirilmelidir
(Tuncay ve Tekin, 2021). Toplanan bilgilerin rapor i¢erisinde mantikli bir sekilde sunulmasi da
ayrica 6nem arz etmektedir. Ornegin maddi yardim yapilmasi diisiiniilen bir miiracaatcida
ekonomik gelir, konut durumu gibi bilgilerin 6n siralarda yer almasi beklenir. Ya da kadin
siginma evi talep eden bir kadin miiracaatei ile ilgili yazilan raporda da kadinin aile iligkileri ve
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yasadig1 aile ortaminin raporunun ana konusu olmasi ve oOncelikli olarak yer almasi
beklenmektedir. Sosyal inceleme raporlarinda ¢ok sik giindeme gelen bir diger 6nemi konu
form sekilde hazirlanan sadece basliklara ve taslakta bulunan kisimlar1 doldurmaya yonelik
yazilmis raporlardir. Bu konuya meslek elemanlarinin ayrica dikkat etmesi gerekir (Erdogan ve
Ingeli, 2015). Oncelikle sosyal hizmet mesleginin deger temeline ve felsefesine aykir1 olan bu
durum ayrica miiracaat¢inin biitiinciil olarak degerlendirilmesine de engel olabilir. Ornegin
miiracaat¢i “x” thtiyaci i¢in bagvurdu diye yapilan sosyal inceleme ve yazilan raporun 6nceligi
her ne kadar “x” ihtiyaci olsa da sosyal inceleme sirasinda algilar1 agik ve dikkatli meslek
elemaninin karsilastigi diger ihtiyaglar veya vakalarda raporda ayrica belirtilmeli ve uygun

goriilen sosyal hizmet miidahalesi 6nerilmelidir.

Sosyal hizmet mesleginde sosyal inceleme raporlarinin bir diger 6nemli katkis1 mesleki
temellere kanita dayali bir zemin saglamasidir. Sosyal inceleme raporlari, giincel deneyimler
ile saglikli degisimi ve gelisimi desteklerken ayni zamanda uygulamadan gelen bilginin teoriye
aktarimini saglamasi ile de 6n plana ¢gikmaktadir. Alanda ¢alisan meslek elemanlarinin deneyim
ve gozlemleri dogrultusunda akademik calismalarin giincel ve islevsel konulara yonelmesini
saglamaktadir (Askun ve Erkoyuncu, 2023). Bu yoniiyle diisiindiiglimiizde sosyal inceleme
raporlarinin akademi, teori ve kuramsal bilgi ile saha uygulamalar1 ve deneyim arasinda bir
koprii islevi gordiigii soylenilebilmektedir.

Gortildiigii lizere sosyal inceleme raporlarinin icermesi gereken bilgiler, yazarin tutumu, dikkat
etmesi gereken ilke ve kurallar, sosyal incelemenin dogasi ve sosyal inceleme siirecinde meslek
elemanlarmin sorumluluklar1 aslinda bir biitiin olarak sosyal hizmet disiplinin felsefi
temellerini yansitmaktadir.

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ABSTRACT

The Association of Social Work Boards (ASWB) licensing exam, which social workers in the
United States must successfully pass in order to begin their professional careers, has long been
a topic of debate in the social work community. This study comprehensively examines the
current structure of the ASWB exam and the ongoing debates on its effectiveness in measuring

professional competence.

In recent years, there has been increasing criticism that the exam has negative effects on social
worker candidates, especially those from ethnic minority groups. Inequities are shaped around
issues such as inadequate cultural sensitivity in the exam content, language barriers, and
socioeconomically disadvantaged candidates having difficulty covering the cost of the exam.
In this context, low-income candidates face significant challenges regarding exam fees and

access to preparation materials.

In addition, there have been criticisms that the ASWB exam does not adequately reflect the
real-world complexity of social work practice and does not fully measure candidates'
knowledge and skills based on field experience. It is argued that the exam should be made more
current and inclusive in order to adapt to the dynamic nature of the profession. It is emphasized
that cultural competence, trauma knowledge, and social justice issues should be emphasized

more.

This study examines the current criticisms and challenges to the ASWB exam and offers
suggestions for developing a more equitable and inclusive exam system. In addition, the need
for reform of the exam process and alternative methods of measuring professional competence
will be emphasized, and innovative approaches will be suggested to make the social work

licensing process more inclusive and equitable.

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Introduction

In the United States, social workers must first obtain a license from the state in which they plan
to work in order to practice their profession. In almost all states, one of the necessary conditions
to obtain this license is passing the exam administered nationally by an organization called the
Association of Social Work Boards (ASWB) (Nienow, Sogabe, & Husain, 2023). Before
delving into the debates surrounding the exam, it is useful to provide information about the

history, responsibilities, and functions of the aforementioned organization.

Founded in 1979 by representatives of licensing boards in the United States, the ASWB was
established to assist regulatory boards in fulfilling their duties. ASWB membership began with
a few states and has gradually expanded to include all states in the United States and all 10
provinces in Canada. ASWB began offering social work exams in 1983. As social work
licensing laws expanded nationwide, the use of these exams also increased. Currently, more
than 65,000 ASWB social work exams are administered each year (ASWB, 2022).

Authorized to measure the competencies of social workers, the ASWB conducts five different
exams in the categories of associate, bachelor's, master's, advanced generalist, and clinical. The
associate-level exam is intended for individuals without any social work degree, while the
bachelor's exam is aimed at graduates with a bachelor's degree in social work. The master's,
advanced generalist, and clinical categories are exam categories accepted for those with a
master's degree in social work. The exams are administered in secure testing centers in the

United States, Canada, and some other countries.
Criticisms of ASWB and Exams

In recent years, criticisms have increased regarding the negative impacts of the exam,
particularly on social work candidate applicants from ethnic minority groups. Inequalities
revolve around issues such as insufficient cultural sensitivity in exam content, language
barriers, and socioeconomically disadvantaged candidates struggling to cover exam fees. In this
context, low-income candidates face significant challenges in covering exam fees and accessing

preparatory materials.

In August 2022, the publication of exam data by the Association of Social Work Boards
(ASWB) sparked a significant debate about the social work profession in the United States.
According to the data, there are significant differences among racial groups in terms of passing
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the ASWB exam across all exam categories. The difference between white and Black
candidates is particularly pronounced. First-attempt pass rates for the clinical exam clearly
show inequality among Black (46.2%), Indigenous American (59.1%), Hispanic/Latino
(65.8%), and white (85%) candidates. In the bachelor's exam, white candidates are more than
twice as likely to pass on their first attempt compared to Black candidates (ASWB, 2022). These
data highlight racial and social inequalities among test-takers and have initiated an important
debate on professional regulation, ethics, and the validity and reliability of the exams. In line
with these discussions, the Journal of Evidence-Based Social Work published a special issue
on the topic, featuring articles that comprehensively address the challenges and potential
solutions surrounding ASWB exams (Ricciardelli & McGarity, 2024).

De Carlo and Dean (2024) in their article published in this special issue investigated the
measurement equivalence or invariance of social work licensing exams and stated that ASWB’s
commitment to exam transparency is invalid as it contradicts psychometric best practices. They
pointed out that ASWB has not updated the item or test verification process to ensure exam
fairness, validity, and reliability, and has not shared any statistical analysis beyond percentage
calculations. Therefore, they emphasized the necessity for these data to be independently

analyzed by researchers unaffiliated with and not funded by the ASWB.

Walker and Bruhn (2024) conducted a qualitative study with 20 African American MSW
graduates as part of the works published in this special issue. The study's findings revealed that
many participants viewed the exam as biased towards white women and that the lower pass
rates for African American candidates were partly attributed to this bias. Additionally, concerns
were raised about the cost of the exam, the difficulties of retaking the exam repeatedly, the time
constraints between earning an MSW and obtaining licensure, and the lack of information

provided to MSWs about licensure.

Apgar and Nienow (2024) agree that questioning the validity of ASWB exams due to the
exclusionary nature of standardized tests is appropriate. However, they acknowledge that an
anti-racist agenda in social work requires addressing long-standing issues that cannot be
resolved with simple solutions like removing multiple-choice exams. Similarly, in the same
issue, Hirsch and colleagues (2024) argue that to align with the values of social work, the field
should move away from competency-based exams. The authors suggest that more regulated
oversight and continuous education, as more socially and racially just alternatives, should
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receive special attention regarding accessibility and cost. They also propose considering the use
of artificial intelligence in socially and environmentally just ways as an option for fairer
licensing processes in the changing technological landscape. Ricciardelli and colleagues (2023)
agree with the idea of eliminating ASWB exams but, if the exam system is not abandoned, they

suggest that the following recommendations should be reflected in the exam system:

e Reduce exam and licensing fees or set an upper limit that can be adjusted over time
based on economic indicators.

e Offer tiered pricing and/or free options for exam takers.

e Develop a scholarship fund.

e Provide free or discounted exam preparation.

e Further standardize professional requirements regarding clinical hours, cost, tiers, and
state mutual recognition.

e Link all licensing tiers to accredited programs and curricula.

e Collaborate with social work professionals and professional organizations—not for-
profit private companies (e.g., educational testing companies)—to improve licensing
exam methods and questions.

e Fund reliable organizations without conflicts of interest, independent of the influence
of ASWB or any other professional or political organization, to collect, protect, and
make licensing exam data publicly available.

Bloxom and Anderson (2023), in their study, created a set of advocacy practice guidelines to
encourage efforts to change the social work licensing process. The authors also state that

advocates can achieve the following goals regarding the unfair licensing process:

e Inform the public about licensing issues and the support needed by new clinicians
seeking licensure.

e Increase individuals’ and groups’ ability to support and encourage changes in existing
licensing procedures.

e Enhance test participants’ abilities to advocate for themselves and teach them how to
use advocacy as a tool in their future work.

Current Practices and Emerging Trends

Following the discussions initiated by the ASWB report, many states believe that ASWB exams

should not be mandatory in the licensing process. Prior to the report, the state of Illinois had
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removed the ASWB exam requirement for clinical licensure. After the report, regulations were
enacted allowing social work professionals who meet the necessary supervision requirements
to obtain a clinical license even if they do not pass the clinical exam administered by ASWB.
Following these changes in lllinois, the number of licensed social work professionals in the
state doubled. According to Hirsch et al. (2023), as a result of this trend nationwide, currently
11 states do not require ASWB exams for master-level practice, and 15 states do not require
them for bachelor-level practice. However, the agenda to eliminate the ASWB clinical exam is
not strong enough. Massachusetts, New Jersey, Maryland, New York, Connecticut, Rhode

Island, and the District of Columbia are actively discussing laws on this matter.
Conclusion

In the United States, passing the ASWB exam is almost a general requirement for social work
professionals to obtain licensure. However, there are increasing criticisms that the exam leads
to racial and socioeconomic inequalities. Specifically, candidates from low-income and ethnic
minority groups face significant challenges in the exam process, raising important issues about
the exam's validity and fairness. The lack of transparency and injustices within the ASWB exam

system necessitate independent analyses and a reevaluation of the exam.

In response to this situation, various authors have proposed different recommendations for a
more equitable and inclusive licensing process in the field of social work. These
recommendations include reducing exam fees, providing free preparatory materials, and
restructuring the exam system in collaboration with social work professionals. Additionally,
some states have begun to adopt more flexible licensing processes by removing the requirement
for ASWB exams. These developments emphasize the importance of ongoing discussions and

reform efforts for an equitable and just licensing process in the field of social work.
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ABSTRACT

The "Educational Policy and Accreditation Standards for Baccalaureate and Master's Social
Work Programs"” (EPAS) prepared by the Council on Social Work Education (CSWE) is a
comprehensive framework developed to ensure quality and standards in social work education.
This statement examines the content of EPAS, its role in social work education, and the effects

of these standards on educational institutions and students.

EPAS determines the basic educational policies and accreditation standards of social work
undergraduate and graduate programs. These standards aim to provide graduates of social work
education programs with the knowledge, skills, and values necessary to prepare them for
professional practice. With the 2022 update, EPAS places greater emphasis on issues such as
inclusiveness of social work education in various fields, cultural competence, ethical practices,

and social justice.

EPAS is continuously updated to increase the quality of social work education and ensure
professional standards. The processes of educational institutions to adapt to these standards
increase the professional competence of students and enable them to provide more effective
services to the society. However, some criticisms also bring up the difficulties encountered in
the implementation of the standards and the obstacles experienced in adapting to local
conditions. This report evaluates the role of EPAS in social work education and the effects of
these standards on the quality of education, while discussing how educational institutions and
social work professionals can provide more effective education with these standards. In
addition, by addressing the applicability of the standards and the need for continuous

development, suggestions are presented for ensuring excellence in social work education.

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Introduction

Educational Policies and Accreditation Standards (EPAS) was developed to enhance the quality
of social work education and establish standards for programs in this field. Today, EPAS,
prepared by the Council on Social Work Education (CSWE), which is responsible for regulating
social work education in the United States, serves as a universal guide for social work education

and is updated every seven years to respond to current needs.

The primary goal of EPAS is to provide a framework for bachelor’s and master’s programs in
social work, ensuring that these programs meet certain standards during the accreditation
process. EPAS is continuously renewed to contribute to the professional development of social

work and to ensure that students achieve professional competence upon graduation.
Origins of EPAS

The origins of EPAS date back to the early 20th century when social work education began to
be formally structured. In 1919, the Association of Training Schools for Professional Social
Workers (later the American Association of Schools of Social Work - AASSW) was established
and began developing specific standards for social work education. AASSW became one of the
first organizations to evaluate the content and quality of social work programs. These efforts
professionalized social work education and laid the foundations for social work programs in
universities (CSWE, 2024a). The first concrete output of these accreditation and standardization
efforts was a report published by AASSW in 1928.

With the establishment of CSWE in 1952, there arose a need to create more comprehensive
policies for social work education. Shortly after its founding, CSWE published a 13-volume
document titled "Social Work Curriculum Study,"” which provided recommendations for social
work education. This work created future guidelines for the curriculum content used to accredit

master’s level social work programs, replacing the previous curriculum policy accepted in 1932
by the now-dissolved AASSW (Gelman, 2014).

Initially, CSWE accredited only master’s programs in social work. This was largely due to the
perception that preparing for professional social work practice in the United States was the role
of master’s programs. In 1974, the United States National Accreditation Commission officially

granted CSWE the authority to accredit bachelor’s social work programs (CSWE, 2024b).
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Today, CSWE has also begun a pilot program to accredit practice-focused doctoral social work
programs (CSWE, 2024c).

EPAS was first comprehensively reviewed in the 1970s, making the accreditation process more
detailed. During that period, various updates were made to align social work education with
practices in different areas. These developments aimed to ensure that social work education

could respond to the changing needs of society.

EPAS underwent a major update in 2008, emphasizing that social work education should not
only be based on the transmission of knowledge but also on developing practical skills and
competencies. This led to a shift to the Competency-Based Education (CBE) model, where
specific competencies that students would demonstrate in professional practice after graduation
were defined (Robbins, 2014). Consequently, many curricula were redesigned to focus on
developing practical skills and acquiring competencies. Education shifted towards an approach
that not only imparts knowledge but also teaches students how to apply that knowledge in the
field. These changes indicate that the EPAS model adopted in 2008 transitioned social work
education to a more structured and outcome-focused approach, aiming to better assess the

professional competencies of social workers.

Additionally, updates made in 2008, 2015, and most recently in 2022 have caused EPAS to
focus more on topics such as social justice, human rights, ethical values, and cultural
competence. The latest update in 2022 ensured a more in-depth examination of inclusivity,
social justice, and diversity in social work education. Moreover, standards were developed to
accommodate new educational methods such as the use of digital technologies, online education

methods, and distance learning.
Content of EPAS

With the 2022 update, EPAS adopted a competency-based educational framework that defines
nine social work competencies, each accompanied by a set of behaviors. These competencies

are:

e Demonstrate Ethical and Professional Behavior
e Advance Human Rights and Social, Racial, Economic, and Environmental Justice
e Engage Anti-Racism, Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion (ADEI) in Practice

e Engage in Practice-Informed Research and Research-Informed Practice
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e Engage in Policy Practice

e Engage with Individuals, Families, Groups, Organizations, and Communities

e Assess Individuals, Families, Groups, Organizations, and Communities

e Intervene with Individuals, Families, Groups, Organizations, and Communities

e Evaluate Practice with Individuals, Families, Groups, Organizations, and
Communities, and social work education programs may add to these competencies if
desired.

Following the nine social work competencies, EPAS outlines the five elements of an integrated

program design:
Program Mission (EPAS 1.0)

The program mission is a process based on the commitment to ensure that students acquire
social work competencies. This mission is built on the purpose and core values of the social
work profession and is shaped by the context in which the program operates. The purpose of
social work is to enhance the well-being of individuals and communities. This mission includes
goals such as the pursuit of social, racial, economic, and environmental justice, the protection
of human rights, and the eradication of poverty. The program mission is based on scientific
knowledge and professional values that advance social work education and practice at both

global and local levels.
Anti-Racism, Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion (EPAS 2.0)

Social work programs integrate anti-racism, diversity, equity, and inclusion (ADEI) approaches
into both the explicit and implicit curriculum. This ensures that students develop an
understanding of social differences and a commitment to dismantling oppressive systems.
Programs aim to enhance students’ anti-racist knowledge, awareness, and skills. In this context,
the intersectional effects of factors such as gender, ethnicity, social class, and disability are
considered. ADEI approaches aim to foster cultural sensitivity in students when working with

oppressed groups.
Explicit Curriculum (EPAS 3.0)

The explicit curriculum refers to the official education provided by the program to prepare
students for professional social work practice. This curriculum ensures that social work offers

general and specialized knowledge, values, skills, and cognitive processes. The curriculum is
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designed to impart the core competencies of social work and aims to develop students’ abilities
to work with different individuals, families, groups, and communities. Additionally, the

curriculum emphasizes anti-racist and inclusive practices.

Implicit Curriculum (EPAS 4.0)

The implicit curriculum encompasses the student experience and the learning environment
provided by the program. This includes policies that support student development, student
engagement, faculty structure, governance, and resources. The program demonstrates how core
values such as anti-racism, diversity, equity, and inclusion are reflected in the implicit
curriculum of social work education. Students' out-of-class development and professional

identity formation are significant aspects of the implicit curriculum.
Assessment (EPAS 5.0)

Assessment is the process that determines the extent to which students have acquired
competencies. Programs use methods to evaluate student learning outcomes, which indicate
whether students are prepared for professional social work practice. Assessment results guide
the development of the curriculum and the program. The assessment process is used to measure

the program's success and to implement continuous improvements.

The five elements of EPAS encompass educational policies and accreditation standards that are
conceptually interconnected. Educational policies describe each of the five program elements,
while accreditation standards are inspired by educational policies and specify the requirements
used to develop and maintain an accredited social work program at the bachelor’s or master’s

level. The accreditation standards of the current EPAS report are summarized in the table below.

The educational policies and accreditation standards included in EPAS ensure that social work
education is conducted based on professional and ethical principles. Students educated within
the framework defined by EPAS begin their professional lives well-equipped and can provide
more effective services to society. Accreditation processes are meticulously organized by EPAS
to ensure the continuous development of social work education and its ability to respond to

societal needs.
Conclusion

Social work education is a field that must continuously develop to respond to the changing
needs of society and contribute to the realization of social justice. In this context, EPAS forms
the foundational pillars of social work education and determines how educational institutions

approach this field. The standards set by EPAS serve as a guide for both educational institutions
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and social work students. The knowledge and skills students acquire within these standards

ensure that they are more effective and competent in their professional lives.

The principles established by EPAS are among the elements that ensure the recognition of social
work as a professional discipline and the global acceptance of its professional standards. In
determining and implementing educational policies, EPAS aims to enhance the ethical
responsibilities and professional competencies of those working in the social work field.
Additionally, the standards included in EPAS lay the groundwork for social work education to
produce professionals who are based on ethical values, responsive to societal needs, and
committed to the understanding of social justice.

This paper examined the role and impacts of EPAS in social work education and evaluated the
contributions of the standards to educational quality. In the future, the continuous updating of
EPAS to align with evolving societal needs and its adaptation to local conditions will be a

crucial step toward achieving excellence in social work education.
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OZET

Selanik vilayeti, Osmanli’nin Rumeli cografyasinda ekonomik, askeri ve jeopolitik agisinda
stratejik bir konuma sahip olmakla birlikte devletin Avrupa’ya agilan kapisi olarak
nitelendirilmekteydi. Selanik, niifus ve ekonomi faaliyetleri hususunda Istanbul’dan sonra
Osmanli’nin en biiyiik ikinci sehri olma unvanina haizdi. Burada ¢ogunlukla Miisliimanlar,
Bulgarlar, Rumlar, Ulahlar, Yahudiler ve Ermeniler birlikte yagsamaktaydilar. Bu sebeple kent,
kozmopolitik bir demografi yapiy1 barindirmaktaydi. XIX. Yiizyilin son ¢eyreginden itibaren
vilayette yagayan toplumlardan 6zellikle de Rum ve Bulgarlar niifus ¢cogunlugunun kendilerine
ait oldugu iddiasinda bulunuyorlardi ki bu tartigmalar Yunanistan ile Bulgar Prensligi’nin
kiskirtmasiyla her gecen zaman daha da siddetleniyordu. Bu hususta yagsanan anlagsmazliklara
kimi zaman Sirbistan ve Romanya devletleri de miidahil oluyorlardi. Balkan devletlerinin
Selanik’te soydaslarinin ¢ogunlukta oldugu iddiasim1 gii¢clendirmek i¢in basvurduklar1 en
onemli vasitalarindan biri de kendi irkdaslarinin bagli oldugu cemaat okullarinin sayisini artirip
miimkiin oldugunca bu okullarda okuyan o6grenci sayisini ¢ok gdstermekti. Bdylece bu
topraklarda gayrimiislim cemaat okullarimin sayisinda her gecen giin artis yasantyordu.
Gayrimislimler, pesi sira tesis ettikleri cemaat okullarinda propaganda faaliyetleri yiiriitiiyor
ve tahsil goren talebelere milliyeteilik fikirleri agiliyorlardi. Gayrimiislim cemaat 6nde gelenleri
tarafindan programlari hazirlanan ve idare edilen okullarda ¢ogu kez zararli icerikler barindiran
ve Osmanli Hiikiimeti tarafindan yasaklanan kitaplar okutulmaktaydi. Oyle ki bu okullarda
mezun olanlarin 6nemli bir kismi komite Orgilitlerine katiliyorlardi. Yogun okullasma
rekabetinin yasandi1 bu siiregte Miisliiman halk icin devlet okullarmin yam sira 6zel Islam
mekteplerinin 6nemi gittikge artiyordu. Selanik’teki bu tlir mekteplerden ikisini Feyziye ve
Yadigar Terakki mektepleri olusturuyordu. Caligmamizda farkli kaynaklardan faydalanilarak
Selanik’te insa edilmis bulunan &zel Islam mekteplerinden Feyziye ve Yadigar Terakki
mekteplerinin yapisi, isleyisi ve sahip oldugu konumun agiga ¢ikarilmasi amaglanmistir.

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1. GIRIS
Avrupali devletlerin baskist sonucu 1856 yilinda ilan edilen Islahat Fermani ile birlikte
Miisliimanlar ile azinlik halklar arasinda esitligi saglamak amaciyla yiiriirliige sokulan
uygulamalardan biri de azinliklara 6zel okul agma tesebbiis serbestligi olmustur. Bu tarihten
sonra gayrimiislim topluluklar hizla 6zel okullar agmaya baslamislardi. Gayrimiislim unsurlarin
birbirleri ile giristikleri bu rekabet sahasindan uzak kalmak istemeyen Miislimanlar da varlik
gosterdigi bolgelerde hususi mektepler agma faaliyetlerine hiz vermislerdi (Kurt, 2013: s. 188).
Gayrimiislim unsurlarin okullagma rekabetlerinin Osmanli egitim sistemine olumlu katkisinin

halkin egitimin ne kadar 6nemli oldugunu anlamaya baslamasi oldugu sdylenebilir (Giigtekin,
2012:s. 7).

Yiriirliige giren 1869 Maarif-i Umumiye Nizamnamesine goére Osmanli okullart umumi ve
hususi okullar olarak ikiye ayrilmaktaydi. Sibyan, Riisdiye, Idadi ve Sultaniler ile
ylksekogretim kurumlart statiisinde yer alan Darlilmuallimat, Dariilmuallimin ve
Dariilfiinunlar umumi okullari, Misliiman ve gayrimiislim cemaatlerinin tesis edecekleri
okullar ise hususi okullar1 teskil edecekti (Egri, 2014: s. 129). Nizamnamenin 129. Maddesinde
0zel okullarin bazi1 mahallerde cemaatler tarafindan ya da gerek Osmanli vatandas1 ve gerek
yabanci devlet vatandasi kisilerce kurulabilecegi belirtilmisti. Bu okullarin iicretli ya da iicretsiz
faaliyet yiirlitebilecegi gibi masraflar1 ve gelirlerinin okulun kurucular1 veya okulun bagh
olduklar vakiflar tarafindan idare edilecegi de ifade edilmistir. Ayn1 maddede 6zel okullarin
acilabilmesi igin gorev yapacak Ogretmenlerin diplomalarinin mevcut olmasi, miifredatta
devletin menfaatine aykir1 ders konulmamasi, okutulacak kitaplarin idarelerce onaylanmasi gibi
hususlara sahip olunmas: gerektigi agiklanmistir. Istanbul’da acilacak dzel okullarn Maarif
Nezareti, vilayetlerde agilacak okullarin ise valiler tarafindan onaylanmasi esas alinmistir.
Dolayisiyla Osmanli’da 6zel okullar Miisliimanlara ait, gayrimiislimlere ait ve yabancilara ait
olmak tizere 3 ayr1 gruba ayrilmis oldugunu ifade etmek yanlis olmayacaktir (Aykurt, 2019: s.
264).

Ozel Islam Mektepleri ilk olarak istanbul ve Selanik vilayetinde acilmislardi. Bu kurumlar
genel olarak azinlik ve yabanci okullar ile rekabet etmek amaciyla meydana getirilmisti.
Osmanli’da bilhassa Sultan 2. Abdiilhamid ve sonrasinda ise Ittihat ve Terakki Partisi
doneminde varlik gosteren Ozel Islam Mektepleri, halkin dini ve milli degerler cercevesinde
daha iyi bir egitim almasi diisiincesinden hareketle kurulmus olduklar1 sdylenebilir. S6z konusu
mekteplerin kurulmasi ile Osmanli’nin egitim alaninda ilerlemesini temin etmek ve ayni
zamanda Osmanli halklar 11 bir arada tutmak da amaclanmistir (Kurt, 2013: s. 188).

Selanik’teki Tiirk ve Miisliiman okullar1 genel itibariyle Ahmed Subasi, Yilan Mermer, Cavus
Manastir ve Ishak Pasa mahallelerinde yogunlasmust:. Nitekim, Zihni Pasa, Yadigar-1
Hamidiye, Ali Pasa, Terakki ve Hamidiye Sanayi Mektebi s6z konusu bolgelerde bulunan
mektepler arasindaydi (Anastassiadou, 2001: s. 165).

Osmanl okullarindaki miifredatta din dersleri ile birlikte riisdiye diizeyinde cografya, tarih,
Matematik, hiisn-i hatt dersleri yer aliyordu. Okullarda genel itibariyle Arapga ve Farsganin
disinda sadece Fransizca dersleri ders olarak okutulmaktaydi. Diger Avrupa dillerine hemen
hemen hi¢ yer verilmezdi. Bu diizeydeki egitimin edebi agirlikli ve klasik ¢izgide oldugu
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soylenebilir. Ogrenciler Idadiyeye kabul edildiklerinde ancak ticari yazisma, muhasebe,
geometri, ekonomi ve kimya gibi daha teknik konularla iliskili dersler almaktaydilar
(Anastassiadou, 2001: s. 165).

Maarif Nezareti tarafindan hususi mektep miidiirlerine gonderilmis oldugu anlagilan 19 Aralik
1894 tarihli bir yazida bu mektepler ile ilgili olarak gdzetilecek hususlar “Mektep Talimati” ile
belirtilmistir. Talebe tarafindan Kuran-1 Kerim’in giizel okunmasina, dini kaidelerin miimkiin
olan en giizel surette Ggretilmesi, mekteplerin iptida-i kisminda higbir surette yabanci dil
okutturulmamasi, hangi dilde yazilmissa yazilsin tiim mekteplerde okutulacak kitap ve
risalelerin Maarif Nezaretinden ruhsat almalari ve maarif yetkililerince tasdik edilmesi,
Mekteplerde istihdam edilen muallim, memur ve hademelerin giizel ahlak sahibi olmalarina ve
sicillerinin bozuk olmamalarina 6zen gosterilmesi, mektebe alinacak muallim i¢in Nezaretten
izin alinmasi ve bu 6gretmenlerin 25 yasindan kiigiik olmamalari, muallimler tarafindan verilen
derslerin daima kontrol edilerek edep ve ahlaka aykiri egitim verdirilmemesi, muallimlerin
talebelere kotii muamelede bulunmalarina miisaade buyurulmamasi, mekteplerin temizligine
dikkat edilmesi ve saglik kurallarina uyulmasi, mekteplerdeki bakkallarda satilan yiyecek ve
iceceklerin kontrol edilmesi ve mektep gelirinden miinasip bir miktarin tahsis edilmesi suretiyle
mektebe bir doktor tayin edilerek bu doktorun haftada iki ya da ti¢ kez bagh oldugu mektebi
ziyaret etmesi talimatta belirtilen hususlar olarak siralanmisti (BOA, MF.MKT, 239/57, H 20-
06-1312/M 19-12-1894).

Selanik vilayetinde 1906 yili itibari ile 333.440 Miisliiman-Tiirk, 446.050 Bulgar, 168.500
Rum, 24.970 Ulah ve 55.320 Yahudi’nin yasadigi bir kisim kaynaklarda yer almistir
(Andonyan, 2002: s. 76-77). Selanik’in niifusu 1901 yilinda 1.028.377 kisiden olusuyordu ve
kent genelindeki okullarda 98.459 6grenci egitim goérmekte olup Ogrenci sayisinin toplam
niifusa oram1 binde 95.74 idi (Maarif Salnamesi, H. 1319, s. 616). Takvimler 1902 yilin1
gosterdiginde Selanik vilayetinde 1.817 okuldan 63’1 riisdi, 10°u idadi ve geri kalanin da ibtidai
mektepleri oldugu goriilmektedir (Selanik Vilayet Salnamesi, H. 1320, s. 629). 1903 yili Maarif
Salnamesine gore Sultan II. Abdiilhamid’in tahta ¢ikisindan 1903 yilina kadar olan zaman
diliminde Selanik’te 47 ibtidai, 5 riisdiye ve 1 idadi mektebi acilmistir (Maarif Salnamesi, H.
1321, s. 528). Selanik’te mevcut okullarin 1902 yili itibariyle 1.122°si Miisliimanlara, 622’si
gayrimislimlere ve 10’u ise ecnebilere aitti (Selanik Vilayet Salnamesi, H. 1320, s. 629).

2. Feyziye Mektebinin Kurulus Tarihcesi ve Egitim Diizeni
Feyziyye mektebinin kurucusu ve fikir babasi olarak adlandirilan kisi Zeki Efendi idi. Zeki
Efendi Fransa’nin Selanik Bagkonsoloslugu’'nda tercliman olarak vazife goriiyordu ve
Fransizca, Arapga, Ingilizce ve Farsga bilmekteydi. Zeki Efendi tarafindan bu mektebin
kurulmasindaki amag¢ yabanci okullarda degil Tiirk okullarinda yabanci dil bilen genglerin
yetiserek topluma ve devlete faydali bireyler olarak hayatlarina devam etmelerini saglamakti.
Bu amagla Tiirk okulu agmak i¢in girisimlerde bulunan Zeki Efendi’nin vefatindan sonra
babasinin hedefini Selanik vilayetinin Mektubi Kalemi Miimeyyizi Mustafa Tevfik Efendi
gergeklestirmek istemisti. Mustafa Efendi, okul i¢in yer aramaya basladiginda Hafiz Mustafa
Efendi tarafindan idare edilen Kur’an Mektebi yerinin Feyz-i Sibyan mektebi icin uygun
oldugunu diistinmiistii. Boylece mevcut yap1 Topcuoglu Osman Aga ile Abdusoglu Osman
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Efendi’nin destegiyle onarilmisti. Bu gelismeden sonra 1883°te Feyz-i1 Sibyan ismi ile yeni
mektep kurulmustu. Mustafa Efendi ile kardesleri bunu yeterli bulmayarak modern anlamda
egitim vermek amaciyla destek vermesi i¢in Selanik Maarif Miidiirii Radovigeli Mustafa Bey’e
danismislardi. Boylece Mustafa Efendi Hiikiimet adina ilk kurucu iiye olarak atandiktan sonra
onun bagkanliginda 6gretmen Kitapgr Mustafa Efendi, tacir Mustafa Cezzar Efendi, avukat
Mustafa Faik Efendi ve tacir ipek¢i Ismail Efendi’den olusan enciimen grubu olusturulmustu
(Aykurt, 2019: s. 269).

Feyziye mektebinin 1885 yilinin Aralik ay1 basinda ilk olarak iptida-i derecesinde kurulmus
oldugu Selanik Vilayet Salnamesinde belirtilmektedir. Bu mektep kisa zaman iginde biiyiik
basarilar gostererek riisdi derecesine ¢ikmistir. Feyziye mektebinin 6grenim siiresi 1 y1l ihtiyat,
4 y1l iptida-i ve 4 yil ise riigdi olmak iizere toplamda 9 yil stirmekteydi. Kurulus tarihinden 5
y1l sonra mektebe dordii iptida-i ve ikisi riisdi olarak 6 smifli bir de kiz talebeler i¢in bolim
ilave edilmistir. Feyziye mektebinin erkek talebe kisminin riisdi programinda mezun olanlar
miilkiye idadisinin 5. ve kismen 6. Smifina giderek gerekli olan ticari dersleri almig
olduklarindan ticaret meslegine atilabiliyorlardi. Mektepte 1903 yili itibari ile erkek bdliimiinde
300 ve kiz bolimiinde ise 200 olmak iizere toplamda 500 talebe egitim gdrmekteydi.
Talebelerin yiizde on besi parasiz olarak okumaktaydilar. Burada okuyan talebelerden alinan
iicret benzer mekteplere nispetle olduk¢a uygun oldugu gibi maddi durumu yetersiz talebelere
gerekli egitimin parasiz verilmesine gayret gosterilmekteydi. Mektebin geliri masraflarina
oranla az oldugundan her yil yardim paralariyla bu agik kapatilmaktaydi. Feyziye mektebi
kuruldugundan itibaren gegen 15 y1l zarfinda iptida-1 kismindan 111 ve riisdi kismindan ise 33
olmak {izere toplamda 144 talebeye sahadetname verilmistir. Mektepten yetisen talebelerin
cogu ticaret meslegine atilmis olmakla birlikte geriye kalanlar ise miilkiye, miihendis, baytar
ve idadi gibi okullara devam etmislerdir. Bunlarin ¢ogu iyi derecelerle sahadetnamelerini alarak
devlet hizmetinde bulunmuslardir. Talebelerin maddi ve manevi gelisimlerine ikmal saglamak
amaciyla mektepte jimnastik dersleri 6zel 6gretmenler marifetiyle verilmekte oldugu gibi
programda ahlak dersleri de siklikla yer almistir. Egitim dili Osmanlica olmasinin yaninda
Fransizca dersler uzman Ogretmenlerce verilmekteydi. Kiz talebe kismimin faaliyete
baslamasindan 1903 yilina de§in 51 talebeye sahadetnameleri verilmisti (Selanik Vilayet
Salnamesi, H. 1320, s. 397-398).

Feyziyye mektebinden mezun olan talebelerin ticaretten baska hendese-i miilkiye, mekatib-i
idadiye, miilkiye-i sahane ve baytar mektebi gibi egitim kurumlarmma devam etmistir.
Sahadetnamelerini alan ¢ogu talebe devlet hizmetine atanmis ve bu husus biiyiik bir 6viing
kaynag1 olmustur. Mektebin sadece kiz kisminda 1906-1907 egitim senesinde 77 sahadetname
verilmistir (Selanik Vilayet Salnamesi, H. 1325, s. 485).

Feyziyye mektebi, Selanik’in seckin bir mahallesinde tasra halkinin faydalanabilmesi
amaciyla bir yatili mektep kismini tesis etmisti. Bu yatili mektebin talebenin rahatini ve
giivenligini miimkiin olan en yiiksek derecede sagladig1 belirtilmistir. Oyle ki talebeler higbir
zaman yalniz birakilmayip, muallimler ders aralarinda dahi talebeleri denetimleri altinda
tutuyorlardi. Buradaki talebeler aksamlari 6zel muallimler araciligiyla ders gormekteydiler Ki
derslerin aksam verilmesindeki amag¢ giindiiz talebelerinin de yararlanmasiydi. Mektebe
yazilmak ticretli olup mektebin iicreti siniflara gore degismekle birlikte ortalama 20, 25 ve 30
Osmanli Lirast oldugu ag¢iklanmisti. Talebeler uygun bir fiyatla servis hizmetlerinden de
faydalanabilmislerdi (Aykurt, 2019: s. 273).

Feyziyye mektebi idarecileri, iist diizey biirokrat ve varlikli kisilerin ikamet olarak sectigi
Selanik vilayetinin Yalilar semtinde bir sube agmaya karar vermislerdi. Selanikli tiiccar
Mehmet Karakas’in Yalilar caddesinde yer alan koskiinii bagislamasiyla birlikte Yalilar
subesi burada agilmist1. Idarecilerin bat: tarzi1 egitim veren bir mektep agmaya niyet etmis
olduklar1 anlasilmaktadir. Nitekim mektebin programinda bu husus ©6ne ¢ikmaktadir.
Programda: “Avrupa mekatib-i ibtiddiye-sininkine mikyds olacak nazariyyadt ile ameliyyat
tamamen tevfik ve te’lif edilecek, ¢ocuklara ogretilecek seylerin hepsinin numuneleri
gosterilecek, terbiye-i zihniye ile terbiye-i bedeniye mezducen ilerleyecektir.” Yazilmisti.
Mektep iki ana sinif ile birlikte ii¢ iptida-i sinif olarak kiz ve erkek talebeler icin ac¢ilmist.
Mektebin agilist 02 Eyliil 1905 tarihinde gergeklestirilmis ve agilisa Vilayet Ozel Kalemi
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Necib Beyefendi, Belediye Reisi Hulusi Beyefendi, Nafia Miidiirti Osman Beyefendi, Hakim
Beyefendi ile askeri ve miilki erkan katilmisti. Yalilar subesi, her gecen zaman iginde yerel
halk tarafindan ilgiyle karsilagmis ve mevcudu 75 talebe olan bina mevcut ihtiyaci
karsilayamaz olmustu. Insa edilmesinden 1-2 y1l sonra daha biiyiik bir binaya gecilmesiyle
sube 100 erkek ve 100 kiz olmak iizere 200 talebeyi barindirabilecek kapasiteye ulagmisti
(Aykurt, 2019: s. 274).

3. Yadigar Terakki Mektebi Kurulus Tarihgesi ve Egitim Diizeni

Selanik’te eski usule gore dnce Muallim Semsi ve Ismail Hakk: efendiler tarafindan insa edilen
mektebin idaresi yalnizca kurucu ve miidiirlerinin varligi ile smirliydi. Mektebin idarecileri,
yasanan bazi zorluklardan sonra Selanik’te Enclimen-i Terakki ismiyle bir heyet olusturarak
Mekteb-i Terakki unvaniyla erkek ve kizlara mahsus 6zel bir mektep meydana getirmis oldular.
Mektep kuruldugundan kisa bir siire sonra Selanik’te insa edilen diger 6zel mekteplere drnek
teskil etmistir (Selanik Vilayet Salnamesi, H. 1320, s. 401-402). Mektebin 28 Subat 1881
tarihinde insa edilmis oldugu kaynaklarda belirtilmistir (Selanik Vilayet Salnamesi, H. 1324, s.
260). Erkek kismi1 4’1 iptida-i ve 4’ riisdi olmak iizere 8 ve kiz boliimii ise iptida-i ve riisdi
olarak 7 siniftan olusuyordu. Bundan baska kiz mektebinde ayrica “Valide Simifi” isminde bir
siif vardi ki gerek erkek ve gerek kiz boliimiine kayit edilecek talebenin 7 yasindan kiigiik
olanlara mahsus olup bu talebelere ayrica egitim verdirilirdi. Erkek kisminda alinan iicret
giindiizlii idadi mektebi 6gretimine denk olmakla birlikte programda ticari ehemmiyetine
binaen fazla olarak uygulamali ve teori usul-1 defteri ve usul-1 muhasebe Fransiz diline agirlik
verilmigtir. 1900 yilindan beri ticari siniflarina Alman dili dahi ilave edilmisti. Mektebin kiz
boliimiinde riisdiyye egitimi igerisinde ev idaresi, kadinlarin vazifeleri ve 6zellikle de bigki ile
el isleri dersleri verilmekteydi. Terakki mektebi kuruldugundan beri c¢izgisini koruyarak
Istanbul’daki mekteplere rekabet derecesinde talebe mezun etmekte ve Selanik ticari
miiesseseleri, maliyesi ve simendifer idarelerine uygun memur yetistirmekteydi. Programlarda
stirekli degisen ticari sartlara uygun olarak gelistirmeler yapilarak mektebin egitim derecesi
artirllmaya 6zen gosterilmekteydi. Mektebin 1903 yili itibari ile 316°s1 erkek ve 200’1 kiz
olmak iizere toplamda 516 talebesi mevcut olup bunlarin yiizde yirmisi {icretsiz kabul edilirdi.
(Selanik Vilayet Salnamesi, H. 1320, s. 401-402). Bu tarihten 3 yil sonra yani 1906 yilinda
mektebin erkek talebe sayis1 330 ve kiz kismindaki talebe sayis1 ise 300 olmak {izere toplamda
630 talebe mevcut idi. Bu durum Terakki mektebinin 4 yil icerisinde talebe sayisin1 100 kisiden
fazla artirmis oldugunu gostermektedir (Selanik Vilayet Salnamesi, H. 1324, s. 261). Mektebin
gelirleri giderleri karsilayamadigi zaman agiktan ilan edilerek toplanan ve 6zellikle de idare
heyeti ile miiesseseler tarafindan verilen yardimlar ile acik giderilmekteydi (Selanik Vilayet
Salnamesi, H. 1320, s. 401-402).

4. Feyziyye Mektebi ile Yadigar Terakki Mektebi Hakkinda Bir Degerlendirme
Selanik’te bulunan iptida-i ve 6zel Islam mekteplerinin gayrimiislim cemaatler tarafindan idare
edilmekte olan mekteplere oranla ilerleme hususunda geride kaldig1 devlet gorevlilerinin 1893
yilinin Kasim ayindaki bir kisim yazismalarindan anlasilmaktadir. Oyle ki iptida-i ve 6zel Islam
mekteplerinin daha hizli ilerlemelerini saglamak amaciyla buralara maddi destekte bulunulmasi
hususunda goriisler ortaya atilmisti (BOA, MF.MKT, 187/126, H 14-05-1311/M 23-11-1893).
Ancak 1900’li yillarin basindan itibaren Selanik’te egitim faaliyetlerini siirdiirmekte olan
Feyziyye ve Terakki mekteplerinin basarilarin1 ispatlamisg egitim kurumlar1 oldugu
anlasilmaktadir. Nitekim 1904 yilinin Agustos ayinda Selanikli Miisliman genclerin ticaret
tahsili icin Avrupa’ya gidip oradaki okullarda egitimlerine devam etmelerinden dolay1
Osmanlicilik fikirleri ve Islam terbiyelerinin bozulmasindan endise edilmekteydi. Bu tiir
durumlarin oniine gegmek amaciyla tahsillerine devam etmek isteyen talebelerin Selanik’teki
ozel Islam mektepleri arasinda basarilariyla adindan sdz ettiren Feyziyye ve Terakki
mekteplerine iki sinif daha ilave edilerek bu mekteplere yonlendirilmesi devlet yetkilileri
tarafindan uygun goriilmiistii. iki sinifin ilave edilmesi ile birlikte genel ticaret ve sanayi tahsili
gorecek olan talebelere hukuk, ticaret, iktisat kaideleri, muhasebe, ticari yazismalar gibi
derslerin okutulmasi ve ihtiyaclarinin ise zebiha resminden karsilanmasi planlanmisti (BOA,
TFR.I.LMKM, 8/722, H 16-06-1322/M 28-08-1904). Yadigar Terakki Mektebi kurucusu Osman
Inayet Efendi’ye mektebin ilerlemesi hususunda gosterdigi ¢aba ve Maarif Komisyonu ndaki
hizmetleri dolayistyla Ucgiincii Riitbe ile ddiillendirilmesine karar verilmis olmasi da bu
mekteplerin gostermis oldugu basarilarin 6rneklerinden birini olusturmaktadir (BOA,
DH.MKT, 2247/26, H 09-05-1317/M 15-09-1899).

Feyziyye ve Terakki mekteplerine mahsus olarak 1904 yilinda ticaret mektebi sinifi agilmig
oldugu anlagilmaktadir. 1905 yilinin Temmuz ayinda ticaret mektebi talebeleri birinci siif
egitimlerini tamamlamislardi. Onceden hazirlanmis olan program gercevesinde ikinci smifin
acllmasma karar verilmistir (BOA, TFR.LSL, 78/7765, H 21-05-1323/M 24-07-1905).
Selanik’te basarili 6zel Islam mekteplerinden olan Feyziyye ile Yadigar Terakki mektepleri
arasinda bir rekabet hali yaganmaktaydi. Bu iki egitim kurumu arasindaki rekabeti egitim
sistemi lehine ¢evirmek isteyen Rumeli Genel Miifettisi Hiiseyin Hilmi Pasa ile Selanik Valisi
Hasan Fehmi Pasa’nin tesebbiisleri sayesinde ortak Ticaret Mektebi tesis edilmisti. Her iki
mektebin saglayacagi ortak bir enclimen heyeti tarafindan Ticaret Mektebi’nin idare edilmesi
kararlastirilmisti. Mektebin egitim siiresi 2 yil olarak belirlenmisti. Boylece Ticaret Mektebi
1904 yilinin Eyliil ayinda egitime baslamis oldu (Aykurt, 2019: s. 278).

Sultan II. Abdiilhamid, egitim alaninda 6nemli atilimlar gerceklesirmistir. Sultan tarafindan
egitimde gerceklestirilen reformlarin etkisi Selanik’teki &zel Islam mektepleri hususunda da
etkisini gdstermistir. Nitekim Sultan’in Osmanli egitiminin gelismesi i¢in sarf ettigi gayretleri
dolayisiyla Terakki mektebinin ismi Yadigar Terakki olarak degistirilmisti (Aykurt, 2019: s.
276).
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SONUC

Selanik’te yasayan gayrimiislim unsurlar, gerek propaganda araci olarak etkili gordiiklerinden
ve gerek 0grenim goren talebelere milliyetgilik fikirlerini empoze etmek istediklerinden hizlica
pesi sira cemaat okullar1 agma telagina diismiislerdi. Okullasma alanindaki bu rekabet daha ¢ok
Bulgar, Rum, Ulah ve kismen Sirplar arasinda cereyan etmekteydi. Burada yasayan Miisliiman
kesim i¢in kendilerine ait hususi mekteplerin acilip ilerleme kaydetmesi hayati onem
tagimaktaydi. Clinkli gayrimiislim okullarindan milliyet¢ilik ve zararli fikirlerle donanmig
vaziyette yetisen nesiller her gecen zaman Miisliiman topluluklar1 diigman gorecek ve
beklenmedik zararlar vereceklerdi. Ozellikle de XIX. yiizyilin son geyregi ve XX. yiizyilin
basinda Rumeli topraklarinda 6zel Islam mektepleri agilmaya baslamis ve Selanik vilayeti basi
¢ekmisti. Gayrimiislim okullar1 karsisinda 6zel Islam mekteplerinin ilk yillarda arzu edilen
ilerlemeyi kaydetmedigi ve dolayisiyla onlardan geri kaldig1 anlagilmaktadir. Ancak 1900°1i
yillarin basinda Feyziyye ve Yadigar Terakki mekteplerinin diger hususi Islam mektepleri
arasinda basarty1 yakaladiklar1 gozlemlenmistir. Bu basarilar Hiikiimet yetkilileri ve Sultan II.
Abdiilhamid’in de dikkatini celp etmisti. Hiikiimet, bu iki giizide Islam mektebinin daha fazla
ilerlemesi i¢in gerekli maddi ve manevi destegi saglamaktan geri durmamisti. S6z konusu
mektepler ¢agin sartlarina gére modern sayilabilecek egitim sistemini uygulamaya koymus ve
kizlarm egitimine de &zen gostermislerdi. Bu iki Islam egitim kurumu Selanik’te yasayan
¢ocuklarin Osmanlicilik fikri ve Islam ahlaki {izerine yetismelerine dnemli katki saglamustir.
Bununla birlikte bu mekteplerde mezun olanlar devletin 6nemli kurumlarinda memur olarak
vazife icra etmislerdi. Feyziye ile Yadigar Terakki mekteplerinin miistakil girisimiyle kurulan
Ticaret Mektebi’nde yetisen nesillerin kentin ve dolayistyla devletin sanayisinin gelismesine
katk: sagladig1 da cikarilabilecek diger bir sonugtur.
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XIX. YUZYILIN SON CEYREGINDE PALANKA KAZASININ EKONOMIK
FAALIYETLERI VE DEMOGRAFIK YAPISI

OZET

Osmanl’nin Rumeli cografyasinin bir parcasin1 teskil eden Makedonya bdlgesinin {i¢
vilayetinden biri olan Kosova, doguda Bulgaristan, batida Iskodra vilayeti ile Bosna-Hersek ve
Karadag, glineyde Manastir ve Selanik vilayetleri ve kuzeyde ise Sirbistan ile komsu idi.
Vilayetin idari sinirlari, giineyde yer alan Istip’ten baslayarak kuzeybati dogrultusunda uzanan
ve Taslica sancagiyla Bosna’ya sinir olan genis bir cografyayr ihtiva ediyordu. Berlin
Antlagsmasi’ndan (1878) sonra bagimsiz bir devlet olarak tarih sahnesine ¢ikan Sirbistan ile
Bulgar Prensligi, Kosova vilayeti {izerinde hak iddiasinda bulunuyorlardi. Bu devletler, Kosova
topraklarinin gegmiste kendi imparatorluklarinin bir pargasini olusturdugunu One siirerek
yeniden sinirlarina katilmasi gerektigi iizerinde politikalarini sekillendirmislerdi. Sirbistan ile
Bulgaristan i¢in Kosova vilayeti lizerinde hak iddiasinda bulunma dayanaklarindan biri de
burada yasayan kendi soydaslarinin niifus ¢ogunlugunu teskil ettigi yoniindeki inanislariydi.
Nitekim Sirplara gére Kosova niifusunun c¢ogunlugu Sirplardan, Bulgaristan’a gore ise
Bulgarlardan olusuyordu. Bu sebeple XIX. ylizyilin son ¢eyreginden itibaren Kosova vilayeti
iizerinde 6zellikle de Sirp ve Bulgar rekabeti yasanmaya baslamis ve bu rekabet cogu zaman
yerel halkin dahil edildigi ¢atigmalara doniismiistii. Bu topraklarda neredeyse her giin yasanan
cete miicadeleleri sonucunda asayisin bozulmasina bagli olarak kentin sosyokiiltiirel ve
ekonomik faaliyetleri kotii etkilenmekteydi. Kosova niifus yapist Sirp, Bulgar, Ulah, Arnavut
ve Tirklerden meydana geliyordu. Ancak bu donemde vilayette Sirplarin mi1 yoksa Bulgarlarin
m1 niifus gogunlugunu olusturdugu sikea tartisilmaktaydi. Kosova vilayetinin Uskiip sancagina
bagli Palanka kazasinda da Bulgar ve Sirp niifusu gayrimiislim niifus ¢ogunlugunu teskil
ediyordu. Bu sebeple Palanka kazasi Sirp ve Bulgar propaganda ve cete savaslarinin yogun
yasandig1 yerlerden biri olmustur. Caligmamizda Palanka kazasinin demografik yapisinin yant
sira bolgenin ekonomi faaliyetlerinin ¢esitli kaynaklardan faydalanilarak ortaya g¢ikarilmasi
amaclanmustir.

BiZANS-EMEVI MUCADELELERINDE MALATYA

OZET

Tarih oncesi donemlerden itibaren dnemli bir yerlesim yeri olma 6zelligi gosteren Malatya,
Anadolu’da dogu-bat1 ve giiney-kuzey yollar1 diigiimiinde bir kavsak noktast {izerinde yer
almaktadir. Bulundugu cografi konum, sehrin sayisiz miicadeleler yasamasina sebebiyet
vermistir. Ozellikle Roma hakimiyetinden Tiirk hakimiyetine kadar gecen siire i¢inde defalarca
yikima ugramis ve siirekli olarak yagmalara maruz kalmistir.

Bizans-Emevi miicadelelerinde Malatya, iki taraf arasindaki giic cekismelerinde kilit bir
noktadir. Sehre sahip olmak taarruz avantajini ele gecirmek anlamina gelmektedir. Bu baglamda
Malatya, Bizans-Emevi miicadelelerinde bir garnizon sehir hiiviyetine sahiptir.

Miisliimanlardaki i¢ karigikliklarin ardindan giiglii bir Islam devletinin viicuda getirildigi
Emeviler donemi, Bizans agisindan zorlu bir siirectir. Sasani ile olan yipratict miicadelelerden
sonra Bizans’in karsisina bu kez iyi bir sekilde organize edilen Miisliiman-Araplar ¢ikmistir.
Bizans-Emevi miicadelelerine Malatya agisindan bakarsak, sehrin sik sik iki taraf arasinda el
degistirdigini goriiriiz. Dolayisiyla bu donem Malatya tarihi bakimindan miihimdir.

Calismamizi olustururken bazi ana kaynaklardan ve modern arastirmalardan faydalandik. Bu
eserlerden elde ettigimiz bilgiler 15181nda, Bizans-Emevi miicadelelerinde Malatya’nin 6nemini
ve gecirdigi siyasi doniisiimleri hakkinda bilgi verecegiz.

MALATYA IN BYZANTINE-EMEVi STRUGGLES

ABSTRACT

Malatya, which has been an important settlement since prehistoric times, is located on a
crossroads at the node of east-west and south-north roads in Anatolia. Its geographical location
has caused the city to experience numerous struggles. Especially during the period from Roman
rule to Turkish rule, it was repeatedly destroyed and constantly subjected to looting.
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In the Byzantine-Emev1 struggles, Malatya was a key point in the power struggles between the
two sides. Possession of the city meant seizing the offensive advantage. In this sense, Malatya
had the identity of a garrison city in the Byzantine-Emev1 struggles.

The Emevi period, in which a strong Islamic state was brought into being after the internal
turmoil among the Muslims, was a difficult period for Byzantium. After the attritional struggles
with Sasani, Byzantium was confronted by the well-organized Muslim-Arabs. If we look at the
Byzantine-Emevi struggles from the perspective of Malatya, we see that the city changed hands
frequently. Therefore, this period is important for the history of Malatya.

In the light of the information we have obtained from these works, we will give information
about the importance of Malatya in the Byzantine-Emevi struggles and the political
transformations it underwent.

1.GIRiS

Malatya, Anadolu’da bulundugu cografi konumu nedeniyle tarih boyunca tiirlii devletler
tarafindan sahip olunmak istenen bir bolge olmustur. Bulundugu konum Anadolu’nun dogu
kapisi diyebilecegimiz bir noktadir. Dogu-bat1 ve giiney-kuzey yollarinin tam kavsaginda yer
almasi, ayrica ticaret yollar1 iizerinde bulunmasi sehrin 6nemini olusturan baslica unsurlarin
basinda gelmektedir. Dolayisiyla Malatya sehri tarihin her doneminde siyasi, askeri ve
ekonomik ac¢idan gdzde sehirlerden biri olmustur.

Sehrin kurulus siirecine baktigimizda, ilk kuruldugu yerin bugiinkii Malatya’dan farkl
oldugunu gérmekteyiz. i1k kez sehir dzelligi gdstermesi Arslantepe ile olmustur. Arslantepe’de
milattan 6nce 3300-3000 yillarina tarihlendirilen kerpic¢ bir saray, milattan 6nce 3600-3500
yillarina ait bir tapinak, metal eserler ve miihiir baskilar bulunmustur. (Gogebakan, 2003: 469)
Bu bilgiden yola ¢ikarak sehrin bir yonetim merkezi 6zelligi gosterdigini sdyleyebiliriz.

Sehrin adma ilk kez ¢ivi yazili metinlerde rastlamaktayiz. Bu metinlerde Melita, Malazia,
Malita, Maldia, Maldiya, Maldija; Asur belgelerinde Milidia, Melidia, Melitea, Milid, Meliddu,
Melide ve Urartu belgelerinde ise Melita seklinde anilmaktadir. (Gogebakan, 2003: 469) Cek
bilim insan1 Bedrich Hrozny, sehrin adinin Hitit¢ce “bal” anlamina gelen “Melit” kelimesinden
tiremis oldugunu oOne siirmistir. (Umar, 1993: 561.) Ayrica Geg¢ Hitit hiyeroglif
kabartmalarinda Malatya sehri, “Dana Bags1 ve Ayag1” semboliiyle gosterilmistir. (Agaldag,
1988: 14) Kutsal goriilen bu hayvanin Malatya sehrine isaret etmesi sehre verilen 6nemi
vurgulamaktadir. (ince, 2017: 418)

Meshur eskicag cografyacilarindan Strabon (M.O. 58- M.S. 21) sehrin konumunu ilk kez
belirlemesinin yani sira sehirden bahsederken “Melitene” olarak kayit altina almistir ve sehir,
Roma-Bizans doneminde de bu sekilde anilmaya devam etmistir. (Akcadag, 2016: 187.)

Sehir, Miisliiman Arap-Bizans miicadelelerinde ve Islam hakimiyetine gectigi donemde de
“Melitene” olarak anilmig, daha sonra bu isim, Miisliman Araplar tarafindan “Malatiyye”
seklinde bir doniisiim gecirmistir. Sehir Selguklular devrinde “Vilayet-i Malatya” olarak
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adlandirilmis, Anadolu Selguklular1 doneminde ise iistiinliik ve asalet manasina gelen “Daru’r-
Rifa” ismi kullanilmistir. (Akgadag, 2016: 188)

Roma hakimiyetindeki Malatya’ya gegmeden 6nce kisaca Roma’nin Anadolu’ya ilk kez nasil
ayak bastigina ve Anadolu’da nasil bir varlik gosterdigine deginmek isteriz.

Roma’nin Anadolu’da ele gecirdigi ilk toprak parcasi savas ya da sefer sonucu olmamistir.
Kabul edilen goriise gore, Bergama/Pergamon Krali III. Attalos, topraklarint Roma’ya vasiyet
etmistir (M.O. 133). Boylece Roma, Pergamon Kralligi’nin oldugu bélgede ilk eyaleti olan
Asya Eyaleti’ni kurmustur. (Akyol, 2018: 23) Bundan sonra Roma tedricen toprak
kazanimlarina devam etmis ve sinirlarint Firat Nehri’ne kadar genisletmistir. Roma’nin Firat
bolgesinde varlik gosterdigi ilk yillarda bolgede bulunan yerel hanedanliklar Iran
cografyasindaki Parthlara kars1 tampon vazifesi gormiis, ancak Roma daha sonraki yiizyillarda
Firat bolgesindeki bazi Onemli gecit noktalarmma kendi lejyonlarimi yerlestirmistir. Bu
noktalardan birisi de Melitene’dir. Lejyonlar ilk dénemde basit ¢adir kamplar1 seklinde iken
sonradan korunakli yapilara gecis yapmislardir (Yildirim, 2012: 47). Bu donemde Melitene’ye
yerlestirilen lejyon XII. Fulminata Lejyonu’dur. Bu lejyon Roma’nin dogudaki en 6nemli askeri
issii olmustur (Agaldag, 1988: 235). M.S. 1. ylizyilda (Giines, 2020: 47) XII. Fulminata
Lejyonu’nun Melitene’ye yerlesmesi ile sehir yer degistirmis ve bugiin Battalgazi olarak
bildigimiz bolgeye, Arslantepe’nin 4 km kadar kuzeyine tagimistir. (Gégebakan, 2003: 469)
Bu karargdhin kurulmasindan sonra yerlesimler artmis, sehir giderek biiylimiistiir ve 6nemi
artmistir.

Lejyonun kurulmasindan sonra Malatya, Roma i¢in 6nemli bir sinir sehri olarak goriilmiistiir.
Hatta yol kenarlarinda yer alan mil taslarinda Malatya’ya olan mesafelerin gdsterilmesinden
sehrin Roma i¢in nasil bir nemi haiz oldugunu anlayabilmekteyiz. (Ramsay, 1960: 47) Ciinkii
sehir Firat nehrini kontrol etmektedir ve dogudan gelebilecek saldirilara karsi ana iis vazifesine
sahiptir. (Kozan, 2020: 18)

Doguda Roma-Parth miicadelelerinin sona ermesinden sonra Roma, bu kez Iran cografyasinda
ortaya ¢ikan Sasaniler ile miicadele etmek zorunda kalmistir. Konumundan dolayr Malatya bu
miicadele siirecinden biiyiik oranda etkilenen sehirlerden biri olmustur.

Bilindigi iizere 1. Theodosios 6liirken (395) Roma Imparatorlugu yénetim bakimindan bir daha
birlesmemek iizere ikiye ayrilmis ve Konstantinopolis sehri Dogu Roma (Bizans)’nin merkezi
olmustur. imparatorlugun dogusunu Arkadios, batisini ise Honorius yonetmistir. Boylece Dogu
Roma/Bizans Imparatorlugu ortaya ¢ikmustir. (Kaya, 2016: 528) Bu ayrilik neticesinde Malatya
sehri de Bizans yonetiminde varligin1 devam ettirmis ve bu donemde sehrin 6nemi daha da
artmistir.

226 senesinde devletlesen Sasaniler sonraki siiregte topraklarini genisletmis ve Bizans lizerine
seferler yapmaya baslamistir. (Naskali, 2009: 174-175) Bizans ile Sasani arasindaki
miicadelelerin yogunluguna bakildiginda bu siirecin ii¢ doneme ayrilabildigini gérmekteyiz.
[Iki III. yiizyilin baslarindan Bizans imparatoru Iulianus (361-363)’un 6liimiine kadar olan
donem; ikincisi Iulianus’un 6liimiinden VI. yiizyila kadar olan donem; en miihim olan {i¢iincli
donem ise VI. yiizyilda baslayan ve Sasanilerin yikilisi ile son bulan donemdir. Bu siirecte
Anadolu sehirlerinden bir¢ogu bu miicadeleden olumsuz olarak etkilenmis ve zarar gérmiistiir.
(Akyol, 2018: 25) Bu sehirlerden biri de kugskusuz Anadolu’nun dogu boélgesindeki sinir kapisi
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olan Malatya’dir. Dolayisiyla 1. Hiisrev (531-579) donemine kadar Malatya’nin bu
miicadelelerden dolayl yonde etkilendigini soyleyebiliriz. (Tosun, 2023: 18)

[.Hiisrev Bizans’a karsi basarili miicadeleler vermistir ve neticede Anadolu’da ve Suriye’de
bazi sehirleri ele gecirmistir. (Naskali, 2009: 175) Ermeni tarih¢i Sebeos ise I.Hiisrev’in
Malatya’da Bizans’a kars1 bir maglubiyet yasadigini belirtmistir. (Sebeos, 2019: 30)

Roma Imparatoru Iustinianus (527-565) tahta gecer ge¢mez ilk Iran Harbi meydana gelmis
ancak bu savasta iki taraf da bir netice elde edememistir. (Diehl, 2006: 39) 532 yilinda imparator
Iustinianus ile I. Hiisrev arasinda “Ebedi Baris” anlagsmas1 yapilmstir. (Vasiliev, 2017: 164) Bu
baris siirecinde Malatya, bir¢ok sehir gibi Bizans tarafindan restore edilmistir. (Honigmann,
1970: 17) Hatta sehrin surlar1 bu déonemde tamamlanmistir ve sehir, III. Armenia eyaletine
merkez tayin edilmistir. (Akgadag, 2016: 191-192)

Bu baris siireci Hiisrev’in 542 senesinde Bizans topraklarina saldirmasi ile son bulmustur.
Ayrica 575 senesinde de Malatya’y1 yakmustir. (Terzi, 1989: 109) Bizans-Sasani miicadeleleri
627 senesine kadar iki tarafin da zaman zaman galibiyet ve maglubiyetleri ile devam etmistir.
Uzun yillar sliren miicadele donemi, bu tarihte yapilan Ninova Savasi ile nihayete ermistir. Bu
savasta Bizans Imparatoru Herakleios Sasanilere kars: biiyiik bir zafer elde etmistir. (Naskali,
2009: 175)

Sasani tehlikesini bertaraf eden Bizans i¢in siradaki tehlike Miisliiman Araplardir.
Herakleios’un Sasanilere karg: {istlin geldigi siire¢te Miisliiman Araplar da Suriye ve Filistin
cografyasinda fetih hareketlerine girismis ve ¢ok gecmeden yeni bir giic olarak Bizans’in
karsisina ¢ikmiglardir.

Bu donemde Bizans’in genel durumuna baktigimizda imparatorlugun mali ve askeri agidan
yipratici bir siirecten gectigini gérmekteyiz. (Kaegi, 2000: 71) Uzun yillar siiren Bizans-Sasani
miicadeleleri, her iki tarafin da giiclinii kirmis ve zayiflatmistir. Bu netice ise Miisliimanlarin
lehine olmustur. Miisliiman Araplar 634 senesinde Bizans topraklarina girmis ve Sasanilerden
heniiz kurtarilan topraklari fethetmislerdir. 636 senesinde de Yermiik Savasi ile Bizans
karsisinda biiyiik bir galibiyet elde etmiglerdir. (Ostrogorsky, 2019: 102-103) Miisliiman
Araplarin Malatya sehri onlerine ilk kez gelmesi de bu savas sonrasinda olmustur.

Yermiik Savasi sonrasinda kacan Bizanslilar1 takip etmesi i¢in gérevlendirilen kumandan Iyaz
b. Ganm, bu takibini Malatya’ya kadar siirdiirmiistiir ve imparatorluk toprag: olan Malatya’da
halk ile cizye karsihginda anlasarak geri donmiistiir. (Cubukcu, 2001: 498) Imparator
Herakleios, bu haberi alinca 6fkelenmis ve derhal sehrin yakilmasini emretmistir. (Gogebakan,
2003: 469) Hz. Osman’1n halifelik doneminde Muaviye b. Ebt Siifyan Bizans iizerine yapilan
seferlere agirlik vermistir. Bu donemde ordular Antakya ve Tarsus’a kadar ilerlemistir. (Apak,
2020: 271) Yermiik Savas1 komutanlarindan Iyaz b. Ganm Habib b. Mesleme’yi Malatya’y1
fethetmesi i¢in vazifelendirmis (el-Belazuri, 2013: 216) Habib b. Mesleme de Malatya ile
birlikte Adata! ve Zibatra®’y1 fethetmistir. (Ugar, 2007: 113) Fakat bu fetih kalic1 olamamis,
Bizans kisa zaman sonra Malatya’y1 yeniden ele gegirmeyi basarmistir. (Terzi, 1989: 109)

lsparta ilindeki Sutciiler ilcesi civarinda bir bélge. (Bkz. Umar, 1993: 14)
2 Malatya’nin Dogansehir ilgesi. (Bkz. Umar, 1993: 824)
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Muaviye, Sam ve el-Cezire valisi olduktan sonra Habib b. Mesleme’yi Malatya fethi ile
vazifelendirmistir. Habib b. Mesleme de sehri bir kere daha fethederek (655-656) (Gogebakan,
2003:469) buraya Miisliimanlardan olusan bir ordu birligi yerlestirmistir. (ibnii’1-Esir II. 1991:
489) Belazuri, bu fetihten sonra Muaviye’nin de Malatya’ya geldigini ve buraya Sam ve el-
Cezire bolgesinden gelen insanlar1 yerlestirdigini belirtir. (el-Belazuri 2013: 216)

Miisliman Arap diinyasi, Hz. Osman’in sehit edilmesi, ardindan Hz. Ali’nin hilafeti ve ona
mubhalefet edenlerin ortaya ¢ikmasi ile sancili bir siirece girmistir. Dolayistyla bu dénemde
fetihlerde bir duraklama sdz konusudur. (Yazici, 2014: 2) Bizans, imparator II. Konstans (641-
668) doneminde fetihlerin kesintiye ugramasiyla -kisa bir siire i¢in de olsa- rahat bir siire¢
gecirmis ve Muaviye’nin kendini emniyete almak i¢in anlagma yapma istegine razi olmustur.
Bu anlagsmaya gore Muaviye, haracin yani sira her giin imparatora bir kdle ve bir at verecektir.
Ancak Imparator I1. Konstans’i Sicilya’nin Sirakuza kentine yerlesmesi Anadolu’da bir otorite
boslugunu firsat bilen Miisliiman Araplarin isine yaramistir ve Miisliiman akinlart hizli bir
sekilde yeniden baslamistir. (Cheynet, 2018: 24-25) Bu siireci Emevi Devleti’nin kurulusu ve
daha sonra Bizans ile olan miicadeleyi Emevilerin ele almasi seklinde ayr1 bir boliim olarak ele
alacagiz.

2.BiZANS (DOGU ROMA)-EMEVi MUCADELELERINDE MALATYA

Miisliiman Araplardaki i¢ karigiklik siireci sonrast Muaviye b. Ebl Siifyan 661 senesinde
halktan biat alarak hilafet makamina ge¢mis ve doksan y1l boyunca ayakta kalacak olan Emevi
Devleti’ni kurmustur. (Aycan, 2020: 331) Bu donemde Miisliiman Araplarin fetih hareketleri
canlanarak hiz kazanmistir. Malatya sehri de hareketli bir donem gecirmistir ve Emevilerin
batiya dogru yapacagi seferlerde hareket noktast olmustur.

II. Konstans’tan sonra Bizans tahtina I'V. Konstantinos (668-685) gecmistir. (Ostrogorsky, 2019:
115) Bu dénem, Miisliiman Araplarm Istanbul kusatmasimi hayata gecirmeleri bakimindan
Oonem tasimaktadir.

Muaviye i¢ meseleleri ¢oziime kavusturduktan sonra uzun siireden beri inkitaya ugrayan
fetihleri tekrar baslatmistir. Bu fetihler ti¢ glizergah lizerine yogunlagmaktaydi. Suriye ordular
Anadolu ve Ermenistan; Irak ordular1 Horasan, Maveraiinnehir ve Sind; Misir ordular1 ise
Kuzey Afrika topraklarinda savaslar yapmistir. Anadolu {lizerine yapilan seferler yaz ve kis
olmak iizere senede iki defa yapilmustir. Bu seferlerde esas hedef Bizans’1n baskenti Istanbul’u
ele gecirmektir. 669 senesinde Muaviye ilk Istanbul seferine ¢ikip baskenti hem karadan hem
de denizden kusatmis ancak sehri ele gecirememistir. (Yigit, 1995: 89)

Muaviye’den sonra Emevi hilafetinin basina, vasiyet edildigi lizere Muéviye’nin oglu Yezid
gecmistir. Yeni halifenin iktidarin1 kabul etmeyen bir grubun muhalefet etmesi sonucu i¢
huzursuzluklar ortaya ¢ikmistir. Bu grubun baginda Hz. Hiiseyin ve Abdullah b. Ziibeyr vardir.
Hz. Hiiseyin’in Kerbela’da sehit edilmesi sonucunda Abdullah b. Ziibeyr hilafet iddiasinda
bulunmusg ve Sam bdolgesi hari¢ birgok bolgede biat almistir. (Yazici, 2014: 4-5) Yezid’in vefat
etmesiyle birlikte (Ucar, 1990: 92) artan kaos ortamini firsata ¢eviren Imparator IV.
Konstantinos Malatya’ya saldirmigtir. Ardindan sehir biiylik bir tahribat yasamis ve
Miisliimanlar sehri terk etmislerdir. (el-Belazuri, 2013: 216)
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Abdiilmelik b. Mervan (685-705) donemi Emevilerde i¢ karisikliklarin ve isyanlarin arttig1 bir
donemdir. Dolayisiyla bu donemde Miisliiman Araplarin fetih hareketlerinde bir duraklama s6z
konusudur. (Soylemez, 2020: 334-336) 685 senesinde Emevilerde oldugu gibi Bizans
Imparatorlugu’nda da taht degisikligi vuku bulmustur. (Vasiliev, 2017: 252) II. Iustinianos (685-
695), Miisliiman Araplardaki bu karisikliklar: firsat bilerek Suriye’ye bir ordu gondermis ve
Antakya’y1 isgal etmistir. (Avci, 2020:67)

Miisliiman Araplarin bu donemde (695-696) Malatya’ya seferi el-Cezire valisi Muhammed b.
Mervan ile gergeklesmistir. (Ugar, 2007:150) Kaynaklarda sehrin Miisliimanlar tarafindan
alindigiyla ilgili herhangi bir bilgi yoktur. Ancak sonraki yillarda Bizans topragi olan ve
Malatya’nin daha batisinda kalan Turanta’nin fethinden Malatya bolgesinde Miisliiman
Araplarin hakimiyet tesis etmis olduklarini anlayabiliyoruz.

Miisliimanlar 702-703 senesinde Turanta’y1 almistir. Burasi bugiin Darende olarak bildigimiz
Malatya’nin bir il¢esidir. Miisliimanlar Turanta’da evler insa etmis ve bolgeye yerlesmistir. el-
Belazuri Turanta’nin konumunu “Malatya’dan {i¢c merhale uzaklikta™ seklinde belirtmektedir.
(el-Belazuri, 2013: 216) AbG’l-Farac’in Turanta’nin fethiyle ilgili verdigi bilgiler ise Mesleme
tarafindan 711 tarihinde fethedildigidir. (AbG’l-Farac, 1999: 190-191)

I1. Iustinianos 711 senesinde dldiikten sonra Bizans Imparatorlugu’nda tam 6 sene boyunca taht
kavgalar1 yasanmusgtir. (Vasiliev, 2017: 268) Velid b. Abdiilmelik (705-715) boyle bir donemde
Emevi Devleti’nin halifesi olmustur. (Yazic1,2014: 6) Bizans bu donemde i¢ karisikliklarla
ugrasirken Miisliiman Araplar bu durumdan yararlanarak bir¢ok fetih hareketinde bulunmustur
ve yeniden Istanbul’u kusatma altma almistir. (Demirkent, 1992: 234) 711-712 senesinde
Miisliiman Araplar Malatya civarinda bulunan {i¢ tane kaleyi de ele gecirmeyi basarmistir.
(Ibnii’1-Esir IV, 1991: 519) Istanbul kusatmasinin kaldirilmasima yakin Emevi tahtina Omer
b.Abdiilaziz ge¢mistir. Yeni halife Darende’de bulunan halk: giivenlik maksadiyla Malatya’ya
yerlestirmistir. Ayrica Darende’yi tahrip etmis ve Malatya’ya Emevi komutanlarindan Ca’vene
b. el-Haris’1 vali tayin etmistir. (el-Belazuri, 2013: 216)

Emeviler devrinde Malatya’y1 ilgilendiren gelismelerden birisi de “sugtir”® denilen bélgelerin
tesis edilmesidir. Sugur bolgeleri Anadolu’nun giiney bolgelerini de igine alan askeri sinir
bolgeleridir. Bu bolgelerden hareketle Miisliimanlar Bizans topraklarina yaz ve kis seferleri
diizenlemistir. (Hatalmig, 2020:15) Miisliiman Araplar Tarsus’tan Malatya’ya kadar olan siir
bolgesini miistahkem mevkiler vasitasiyla muhafaza etmistir. Bu sinir hatti Sugtirii’l Cezire ve
Suglirii’s-Sam olmak iizere ikiye ayrilmistir. Cezire Sugiiru sehirlerinden birisi de Malatya’dir.
(Giines, 2020: 52-53)

Halife Hisdm b. Abdiilmelik (724-743) doneminde Anadolu iizerine her yil yaz aylarinda
diizenli olarak sefere ¢ikilmis, bir¢cok yer fethedilmis ve Gilineydogu Anadolu’da bazi1 bolgelere
Arap kabileleri yerlestirilmistir. (Ozkuyumcu, 1998: 150) Bu dénemde Malatya i¢in de miihim
gelismeler s6z konusudur. Hisam b. Abdiilmelik doneminin son yillarinda V. Konstantinos
Bizans tahtina ge¢mistir.

3 [slam devletlerinin gayrimiislim devletlerle sinirini olusturan korunakli sehir ve kalelerin bulundugu sinir
bolgeleridir. (Bkz. Avci, 2009: 473)
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Bizans Imparatoru V. Konstantinos (741-775) dénemi doguda Miisliimanlara kars1 basarili
seferler yapildigr ve toprak kazanimlarinin oldugu bir dénemdir. (Demirkent, 1992: 234)
Imparatorun tahta ¢iktig1 sene (741) Armeniakon Themasi Komutan1 Askiras Malatya’ya
yuriiyerek sehri yagmalamistir. (Honigmann, 1970: 55) Bu sirada sehir halkindan bazi kimseler
Halife Hisam’dan yardim talep etmis, halife de askerleriyle birlikte sehri savunmak ig¢in
gelmistir. Rumlar sehirden ayrildiktan sonra ise halife Malatya’y1 yeniden imar etmis ve tiim
isler bitene kadar da buradan ayrilmamistir. (el-Belazuri, 2013: 216-217) 743 senesinde V.
Konstantinos bu kez Zibatra’y1 ele gecirmis ve burayi tahrip etmistir. Daha sonra burasi
Miisliiman Araplar tarafindan yeniden imar edilmistir. (Ibnii’l-Esir V., 1986: 229)

Hisam b. Abdiilmelik doneminin sonlarinda Emevilerde i¢ karigikliklarin arttigini ve devletin
siyasi istikrarinin bircok nedenle sarsildig1 goriilmektedir. Halife Hisam bu sorunlarla miicadele
ederek biiyiik oranda basarili olmustur. Fakat Sii ve Haricilerin isyan1 ve gittik¢e giiclenen
Abbasi muhalefeti nedeniyle Halife Hisam vefat ettikten sonra devlet yikilma siirecine
girmistir. Hisam’dan sonra hilafet makamina II. Velid gelmis ancak devlet idaresiyle alakadar
olmamig, zamanini eglenceyle ve av partileriyle ge¢irmistir. Bunun yani sira kutsal degerlerle
alay etmesi ona kars1 muhalif bir grubun dogmasina yol agmistir. Emevi ailesi de kendi i¢inde
parcalanmis ve devletin yikilist hizlanmistir. Ondan sonra gelen halifeler doneminde de
sorunlar devam etmistir. Nihayetinde 750 senesinde Abbasilerin isyani ve son Emevi Halifesi
Mervan’in 6ldiiriilmesi ile Emevi Devleti’ne son verilmistir. (Yigit, 1995: 93-94)

Miisliiman Araplardaki bu karisiklik siirecinden faydalanmak isteyen Bizans Imparatoru V.
Konstantinos kaybettigi topraklari tekrar kazanmak i¢in harekete gecmistir. Malatya, boyle bir
donemde yeniden Bizans hakimiyetine girmistir. V. Konstantinos 750-751 senesinde Once
Kemah’da Miisliimanlara kars1 zafer elde etmis, ardindan da Malatya’ya gelip sehri kusatma
altina almistir. (Ibnii’l-Esir V., 1986: 363) Bizans Imparatoru sehirde bulunan halka: “Ey
Malatyalilar! Ben, sizin durumunuzu bildigim ve sultaninizin mesgul olmasindan dolayr geldim.
Eman iizere ininiz; sehri bosaltiniz; ¢iinkii burayr yikacagim ve sizleri birakip gidecegim”
diyerek haber gondermistir. Bunun iizerine halk teslim olmay1 reddetmis ve bir siire direnmistir.
Ancak ¢ok gegmeden halk kusatma sartlarina dayanamamis ve imparatordan eman istemistir.
Imparator da Malatya halkimin sehri bosaltmalarma miisaade etmistir. Halk hafif yiikleri
yanlarina alarak agir yiikleri ise kuyulara ve ¢ukurlara atarak sehirden ayrilmislardir. Bizans
askerleri emniyetli bir yere kadar sehir halkina eslik etmistir. Daha sonra Malatya yeniden
Bizans tarafindan yikilip yakilmis ve orada ambardan baska higbir sey birakilmamistir. (el-
Belazuri, 2013: 217) Ibnii’l-Esir, Malatya’nin 755 senesinde Konstantinos tarafindan tekrar
alindigini, halkin bir kisminm imparator tarafindan affedildigini belirtmistir. (ibnii’l-Esir V.,
1986: 395)

3. SONUCLAR VE DEGERLENDIRME

Malatya tarihin her doneminde 6nemini koruyan ve gii¢ miicadelelerine tanik olan bir sehir
olmustur. Bunda en 6nemli sebep sehrin bulundugu cografi konumdur. Anadolu’nun dogusunda
stratejik bir noktada yer alan sehir, devletler tarafindan sahip olunmak istenmis ve bununla
beraber savaglar, yagmalar, yikimlar ve tahribatlarla dolu bir tarihi gegmise sahip olmustur.
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Malatya ayn1 zamanda ticaret yollarinin gegis giizergahinda yer almasiyla ekonomik agidan da
bir 6nemi haizdir. Asurlu tiiccarlardan itibaren tliccarlarin ugrak noktasi olmustur ve bolgede
yetisen cesitli tarim iiriinleri sehri zenginlestirmistir. Roma Imparatorlugu’nun Malatya’ya
gelmesiyle ve bolgeye lejyon yerlestirmesiyle sehirde miicadelelerle gegcen bir donem
baslamistir. Once Sasani ile olan miicadeleler ve ¢ok gecmeden Miisliiman Araplarla olan
miicadeleler Anadolu’nun dogusunda, 6zellikle de Malatya’da hareketli bir donem yasanmasina
sebebiyet vermistir. Sehir siklikla taraflar arasinda el degistirmis, tahrip edilmis ve yeniden imar
edilmistir. Kars1 tarafin zafiyete diistiigi donemlerde Malatya, daima ele gecirilmek {izere
hareket edilen sehirlerden birisi olmustur.

Sehir ele gegiren taraf igin askeri iis olarak kullanilmistir. Emeviler déneminde sehir, Istanbul
seferleri i¢in hareket noktasi haline gelmistir. Emeviler batiya dogru ilerlemek i¢in Malatya’nin
alimmasin1 gerekli gérmiis, Bizans ise sinirlarini, Ozellikle de baskentini korumak igin
Malatya’ya Miisliiman Araplarin yerlesmesine engel olmak istemistir. Sehri ele gecirmek tizere
hem halifelerin hem de imparatorlarin bizzat sefere ¢ikmasi sehrin ehemmiyetine dikkat
cekmektedir.

Bizans-Emevi miicadelelerinin sona ermesi ve Bizans’in sehri ele gecirmesi Malatya’da daimi
bir huzur ortami saglayamamistir. Ciinkli Emevilerden sonra Miisliiman Araplarin Bizans ile
olan miicadelesini bu kez Abbasiler devralmistir. Bu miicadele siirecinde de sehir Emevi-Bizans
miicadele siirecinde oldugu gibi tahribatlar yasamistir. Ancak Bizans ile olan niifuz miicadelesi
Emeviler donemindeki boyutuna ulasamamistir. Bir donem i¢in Malatya, iki gii¢ arasinda
insansiz bolge olarak adlandirilan bir sinir seridi haline gelmistir. Abbasiler bu bolgede gorev
yapan askerleri diger bolgelerdeki askerlerden daha {istiin gorerek Tlicretlerini de yliksek
tutmustur. Bizans’in sehri ele gecirdigi donemlerde sehre seckin askerlerini yerlestirmesi de
mithimdir. Abbasilerden sonra Bizans’in karsisina biiylik bir gilic olarak ¢ikan Tirklerin
Malatya’yi ele gecirmesi ile sehirde Bizans tahakkiimii bir daha var olmamak iizere tamamen
sona ermistir.

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ABSTRACT

Advertisements created to persuade people to a certain behavior or motivation voluntarily and
willingly can operate in various areas from selling a product to making an organization more
preferred, from providing a service professionally to having an idea adopted. While performing
these activities, advertisements that motivate people in daily life with many methods can be
encountered at any time thanks to new media channels today and examples can be multiplied
from a reel on social media to banners on websites and hidden extensions in a game. Therefore,
an advertisement shown in the multitude of channels in digital environments can easily affect
people's opinions, feelings and attitudes and can elicit various motivational desires such as
purchasing in them. Based on all this information, the environment in which an advertisement
is made and disseminated is as important as its quality. In this context, advertisements are
created with the elements of Money, Message, Mission, Measurement and Media, also known
as the 5M rule. In fact, the point to be emphasized in this study will be advertisements in media
and new media environments. Advertisements can include many different areas, from a soap
brand to an automobile company. In fact, advertisements have gone even further than creativity
and even advertised God. In this study, the “The Car Sent by God” and Albert Einstein’s “Is
there a God?” commercial will be discussed and the creative advertising phenomenon in new
media environments will be explained in the context of positioning.

OZET

gosterebilmektedir. Bu faaliyetler gerceklestirilirken gilinlik hayatta pek ¢ok yoOntemle
insanlarin giidiilenmesini saglayan reklamlar, giinlimiizde yeni medya mecralar1 sayesinde her
an karsilasilabilmekte ve sosyal medyadaki bir reels’ten web sitelerindeki bannerlara, bir
oyunda yer alan gizlenmis uzantilara kadar 6rnekleri cogaltilabilmektedir. Dolayisiyla dijital
ortamlarda yer alan mecra ¢oklugu icerisinde gosterilen bir reklam, insanlarin goriis, duygu ve
tutumlarin1 kolayca etkileyebilmekte, onlarda satin alma gibi tiirlii giidiisel istekler ortaya
¢ikarabilmektedir. Iste tiim bu bilgilerden yola ¢ikarak bir reklamin niteligi kadar yapildig: ve
yayildig1 ortamda 6nem arz etmektedir. Bu baglamda reklamlar, 5SM kurali olarak da bilinen,
Money, Message, Mission, Measurement, Media unsurlariyla olusturulmaktadir. Nitekim bu
caligmada iistiinde durulacak nokta ise medya ve yeni medya ortamlarinda yer alan reklamlar
olacaktir. Reklamlar bir sabun markasindan bir otomobil firmasina kadar ¢ok farkli alanlar1
icerebilmektedir.

INTRODUCTION

Expressing abstract emotions has always been difficult both in daily life and in academic life.
Therefore, directing people to a behavior and motivation voluntarily and willingly is not an
easy task, just like expressing abstract emotions. Nowadays, advertisements are one of the
disciplines that direct people to an emotion in the most effortless way. Because advertising is
such a discipline that; “even the most ordinary advertisement always finds at least one reader”
(Sequela, 2014, p. 38). Advertisements, which reveal many emotional possibilities from the
sale of a product to the preference of an institution and service, experience such behavioral
changes in people with the positioning of certain guidance and message content. Especially
today, thanks to new media channels, advertisements can appear before people anytime,
anywhere and in any way, and they expose people to a purchasing culture. Whether it is an
advertisement produced with a banner or a TV commercial, it causes people to encounter these
conscious contents continuously, repeatedly and one after another thanks to the possibilities of
technology.

For example; “The concept that Adorno refers to as “reification” is based on a false objectivity.
The concept of reification is the distortion of the interaction between the subject and the object”
(Dogan, 2022). This distortion stems from the fact that the subject’s connection with the object
is entirely in line with an interest and serves a purpose. Just like the concept of reification that
Adorno mentioned, advertisements affect their target audiences with the most attractive and
ostentatious form of that product in an illusion in order to impose a purchasing emotion on
people. In this context, “an increasing number of social critics and environmentalists deplore
the destruction caused by unbridled consumption in developed and developing countries, and
emphasize the problems arising from wealth and its inability to guarantee satisfaction and
happiness in people” (Dyhouse, 2015, p. 15). Naturally, even if people complain about this
consumer culture, they continue to be motivated by a reel they encounter on social media every
day, to hidden extensions in digital games. In addition, “in the 21st century, where digital
representation has replaced reality, both reality and virtuality are experienced simultaneously”
(Yengin, 2014, p.VIII). Most individuals still take advertisements seriously today, assuming
that the visual perception or display they see in this virtual universe is real. In this case, it is an
indication that the relationship between the “subject and object” occurs between the “Human
and the product/service/organization/brand to be advertised” in the advertising world.
Therefore, this situation between individuals and advertisements is done with the positioning
method expressed as the SM rule. In this study, advertisements titled “The Car Sent by God”
and “Is There a God?”, which are located in new media channels and advertise abstract images,
will be examined through positioning and the conceptual depth of the subject will be explained.

1. ADVERTISING THE ADVERTISEMENT: ON CONCEPTUAL DEFINITION

In today's world, the role of media and new media tools on people is to push them to think about
the questions "How can | become a richer person? "What product can | use to have better living
standards?" Thanks to these tools, a person living in the most remote village and a person
accustomed to metropolitan culture are forced to experience the same emotional deprivations.
Because "the truth of the matter [is] buried under magnificent buildings built on lies" (Chomsky,
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2016, p.19). Therefore, advertisements that provide people with truth or lie through the sale of
a product and the preference of a service mean “in the simplest sense of the word, drawing
attention to something or informing someone about something” (Dyer, 2010, p.3). When the
data obtained from historical research is examined, it is seen that past societies have drawn
people’s attention since the beginning of primitive life, in the simplest terms, either with images
or with words. Nowadays, “words are the masters of the world and the media. They can make
people either disgraced or viziers” (Sequela, 2014, p.43). A word or a visual we hear in
advertisements encourages people to buy immediately. The capital system, which derives its
capital from the advertisements it produces, sees people as a tool that can make money. In fact,
advertisements are generally defined as “all activities aimed at introducing a product or service
to the public in the press and broadcasting vehicles in return for money” (Becer, 2011, p. 221).
Prof. Dr. Rengin Kiigiikerdogan, on the other hand, defines advertisement as “preparing
messages that appeal to the eye and/or ear in order to warn consumers about the existence of a
product or service and to create a positive attitude towards that product, service, brand or
institution and publishing these messages in the media vehicles in return for a fee”
(Kiigiikerdogan, 2011, p. 7). For example; The Peugeot 206 advertisement shot in India in 2003
is based on the fiction of a man re-creating the car he already has in order to own this car. Thus,
people watching this ad will try everything they can to buy a Peugeot 206 model car, just like
the actor in the ad, even though they do not have much money (Image 1). In this context,
advertisements that direct people's lives within the capital system can create their own reality
through an exchange based on economy and money culture.

As the possibilities of technology change every day, the narratives and creations in
advertisements change and influence more people. “‘However, due to the increasing variety of
visual bombardment that people are exposed to today, the way to visually influence the target
audience is becoming a little more complicated” (Giingor, 2022, p. 544). Mcluhan also made
the following statement about this latest point that technology has reached: “In an environment
where the basis is determined by materiality, it drags the individual into a defeated state, pushes
his personality to the background, and turns to fantasies produced by forcing a standardized
life” (Yengin, 2014, p. 56). Just like this change in technology, advertisements sometimes direct
people to this fantasy world. For example; buying a new pair of pants even though we have
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many, or having the fantasy that we will be happier when we buy the luxurious house shown in
advertisements. ..

There have also been researchers who have examined advertising from different perspectives.
According to Lapsanska (2006, p.14), who integrated the concept of slogan with advertising,
“many companies in the advertising sector are known with slogans. These slogans are
announced to the public through advertisements. Therefore, when the viewer or reader sees a
slogan, the brand or product represented by the slogan comes to mind. Today, people can
advertise not only a product but also their thoughts, personalities and even abstract images in
daily life. Therefore, the basis of advertising can go as far as attracting attention and making an
impact. In this context, the importance of language emerges in both visual and verbal
advertising.

For example; “*FOR SALE: Workshop (With art materials). Contact: Aylin GUNGOR
Tel:05586341273”, a plain expression such as cannot ensure the sale of either the product or
the idea. However, “*Don’t miss the opportunity! When a slogan or expression such as “A
workshop for sale with unused art materials, right by the sea and in the sun” is used,
people’s attention is drawn more.

Advertisements or “advertising is an irrational system that appeals to our anti-social feelings
and emotions that have nothing to do with the goods on sale (Dyer, 2010, p.4). The definitions
made in this study are actually about advertising the advertisement. The aim of this study is to
explain advertising through previously made definitions and bring different perspectives to it.
Today, the environments in which advertising is spread are as important as its creativity and
quality. Social Media is the environment where advertisements are most commonly used. In
fact, advertisements are created based on certain principles. These are defined as 5M in
advertising;

1.Money : Money to be spent on advertising

2.Message : The message given in the advertisement

3.Mission : Why do we advertise (product promotion, market launch)
4.Measurement : Measuring advertising effectiveness

5.Media : Media use (TV, radio, newspapers, magazines, Internet, etc.).

Based on all the information provided above, this study will attempt to explain the advertising
factor in new media by focusing on the concept of positioning.

2.WHAT IS POSITIONING?

As mentioned in previous sections, even advertising can now be advertised. With the
developing technology, the multitude of new media channels, the culture of consumption and
the proliferation of tools such as artificial intelligence, people are now turning to information
and visuals that are more diverse. Advertisements, which are one of the areas where visuals are
presented in the most creative way, sell people perception and desire using many methods. For
humanity, which has entered a different expectation perception with each passing age, it has
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become impossible to capture an original expression even in a simple advertisement in today's
modern world. Therefore, "the easiest way to detect the changes that occur in the so-called spirit
of the age is to pay attention to the moment when a certain artistic form becomes impossible”
(Zizek, 2016, p. 73). It can be said that the discipline of advertising is now pushing its limits
and reaching a point where everything is being pulled out and it is becoming impossible.
Therefore, methods such as positioning, which are also emphasized in this research, can be used
in order for innovation searches to continue in the advertising sector and for original works to
emerge. In advertisements, “positioning is the job of designing the presentation and image of
an institution in order to gain a different place in the minds of the target audience” (Kotler,
2003, p. 308). The positioning of a product in advertisements is a method in which the target
audience is given a message about how they perceive the quality of that product, its external
stance/appearance, its strong and weak aspects along with its memorable features, and its value
price. Positioning is not something that is applied directly to the product or brand, it is created
in the minds of those who watch it and a positioning based on image is gained in their minds
(Ries and Trout, 1981, p.18). In this sense, image is generally a series of beliefs, ideas and
impressions that a person has about something (Kotler, 2003, p. 326).

Jacques Sequela said the following about advertising: “Advertising is also a profession where
you cannot deceive your environment twice. Because the determining factor is not to sell once,
but to be able to sell again and again” (Sequela, 2014, p. 84). In this context, as Sequela said,
the correct positioning of a product in an advertisement in the perception of the audience will
ensure that it is sold many times over. When the history of advertising is investigated, it is seen
that the birth of positioning emerged as a result of the changes experienced by the divided
market perception and structure together with the target audience determination processes in
the 1960s and 1970s (Kalafatis et al. 2000, p. 417). For example; just as people position people
in their daily lives by attributing different values to themselves, the product to be sold or
promoted in advertisements is positioned in people's minds in line with the message content
given by the advertisement. In fact, the positioning of a product is the place or area it covers
within that market according to the target audience perception depending on the market target.
Thus, "positioning begins with a product, such as a good, a service, a company, an institution,
or a person™ (Dibb and Simkin, 1991, p. 8). In addition, a clear positioning strategy can ensure
that the elements of the marketing program are appropriate and supportive (Aaker and Shansby,
1982, p. 57). For example, let's think of Hitchcock's Birds movie, even though it's not an
advertisement. In this movie, Hitchcock positioned love, sexuality and fear through birds,
reflecting various emotions to the audience. Here, the positioning in the advertisements also
expresses meanings beyond the slogan and the projected image. To give an example about this
situation; While iPhone brand mobile phones are positioned in advertisements as the phone
with the longest battery life in the advertising sector, they are also positioned as the brand used
and preferred by the rich in people's perception. Here, the iPhone mobile phone brand has gone
beyond the determined advertisement positioning and gained a secondary positioning. "For this
reason, any advertisement watched on television in daily life activates different visual
perception mechanisms in each different individual" (Gilingor, 2022, p. 546). In addition, brand
positioning strategies vary according to the way the product is reflected in the advertisement.
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These are; positioning according to its features, positioning according to its use or application,
positioning according to its product class, positioning according to its price, positioning
according to its product processes, positioning according to its competitors, and positioning
according to its cultural symbols (Yildiz, 2020). For example, let's consider the Nutella
chocolate brand. While Nutella entered the market in the advertising sector and positioned itself
with the slogan "the easiest breakfast for your child in the morning", in order to achieve different
sales strategies in countries like Turkey, Nutella was positioned according to its product class
in order to ensure its sales during Ramadan (Image 2). As a result, today's positioning provides
permanence in the minds of individuals with advertisements in new media channels. However,
in this study, the concept of positioning will be explained based on abstract image content
advertisements shown mostly through these channels.

3. GOD AND MYTH

The concept of God has been one of the most intriguing topics since the most primitive times
when humanity emerged. Therefore, the view or myth that there is a higher consciousness other
than people's own existence extends from primitive history to today's modern world. Therefore,
"mythology is an extremely important field in terms of awareness of the cultures of different
societies, which is the basis for intercultural communication” (Mora, 2011, p. 59). When the
origin of the word mythology is examined, it is seen that "in Greek, it contains meanings such
as word, discourse, narrative, rumor, news, ..., legend, tale, fable ...." The word mythos is also
used in Turkish in the sense of "legend and fairy-tale narrative”, which is widespread by
encountering the word mit borrowed from French (Bayladi, 2010, p. 7). Mythos legends, which
originate from people's utopian and non-existent interests, have emerged stories that come from
outside the consciousness and express how the world and humans came into being. Myths,
which contain a certain fantasy and surrealism, have also begun to be expressed in stories that
shape life in the real world over time. They are functional stories that soothe the archaic feeling
of emptiness or fear within a person and make them meaningful (Mora, 2011, p. 59). In today's
modern world, some people also describe myths as fantastic stories made up by people who
lived in the past. For example, in Greek myths, the birth of the gods is based on Theogony.

“Hesiod’s work, which expresses the birth of the gods, the succession and
development of the gods’ lineages and generations, has merged with the beliefs and
legends of Greek origin and has become a coherent whole. Especially the
administration established by Hesiod was adopted until the end of antiquity, in full
harmony with the tendency to show genealogy, which was also applied in the
Homeric epics, and became an example for the poets as well as the myth writers of
the Hellenistic age and Rome, called mytographs” (Erhat, 2018, p. 283).

Undoubtedly, the archaic void inside the human being has caused the concept of god to emerge,
in most mythological legends the concept of god has sometimes been a mother, sometimes a
father or a son. For example; the idea of a goddess is related to the fact that we are all born from
a mother. The father is unknown, perhaps dead or watching us from the sky. The mother is a
goddess, the father is a god. The Olips advertisement shot in Turkey in 2003 has become one
of the closest examples to the goddess mother image mentioned in myths. Erol is walking on
the street in the metropolitan city of Istanbul on an autumn day, listening to music in his ears.
Suddenly a woman appears from the sky and starts calling out to Erol. A woman passing by on
the street warns him by saying that they are probably calling out to you. Erol realizes that the
woman calling out from the sky is his mother. His mother advises him to eat Olips so that he
does not get sick. Because there is no power above the mother's advice. He is positioned in the
advertisement in the highest position where the god from the sky is located. Thus, it can be said
that the goddess mother image in myths is also emphasized in Olips advertisements (Image 3).

In the modern world, different beliefs and perceptions of gods continue in different countries.
Again, to give an example; for a native living in the Amazon forests, far from today's modern
world, each tree in the forest can be a god carrying past spirits. Perhaps our biggest problem
from the past to the present is the absence of a single myth that created us or humanity.
However, "the beginning of myths, as it still continues in some parts of the world, is based on
stories passed down from generation to generation around fire. Later, with the invention of
writing, people began to put their myths on paper and adapt them to new forms such as games,
poems or novels" (Wilkinson, 2022, p. 6). The journey of myths, which began in all kinds of
media, has merged with advertisements today and has become an element that we encounter
not only on TV but also in all kinds of new media environments. The expression of abstract
images that began with myths continues to develop with advertisements today. In order to better
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understand this situation, the perspective of abstract images in advertisements shown in new
media environments should be examined within the scope of the study.

3.1. REPRESENTATION OF ABSTRACT IMAGES IN ADVERTISEMENTS:
ADVERTISEMENT OF GOD

The advertisement called “The Car Sent by God” is actually an advertisement made by the
Volkswagen car brand. In the advertisement; a truck carrying cars enters the frame. However,
a dog gets in front of the car and the truck tries to stop. When it stops, one of the cars falls off
the truck and moves on its own on the road (Image 3). However, the young people waiting to
hitchhike on the road think that this car was sent by God and thank him. The advertisement has
affected people through the concept of God and positioned the brand in their minds.
Volkswagen is such a good car that only God could design it.

Another ad is Einstein and his teacher talking about the existence of God in class. The ad starts
like this. The professor says: “Now I will prove it to you. If God exists, he is evil. Is God the
creator of everything that has been created? If God created everything, he also created evil. This
means that God is evil.” Einstein starts talking: Does cold really exist? Professor: Of course it
does. Have you ever been in the cold? Einstein: Actually, sir, there is no such thing as cold.
According to the laws of physics, what actually makes us think of cold is the absence of heat.
Professor, is there darkness in reality? Professor: Of course it does. Einstein: No. Sir. Darkness
is a concept that does not actually exist. Darkness is actually the absence of light. Light is
something we can work on, but it is not darkness. Evil does not exist, just like cold and darkness.
God did not create evil. Evil is only what a person does without the love of God in their heart
(Image 4). In this ad, we see Einstein, whom we have known as intelligent or genius for years,
using knowledge while explaining even God. In other words, in the advertisement, Einstein not
only was an intelligent person, but also explained utopian concepts by positioning them with
knowledge.

CONCLUSION

Advertisers who can use social issues and values as a power through abstract images in their
advertisements can also resort to methods such as positioning in advertisements in order to
guide societies and change their habits. Especially in today's world where traditional media has
fallen and social media has shaped our lives, we can come across advertisements in any form,
whether it is a banner or an animated gif. In this context, for people who make a living with the
advertisements they make on social media, these advertisements are maintained through
collaborations with brands and the more they make that brand heard or sell their product, the
more money they can earn. Therefore, the success of these advertisements on social media
generally depends not on their logical propositions but on the fantasy types and abstract images
they present. Sometimes advertisements that reflect a dream world can take people and objects
out of their real contexts and transform them into abstract images, from a billboard to a gif.
Thus, advertising can sometimes take abstract images from myths and sometimes from the real
world, society and history and adapt them to itself. People who escape from the suffocation of
the real world begin to exist in the reality and advertisements of social media. The concept of
positioning in new media environments investigated in this study has been understood to be
important in terms of increasing the attractiveness of the advertisement and reaching more
people. As a result, advertisement is a discipline that is brave enough to advertise God not only
as a product but also as an intellectual phenomenon.
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THE IMPACT OF DESIGN ON CULTURE AS A COMMUNICATION
PHENOMENA: NIGHT MUSEUM
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ABSTRACT

Nowadays, globalization does not only include economic and political issues but can also affect
disciplines that are dominated by visual culture such as graphic design. Therefore, globalization
needs to give importance to two points while drawing attention to cultural issues in the context
of graphic design. First, as the place where design and technology have reached changes day
by day and people's access to information, earning money or the circulation of products such as
commodities have crossed geographical borders and separated from local elements, it is no
longer necessary to produce, design and sell works in a common place thanks to new media
channels. Therefore, thanks to this situation, both intercultural interaction becomes easier and
the similarity rate in designed works increases, which can cause the concepts of originality and
innovation to disappear. In this context, in order to break some of the side effects caused by
globalization, cultural diversity should be supported and cultural studies should be developed
in design. Secondly; generations that adopt the production-consumption cycle, where a global
consumption culture is created and the world's existing natural resources are reduced by
creating a continuous supply even though people do not demand it and environmental problems
such as climate crisis are rapidly eliminated. In order to break this cycle and reduce the side
effects of globalization, the natural resources in our country should be protected, and
applications and projects that develop our visual culture should be encouraged. Especially in
Turkey, the fact that graphic design emerged historically later than other countries has caused
it to fall behind in cultural studies. However, Turkey's rich visual culture and historical texture
can easily provide an innovative approach to cultural studies in design. In this context, the new
perspectives that have developed in the understanding of museums in Turkey in recent years
are actually an indication that a change has begun. In the light of all this information, this study
will examine the relationship between culture and design through the Ancient City of Ephesus
and Night Museums, thus contributing a new study to the literature.

OZET

Giliniimiizde kiiresellesme, salt ekonomik ve politik konular1 igcermeyerek grafik tasarim gibi
gorsel kiiltiirtin agirlikli oldugu disiplinleri de etkileyebilmektedir. Bu ylizden kiiresellesmenin,
grafik tasarim baglaminda kiiltiirel konulara dikkat ¢ekerken iki noktaya 6nem vermesi
gerekliligi dogmaktadir. Birincisi tasarim ve teknolojinin geldigi yer her gegen giin degiserek
insanin, bilgiye ulasmasinin, paray1 kazanmasinin ya da meta gibi iirlinlerin dolagiminin cografi
sinirlart asarak yerel unsurlardan ayrilmasiyla beraber, artik yeni medya mecralar1 sayesinde
yapitlarin iiretimi, tasarlanmasi ve satisinin ortak bir mekanda yapilmast mecburiyeti
kalmamistir. Dolayisiyla bu durum sayesinde hem kiiltiirler arasi etkilesim kolaylasirken hem
de tasarlanan yapitlardaki benzerlik orani artarak orijinallik ve yenilik kavramlarinin yok
olmasina neden olabilmektedir. Bu baglamda kiiresellesmenin neden oldugu bazi yan etkilerin
kirilabilmesi adina kiltiirel ¢esitliligin  desteklenerek tasarimda kiiltiirel g¢aligmalar
gelistirilmelidir. Ikincisi ise; kiiresel bir tiiketim Kkiiltiiriiniin olusturularak insanlar talep
etmedigi halde siirekli bir arz yaratarak diinyanin var olan dogal kaynaklarinin azaltilmasi ve
iklim krizi gibi c¢evresel sorunlarin hizli bir sekilde cikartildig: iiretim-tiiketim dongiisiini
benimseyen nesillerdir. Bu dongiiniin kirilabilmesi ve kiiresellesmenin yan etkilerinin
azaltilabilmesi adina da tilkemizde bulunan dogal kaynaklar korunmali, gorsel kiiltlirlimiizii
gelistiren uygulamalar, projeler, yapilmaya tesvik edilmelidir. Ozellikle Tiirkiye’de grafik
tasarimin tarihsel olarak diger iilkelere oranla daha ge¢ ortaya ¢ikmas kiiltiirel caligmalarinda
gerisinde kalinmasina sebep olmustur. Halbuki Tiirkiye’nin zengin gorsel kiiltiirii ve tarihi
dokusu tasarimda kiiltlirel ¢alismalarin yenilik¢i bir bicimde ele alinmasini kolaylikla
saglayabilir. Bu kapsamda son yillarda Tiirkiye miizecilik anlayisinda gelisen yeni bakis agilari
aslinda bir degisimin yasanmaya basladiginin bir gdstergesidir. Tiim bu bilgiler 1518inda bu
caligmada, kiiltiir ve tasarim iligkisi Efes Antik Kenti ve Gece Miizeciligi iizerinden incelenerek
literatiire yeni bir ¢alisma kazandirilmis olacaktir.

1. INTRODUCTION

In the modern world, visual culture is rapidly developing and transforming into a functional
structure that can easily influence people and almost have a say in all their choices. The biggest
effect on the sharp development of this functional structure today is globalization. Globalization
no longer covers areas such as politics and economic issues alone, but today, with the
development of technological opportunities and the diversification of new media outlets, it also
exposes many disciplines that are focused on visual culture, such as graphic design. “However,
the problem is whether societies can grasp the opportunities offered by this rapidly developing
technology” (Akdal, 2017, p. 147). In this context, artists and designers have a great
responsibility and duty to develop visual culture against globalization and reduce its negative
effects. Designers who shape society with every design they create, especially in terms of
graphic design, can use the concept of communication as a weapon against globalization. “For
these reasons, the visual expression included in the word visual culture is something that
provides a function and communication transfer beyond what can be seen by the human eye”
(Barnard, 2010, p. 32). It can also be stated that there are two main results of the development
of globalization through visual culture and graphic design. First, the concept of space has
disappeared in the context of design thanks to new media environments, from the production to
the sale of visual culture. Second, the lack of space caused by the removal of geographical
borders, combined with the influence of consumer culture, causes the emergence of uniform
designs, causing the loss of artistic features such as creativity and innovation. Despite all this,
a designer is always “responsible for making words and concepts visible” without losing his
creativity (Becer, 2011, p. 38). Thus, designers should be able to produce projects that will
reduce the side effects of the relationship between globalization and culture in every design
they produce. However, “design can no longer deny the fact that it makes great contributions
to today’s unchanging [globalization] crisis and works for the benefit of the crisis” (IKSV,
2018, p. 48). In order to minimize the effects of this crisis, many issues, from environmental
problems caused by consumer culture to the protection of natural resources, from uniform
designs to local and original designs, need to be addressed in detail. In fact, the fact that the
historical process of graphic design started later in Turkey compared to other countries has
caused problems such as not being able to find solutions to the visual culture problems
experienced today and not being able to produce universal visual culture elements. However,
the local and original values and rich visual culture that Turkey contains can provide a better
processing of cultural works in design and easier transfer to digital with the developing
technology. In fact, it can be said that night museums, which have started to develop slowly in
our country's museum understanding in recent years, have accelerated the breaking of the
globalization effect by both containing local and historical elements and being a source for the
transfer of an original visual cultural heritage. As a result, in this study, the Ephesus Ancient
City and the Night Museum approach, as a historical site that has become a part of the world,
have been discussed in order to develop more local and original design approaches through the
visual and cultural relationship against mass globalization.
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2. ON THE CONCEPT OF DESIGN

Although the concept of design has continued to develop at different times throughout history and has
experienced serious changes, it has always been difficult to define the concept on a certain basis.
Because when we look back, the concept of design, which has sometimes served different purposes
due to its fashion and functional purposes, is also difficult to define a certain definition that will be
accepted by everyone. In addition, “contradictions such as high and low, elite and popular, modernist
and mass, have shaped the discussions on modern culture for a long time” (Foster, 2012, p. 15). For
this reason, some researchers have also put forward the view that as modern culture develops, a
completely accurate definition of the concept of design can never be reached. In this respect, design is
located between the two extremes. Although it is sufficient for both sides as a word, design is subject
to various disagreements, with endless symptoms, and does not have a limitation that includes certain
and definite expressions (Heskett, 2013, p. 10). In fact, the biggest problem stems from the diversity of
the definition of the concept of design. For example, while TDK defines design as “a form visualized
in the mind, a conception”, Wikipedia defines it as “the creation of a plan, object or a construction
process”. So, in short, design can be defined as imagining in the mind and picturing in the mind. When
considered from this perspective, it can also be said that design is an intellectual-based process or an
intellectual draft carried out under the name of serving a certain purpose. Ardan Ergiiven also made
explanations supporting this claim in his book “What is good design?”, stating that “design is a process
consisting of the combination of many different elements” (Ergtiven, 2022, p. 13).

In addition, when the origin of the word design is investigated, it is revealed that it is derived from
“designare” (Van Den Boom and Romero-Tejedor, 2005). In this context, the first point while
conducting origin research leads us to this: when we go to the origin of design, it can be expressed as
askill belonging to human nature that shapes our surroundings in a way that has no equivalent in nature,
determines our needs and gives meaning to our lives (Heskett, 2013, p. 15). In daily life, sometimes as
humans, we make plans and make decisions in our minds about what to do and how or where to put it.
Design is exactly what occurs in the planning and decision-making processes in daily life. Therefore,
for a person who knows and recognizes his/her surroundings, all existence becomes objectified in the
subject's perception of the world and himself/herself, and in a single sentence, it is design
(Schopenhauer, 2014, p. 8). With this definition, the existence of design is based on the subject-object
relationship and is addressed through the person’s own existence and perception. Thus, the most inverse
combination of art and life today is based on design (Foster, 2012, p. 35). With all the definitions
mentioned above, it can be said that design is the planning of complex structures in the mind and their
becoming functional. However, perhaps it is necessary to look at these complex and abstract definitions
of design through visual culture. Visual culture is what is seen by people and has a functional quality,
together with the visuality in its essence (Barnard, 2010, p. 31). Although design starts with a concept
in the mind, it always has a visual aspect that it will transform into. Because the target
audience/recipient or the human being can communicate with something that is visible and functional.
As a result, design has been defined as everything that the human being can see with the sense organ,
the eye, that transmits a communication to people and is designed in line with a functional goal
(Barnard, 2010, p. 31). However, in the process of design turning into visual, it becomes necessary to
look at the concept of culture.
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3. WHAT IS THE DEFINITION OF CULTURE?

In recent years, the influence of cultural studies has entered the field of design with the
partnerships of different disciplines. Because design studies can be seen not only in a produced
object but also in visual perception and behavior patterns by merging with cultural studies. The
common definition of the concept of culture, as it is also noticed from visual culture, can be a
random situation, thing, product that makes sense to most people depending on the daily goals,
operations or lifestyles of people in various groups (Barnard, 2010, p. 36). Therefore, in
anything, product or thought that develops under the roof of culture; everything that constitutes
civilization such as language, art, social perspective, traditions etc. has an effect. For example,
the first appearance of tools such as spears, arrows, horse carriages etc. in human history are
reflections of many products we use in our lives today (Image 1). Thus, the idea of abstraction
used in designs produced without touching the environment or life of people has provided the
birth of cultural inventions as a whole (Heskett, 2013, p. 24). Therefore, even the most primitive
instincts in human nature stem from the common cultural influences it carries.

When we look at the historical past, we see that the definition of culture, like the concept of
design, has gone from a narrower area to a period when it was addressed from a broader
perspective. When we look at the linguistic roots of the word culture, we see that it is based on
the words “culture” in French and “cultura” in Latin (Nisanyan, 2002). The most commonly
used expression of culture is; everything that belongs to the essence of man (Sparke, 2004).
Sparke also expressed culture as follows; it was first addressed through ‘“high value and
aesthetic activities”, but this situation caused culture to be reflected as a value that only belongs
to the elite class and categorized the society. According to Oswell (2006), who said that culture
is not an area that belongs to only one class; he argued that tangible products that can be held
and shaped are also culture. The best example of this situation can be given to shadow plays
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that have been around from ancient times to the present day. Shadow plays are products that
emerge from the cultural reflections of societies. Many countries from China to the Ottoman
Empire have their own shadow plays. In Turkey, shadow plays are generally shown during
Ramadan and religious holidays and are told through Karagéz and Hacivat (Image 2), while in
Chinese culture, shadow plays are performed with puppets called Pi Ying.

In today's modern world, culture is shaped through the concept of education and is also
encountered as information acquired through intellectual knowledge accumulation. However,
some researchers argue that considering culture with a holistic approach will negatively affect
the design process and that design research should be handled with awareness of its historical
context (Gheorghiu, 1999). In this context, in order to further expand the framework of the
research, the concept of culture should also be addressed in terms of design.

3.1. LOOKING AT DESIGN THROUGH CULTURE

When we think about the birth of humans as beings, we are first born and open our eyes to this
environment. We slowly begin to learn and perceive this environment that we have never met.
Although perception is shaped in academic literature as a phenomenon resolved in the mind, it
essentially begins with the act of seeing. Because visual perception, which gives meaning to the data
coming out of the eye as an organ of vision, is a time formed by images in the individual's life,
independent of the individual, and should not be overwhelmed with unnecessary data (Arikan, 2008,
p. 22). Therefore, visual perception has a constructive effect on society and culture. In a sense, design
culture reflects like a mirror and is where the events that take place in society and its unique textures
are transformed into a product. When we look at history in particular, it is seen that with the Industrial
Revolution and the modernization of countries, there have been changes in the transfer of cultural
values to society and traditional norms have been abandoned. In this period when design turned into
mass products, creativity and originality gave way to functionality, ensuring that daily needs were met
rather than cultural needs. Today, the relationship between design and culture has given way to popular
culture and product sales thanks to new media channels. These products that serve the consumer culture
neither have a design value nor contain a cultural effect. This emotional state, which is mostly realized
through instant and temporary purchases, is a result of the influence of popular culture. However, “the
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main goal of design is to define the human experience in the changing world of today and tomorrow”
(Ergiiven, 2022, p. 54). In this context, the human experiences that occur will be shaped by passing
through culture. For the person who expresses himself with the products purchased through the
consumer culture, he can only show his individuality with these products. Adolf Loos has the following
statement on this subject: “The evolution of culture is synonymous with the purification of objects of
use from decoration” (Foster, 2012, p. 30). With the consumer products that change every day, design
and culture will naturally never be separated from each other and will continue to affect both the present
and the future as they did in the past. For example; the emergence of some objects is based on social
and cultural reasons as well as functional ones. In some countries like Italy, “wearing clothes that were
ironed and pleated with an iron was a sign of social status. While metal sheets held by the handle and
placed over a fire continued to be used as irons in 15th century Europe, irons with hot coals inside
began to appear in the homes of the richer people” (Ergiiven, 2022, p. 112) (Image 3). In this world
where individuals express themselves with a product they use, the need to show themselves differently
stems from the desire to change their status in society, extending from primitive times to the present
day. In this context, today, design continues to maintain the social status with the cultural values that
the individual expresses himself. Again, people who portray a rich image when they use an iPhone
brand smartphone in Turkey, and rich individuals who use coal irons in Rome, have carried out this
action with the same feelings and cultural influence.

Designers will continue to create culture as they have in the past and today. Especially
in Turkey, the fact that graphic design has historically developed late compared to other
countries has caused the effects of design on culture to fall behind. However, Turkey's rich
visual culture, historical texture and cultural heritage can enable more comprehensive studies
to emerge by addressing cultural studies in design in an innovative and original way. Design,
which is in close relationship with many different disciplines, can facilitate the inclusion of
culture in the design process by developing new perspectives and determining problem-solving
methods in Turkey. In this context, it can be said that in Turkey, cultural transfer is being tried
to be developed with new perspectives and design collaboration in the understanding of
museums. Therefore, first of all, it is necessary to examine the concept of Ephesus Ancient City,
one of the seven wonders of the world, and the concept of Night Museums. The shape and
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development that cultural forms take today also affect design processes and enable us to witness
the past more closely.

3.2. NIGHT MUSEUM: THE EXAMPLE OF THE ANCIENT CITY OF EPHESUS

From primitive ages to today's historical approaches, all cultural forms have emerged with the curiosity
of people while being discovered. First focusing on himself, people later started to wonder about other
worlds, countries and even the sky together with his immediate surroundings. In this context, “in all
previous ages, only a certain part of the world was known. People were looking at their neighbors who
occupied a slightly larger place from a very narrow place and beyond that there was a great unknown”
(Campbell, 2016, p. 40). However, in the modern world, learning about the past is provided by
accessing all kinds of information from where people sit with a single click. While the opportunities
provided by new media channels and the internet provide great convenience to people, some people
may also prefer to see history and culture in situ. In addition, trying to perceive a culture is just like
starting to learn a language; what is perceived here is actually a new universe of meaning that we do
not know and is distant from us (Strauss, 2013, p. 15). Therefore, one of the places where people can
learn about culture in the easiest and closest way in order to strengthen their world of meaning is
museums that serve the society.

Indeed, museums, which have a major role in preserving cultural values and transferring them to future
generations, have occasionally brought up different practices to draw people's attention to these points.
Today, the phenomenon of museums is no longer defined as simply visiting ancient cities or seeing
historical statues. For example; with the Covid-19 pandemic, many museums around the world have
developed a virtual and online museum approach by taking advantage of technology opportunities due
to visitors being unable to visit museums. This approach, which has also been adopted in Turkey,
allows many museums to be visited virtually by visiting the “sanalmuze.gov.tr" website (Image 4).

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When the concept of museums outside Turkey, especially internationally, is investigated, it is seen that
very different practices are put forward. The most interesting of these is the night museum, developed
in Europe in 1997. The “Long Night of Museums” or “Night of Museums”, expressed as Lange Nacht
der Museen in German, is a practice in which museums and some cultural institutions stay open until
late at night to introduce themselves to a new potential target audience. Thanks to this practice, this
situation has become an ideal option for people who have a job or work during the day or who cannot
take their children to the museum because they are at school. In this context, the first night museum
concept in history was realized in Berlin in 1997 under the name Lange Nacht der Museen. During this
period, museums and municipalities even put buses into operation that carried visitors to museums
until late at night by reaching an agreement (Image 5). Thus, thanks to the long night museum concept,
people were able to access cultural values or historical information of the past at night instead of having
to come only during the day.

Undoubtedly, the discipline that enables the transmission and reading of the communication codes of
culture is design. Design aims for these codes to be understood by everyone and universally. In this
context, the long night of museums application has also started its adventure abroad, and it has been
started for the first time in the ancient city of Ephesus on April 9, 2024 (Image 6). In this sense, we can
say that the effect of the American comedy film “A Night at the Museum” from 2006 has now been
applied in Turkey (Image 7). While walking around the ancient city of Ephesus, of course, we will not
come across an extinct living dinosaur like in this film, but the possibility of encountering historical
cultural codes will not be limited to the daytime, at least in this museum. In this respect, it would not
be wrong to say that culture is “the way of giving meaning to physical reality by expressing it in stories,
myths, tales, depictions, theories, proverbs, works of art, and rituals” (Strauss, 2013, p.16). Because
culture has historically been shaped through sign systems in all societies. The night museum
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application, which is being tried to be implemented in the Ancient City of Ephesus, offers a visual
communication feast to the individuals who visit here with its cultural aspect, directional graphics and
corporate identity design.

In addition to all these, the fact that the Ephesus Experience Museum, located in the Ancient City of
Ephesus, is included in the night museum and is open every day between 08.00-22.00 is an indication
that some cultural changes have begun to take place in Turkey. The Ephesus Experience Museum was
opened in October 2023, but due to the renovation process, it reopened its doors to its visitors in

February 2024. Located in the Ancient City of Ephesus, which is on the UNESCO World Heritage
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List and one of the Seven Wonders of the World, the Ephesus Experience Museum offers its visitors a

perfect sense of cultural and historical texture with the magnificent motion graphics offered (Image 8).

In addition, the Ephesus Experience Museum was awarded the "Best Museum™ award at the Mondo-
Dr Awards, one of the world's most distinguished awards in the fields of technology, design and
exhibition. The historical journey of culture mentioned in the previous sections, while at first, with the
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effect of product designs, sometimes described class indicators, today, thanks to new media channels
and technological developments, it eliminates class distinctions in culture by transferring graphic
elements through design and can include everyone in society. Thus, any individual from the society
can easily visit the ancient city of Ephesus by purchasing a ticket, day or night. Perhaps, just like in
Berlin in 1997, projects should be developed in cooperation with the state and the municipality and
free bus services should be organized in Selguk, where the ancient city of Ephesus is located, to
popularize night museums.

CONCLUSION

Today, as in the example of the Night Museum of the Ancient City of Ephesus, Turkey's
culturally rich visual history causes cultural studies to be handled in an innovative way in
design, reducing the effect of global approaches. Because the disappearance of geographical
borders and the effect of consumer culture, which come with the developing technologies
related to globalization, prevent the emergence of innovative and original works in the context
of design. The fact that every product produced by humans enters the visual culture prevents
the transfer of local values in the context of design, and sometimes leads to hiding under the
roof of globalization. In particular, the fact that the historical process of graphic design in
Turkey started later than the international arena has also caused the perception of visual culture
to form late. In fact, for researchers who want to work with different disciplines, visual culture
is a word that can be used in many areas from cinema to history, from media to social
knowledge, with the diversity that visuality contains (Karacgelik, 2019, p.17). Therefore, the
concept of night museums implemented in the ancient city of Ephesus and the visual
presentation of the Ephesus Experience Museum are the results of a visual culture approach
formed by the coming together of many disciplines from art history to media studies, from
graphic design to virtual reality. This result is an indication that new perspectives are emerging
in Turkey based on the concept of museums.

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Ozellikle 1990’lardan itibaren yapmaya basladig1 Soy Agaclar: resimleri imzasi haline gelen
Ozdemir Altan kendini sanata adamis ve farkli tarzlar1 uygulamis bir ressamdir. Ozdemir Altan
bu bakimdan tek bir ressam kisiligi degil sanki bircok ressami iginde barindiran ve yansitan
zengin bir sanat¢t kimligi ile karsimiza cikmaktadir. Ozdemir Altan’mn Gozden Kagan
Toplumsal ve Bireysel Mitojileri Yansitan Dénemi Uzerine Bir Analiz adli bu ¢alisma, Soy
Agaclari resimlerini de hazirlayan kendi tarzina dair denemelerinin ilk donemlerini i¢eren, ayni
zamanda sanat¢inin karakterindeki mizahin ve denemeye dair tutkusunun ilk Srneklerini
gordiigiimiiz, 6grencilik yillari icinde ve sonrasinda biraz daha siirdiirdiigii Kiibist Donemi ve
ardindan gelen Romantik Donemi ile Krallar ve Kraligeler serisini gerceklestirdigi donemi ele
almaktadir. Arastirmada bu donemlere ait resimler ve literatiir taranmis ve Ozdemir Altan ile
birebir gerceklestirilen gorlismelerden ¢oziimlenen kayitlardan faydalanilanarak betimsel bir
yontemle analiz yapilmistir. Altan’in s6z konusu doénemleri i¢ine alan calismalar1 dénemin
yansimalarini igermekle beraber bir yandan bireysel bir mitoloji kurmakta, bir yandan akademi
egitimi ve ona kars1 durusu, klasik sanata olan hayranligi ve onu yikmaya dair denemelerini,
cocuklugundan beri onu besleyen kaynak olan Klasik Bat1 Miizigi ve aileden gelen koklerinin
yansimalarini ve karakterindeki mizahi yonii i¢inde yogurdugu; kendi kisiligini ve tarzini inga
ettigi en verimli ve sanatina biiylik yon veren ¢alismalardir. Bu donemleri igeren ¢aligmalarda
hocas1 Zeki Faik izer ve hocasi olmasa da derslerine girdigi Zeki Kocamemi’nin ve Bedri
Rahmi Eylipoglu'nun izlerini tagirken bir yandan da Diirer ya da Poussin gibi bati sanati
ressamlarinin eserlerine dair yaptigi ¢alismalarin yansimalari hissedilmekte; fakat bunlar
korurken bir yandan da kendi arayigini sonuna kadar gotiirdiigli goriillmektedir.

AN ANALYSIS ON OZDEMIR ALTAN'S OVERLOOKED PERIOD INVOLVING
THE BUILDING OF SOCIAL AND INDIVIDUAL MYTHOLOGIES

Ozdemir Altan, whose paintings of Family Trees, which he started to paint in the 1990s, have
become his signature, is a painter who has devoted himself to art and practiced different styles.
In this respect, Ozdemir Altan does not appear as a single painter, but as a rich artist who
embodies and reflects many painters. This study, titled An Analysis of Ozdemir Altan's
Overlooked Period Involving Building of Social and Individual Mythologies, deals with his
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Cubist Period, that includes his student years and contiued a little more after it, and then his
Romantic Period and the period in which he realized the Kings and Queens series, all include
the first periods of his experiments with his own style, which also prepared the Family Trees
paintings, as well as the first examples of the humor in the artist's character and his passion for
experimentation. In the research, the paintings and literature of these periods were searched and
analyzed with a descriptive method by making use of the records from one-on-one interviews
with Ozdemir Altan. Altan's works covering the aforementioned periods include the reflections
of the period, but on the one hand, he establishes an individual mythology, on the other hand,
kneaded his academic education and his stance against it, his admiration for classical art and
his attempts to destroy it, Classical Western Music, which has been the source that has
nourished him since his childhood, and the reflections of his family roots and the humorous
aspect of his character; they are the most productive works in which he built his own personality
and style; and which have greatly shaped his art. In the works of this period, he bears the traces
of his teacher Zeki Faik Izer, Zeki Kocamemi and Bedri Rahmi Eyiipoglu, who was not his
teacher but whose lessons he attended, the reflections of his studies on the works of western
painters such as Diirer or Poussin are felt; but while preserving these, it is seen that he pursued
his own search to the end.

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THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN DIGITAL LITERACY AND TECHNOSTRESS

ABSTRACT

The subject of this research is based on the assumption that individuals with digital literacy will
have less level of technostress. As individuals' digital literacy levels increase, they will be able
to manage the technostress they are exposed to more effectively. Simple random sampling
method was used in the research. The sample of the research consists of employees at the call
center in Konya. Survey technique was used as data collection technique in the research. Data
were collected face to face on a voluntary basis. A total of 119 surveys were included in the
analysis. SPSS 22.0 program was used in the research. According to the results of the regression
analysis conducted to test the hypothesis of the research, it was determined that digital literacy
had a significant effect on reducing technostress. Accordingly, as individuals' digital literacy

levels increase, their technostress levels decrease.

I. INTRODUCTION

Digital literacy, which consists of multiple different skill groups, is defined in different ways in
the literature. Digital literacy is the ability to use digital technologies and communication tools
to access information, manage information, evaluate information, create information and
transmit information to relevant places. Digital literacy is becoming a sought-after feature in
employees using information technologies. Because day by day, digital technologies are
starting to take place in every field (CETF, 2024). Technostress is defined as the stress resulting
from not being able to adapt to new computer technologies (Tarafdar et al., 2007). In digital
literacy, the individual has the ability to interpret and communicate the information she receives
in a way that the audience can easily understand (Lankshear and Knobel, 2008; Julien, 2017;
Rantala, 2010). Rapid changes in technology force individuals to change constantly. It increases
their workload, causes them to have problems adapting to new technologies, and struggle with

technical inadequacies. All of this leads to technological stress (Ennis, 2005). This study
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evaluates whether digital literacy skills have an effect on technostress associated with the use
of information technologies. The research was conducted on call center employees, one of the

areas where information technologies are used intensively.
Il. MATERIAL AND METHODS
Purpose and Importance of the Research

The aim of this research is to reveal whether digital literacy has an impact on the perception of
technostress. In this context, the effect of digital literacy on employees' technostress was
examined. Quantitative research method was used in the research. The research question

developed to achieve this aim are as follows:

- Does digital literacy have an impact on technostress in call centers?

Based on the purpose of the research the following hypotheses were developed:
H1: Digital literacy of call center employees have an impact on technosress levels.
The Universe and Sample of the Research

The population of this research consists of call center employees in businesses operating in
Konya. Simple random sampling method was used in the research, and call center employees
in Konya and 119 employees who were willing to participate in the survey constituted the
sample of the research. Findings regarding the demographic characteristics of the research

participants are presented in Table 1.

According to the findings from Table 1, 57,1 % of the participants were women and 42,8 %
were men; 24,3% were 18-25 age, 34,4% were 26-29 age, 30,2% were 30-35 age, 10,9 % were
36-40 age; 15,9% were high school; 42,8 % were Associate degree; 38,6 % were Bachelor; 2,52

% were Master.
Data Collection Tool Used in the Research

Research data was collected by survey method. The survey was prepared as both a web-based
and physical survey. A total of 119 survey forms were filled out for the research. A total of 119
survey forms were evaluated. The survey form includes three sections consisting of
demographic questions, digital literacy scale, technostess scale. The digital literacy scale
included in the survey form is based on Ng (2012) with 17 expressions and a 5-point Likert
type. The scale was evaluated on a five-point Likert type (5 = Strongly agree, 4 = Agree, 3 =
Undecided, 2 = Disagree, 1 = Strongly disagree). The scale was adapted into Turkish by
Hamutoglu et.al.,2017. The Cronbach alpha coefficient of the scale is 0.93 (Hamutoglu
et.al.,2017). The technostress scale was developed by Tarafdar et al.. (2007) with a 5-point
Likert type. The scale was adapted into Turkish by Tiiren et.al.,2015. The Cronbach alpha

coefficient of the scale is 0.85.
Data analysis

As a result of this review, 119 surveys were deemed suitable for inclusion in the analysis and
all 119 surveys were included in the analysis. SPSS 22.0 program was used to analyze the data
obtained from the surveys. In the study, central tendency measures were used to classify the
demographic characteristics of the participants and frequency were examined in this context.
Regression analysis was conducted to examine the effects of digital literacy on technostress.

1. RESULTS

The variance explanation rate of the digital literacy scale was determined as 92.1%. The
variance explanation rate of the technostress scale was determined as 83.2%. In our research,
regression analysis was conducted to see the effects of digital literacy on technostress. In the
analysis, tehcnostress was taken as dependent variable, and digital literacy was taken as

independent variables. The findings obtained are shown in Table 2.

When the findings shown in Table 2 are examined, it is seen that the linear combination of the
digital literacy level significantly predicts technostress (R?=0.683 p<0.05). According to the
results, the independent variable explains 68% of the variation in the dependent variable.
Accordingly, it is understood that the level of digital literacy explains 68% of the variance in
technostress, in other words, the level of technostress is shaped by digital literacy at a rate of
68%.

CONCLUSION

The aim of this research is to examine the effect of digital literacy on technostres among call
center employees. Simple random sampling method was used in the research and 119
employees working in call centers and willing to participate in the survey constituted the sample
of the research (n = 119). Surveys were collected by face-to-face interview method. The data
obtained from the surveys were first subjected to validity and reliability analysis. The findings
showed that all two scales used in the study were sufficiently valid and reliable. In the research,
regression analysis was performed to see the impact of digital literacy on technostress and the
main hypotheses developed in this context were evaluated. As a result, digital literacy
significantly affects technostress and in this context, the level of digital literacy of employees
explains the variance of technostress by 68% At the same time, it has been determined that
digital literacy has a negative and significant effect on technostress and as the level of digital
literacy increases, technostress decreases. Based on these results, " H1" was created within the
scope of the research. Digital literacy has an impact on technostress.” The hypothesis was

accepted.
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OZET

Sinema, en genel tanimiyla ekonomik, politik ve teknolojik faktorlerin birlesmesiyle ortaya
c¢ikan bir sanat formudur. Bir sanat formu olmasinin yaninda sinemanin bir dykii anlatma ve
mesaj iletme araci oldugu da liderler tarafindan kisa siirede fark edilmistir. Bir mesa;j iletme
aract olarak sinema, tarihte cesitli liderlerce kullamilmustir. Ornegin Lenin, sinemanin
“sanatlarin en 6nemlisi” olacagini hemen fark etmis ve ¢ar sinemasinin devletlestirilmesi emrini
vermistir. Benzer sekilde Joseph Stalin’in, komiinizmi yaymak i¢in Hollywood’a sahip olsaydi
bagka bir seye ihtiyaci olmayacagini soyledigi rivayet edilmistir. Adolf Hitler’in Nazi kongresi
i¢in bir propaganda filmi Triumph of the Will (iradenin Zaferi-1935) ¢ektirip bu filmin
Almanya’nin her yerinde gosterilmesini saglamasi da bir diger 6rnek olmustur. Sinemanin bir
oykii araciligiyla mesaj iletme islevi bazen bizzat propagandaya doniligmiis bazen ise kiiltiirel
diplomasi faaliyetlerinin bir pargasi halini almistir. Her nasil ifade edilirse edilsin, uluslararasi
siyasetten Kkitlelerin kanaatleri igin verilen miicadelede sinemadan daha gii¢lii ¢cok az silah
olmustur. Bu calismada sinema ve endiistriyel olarak {iiretilmis sinema filminin uluslararasi
siyasetteki etkisi incelenecektir. Bu baglamda oncelikle sinema tarihine yer verilecek
devaminda ise filmlerin siyasetle ilgisi irdelenecektir. Son olarak ise giinlimiizde filmlerin,
iilkeler tarafindan kamuoyu olusturmak amaciyla kullanimi, filmlerin ideolojisi ve sinema dili

degerlendirilecektir.

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1. SINEMA TARIiHi

Tarih boyunca goriintiilerin hizlandirilarak canlandirilmasi yoniinde c¢alismalar
yuriitiilmustiir. Bu calismalar gélge oyunu, defterlerin kenarina c¢izilen resimlerin hareket
ettirilerek hizlandirilmas1 (flipbook) ve etrafindakilerin resmini kiigiik bir delikten ekrana
yansitan optik bir alet olan camera obscura olarak Orneklendirilebilir. Ancak, giiniimiiz
sinemasinin gelisimi, 6zellikle 19. yiizyilda ortaya ¢ikan fotograflarin belirli araliklarla gekilip
hizlandirilmasiyla olmustur. Bu nedenle de sinema tarihi, fotograf¢iligin tarihiyle birlikte ele
alimmistir. Fotograflarin hizlandirilarak saniyede 24 kare gosterilecek sekilde diizenlenmesiyle
ortaya ¢ikan ¢aligmalardan ilki, Amerikali Thomas Edison tarafindan 1892 yilinda telifi alinan
kinetograf makinesi olmustur. Bu makine 20 saniyelik filmleri, kiigiik ve tek Kkisinin
gorebilecegi bir kutu iginde gostermekteydi.(Betton, 1986, s. 6) Fotograflarin hizlandirilarak
canlandirilmasi ¢abalarinin zirvesi 1895 yilinin son giinlerinde Paris’te Lumiere Kardeslerin
gerceklestirdikleri halka acik gosteri ile gerceklesmis ve bu sinema tarihinin baglangici olarak
kabul edilmistir.(Teksoy, 2009, s. 13) Lumiere kardesler, Edison’un cihazini teknolojik ilaveler
yaparak gelistirmislerdir. Onu bir perdeye yansitacak teknolojik degisiklileri gergeklestirerek
sinematograf adin1 verdikleri alet igin bulus belgesi almislardir. Edison’un tek kisilik cihazi
yerine Lumiere kardeslerin beyaz perdeye yansiyan goriintiileri genis gruplara izletme karari
sinema agisindan uzun vadeli sonuglara neden olmustur.(Monaca, 2002, s. 223) Lumiere
kardesler kamuya agik sinemanin Oniinii agsalar da bunun gegici, teknolojik bir merak veya
bilimsel bir eglence oldugunu(Scognamillo, 1994, s. 11) distinerek salondaki izleyicilere bilet
olarak satmakla yetinip, alet fiizerinden kar elde etmeyi diisiinmemislerdir. Lumiere
kardeslerden etkilenen Georges Melies ise bu aletle bir 6ykii anlatmayi diistinen ilk kisi olarak
kabul edilmistir. Lumierler’in aksine Melies yalnizca trenin gara girisi veya is¢ilerin fabrikadan
cikis1 gibi olaylar1 saptayip bunlart filme almakla yetinmemistir. Melies filmin gergekligi
degistirme (veya carpitma) yetenegini fark etmistir. Le Voyage Dans La Lune (Aya Seyahat-
1902) filmiyle ticari deger tasiyan ilk trtinii(Betton, 1986, s. 7) ortaya ¢ikarmanin yaninda
sinemay1 fotografin bir uzantis1 olmaktan kurtarmasi, sinema hilelerini kullanmasi ve bir
dakikalik film uzunlugunu 15-20 dakikalara c¢ikarmasiyla oykiili filmin Onciiliiglini

yapmustir(Teksoy, 2009, ss. 37-38).

Kuramcilar film, cinema ve movie arasinda bir ayrim yapmislardir. Film, sanatin kendi

etrafindaki diinyay1 ele alirken cinema tiimiiyle sanatin igsel yapisi ve estetigiyle ilgili
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goriilmiistiir. Movie ise ekonomik bir iiriin olarak degerlendirilmistir. Bu ti¢lii ayrimda movie,
pop-corn gibi tiikketilen bir ticari anlati iiriiniinii, cinema seckin sanati, film ise en temel anlamda
kullanilan genel bir terimi ifade etmektedir.(Monaca, 2002, s. 219) Hollywood 6zelinde bu tiir
bir ayrim bulunmamakla beraber filme karsilik Motion Picture veya sadece Picture gibi
karsiliklar kullanilmistir. Bu ¢alismadaysa en genel ifade ile Tiirkge’de de kullanilan “film”

karsilig1 tercih edilmistir.

2. ULKELERIN SINEMAYA YAKLASIM VE UYGULAMALARI
2.1. Amerika Birlesik Devletleri’nde Sinemanin Gelisimi ve Uygulamalar

Sinemanin Avrupa’da ortaya ¢ikmasina ragmen Amerika’da gelismesinin birka¢ nedeni
vardi. Bunlardan ilki izleyici kitlesinin farkliligiydi. ABD’nin gd¢men niifus yogunlugu ve
goemenlerin cogunlugunun Ingilizce bilmemesi sessiz sinema igin ideal bir izleyici kitlesi
olusturmustur. Bu izleyici kitlesi Amerikan sinemasmin olaganiistii gelisiminin ana
nedenlerinden biri olmustur. Bir diger nedeni de estetik anlayislar farklilikti. Yedinci
sanat(Erdogan, 1992, s. 55) olarak da anilan sinema, kapitalizm 6ncesi donemde ortaya ¢ikan
resim, heykel, mimari, dans, siir ve miizik sanatinin aksine kapitalizm ¢aginin iirtinii olarak bir
burjuva sanati olarak goriilmistiir(Teksoy, 2009, s. 70). Avrupa’da panayirlarda gosterilen
filmler, ABD’de 20. yiizyihn ilk yillarindan itibaren genelde salonlarda gosterilmeye
baglanmistir. ABD’de o donemde sinemadan anlasilan movies olmustur ve stiidyolar bir sanat
yaratimindan ¢ok mal iretiminin yapildigi fabrikalar olarak goriilmiistiir.(Monaca, 2002, s.
232) 1908 yilinda yalnizca New York’ta agilan (5 sente argoda nickel denildigi ve sinema bileti
de 5 sent oldugu i¢in nickelodeon adi da verilen) sinema salonu sayis1 600’t agmis ve yillik

sinema bileti girdisi 6 milyon dolara ulagsmistir(Teksoy, 2009, s. 72).

Edison’un bagta Fransiz Lumiere kardesler ve Pathe gibi yapimcilara ve Amerikali diger
sinemacilara kars1 miicadelesi sinemada yeni bir donemi araladi. Edison’un kendi aletini
kullanarak film yapanlara actig1 davalarin 500’ bulmasi iizerine 1908 yilinin sonunda Edison
ve diger taraflar bir araya gelerek Film Patent Sirketini (Motion Picture Patents Company -
MPPC) kurdular. Biiyiik yapimevlerinin kurdugu bu trdstiin amaci, film gosterilen yerlerle de
anlagma saglayarak kii¢iik sinemacilar1 piyasadan silmek ve sinemada tekel kurmakti(Teksoy,
2009, ss. 73-74). Bu anlasmadan sonra ABD kamuoyu, kilise ve adli makamlar sinema
salonlarinin 500’den fazlasini ahlaka aykir1 ve suga tesvik eden igerikleri nedeniyle polis

araciligiyla kapattirmistir. Kara Noel olarak anilan bu olay filmlerin ahlak kurallarina
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uygunlugunu denetleyecek bir sansiir kurulunun olusturulmasina 6nayak olmus ve 1909°da
Ulusal Film Sansiir Kurulu (National Board of Censorship of Motion Picture)
kurulmustur(Teksoy, 2009, ss. 74-75). Amerikan siyasi tarihinde gelismeler bu trost i¢in kot
sonuglar dogurmustur. Woodrow Wilson’un anti-trostgli yaklagimlar gosteren Demokrat bir
baskan aday1 olmasi da bu siireci hizlandirmistir. 1912°nin sonlarinda MPPC’ye 1890 Sherman
yasasina aykiri olarak tekel olusturdugu i¢in dava agilmig, mahkeme 1915 yilinda tekel
olusturuldugu kanmisina varmig, 1917 yilinda ise MPPC’nin kapatilmasina karar
vermistir(Scognamillo, 1994, s. 29). Edison, 1909-14 arasinda sinemacilarin Hollywood’a
yonelmesine neden olan miicadeleyi kaybetmistir(Teksoy, 2009, s. 75)° Sinema i¢in iilkenin
batisinda, gogmen kokenlilerin yetenekleriyle yon verdigi yeni, bir saha, Hollywood
olusmustur. Edison’un avukatlarinin ve diger sinemacilarin telif davalarindan uzak kalabilecek
bir konumda yer alan Hollywood bir kagis noktasi olarak goriilmiistiir(Scognamillo, 1994, s.
12).

1911 yilinda kurulan ilk stiidyonun ardindan bu bélge, sinemacilar igin ilgi ¢ekicilik
kazanmis ve art arda stiidyolar kurulmustur. 1912°den 1920°ye kadar genel halk, hosnutlukla
her filme gitmis ve sinemaya oldukga ilgi duymustur. Bunun endiistri igin getirisi kitlesel tiretim
yapmay1 miimkiin kilacak stiidyolarin yapimi i¢in kaynak bulunabilmesi olmustur.(Rotha,
2000, s. 88) Avrupa sinemasinin bireyci yaraticilik sistemine karst Amerikan sinemast, kolektif
ve uzmanlagmis calismay1 uygulamis ve giiclinii buradan almistir. Bu sistem stiidyo sistemi
olarak anilmig ve tipki bir fabrika gibi bir yillik {iretimin planlanmasina dayanmistir. Kimi
sinema tarihgilerine gore bu sistemin eglenceli olmasmin disinda bir ilag fabrikasinda
calismaktan higbir farki yoktur(Rotha, 2000, s. 96). Disler fabrikasi olarak da anilan
Hollywood’da senaristler, oyuncular, set is¢ileri, tanitim sorumlulari, teknikerler gibi ayr1 ayri
birimler, bagyapimcinin belirledigi biitge ve yapim siirecini takip ederek film iiretmislerdir.
Hollywood, sinemanin evrensel baskenti olarak, 1920°1i yillardan sonra bir sanatsal tarzin,
diinya 6l¢eginde iiretim yapan bir yapim anlayisinin ve belirli bir diinya goriisiinii yansitan
siyasetin simgesi olmustur(Scognamillo, 1994, s. 12). Baska bir ifadeyle hem bir sanat hem bir
endiistri hem de toplumsal bir gii¢ kaynag1 olarak bir kitle iletisim aract olmustur(Yaylagiil,
2010, s. 9).

Sinemanin bu gelisimine kars1 toplumun her kesimi ayni ilgiyi gdstermemis, ¢esitli dini

topluluklar ahlaksizlik olarak gordiigii sinemaya karsi ¢esitli onlemler alinmasini istemistir. Bu
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dogrultuda 1922 yilinda Amerika Film Yapimecilar1 ve Dagiticilar1 Dernegi (Motion Picture
Producers and Distributors of America - MPPDA) kurulmustur. Kurulus 1945 yilina dek ismini
korumus, 1945 ile 2019 yillar1 arsinda Amerikan Film Yapimecilar: (Motion Picture Association
of America - MPAA) adini kullanmis, 2019’dan sonraysa Film Yapimcilar1 Birligine (Motion
Picture Association - MPA) dontismiistiir(Our History, 2021). Kurulusun amaci, sinemanin bu
tir elestirilere maruz kalmadan gelismesi stirdiirmesini saglamak olmustur. Baskan olarak
kurulusun basina donemin posta bakani olan William Harrison Hays getirilmistir. Hays in
bagkan olarak getirilmesinde, dinine bagli, yurdunu seven biri ve politikacilarla arasinin iyi
olmasi gibi nedenler etkili olmustur(Teksoy, 2009, s. 99).1930 yilinda Hays Prensipleri olarak
anilan ve stiidyolarin tiimiiniin kabul ettigi Film Uretim Prensipleri (Motion Picture Production
Code) olmustur. Hays Code olarak da anilan bu belgeyle Hays, kendi denetim y6ntemini
uygulamaya baslamistir(Scognamillo, 1994, s. 15). Bu prensipler, temel kurallara dayali ve
sonrasinda alt tasvirlerini de iceren 19 sayfalik bir ahlaki belgedir. Bunlardan bazilari
izleyicinin ahlak seviyesini diisiirecek veya sugluya yakinlik duyuracak higbir {iretimin
yapilmamasi, seyirciye hayatin dogru bir portresinin sunulmasi, dogal veya insan yapimi
kurallarin giiliing hale getirilmemesi ve siddete sempati duyulmasina izin verilmemesi vb. gibi
kurallardir(Shurlock, 1947, s. 142). Hays, hali hazirda c¢ekilen filmlerin gosterimini
engellemenin zor olmasi nedeniyle bagka bir yontem gelistirmistir. Boylece filmlerin
dagitimindan once idarenin onay1 gerekecegi karara baglanmistir(Shurlock, 1947). Bu kararla
PCA, film stiidyolarinin senaryolarini inceleme ve uygunluk onay1 verme yetkisi kazanmustir.
Onay verilmemis filmler stiidyoya bagli dagitim sirketlerince dagitilmamakta ve filmlerin
gosterim sans1 kisitli olmaktadir. 1934 yilinda bu durum stiidyolarla yapilan bir anlagsmayla
kabul edilmistir. Bir yaklasima gore stiidyolarin bu yasaya karst ¢ikmamasiin nedeni
stiidyolarin politik ve cinsel konularla ilgilenmeye ve hatta nazik konular1 incelikle ele almaya
yonelik etik baskilardan kurtarmis olmasidir(Monaca, 2002, s. 266). Baska bir yaklasima gore
ise ekonomik nedenler daha belirleyici olmus, eyaletlerdeki sansiir ve dagitim agmin diginda

kalma korkusu stiidyolar1 anlagmaya zorlamistir(Gomery, 2005, ss. 169-170).

Bu anlagsmayla Hays Prensipleri baglaminda, ¢iplak kadin ve erkek bedenlerine yer
vermek, uyusturucu ve kacake¢iligi gostermek, din adamlarimi kiigiimsemek, dini baglami
disinda tanr1 ve Isa sdzciiklerine yer vermek vb. seyler yasaklanmistir.(Teksoy, 2009, s. 100)
PCA, cinsellik ve suga siiriiklenmeyi engellemenin yani sira siyasi ve dini amaglarla da hareket

etmistir. Tanr1, cehennem ve lanet gibi s6zciikleri sansiir eden bir dizi kural konulmus ve agikca
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uygulanmistir(Monaca, 2002, s. 266). Bu prensiplere gore farkli irklardan olan insanlarin
iliskilerini gostermek veya halkin kurum ve temsilcilerini kétiilemek yasaktir. Tarihi ¢arpitmak
veya insanlarin koydugu yasalar kiiglik diistirmek de yasaktir. Burada hangi tarih veya kimin
tarihi gibi bir sorular akillara gelmektedir. Bu sorular da Hollywood’un, tarihi kendi goziiyle
yeniden yazdigi gibi bir ihtimali akillara getirmektedir. Ayrica yasa geregi filmlerde iyi 6gelere
yer verilmesi ve filmin sonunda kétiilerin cezalandirilmasi mutlu son ideolojisi(Y1lmaz, 2011)
olarak anilan seyi de beraberinde getirmistir. Hays, on yil iginde ABD’de gosterilen filmlerin
%98’ininin kendi onaymdan gececegini tahmin etmistir. Bu kurulun onay1 olmadan herhangi
bir film iiretip dagitmayacagini onaylayan stiidyolar, kurulusun istegi dogrultusunda degisiklik
yapmak, sahne veya diyalog eklemek zorunda kalmistir(Shurlock, 1947, s. 144). Yasagi
delmenin kagit iizerinde bir karsilig1 olmasa da hem eyaletlerin hem de iiye dagitim sirketlerinin
boykotuna maruz kalinmasi kaginilmazdi. Hays’in kurallar1 aracilifiyla sinema ABD’de orta
siif halkin hayatini, baska bir ifadeyle hayat standardini1 basariyla betimleyen bir aracina
doniismiistiir(Glivemli, 1960, s. 99). Tutucu, 6rf ve adetlere, ulusal ve irksal degerlere bagli bu
izleyici icin belirli bir ¢izgiden ayrilmayan, aileyi, vatani, inanc1 merkezine alan &ykiiler,
duygular ve kahramanlar sunulmustur(Scognamillo, 1994, s. 66). Bu prensiplerin i¢inde
yalnizca Amerikan izleyicisi i¢in degil, uluslararasi izleyicilere yonelik ifadeler de yer almistir.
Diger uluslarin tarihi, kurumlari, onde gelen insanlart ve yurttaslarinin adil bir sekilde temsil
edilmesinin saglanmasi(Mayer, 1947, s. 34) ifadesi bunun gostergesidir. Bu yasanin
uygulanmasi 1966 yilina kadar siirmiis ve sonrasinda farkli sekillerde ancak daha az etkili

olarak etkisini giiniimiize dek slirdiirmiistiir.

Soguk Savas’in basladigi giinlerde, Temsilciler Meclisinde, Amerika Kars1 Faaliyetleri
Izleme Komitesi (House Un-American Activities Committee — HUAC) mahkeme celbi giiciinii
bir silah olarak kullanarak bazi sinemacilari durusmalarda ifade vermeye c¢agirmistir. FBI
tarafindan saglanan kanitlara dayanan bu durusmalarda, komite {iyelerinin yaklagimlari tilkenin
kurumlarina sizan komiinistlere ve taninmis kisilere dair bir korku iklimi yaratmistir. Bu
komitenin iiyelerinden biri Kaliforniya temsilcisi olan Richard Nixon’dir. ifadesine bagvurulan
sinema temsilcilerinden biri ise oyuncu Ronald Reagon’dr. Ileride bagkanlik yapacak bu iki
ismin, Hollywood’un sahip oldugu gii¢ ve politikayla iliskisine dair erken sayilabilecek bir

donemde bilgi sahibi olmalar1 bu ¢alisma baglaminda olduk¢a manidardir.
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Burada ifade edilmesi gereken FBI’1n, sinemanin bir ulus ve ulusal kimlik inga etmedeki
roliinii bircok akademisyenden dnce fark etmis ve ona gore hareket etmis olmasidir. FBI’a gére
Benedict Anderson’un Hayali Cemaatler(Anderson, 2020) adin1 verdigi kurgulanmis, kolektif
olarak zihinlerde, dilde, sdylemde tasavvur edilen ulusun olusumunda sinema 6nemli bir yer
tutmaktadir(Sbardellati, 2012, s. 42). FBI’in o yillarda kesfettigi sinemanin ulusal kimlik insa
etmedeki rolii, bugilin sinemanin kazandigi yeni islevlerle beraber hala devam etmektedir.
Sinemanin politika ve uluslararasi iliskilerle kurdugu baglarda yeni islevlere rastlamaktayiz.
Bunlardan ilki ve FBI'in farkinda oldugu iizere insa ve kimlik olusturma islevidir. Ikincisi,
sinemanin kitlesel izleyicinin ilgisini ¢ekerek ulusal bir amag¢ veya yabanci olarak goriilen
otekiyi kotiilemek icin kullanilmasidir. Ugiincii olarak kim oldugumuza ve diger insan veya
iilkeleri nasil gorecegimize dair grupsal ve toplumsal aidiyetler olusturmamiza katki
saglamasidir. Son olarak ise sinema, uluslararasi politikaya dair normlari, pratikleri ve degerleri
ifsa ederek tartismaya acabilmektedir(Carter & Dodds, 2014, ss. 16-20). Basitge soylemek
gerekirse sinemanin veya filmlerin uluslararasi politikay1 yansittigi diigiincesi yanlis olmamakla
beraber eksiktir. Filmler yalnizca politikay1 yansitmazlar. Yer yer hem politikayr hem de
toplumu sekillendirir veya bunu yapamadig1 yerlerde yonlendirir. Bu nedenle sinema ve

uluslararasi politika arasinda ¢cok daha koklii ve ¢ok daha katmanli bir iliski bulunmaktadir.

2.2. Sovyet Sosyalist Cumhuriyetler Birligi’nde Sinemanin Gelisimi ve

Uygulamalar

Sovyetler Birligi Komiinist Partisi'nin Onclisi olan Rusya Komiinist Partisi
(Bolsevik)'nin ilk lideri devrimci Vladimir Lenin, 1919°da sinema ve fotografcilik alanini
tiimiiyle kamulastirdi ve bir sinema okulu agt1. Sinemanin yeni rejimin ilkelerini genis kitlelere
benimsetilmesinde dnemli bir rol oynayabilecegini diigiinen Lenin, sinemanin propaganda
olarak kullaniminin énemini anlamisti. Vagonlari sinema salonlarina doniistiiriilmiis trenlerle
ilkenin her yaninda yeni rejimin temellerini anlatan filmler gosterildi. 1925 tarihli
Bronyenosyets Potyomkin (Potemkin Zirhlisi-1925) bu anlayisin zirvesiydi. Carlik Rusya’sinin
donanmasinda gorev yapan Potemkin Zirhlisindaki denizcilerin kotii yasam kosullart ve
ozellikle kotii yemeklere karsi isyan etmelerini anlatan filmde, denizciler, kotii kosullar
nedeniyle komutanlarina kars1 ayaklanma baslatir. Geminin kontroliinii ele gegiren denizcilerin
isyan1 Odessa sehrinde kiyitya ulasir ve halkin destegiyle bliylir. Ancak Carlik askerleri,
Odessa'daki halki vahsice bastirir. 1905 yili olaylarmin yil donimii igin ¢ekilen film,
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Endonezya'da 1933 yilinda Hollanda donanmasina bagli baska bir zirhlida ¢ikan isyana da esin

kaynagi olmus ve sinemanin 6nemini ortaya ¢ikarmisti(Teksoy, 2009, s. 144).
2. 3 Nazi Almanya’sinda Sinemanin Gelisimi ve Uygulamalar

Birinci Diinya Savasi’ndaki yenilginin ardindan kurulan Weimar Cumhuriyeti, 1929
ekonomik bunaliminin da etkisiyle zayiflarken Nasyonal Sosyalist diisiince 6nem kazanmaya
basladi. 1930 se¢imlerinde 107 sandalye, 1932 se¢imlerindeyse 120 sandalye kazanan hareketin
lideri Adolf Hitler, 30 Ocak 1933’te sansdlyelige getirildi. Komiinizm tehdidini kullanarak
meclisi, kisisel oOzgirliikleri ve diger partileri lagveden Hitler, 1934’te cumhurbaskani
Hindenburg’un Olimiiyle bu gorevi de istlendi. Ardindan gergeklesen halk oylamasiyla

konumunu mesrulastirdi ve Almanya’da mutlak egemen hale geldi(Armaoglu, 1975, ss. 551—

555).

Hitler’in propaganda bakan1 Gobbels, 1933°te devlet kiiltiir odalarin1 kurarak sinemay1
tek bir merkezden yonetmeye basladi. Gobbels’e gore sinema, halki 6liim kalim savasina
hazirlayacak onemli bir aygitti(Teksoy, 2009, s. 292). Alman sinemasinin propaganda

{iriinlerinin zirvesi Iradenin Zaferi adli yapimdi.

1934 yilinda Niirnberg'de gerceklesen Nasyonal Sosyalist Alman Is¢i Partisi'nin yillik
mitingini ve Adolf Hitler'in liderligindeki Nazi Almanyasi'nin yiikselisini konu alan filmin
yapimi, bizzat Hitler’in istegiyle gergeklestirilmis ve Nazi rejiminin ideolojisini, giiclinii ve
organizasyonunu yliceltmeyi amaglamistir. Filmde, Nazi Partisi'nin liderlerinin konusmalari,
ordu gosterileri, genglik organizasyonlarinin marslar1 ve halkin coskulu tezahiiratlar1 gibi
sahneler yer alir. Ozellikle Adolf Hitler'in karizmatik bir lider olarak sunulmasima biiyiik bir
vurgu yapilmistir. "Iradenin Zaferi" gorsel olarak ¢arpici, yenilik¢i sinematografik teknikler
kullanan bir yapim olarak one ¢ikar. Riefenstahl, film boyunca genis a¢1 ¢ekimler, dikkatlice
koreografiye edilmis kitle sahneleri ve Hitler’in miting alanina gelisini dramatize eden

sekanslarla izleyicilere biiyiik bir gorsel etki yaratmigtir.
3. GENEL DEGERLENDIRME VE SONUC

Filmler, bir iilkenin kiiltiirel degerlerini, yagsam bi¢imini, tarihini ve politik ideolojilerini
genis bir kitleye ulastirarak, o iilkenin imajin1 uluslararasi arenada sekillendiren sanatsal ve
ticari tirinlerdir. Bu nedenle sinema tirtinleri, tarihin birgok déneminde hiikiimetler ve devletler

tarafindan siyasi propaganda araci olarak kullanilmigtir. Ozellikle savas zamanlarinda veya
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ideolojik c¢atismalarin yogun oldugu doénemlerde filmler, belirli bir siyasi mesaj1 kitlelere
iletmek ve kamuoyunu etkilemek i¢in bir mecra haline gelmistir. Sinema, ulus insasi ve
milliyetcilik agisindan da 6nemli bir aragtir. Uluslararast iligkilerde, bir tilkenin kendi kimligini
ve ulusal degerlerini tanimlamak i¢in sinemay1 kullanmasi sik¢a rastlanan bir durumdur.
Sinema, belirli bir milletin tarihini, kahramanlarin1 ve ortak degerlerini 6ne ¢ikararak hem
iceride hem de disarida bir ulusal kimlik insasina katkida bulunur. Sinema ve uluslararasi
iligkiler arasindaki iliski, kiiltiir, politika, savas, ideoloji ve kimlik gibi pek ¢ok farkl diizeyde
kendini gosterir. Sinema, uluslararasi arenada yumusak giic unsuru olarak kullanildig1 gibi,
devletlerin kendi politik ve ideolojik mesajlarini yaymak icin basvurdugu bir propaganda araci
da olabilir. Ayn1 zamanda sinema, kiiresel sorunlar1 ve c¢atigmalar1 ele alarak, uluslararasi

kamuoyunda farkindalik yaratma ve toplumsal degisim saglama potansiyeline sahiptir.
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OZET

Amerika Birlesik Devletleri (ABD), tarih boyunca Avrasya kitasi haricinde ortaya ¢ikan
tek diinya gilicii olmustur. Kendine 6zgli yonetim yapisi, cografyasi, farkli etnik kdkenleri
bilinyesinde tasiyan tek bir ulus olmasi, din ve dil konusunda 6zgiirliikk¢ii yaklagimi gibi
ozellikleriyle ABD, ikinci Diinya Savasi’ndan sonra diinyanin iki siiper giiciinden biri olmustur.
Kendine has dis politika kiiltiirline sahip olan ABD, bu Kkiiltiirii yine kendi tarihinden
devsirmistir. ABD temelinde, kurucu babalar arasindaki goriis farkliliklarina dayanan, tilkenin
gelecegi ve kimligine dair farkli diislinceleri yansitan dis politika yaklasimlari, kiiltlir ve i¢
siyaset tizerinden tarihsel siire¢ i¢inde sekillenmis ve dis politikaya yon veren belirli davranig
bigimlerine donlismiistiir. S6z konusu dis politika yaklasimlart ABD’nin dahil oldugu her
uluslararasi gelisme ile degisip geliserek glintimiize dek aktarilmistir. Amerikan dis politikasi
neredeyse her zaman bu farkli yaklagimlarin bir dengesinden olusmus, kendini donemlere,
olaylara ve iilkelere gore doniistiirmiistiir. Bu nedenle de, kurulusundan itibaren ABD dis
politikasini s6z konusu yaklasimlar {izerinden agiklamak ve analiz etmek miimkiindiir. Bu
yaklagimlar, Hamilton, Jefferson, Jackson ve Wilson yaklagimlaridir. Yukarida ifade edilen
hususu degerlendirebilmek amaciyla calisma {i¢ boliime ayrilmistir. Birinci bdliimde bu
yaklasimlarin tarihi {izerinde kisaca durulacaktir. ikinci boliimde, ABD’nin dis politika tarihi
bu yaklasimlar iizerinden genel hatlariyla degerlendirilecektir. Uciincii boliimde ise, bu
yaklagimlarin  hala siirlip stirmedigi irdelenerek giiniimiiz ABD dis politikasi
degerlendirilecektir. Son olarak ortaya ¢ikan biitiin bulgular, sistemsel bir biitinsellik i¢inde

gbzler Oniine serilecektir.

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1. AMERIKA BIRLESIK DEVLETLERI TARIHI

Amerika kitasinin kesfiyle beraber énce ispanyollar ve Portekizliler ardindan Fransizlar,
Hollandalilar ve Ingilizler kitada gesitli koloniler kurmustur. Kitanin kuzey kismina Ingilizler
tarafindan 1620'den itibaren koloniler kurulmaya baslanmis ve New England adi verilen 13
koloni belirleyici olmustur. Bu koloniler kuzeyden giineye dogru sirayla: New York, New
Jersey, Pensilvanya, Delaware, Maryland, Virjinya, Kuzey Karolina, Giiney Karolina ve

Georgia’dir.

Kitanin kuzeyindeki kolonilerin biiyiik oranda ekonomik kaygilarla ve dini/politik
baskilardan kagarak kendilerine 6zgii bir yasam kurmak zorunda olan insanlardan olusmast, s6z
konusu kolonileri kitanin giineyindeki 1492 sonrasi altin ve macera pesinde kosan insanlardan
farkli bir konuma itmistir. Bu farkli konum kuzey Amerika’daki Ingiliz kolonilerinin, yeni
diinyada benzeri olmayan kosullarda bir 6rgiitlenmesiyle sonuglanmigtir(Sander, 2009, s. 152).
Kuzeyde ve haliyle Ingiltere'ye yakin olanlar ticaret odakli bir gelisme gosterirken giiney
kolonileri daha ¢ok tarimla ilgilenmislerdir. Hepsinin sahil seridinde yer almalar1 da kitaya
tutunma ve deniz yoluyla tedarik =zinciri olusturma c¢abalarinin bir sonucu olarak
degerlendirilebilir. Bu kolonilerin diger yerlesimlerden farki Ingiltere’deki demokratik diizen
ve prensiplerin buralarda da aym sekilde uygulanmasi olmustur. Kral, Lordlar Kamaras1 ve
Avam kamarasinin karsili§i bu kolonilerde Vali, Senato ve Temsilciler meclisi

olmustur(Armaoglu, 1975, s. 351).

Bu ilk yerlesimciler diger topluluklarin kendilerini takip edebilmeleri i¢in Oncii
olduklarna ve kendilerine tanridan gelen bir misyon verildigi kanaatinde olmuslardir. 1800’lere
kadar siiren go¢ dalgasi da bu inanisi giiclendirmistir(Hook & Spanier, 2016, s. 11). 1600'ler
boyunca Avrupa’dan kitanin kuzeyine gelenlerin biiyiik ¢ogunlugunu ingilizler olusturmus
Ingiliz olmayanlarin toplammin orani Ingilizlerin %10'u gegmemistir. Hal bdyle olunca da
kolonilerde Ingiliz yasalarinin Amerikan hali uygulanmis ve her yeni gelen gdgmen bu
Amerikalilagtirllmig kanunlara uyarak yerlesmistir. Kolonilerdeki Amerikalilasma ve
sonrasinda bagimsizliga giden yolun bir Amerikan 6fke ve kader birliginden kaynaklandigini
sOyleyen Sander’e gore ilkin, bolgedeki Fransizlara yonelen bu 6tke 7 yil savaslar1 sonunda
dinmistir. Ardindan yerli Kizilderililere duyulan 6fke Kizilderililerin gelismis bir silah

teknolojisi veya kabilelerin bir araya gelmesini saglayacak politik becerileri olmadig1 icin
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asilmas1 kolay bir nokta olmustur. Ingiliz sémiirgeciligine duyulan 6fkeyse bagimsizlik

savasina neden olmustur(Sander, 2009, ss. 154-155).

Calismanin bu kisminda esasen bagimsizlik sonrasinda ABD’nin insa siireciyle beraber
farkl1 dis politika yaklagimlarinin ortaya ¢ikis1 da anlatilacaktir. 1783 teki bagimsizliktan sonra
ilk olarak bat1 topraklarinin ne olacagi/nasil paylasilacagi sorunu ortaya ¢ikmistir. Koloniler
bat1 topraklarinin paylasilmasini isterken kimileri yerlilere veya yeni gelen gdg¢menlere
verilmesini istemis ve bir sonuca varilamamistir. Kongre de heniiz boylesine biiyiik bir karar
verecek kadar yetkili olmadigindan sorun ¢oziilememistir. New York kolonisi yetkisini
Kongre'ye devretmis ve boylece diger kolonilerin de aynisin1 yapmasi ile Kongre karar almaya
yetkili kilimmistir. Bu nedenle yeni bir toplant1 tertiplenmis ve Philadelphia Konvansiyonu adi
verilen bu siireg ile iilke ile alakali 6nemli temeller sekillendirilmis ve o giin alinan kararlarla
giinimiiz Amerika'sina yon verilmistir. Konvansiyonda, eyaletlerin ve merkezi hiikiimetin
yetkileri, eyaletlerin temsilinin neye gore olacagi ve yeni eyaletlerin nasil bir yol izleyecegi gibi
bir¢cok 6nemli tartigma yiiritiilmistiir. Tartigsmalar sonucunda dis politika, savunma, yurt dist
ve eyaletler arasindaki ticaret hakki federal devlete, agik¢a federal yonetime verilmemis her
yetki eyaletlerde kalmistir(Rémond, 2018, s. 35). Temsil konusundaysa, kiiciik biiyiik fark
etmeksizin biitiin eyaletlerin 2 sandalyesi bulunan senato ve biiyiikliikleri olgiisiinde nispi
temsil edilecekleri temsilciler meclisi kurulmasina karar verilmistir(Rémond, 2018, s. 36). Son

olaraksa yeni katilan eyaletlerin esit statiide olmasina karar verilmistir.

Bu tiir sorunlara Locke ve Montesquieu okumus, Avrupa Aydmlanmasimin etkisindeki
delegelerin bulduklar1 ¢oziimler olduk¢a zekice olmustur. Yasama, yliriitme ve yargi kesinlikle
birbirinden ayrilarak ve birbirlerini denetleyerek bir denge unsuru yaratilmistir. Kimi goriislere
goreyse bu tartigmalar diizenli ve uygar bir toplum kurmaya calisan bilge kisilerin eserinden
ziyade kendi ayricaliklarini ellerinden kagirmamaya g¢alisirken halk destegini de alabilmek
adma, kendini destekleyecek gruplara hak ve 6zgiirliik vermeye benzemektedir(Zinn, 2018, s.
104). Bu yaklasim, siiphesiz iilkenin dis politika anlayisina da yansimis ve gesitli goriislerin

ortaya ¢ikmasina zemin hazirlamistir.

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rasyonellikle agiklanamayan tarafi olarak ifade etmek miimkiindiir(Stimer, 2008, s. 120).
Temelde kurucu babalar arasindaki goriis farkliliklarina dayanan ve iilkenin gelecegi ve
kimligine dair farkli goriisler olarak tanimlayabilecegiz dis politika yaklasimlari hem muhalefet
hem de iktidardaki cesitli partiler araciligiyla gliniimiize dek aktarilmistir(Okur, 2010, s. 147).
Amerikan dis politikas1 neredeyse her zaman sz konusu farkli ekollerin bir dengesinden
olusmus kendini dénemlere, olaylara ve tilkelere gore doniistiirmiistiir. Bu nedenle bu ekolleri
duragan veya yenilige kapali olarak degerlendirmemek gerekmektedir. Bu farkli dis politika
ekolleri Walter Russel Mead’e gére: Hamilton, Jefferson, Jackson ve Wilson ekoliidiir(Mead,
2002).

Amerikalt bir subay, devlet adami1 ve George Washington'un baskanligi sirasinda
1789'dan 1795'e kadar ABD'nin ilk hazine bakani1 olarak gérev yapan kurucu unsurlardan olan
Alexander Hamilton’a gore ticaret birincil dnceliktir. Hamilton ekolii, Ingiltere’nin kendi
donemlerinde diinyanin en giiclii devleti oldugunu ve ona ayak uydurarak, onun yolunu
izleyerek bagarili olabilecegini ve bunun yolunun da ticaretten gectigini ifade eden yaklagimdir.
Ingiltere nin deniz giiciinii rnek alan, ticaret ve sanayi gelismesini dnceleyen ve hiikiimetin
endiistri iiretiminin gelismesi ic¢in kolaylik saglamasi ve sirketlerin arkasinda durmasi
gerektigini savunan bu yaklagima gore diinya bir pazar yeridir ve ABD dis politikasinin amaci
iilkesinin bu pazardaki konumunu giiglendirmektir(Okur, 2010, ss. 149-150). Insan dogasinin
milkemmelliginden, hatta 6nemli Olglide gelistirilebilirliginden sliphe duyma anlaminda
muhafazakardirlar; ancak ticaretin ve onu destekleyen kurumlarin biiyiimesine eslik edecek
faydalar konusunda iyimserdirler. ABD’nin ilk yiizyili boyunca Hamilton ekolii diinyanin 6nde
gelen ticaret giicii Britanya ile isbirligini savunmustur. Britanya'nin 20. yilizyilda gerilemesiyle
birlikte ABD’nin diinya ticaretinde 6n siralara ¢ikmasini saglamigsa da temel inanglari
degismemistir. Hamilton ekoliine gore ticaret, hem dis politikanin varlik nedeni hem de baris

ve istikrar gibi yan faydalar saglayan bir unsur olarak goriilmiistiir(Mead, 2002, ss. 103-120).

Stiphesiz ki Hamilton ekolii, Amerikan dis politikasinin sekillenmesinde 6nemli bir rol
oynamustir. Ozellikle 19. yiizy1lda, ABD'nin sanayilesmesi ve ekonomik biiyiimesi ile birlikte
bu yaklagim daha da belirgin hale gelmistir. Giiniimiizde de hem Cumbhuriyet¢i hem de
Demokrat parti, zaman zaman Hamiltoncu ilkeleri benimsemekte ve dis politikalarini bu
cercevede sekillendirmektedir. Hamiltonculuk, Amerikan dis politikasinin ekonomik temellere

dayanan ve askeri giicii stratejik bir arag olarak goren bir yaklasim olarak 6ne ¢ikmaktadir. Bu
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perspektif, ABD'nin uluslararasi iliskilerdeki roliinii ve stratejilerini anlamada kritik bir 6nem

tasimaktadir.

Amerikali diplomat, avukat, mimar, filozof ve 1801-1809 yillar1 arasinda Amerika
Birlesik Devletleri'nin {igiincli bagkani olarak gérev yapan kurucu unsurlardan olan Thomas
Jefferson’da ifadesini bulan 6zgiirliik ve deger yaklagiminda dis politikanin temeli, askeri
unsurlar baki kalmak sartiyla, Amerikan 6zgiirliigiinii ve degerlerini korumaktir. Ayrica tarima
dayali ekonomik modeli savunan Jefferson’a gore toprakla calismak ve kiiciik zanaatlar
Amerikalilara kisisel sorumluluk, dogruluk diiriistliik gibi 6zellikleri 6gretecektir. Jeffersoncu
diisiincenin mihenk tas1 demokrasidir ve Jefferson ekoliine goére demokrasi, ticaretin mutlu bir
yan etkisi olarak degil, ancak dikkatli bir sekilde islenmesinin sonucu olarak ortaya cikar.
Hamilton ekoliiniin insan dogas1 konusunda kdtiimser ama ticaret kurumlari konusunda iyimser
olduklar1 yerde, Jefferson ekolii bunun tam tersidir. Bireye saygi duyarlar ve kurumlarin,
ozellikle de ticaret kurumlarinin kisisel erdemi yozlastiracagindan korkarlar. Bu nedenle diger
uluslarla iligkilere siipheyle yaklasmislardir. Demokrasiyi dis iliskilerin karmasasinda riske
atmaktansa kendi iilkelerinde mitkemmellestirmek daha iyidir. Diismanlari onlar1 izolasyonist
olarak adlandirsa da milliyet¢i terimini daha uygun diismektedir. Ancak, nasil adlandirilirsa
adlandirilsin, Jefferson ekolii lilke ¢ikarlarini uluslararasi ¢ikarlarin o kadar 6niine koymuslardir
ki, Amerikan kiyilarinin Otesindeki diinyaya karst kayitsizlik, hatta diismanhk izlenimi

yaratmiglardir(Mead, 2002, ss. 175-207).

Jeffersonculuk, giiniimiizdeki Amerikan dis politikas1 tartismalarinda hala énemli bir
yer tutmaktadir. Ozellikle, degerlerin mi yoksa ¢ikarlarin mi1 6n planda olmasi gerektigi
konusundaki tartismalar Jeffersoncu dislincenin etkisini gdstermektedir. Jeffersoncu
politikalar, ABD'min uluslararas: iligkilerde daha temkinli ve ice doniik bir yaklagim
benimsemesini savunur. Jeffersonculuk, Amerikan dis politikasinda 6nemli bir diisiince okulu
olarak, ulusal ¢ikarlarin korunmasi ile etik degerlerin gozetilmesi arasinda bir denge kurmaya
caligmaktadir. Bu yaklasim, ABD'nin uluslararasi alandaki roliinii ve kendi i¢ dinamiklerini

sekillendirmede etkili olmustur.

Bagkanligindan 6nce ABD Ordusu'nda general olarak iin kazanan ve ABD Kongresi'nin
her iki kanadinda da gorev alan Andrew Jackson, ABD’nin yedinci bagkan1 olarak gorev yapan
bir avukat, general ve devlet adamiydi. Adin1 “general” Jackson’dan alan Jackson ekolii de

benzer sekilde iilke i¢i bir yonelime sahip olmakla birlikte, Amerika'nin yurtdigindaki en enerjik
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cikar ve gii¢ iddialarinin arkasindaki itici giic olmustur. Jefferson ekoliiniin elitizme yoneldigi,
demokrasiyi yukaridan asagiya aktardiklar1 yerde, Jackson ekolii popiilisttir ve demokrasinin
halkin  kendisinden kaynaklandigint  savunmustur. Jefferson  ekoliiniin  ¢ekingen
milliyetgiliginin aksine, Jackson ekolii kavgaci bir milliyet¢ilige sahiptir. Onur konusunda
oldukga titiz davranan Jackson ekolii, yabancilarin ve yasalarin 6tesindeki diger asagi irklarin
haklarinin inkar edilmesinden rahatsizlik duymazlar. Dort ekoliin en militan1 olan Jackson,
savunma harcamalarini siirekli olarak desteklemis ve bir kez satin alindiktan sonra silahlar
kullanmakta asla isteksiz olmamiglardir. Yine de savastaki amaglar1 diinyayr kurtarmaktan
ziyade Amerikan zaferi olmustur. Diinyanin kurtarilip kurtarilamayacagiyla pek de
ilgilenmeyen Jackson ekoliiniin tek kaygist Amerikan onurunun ve ¢ikarlarinin yurtdisinda

giiclii bir sekilde savunulmasidir(Mead, 2002, ss. 220-260).

Jackson ekoli, giiniimiizde, genellikle Cumhuriyetgi Parti tarafindan desteklenir. Bu
yaklasim, Amerikan milliyet¢iligini ve ulusal kimligi 6n plana ¢ikarirken, dis politikada daha
az miidahaleci bir tutum sergilenmesini Onerir. Jackson ekolii, Amerikan dis politikasinda
ulusal ¢ikarlarin korunmasi, tek taraflilik ve giic kullanim1 gibi unsurlart 6n planda tutan bir

ideolojik ¢erceve sunar.

1913-1921 yillar1 arasinda ABD’nin 28. bagskani olarak goérev yapan siyaset¢i ve
akademisyen Thomas Woodrow Wilson, Milletler Cemiyeti'nin 6nde gelen mimariyd: ve dis
politikadaki ilerici durusu Wilson ekoliinii ortaya ¢ikardi. Bu ekoliin temelinde demokrasinin
yayilmas1 ve demokrasi araciligiyla diinyayla biitiinlesme ¢abalar1 yatmaktadir. Ayrica, insan
haklarinin korunmasi, uluslararas1 hukuka ve normlara baglilik, ¢ok taraflilik ve uluslararasi
orgiitlerde aktif rol alma, Serbest ticaret ve ekonomik iliskilerin tesviki 6ne ¢ikan diger ilkeler

arasinda yer almaktadir(Mead, 2002, ss. 135-165).

Wilson ekolii, 20. yiizyilin geri kalaninda oldugu gibi 21. yiizyilda da Amerikan dis
politikasina yon vermeye devam etmektedir. Ozellikle liberal degerlerin yayilmasi ve
demokrasinin tesviki konusunda Wilson ekolii olduk¢a etkili olmustur. Amerikan dis
politikasinda idealizmin yiikselisine onciililk eden Wilson ekolii giiniimiize kadar etkisini

stirdiirmiistiir.

The Internet is the global data communications infrastructure based on the interconnection of
both public and private networks using protocols that implement Internetworking on a global
scale. Hence the control of protocol and infrastructure development, resource allocation and
network operation are crucial and interlinked aspects. Internet Governance is the hotly debated
and contentious subject that refers to the global control and operation of key Internet
infrastructure such as domain name servers and resources such as domain names. It is
impossible to separate technical and political positions as they are interlinked. Furthermore the
existence of a global market, transparency and competition impact upon Internet Governance
and related topics such as network neutrality and security. Current trends and developments
regarding Internet governance with a focus on the policy-making process, security and control
have been observed to evaluate current and future implications on the Internet. The multi
stakeholder approach to Internet Governance discussed in this paper presents a number of
opportunities, issues and developments that will affect the future direction of the Internet.
Internet operation, maintenance and advisory organisations such as the Internet Corporation for
Assigned Names and Numbers (ICANN) or the Internet Governance Forum (IGF) are currently
in the process of formulating policies for future Internet Governance. Given the controversial
nature of the issues at stake and the current lack of agreement it is predicted that institutional
as well as market governance will remain present for the network access and content.

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A STUDY ON THE IMPACT OF HARDINESS AND ALIENATION ON BURNOUT
AND DATA ENTRY ERRORS IN RURAL HELLENIC HOSPITAL
LABORATORIES

Abstract:

Erroneous computer entry problems [here: 'e'errors] in hospital labs threaten the patients-—
health carers- relationship, undermining the health system credibility. Are e-errors random, and
do lab professionals make them accidentally, or may they be traced through meaningful
determinants? Theories on internal causality of mistakes compel to seek specific causal
ascriptions of hospital lab eerrors instead of accepting some inescapability. Undeniably, 'To Err
is Human'. But in view of rapid global health organizational changes, e-errors are too expensive
to lack in-depth considerations. Yet, that efunction might supposedly be entrenched in the
health carers- job description remains under dispute — at least for Hellenic labs, where e-use
falls behind generalized(able) appreciation and application. In this study: i) an empirical basis
of a truly high annual cost of e-errors at about €498,000.00 per rural Hellenic hospital was
established, hence interest in exploring the issue was sufficiently substantiated; ii) a sample of
270 lab-expert nurses, technicians and doctors were assessed on several personality, burnout
and e-error measures, and iii) the hypothesis that the Hardiness vs Alienation personality
construct disposition explains resistance vs proclivity to e-errors was tested and verified:
Hardiness operates as a resilience source in the encounter of high pressures experienced in the
hospital lab, whereas its 'opposite’, i.e., Alienation, functions as a predictor, not only of making
e-errors, but also of leading to burn-out. Implications for apt interventions are discussed.

This research is designed for helping a WAPbased mobile phone-s user in order to analyze of
logistics in the traffic area by applying and designing the accessible processes from mobile user
to server databases. The research-s design comprises Mysql 4.1.8-nt database system for being
the server which there are three sub-databases, traffic light — times of intersections in periods
of the day, distances on the road of area-blocks where are divided from the main sample-area
and speeds of sample vehicles (motorcycle, personal car and truck) in periods of the day. For
interconnections between the server and user, PHP is used to calculate distances and travelling
times from the beginning point to destination, meanwhile XHTML applied for receiving,
sending and displaying data from PHP to user-s mobile. In this research, the main sample-area
is focused at the Huakwang-Ratchada-s area, Bangkok, Thailand where usually the congested
point and 6.25 km2 surrounding area which are split into 25 blocks, 0.25 km2 for each.

Part IV of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation dedicated to legal regulation of Intellectual
property rights came into force in 2008. It is a first attempt of codification in Intellectual
property sphere in Russia. That is why a lot of new norms appeared. The main problem of the
Russian Civil Code (part 1V) is that many rules (norms of Law) contradict the norms of
International Intellectual property Law (i.e. protection of inventions, creations, ideas, know-
how, trade secrets, innovations). Intellectual property rights protect innovations and creations
and reward innovative and creative activity. Intellectual property rights are international in
character and in that respect they fit in rather well with the economic reality of the global
economy. Inventors prefer not to take out a patent for inventions because it is a very difficult
procedure, it takes a lot of time and is very expensive. That-s why they try to protect their
inventions as ideas, know-how, confidential information. An idea is the main element of any
object of Intellectual property (creation, invention, innovation, know-how, etc.). But ideas are
not protected by Civil Code of Russian Federation. The aim of the paper is to reveal the main
problems of legal regulation of Intellectual property in Russia and to suggest possible solutions.
The authors of this paper have raised these essential issues through different activities. Through
the panel survey, questionnaires which were spread among the participants of intellectual
activities the main problems of implementation of innovations, protecting of the ideas and
know-how were identified.

PERFORMANCE IN THE HEALTHCARE INDUSTRY: A COMPREHENSIVE
STUDY

Abstract:

Object: Review recent publications of patient safety culture to investigate the relationship
between leadership behavior, safety culture, and safety performance in the healthcare industry.
Method: This study is a cross-sectional study, 350 questionnaires were mailed to hospital
workers with 195 valid responses obtained, and a 55.7% valid response rate. Confirmatory
factor analysis (CFA) was carried out to test the factor structure and determine if the composite
reliability was significant with a factor loading of >0.5, resulting in an acceptable model fit.
Results: Through the analysis of One-way ANOVA, the results showed that physicians
significantly have more negative patient safety culture perceptions and safety performance
perceptions than non- physicians. Conclusions: The path analysis results show that leadership
behavior affects safety culture and safety performance in the health care industry. Safety
performance was affected and improved with contingency leadership and a positive patient
safety organization culture. The study suggests improving safety performance by providing a
well-managed system that includes: consideration of leadership, hospital worker training
courses, and a solid safety reporting system.

economics, social psychology, and social ecology. In this study, we strongly believe that an
economic perspective may be suitable to validate factors influencing newly registered
members- knowledge contribution at the beginning of relationship development. Accordingly,
this study proposes a model to validate the factors influencing members- knowledge sharing
based on Transaction Cost Theory. By doing so, we may empirically test our hypotheses in
various types of e-communities to determine the generalizability of our research models.

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ASSESSING OPERATIONAL RISKS IN MALAYSIAN HIGHWAY PROJECTS

Abstract:

The Malaysia Highway Authority (MHA) was established by the Government in 1980 for the
purpose of designing, constructing and maintaining toll highways in Malaysia that include the
North-South Expressway and the Penang Bridge, which were procured using the publicly-
funded traditional procurement. However following a recession in the mid 80-s, the operations
of these tolledhighways had been privatized to ensure that their operational services continue
through private financing as a result of long-term concession agreement concurred between the
Malaysian Government and private operators. The change in the contract strategy for highway
projects in Malaysia would have a great tendency to dictate a significant risk exposure towards
the key parties involved, particularly the Malaysian Government as project principal, unless
operational risks are clearly identified and managed via appropriate mitigation measures prior
to a contract signing. This research identifies potential operational risks that have a possibility
to occur in highway projects in Malaysia from the perspective of public sector clients. Since
this research focuses on the operational risks for highway projects in Malaysia, the initial results
acquired from literature review on the operational risks of highway projects in some Asian
countries are then justified by a number of key individuals from the MHA through interviews.
As a result, among key operational risks that have possibility to occur in the highway projects
in Malaysia include initial toll-tariff decided by the Government, traffic congestion, change of
road network and overloaded freight transportation, which could cause damage to the road
surface and hence affecting the operation of a particular highway.

Obijective of this study was to study and compare the effectiveness of inspectors who had
different workloads for feed forward and feedback training. The visual search task was
simulated to search for specified alphabets called defects. These defects were included of four
alphabets in Thai and English such as s a, 2, X, and V with different background. These defects

were combined in the specified alphabets and were given the different three backgrounds i.e.,
Thai, English, and mixed English and Thai alphabets. Sixty students were chosen as a sample
in this study and test for final selection subject. Finally, five subjects were taken into testing
process. They were asked to search for defects after they were provided basic information.
Experiment design was used factorial design and subjects were trained for feed forward and the
feedback training. The results show that both trainings were affected on mean search time. It
was also found that the feedback training can increase the effectiveness of visual inspectors
rather than the feed forward training significantly different at the level of .05

Only by fulfilling the demanding requirements of building conservation work
can the quantity surveyor enhance his professionalism an area of growing cultural value and
economic importance. By discussing several issues crucial to tender preparations for building
conservation projects in Malaysia, this paper seeks a deeper understanding of how quantity
surveying can better standardize tender preparation work and more successfully manage
building conservation processes.

The index of sustainable functionality (ISF) is an adaptive, multi-criteria technique that is used
to measure sustainability; it is a concept that can be transposed to many regions throughout the
world. An ISF application of the Southern Regional Organisation of Councils (SouthROC) in
South East Queensland (SEQ) — the fastest growing region in Australia — indicated over a 25
year period an increase of over 10% level of functionality from 58.0% to 68.3%. The ISF of
SouthROC utilised methodologies that derived from an expert panel based approach. The
overall results attained an intermediate level of functionality which amounted to related
concerns of economic progress and lack of social awareness. Within the region, a solid basis
for future testing by way of measured changes and developed trends can be established. In this
regard as management tool, the ISF record offers support for regional sustainability practice
and decision making alike. This research adaptively analyses sustainability — a concept that is
lacking throughout much of the academic literature and any reciprocal experimentation. This
lack of knowledge base has been the emphasis of where future sustainability research can grow
from and prove useful in rapidly growing regions. It is the intentions of this research to help
further develop the notions of index-based quantitative sustainability.

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ANALYZING THE IMPACT OF CLASS ATTENDANCE ON PERFORMANCE: A
STUDY OF INDUSTRIAL ENGINEERING STUDENTS TAKING STATISTICS AT
THE UNIiVERSITY OF TECHNOLOGY

Abstract:

Class attendance is key at all levels of education. At tertiary level many students develop a
tendency of not attending all classes without being aware of the repercussions of not attending
all classes. It is important for all students to attend all classes as they can receive first-hand
information and they can benefit more. The student who attends classes is likely to perform
better academically than the student who does not. The aim of this paper is to assess the
relationship between class attendance and academic performance of industrial engineering
students. The data for this study were collected through the attendance register of students and
the other data were accessed from the Integrated Tertiary Software and the Higher Education
Data Analyzer Portal. Data analysis was conducted on a sample of 93 students. The results
revealed that students with medium predicate scores (OR = 3.8; p = 0.027) and students with
low predicate scores (OR = 21.4, p < 0.001) were significantly likely to attend less than 80% of
the classes as compared to students with high predicate scores. Students with examination
performance of less than 50% were likely to attend less than 80% of classes than students with
examination performance of 50% and above, but the differences were not statistically
significant (OR = 1.3; p = 0.750).

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ENHANCING CIVIL ENGINEERING EDUCATION THROUGH FLIPPED
LEARNING IN LABORATORY SETTINGS

Abstract:

This work shows the methodology of application and the effectiveness of the Flipped
Learning technique for Civil Engineering laboratory classes. It was experimented by some of
the professors of the Department of Civil Engineering at Tecnologico de Monterrey while
teaching their laboratory classes. A total of 28 videos were created. The videos primarily
demonstrate instructions of the experimental practices other than the usage of tools and
materials. The technique allowed the students to prepare for their classes in advance. A survey
was conducted on the participating professors and students (semester of August-December
2019) to quantify the effectiveness of the Flipped Learning technique. The students reported it
as an excellent way of improving their learning aptitude, including self-learning whereas, the
professors felt it as an efficient technique for optimizing their class session, which also provided
an extra slot for class-interaction. A comparison of grades was analyzed between the students
of the traditional classes and with Flipped Learning. It did not distinguish the benefits
of Flipped Learning. However, the positive responses from the students and the professors
provide an impetus for continuing and promoting the Flipped Learning technique in future
classes.

BOTTOM-UP SEQUENTIAL LEARNING

Abstract:

During the initial phase of cognitive development, infants exhibit amazing abilities to generate
novel behaviors in unfamiliar situations, and explore actively to learn the best while lacking
extrinsic rewards from the environment. These abilities set them apart from even the most
advanced autonomous robots. This work seeks to contribute to understand and replicate some
of these abilities. We propose the Bottom-up hiErarchical sequential Learning algorithm with
Constructivist pAradigm (BEL-CA) to design agents capable of learning autonomously and
continuously through interactions. The algorithm implements no assumption about the
semantics of input and output data. It does not rely upon a model of the world given a priori in
the form of a set of states and transitions as well. Besides, we propose a toolkit to analyze the
learning process at run time called GAIT (Generating and Analyzing Interaction Traces). We
use GAIT to report and explain the detailed learning process and the structured behaviors that
the agent has learned on each decision making. We report an experiment in which the agent
learned to successfully interact with its environment and to avoid unfavorable interactions using
regularities discovered through interaction.

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ASSESSING THE ECONOMIC VALUE OF HUMANITIES AND EDUCATION
PROGRAMS IN PUBLIC UNIVERSITIES: ASTUDY IN OSUN STATE, NIGERIA

Abstract:

This study estimates the private cost of Humanities and Education programs in public
universities in Osun state, Nigeria, as well as the private monetary returns to Humanities and
Education programs in public universities in the state. It also estimates the private rates of return
to Humanities and Education programmes in public universities in Osun state; with the view of
providing information on the relative profitability of investments in Humanities and Education
programs in public universities in Osun state. The study adopted a descriptive survey research
design. The population for the study consisted of all Humanities and Education students from
public universities in Osun State and all Humanities and Education graduates who are workers
in Osun state establishments. The sample was made up of 600 students and 120 workers. The
students were selected through simple random sampling technique from the two public
universities in the state while the workers were purposively selected from Osun state
establishments. These workers were graduates of Humanities and Education programs. The
selected programs included Bachelor of Arts (B.A.) in English, Bachelor of Education (B.Ed.)
in English, B.A. in Religious Studies, B.Ed. in Religious Studies, B.A. in Yoruba and B.Ed. in
Yoruba. Two research instruments were used, namely: Private Costs of University Education
Questionnaire (PCUEQ) and Age Education Earnings of Workers Questionnaire (AEEWQ).
The data were analyzed using compounding and discount cash flow techniques. The results
showed that the private costs of Humanities and Education programs in public universities in
Osun state were N855,935.59 and N694,269.34 respectively. The private monetary returns to
Humanities and Education programs in public universities in the State were N9,052,859.28 and
N9,052,859.28, respectively. The private rates of return to Humanities and Education
programmes in public universities in Osun state were 27.36% and 34.40% respectively. The
study concluded that it was more profitable to invest in Education programs than in Humanities
programs at public universities in Osun state, Nigeria.

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CRAFTING A FRAMEWORK FOR ITERATIVE SELF-CORRECTING EXERCISES
IN EDITORIAL ENVIRONMENTS

Abstract:

In order to design a cooperative e-learning platform, we observed teams of Teacher [T],
Computer Scientist [CS] and exerciser's programmer-designer [ED] cooperating for the
conception of a self-correcting exercise, but without the use of such a device in order to catch
the kind of interactions a useful platform might provide. To do so, we first run a task analysis
on how T, CS and ED should be cooperating in order to achieve, at best, the task of creating
and implementing self-directed, self-paced, repeatable self-correcting exercises (RSE) in the
context of open educational resources. The formalization of the whole process was based on
the “objectives, activities and evaluations” theory of educational task analysis. Second, using
the resulting frame as a “how-t0-do it” guide, we run a series of three contrasted Hackathon of
RSE-production to collect data about the cooperative process that could be later used to design
the collaborative e-learning platform. Third, we used two complementary methods to collect,
to code and to analyze the adequate survey data: the directional flow of interaction among T-
CS-ED experts holding a functional role, and the Means-End Problem Solving analysis. Fourth,
we listed the set of derived recommendations useful for the design of the exerciser as a
cooperative e-learning platform. Final recommendations underline the necessity of building (i)
an ecosystem that allows to sustain teams of T-CS-ED experts, (ii) a data safety platform
although offering accessibility and open discussion about the production of exercises with their
resources and (iii) a good architecture allowing the inheritance of parts of the coding of any
exercise already in the data base as well as fast implementation of new kinds of exercises along
with their associated learning activities.

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ASSESSING KAHOOT: AN EXAMINATION OF ITS ROLE AND ECOSYSTEM AS
AN EDUCATIONAL AID

Abstract:

Over the past 20 years, internet has seen continual advancement and with the advent of online
technology, various types of web-based games have been developed. Games are frequently
being used among different age groups from baby boomers to generation Z. Games are not only
used for entertainment but also utilized as a learning approach transmitting education to a level
that is more interesting and effective for students. One of the popular web-based education
games is Kahoot with growing popularity and usage, which is being used in different fields of
studies. However, little knowledge is available on university students’ perception of Kahoot
environment and application for learning subjects. Hence, the objective of the current study is
to investigate students’ perceptions of Kahoot application and environment as a learning tool.
The study employed a survey approach by distributing Google Forms —created questionnaire,
with high level of reliability index, to 62 students (11 males and 51 females). The findings show
that students have positive attitudes towards Kahoot application and its environment for
learning. Regarding Kahoot application, it was indicated that activities created using Kahoot
are more interesting for students, Kahoot is useful for collaborative learning, and Kahoot
enhances interest in learning lesson. In terms of Kahoot environment, it was found that using
this application through mobile is easy for students, its design is simple and useful, Kahoot-
created activities can easily be shared, and the application can easily be used on any platform.
The findings of the study have implications for instructors, policymakers and curriculum
developers.

At present, it is an imperative and stimulating task to grow the concepts and skills of
undergraduate students in any course. Educators must build up students' higher-order complex
and critical thinking abilities. But many of them find it difficult to assess and evaluate these
abilities of students who undertake their courses during undergraduate studies. In this research
work, a simple assessment and evaluation process for the electrical circuit course of the
undergraduate Electrical and Electronic Engineering (EEE) program is reported using the
Outcome-Based Education (OBE) approach. The methodology of the work, course contents
design, course outcomes (COs) preparation and mapping it with program outcomes (POs),
question setting following Bloom's taxonomy, assessment strategy of the students, CO and PO
evaluation records, statistics, and charts have been reported for a student-cohort of electrical
circuit course taken in Spring 2019 Semester at EEE Department of Southeast University
(SEV). It is found that the benchmark fixed by the course instructor has been achieved by the
students of that course through CO assessment and evaluation. Recommendations of the course
teacher for further quality enhancement based on CO achievement are also presented.

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CONTINUOUS DISTANCE LEARNING AND SKILL ENHANCEMENT: A CASE
STUDY EXAMINATION IN GREECE

Abstract:

Distance learning provides a flexible approach to education, enabling busy learners to complete
their coursework at their own pace, on their own schedule, and from a convenient location. This
flexibility combined with a series of other issues; make the benefits of lifelong distance learning
numerous. The purpose of the paper is to investigate whether distance education can contribute
to the improvement of adult skills in Greece, highlighting in this way the necessity of the
lifelong distance learning. To investigate this goal, a questionnaire is constructed and analyzed
based on responses from 3,016 attendees of lifelong distance learning programs in the e-
learning of the National and Kapodistrian University of Athens in Greece. In order to do so, a
series of relationships is examined including the effects of a) the gender, b) the previous
educational level, c) the current employment status, and d) the method used in the distance
learning program, on the development of new general, technical, administrative, social, cultural,
entrepreneurial and green skills. The basic conclusions that emerge after using a binary logistic
framework are that the following factors are critical in order to develop new skills: the gender,
the education level and the educational method used in the lifelong distance learning program.
The skills more significantly affected by those factors are the acquiring new skills in general,
as well as acquiring general, language and cultural, entrepreneurial and green skills, while for
technical and social skills only gender and educational method play a crucial role. Moreover,
routine skills and social skills are not affected by the four factors included in the analysis.

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TEACHER PERSPECTIVES ON INCLUSIVE EDUCATION: A FOCUS ON

Abstract:

The prime idea of inclusive education is to mainstream every child in education. However, it
will be challenging for implementation when there are policy and practice gaps. It will be even
more challenging when children have disabilities. Generally, the focus will be on the policy
gap, but the problem may not always be with policy. The proper practice could be a challenge
in the countries like Nepal. In determining practice, the teachers’ perceptions toward inclusive
will play a vital role. Nepal has categorized disability in 7 types (physical, visual, hearing,
vision/hearing, speech, mental, and multiple). Out of these, hearing impairment is the study
realm. In the context of a limited number of researches on children with disabilities and rare
researches on CWHI and their education in Nepal, this study is a pioneering effort in knowing
basically the problems and challenges of CWHI focused on inclusive education in the schools
including gaps and barriers in its proper implementation. Philosophically, the paradigm of the
study is post-positivism. In the post-positivist worldview, the quantitative approach with the
description of the situation and inferential relationship are revealed out in the study. This is
related to the natural model of objective reality. The data were collected from an individual
survey with the teachers and head teachers of 35 schools in Nepal. The survey questionnaire
was prepared and filled by the respondents from the schools where the CWHI study in 7
provincial 20 districts of Nepal. Through these considerations, the perceptions of CWHI
focused inclusive education were explored in the study. The data were analyzed using both
descriptive and inferential tools on which the Likert scale-based analysis was done for
descriptive analysis, and chi-square mathematical tool was used to know the significant
relationship between dependent variables and independent variables. The descriptive analysis
showed that the majority of teachers have positive perceptions toward implementing CWHI
focused inclusive education, and the majority of them have positive perceptions toward CWHI
focused inclusive education, though there are some problems and challenges. The study has
found out the major challenges and problems categorically. Some of them are: a large number
of students in a single class; availability of generic textbooks for CWHI and no availability of
textbooks to all students; less opportunity for teachers to acquire knowledge on CWHI; not
adequate teachers in the schools; no flexibility in the curriculum; less information system in
schools; no availability of educational consular; disaster-prone students; no child abuse control
strategy; no disabled-friendly schools; no free health check-up facility; no participation of the
students in school activities and in child clubs and so on. By and large, it is found that teachers’
age, gender, years of experience, position, employment status, and disability with him or her
show no statistically significant relation to successfully implement CWHI focused inclusive
education and perceptions to CWHI focused inclusive education in schools. However, in some
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of the cases, the set null hypothesis was rejected, and some are completely retained. The study

has suggested policy implications, implications for educational authority, and implications for
teachers and parents categorically.

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EXPLORING ATTENTIVE LITERATURE READING IN HIGHER EDUCATION
FRENCH AS A FOREIGN LANGUAGE: APILOT STUDY ON IMPLEMENTING A
FLIPPED CLASSROOM TEACHING APPROACH

Abstract:

Teaching French as a foreign language usually implies teaching French literature, especially in
higher education. Training university students in literary reading in a foreign language requires
addressing several aspects at the same time: the (foreign) language, the poetic language, the
aesthetic aspects of the studied works, and various interpretations of them. A pilot study sought
to test a teaching model that would support students in learning to perform competent readings
and short analyses of French literary works, in a rather independent manner. This shared
practice paper describes the use of a flipped classroom method in two French literature courses,
a campus course and an online course, and suggests that the teaching model may provide
efficient tools for teaching literary reading and analysis in a foreign language. The teaching
model builds on a high level of student activity and focuses on attentive reading, meta-
perspectives such as theoretical concepts, individual analyses by students where said concepts
are applied, and group discussions of the studied texts and of possible interpretations.

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ENHANCING ATTENTIVE LITERATURE READING IN HIGHER EDUCATION
FRENCH AS A FOREIGN LANGUAGE: APILOT STUDY OF A FLIPPED
CLASSROOM TEACHING MODEL

Abstract:

This paper intends to study needs analysis of hearing-impaired students’ teachers in elementary
schools all over Iran. The subjects of this study were 275 teachers who were teaching hearing-
impaired students in elementary schools. The participants were selected by a quota sampling
method. To collect the data, questionnaires of training needs consisting of 41 knowledge items
and 31 performance items were used. The collected data were analyzed by using SPSS software
in the form of descriptive analyses (frequency and mean) and inferential analyses (one sample
t-test, paired t-test, independent t-test, and Pearson correlation coefficient). The findings of the
study indicated that teachers generally have considerable needs in knowledge and performance
domains. In 32 items out of the total 41 knowledge domain items and in the 27 items out of the
total 31 performance domain items, the teachers had considerable needs. From the quantitative
point of view, the needs of the performance domain were more than those of the knowledge
domain, so they have to be considered as the first priority in training these teachers. There was
no difference between the level of the needs of male and female teachers. There was a
significant difference between the knowledge and performance domain needs and the teachers’
teaching experience, 0.354 and 0.322 respectively. The teachers who had been trained in
working with hearing-impaired students expressed more training needs (both knowledge and
performance).

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MOTION GRAPHICS ENHANCED MAINTENANCE TRAINING FOR
PRESCHOOLERS WITH HEARING IMPAIRMENTS: A COMPREHENSIVE
APPROACH

Abstract:

The purpose of the present study was to investigate the effectiveness of using motion graphics
as a learning medium on training hearing aids maintenance skills to hearing-impaired children.
The statistical population of this study consisted of all children with hearing loss in Ahvaz city,
at age 4 to 7 years old. As the sample, 60, whom were selected by multistage random sampling,
were randomly assigned to two groups; experimental (30 children) and control (30 children)
groups. The research method was experimental and the design was pretest-posttest with the
control group. The intervention consisted of a 2-minute motion graphics clip to train hearing
aids maintenance skills. Data were collected using a 9-question researcher-made questionnaire.
The data were analyzed by using one-way analysis of covariance. Results showed that the
training of hearing aids maintenance skills with motion graphics was significantly effective for
those children. The results of this study can be used by educators, teachers, professionals, and
parents to train children with disabilities or normal students.

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SOCIO-DEMOGRAPHIC STATUS AND ARRACK CONSUMPTION PATTERNS
AMONG MUSLIM, HINDU, SANTAL, AND ORAON COMMUNITIES IN
RASULPUR UNION, BANGLADESH: A CROSS-CULTURAL ANALYSIS

Abstract:

Arrack is one of the forms of alcoholic beverage or liquor which is produced from palm or date
juice and commonly consumed by the lower social class of all religious/ethnic communities in
the north-western villages of Bangladesh. The purpose of the study was to compare arrack
drinking patterns associated with socio-demographic status among the Muslim, Hindu, Santal,
and Oraon communities in the Rasulpur union of Bangladesh. A total of 391 respondents
(Muslim n-109, Hindu n-103, Santal n-89, Oraon n-90) selected by cluster random sampling
were interviewed by ADP (Arrack Drinking Pattern) questionnaire. The results of Pearson Chi-
Squire test revealed that arrack drinking patterns were significantly differed among the Muslim,
Hindu, Santal, and Oraon communities- drinkers. In addition, the results of Spearman-s
bivariate correlation coefficients also revealed that sociodemographic characteristics of the
communities- drinkers were the significantly positive and negative associations with the arrack
drinking patterns in the Rasulpur union, Bangladesh. The study suggests that further cross-
cultural researches should be conducted on the consequences of arrack drinking patterns on the
communities- drinkers.

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IDENTIFYING KEY ACTORS: STAKEHOLDER ANALYSIS IN ESTABLISHING
AND DEVELOPING THAI INDEPENDENT CONSUMER ORGANIZATIONS

Abstract:

In Thailand, both the 1997 and the current 2007 Thai Constitutions have mentioned the
establishment of independent organizations as a new mechanism to play a key role in proposing
policy recommendations to national decision-makers in the interest of collective consumers.
Over the last ten years, no independent organizations have yet been set up. Evidently, nobody
could point out who should be key players in establishing provincial independent consumer
bodies. The purpose of this study was to find definitive stakeholders in establishing and
developing independent consumer bodies in a Thai context. This was a cross-sectional study
between August and September 2007, using a postal questionnaire with telephone follow-up.
The questionnaire was designed and used to obtain multiple stakeholder assessment of three
key attributes (power, interest and influence). Study population was 153 stakeholders associated
with policy decision-making, formulation and implementation processes of civil-based
consumer protection in pilot provinces. The population covered key representatives from five
sectors (academics, government officers, business traders, mass media and consumer networks)
who participated in the deliberative forums at 10 provinces. A 49.7% response rate was
achieved. Data were analyzed, comparing means of three stakeholder attributes and
classification of stakeholder typology. The results showed that the provincial health officers
were the definitive stakeholders as they had legal power, influence and interest in establishing
and sustaining the independent consumer bodies. However, only a few key representatives of
the provincial health officers expressed their own paradigm on the civil-based consumer
protection. Most provincial health officers put their own standpoint of building civic
participation at only a plan-implementation level. For effective policy implementation by the
independent consumer bodies, the Thai government should provide budgetary support for the
operation of the provincial health officers with their paradigm shift as well as their own clarified
standpoint on corporate governance.

The Japanese integrative approach to social systems can be observed in supply chain
management as well as in the relationship between public and private sectors. Both the Lean
Production System and the Developmental State Model are characterized by efforts towards the
achievement of mutual goals, resulting in initiatives for capacity building which emphasize the
system level. In Brazil, although organizations undertake efforts to build capabilities at the
individual and organizational levels, the system level is being neglected. Fieldwork data
confirmed the findings of other studies in terms of the lack of integration in supply chain
management in the Brazilian automobile industry. Moreover, due to the absence of an active
role of the Brazilian state in its relationship with the private sector, automakers are not fully
exploiting the opportunities in the domestic and regional markets. For promoting a higher level
of economic growth as well as to increase the degree of spill-over of technologies and
techniques, a more integrative approach is needed.

This paper explored the solution in game design to help game designers in the educational game
designing using digital educational game model canvas (DEGMC) and digital educational game
form (DEGF) based on Outcome-based Education program. DEGMC and DEGF can help
designers develop an overview of the game while designing and planning their own game. The
way to clearly assess players’ ability from learning outcomes and support their game learning
design is by using the tools. Designers can balance educational content and entertainment in
designing a game by using the strategies of the Business Model Canvas and design the
gameplay and players’ ability assessment from learning outcomes they need by referring to the
Constructive Alignment. Furthermore, they can use their design plan in this research to write
their Game Design Document (GDD). The success of the research was evaluated by four
experts’ perspectives in the education and computer field.

INDICATORS FOR DIGITAL LIBRARY RESOURCES

Abstract:

This paper presents the SolarSPELL case study that aims to generate information on the use of
indicators that help evaluate the pedagogical quality of a digital library resources. SolarSPELL
is a solar-powered digital library with WiFi connectivity. It offers a variety of open educational
resources selected for their potential for the digital transformation of educational practices and
the achievement of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development, adopted by all United
Nations Member States. The case study employed a quantitative methodology and the research
instrument was applied to 55 teachers, directors and librarians. The results indicate that it is
possible to strengthen the pedagogical quality of open educational resources, through actions
focused on improving temporal and technological parameters. They also reveal that users
believe that SolarSPELL improves the teaching-learning processes and motivates the teacher
to improve his or her development. This study provides valuable information on a tool that
supports teaching-learning processes and facilitates connectivity with renewable energies that
improves the teacher training in active methodologies for ecosystem learning.

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CRAFTING AN ADVENTURE: UNIVERSITY OF SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA'S
EXPLORATION OF ALTERNATE REALITY GAMES FOR EDUCATION AND
IMPACT

Abstract:

There has been a recent rise in ‘audience-centric’ and immersive storytelling. This indicates
audiences are gaining interest in experiencing real adventure with everything that encompasses
the struggle, the new friendships, skill development, and growth. This paper examines two
themed alternate reality games created by a group of students at the University of Southern
California as an experiment in how to design an adventure and to evaluate its impact on
participants. The experiences combined immersive improvisational theatre and live-action
roleplaying to create socially aware experiences within the timespan of four hours, using Harry
Potter and mythology as themes. In each experiment, over 500 players simultaneously
embarked on quests -a series of challenges including puzzle-solving, scavenger-hunting, and
character interactions- to join a narrative faction. While playing, the participants were asked to
choose faction alignments based on the characters they interacted with, as well as their own
backgrounds and moral values. During the narrative finale, the impact of their individual
choices on the larger story and game were revealed. After the conclusion of each experience,
participants filled out questionnaires and were interviewed. Through this, it was discovered that
participants developed transferable problem-solving, team-work, and persuasion skills. They
also learned about the theme of the experience and reflected on their own moral values and
judgment-making abilities after they realized the consequences of their actions in the game-
world, inspiring some participants to make changes outside of it. This reveals that alternative
reality games can lead to socialization, educational development, and real-world change in a
variety of contexts when implemented correctly. This experiment has begun to discover the
value of alternate reality games in a real-world context and to develop a reproducible format to
continue to create such an impact.
