Giliniimiiz diinyasinda hizla degisen kosullar, bilgi toplama ve analiz siireclerinde insan
beyninin sahip oldugu derin potansiyelin kesfedilmesiyle yeni bir boyut kazanmistir. Norolojik
aragtirmalar, beynin isleyisi, algi kapasitesi ve karar alma siire¢leri hakkinda giderek daha fazla
bilgi sunarken, bu bulgularin istihbarat operasyonlarina stratejik avantajlar saglama potansiyeli
dikkat ¢cekmektedir. Bu baglamda, beyin ve sinir sistemi ile istihbarat arasindaki iliski hem
bilimsel hem de pratik agidan biiyiik bir 6nem tasimaktadir.

Insan beyni, olaganiistii bilgi isleme kapasitesi sayesinde istihbarat operasyonlarmin temel
unsurlarindan biri olarak 6ne ¢ikmaktadir. Norolojik arastirmalar, bilingalti siireglerin bilgi
islemeye olan etkilerini ortaya koymus ve bu siireglerin, farkindalik seviyesine ¢ikarilmayan
bilgilerin bile karar alma mekanizmalarini etkileyebilecegini goéstermistir. Bu bulgular,
istihbarat analistleri ve saha operatorleri igin farkindalik artirici egitimlerin ve teknolojilerin
gelistirilmesinde yol gdsterici olmustur.

Bu ¢aligmada nérolojik ve noroteolojik yaklasimimiz, istihbarat operasyonlariin gelecegini
kokten degistirme potansiyeline sahiptir. Bu disiplinler, bireylerin biligsel, manevi ve fiziksel
performansini artirarak, operasyonel basarilarin saglam bir temel iizerine insa edilmesini saglar.
Ozellikle norolojik arastirmalar, bilincin bilgi analizi siireglerindeki kritik roliinii derinlemesine
aciklamaktadir.

Norolojik caligmalar ve istihbaratin kesisim noktasinda yapilan arastirmalar, insan beyninin
sahip oldugu potansiyeli stratejik avantajlara doniistirmek i¢in 6nemli bir bakis agisi
sunmaktadir. Beynin karmasik yapisini ve bilgi isleme kapasitelerini anlamak, gelecegin
istihbarat siireclerini sekillendirecek en kritik unsurlardan biridir. Norobilim, yalnizca bireysel
performans1 artirmakla kalmayip, aym1 zamanda kolektif giivenlik anlayisin1i yeniden
tanimlayarak, daha etkili, bilingli ve stratejik bir diinya insa etme potansiyeline sahiptir.

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ABSTRACT

The rapidly changing conditions in today's world have gained a new dimension with the
discovery of the deep potential of the human brain in information gathering and analysis
processes. While neurological research provides more and more information about the
functioning of the brain, its perception capacity and decision-making processes, the potential
of these findings to provide strategic advantages to intelligence operations is remarkable. In this
context, the relationship between the brain, nervous system and intelligence is of great
importance both scientifically and practically.

The human brain stands out as one of the basic elements of intelligence operations thanks to its
extraordinary information processing capacity. Neurological research has revealed the effects
of subconscious processes on information processing and has shown that these processes can
affect decision-making mechanisms even when information is not brought to the level of
awareness. These findings have guided the development of awareness-raising training and
technologies for intelligence analysts and field operators.

Our neurological and neurotheological approach in this study has the potential to radically
change the future of intelligence operations. These disciplines increase the cognitive, spiritual
and physical performance of individuals, ensuring that operational successes are built on a solid
foundation. Neurological research, in particular, explains in depth the critical role of
consciousness in information analysis processes.

As aresult, research conducted at the intersection of neurological studies and intelligence offers
an important perspective to transform the potential of the human brain into strategic advantages.
Understanding the complex structure and information processing capacities of the brain is one
of the most critical elements that will shape the intelligence processes of the future.
Neuroscience has the potential to build a more effective, conscious and strategic world by not
only increasing individual performance but also redefining the collective understanding of
security.

GIRIS

Norobilim, disiplinlerarast olarak sinir sistemini inceleyen bilim olup, noronlar ve noral
devreler ile norogliyalarin temel Ozelliklerini anlamayi hedefler. Norobilimin ilgi alani,
ndronlarin hiicresel ve molekiiler ¢caligmalari, beyindeki motor, duyusal ve biligsel gorevlerin

sinirsel tepkilenmesi yaninda canlilarin duygu ve diisiinceleri ve onlarin {irlinii olan her seyi
kapsamaktadir.

Genel bir ilke olarak tiim davranislarin kaynagi beyin oldugu kabul edilir. Korteksin 6zgiin
boliimleri dogrultusunda tiim veriler ve bilgiler farkli kategoriler halinde olugsmaktadir. Buna
gore beynin sag ve sol temporalleri farkli islevlere sahiptir. Bu dogrultuda biligsel islevler,
beynin ¢esitli bolgelerinde bulunan yapilarin paralel ve seri islemleriyle gerceklesmektedir.
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Insanda gerceklesen davranislarin baglantili biyolojik temelleri vardir ve bu dncelikle beyinde
baslar. Baglanti dongiileri noronlarla iligkilidir. Membranlar, molekiillere, onlar da genlerle
birlikte distiniildiigiinde temelde bazi davraniglarda belirli faktoriin - genler oldugu
goriilmektedir.

Davranislarin ana merkezi olan beyin, siirekli bir gelisim ve yapilandirmaya misaittir. Beyin
gelistik¢e daha karmasik yapilar ve islevler gelistirebilir. Tiim zihinsel siireglerin beynin isleyis
bi¢cim ve diizeyiyle alakali oldugu anlasilmasi sonucunda beynin yapisal 6zelliginin iyi
anlasilmasi ve tanimlanmasi gerektigi bir zorunluluk olarak ortaya ¢ikar.

Kuantum 6zelliklerine sahip olan insan zihni, ayn1 zamanda dogrudan nérobilimle baglantili
oldugunu gosterir. Buna gére norobilim ayni1 zamanda metafizik ile de alakalidir. Zira kuantum
boyutta calisan insan zihni ayn1 zamanda metafizik alanla da baglantilidir. Norobilim ve
Metafizik adryla bir ¢alisma yapan konuyla ilgili gii¢lii baglar iizerinde durmaktadir (Buford ve
Allhof, 2005). Ote yandan yayimlanmis 71 parapsikoloji calismasinin yakin zamanda yapilan
bir incelemesi, paranormal inanglar ile biligsel farkliliklar veya eksiklikler arasinda bir iligki
oldugunu gosterdi (Charron, 2022). Dean ve meslektaslar1 tarafindan yapilan inceleme,
paranormal inanglarin sezgisel bir diisiinme stiliyle iliskili oldugunu buldu. Paranormal inanglar
ile biligsel esneklik arasindaki baglanti, bilim insanlarina insan beyninin algi, ndrolojik ve
psikiyatrik bozukluklarin tedavisi igin etkileri olabilecek gizemli veya agiklanamayan
fenomenleri nasil isledigine dair daha derin bir anlayis saghiyor (Dean ve ark., 2022;
Fassbender, 1997). Bu veriler ayn1 zamanda kuantum boyutunda istihbarat diislincesini
norobilim, istihbarat boyutunda gergekligini pekistirmektedir.

NOROBLIM VE iSTIHBARAT

Diisiince giiciiniin fiziki deneyimleri konusunda yapilan ¢aligmalardan biri olan ve tamamen
felgli bir hastanin diisiince giiciiyle tekerlekli sandalyesini hareke gegirdigi ve yonlendirdigi
kanitlandi. Biyogeribildirim seklinde adlandirilan bu duruma gore bilgisayar araciligiyla sadece
distinmek suretiyle ekranda yirmi dokuz farkli 6riintii olusturuldu. Yine diisiinerek yazma
eylemini gergeklestirmek amaciyla galismalar yapan Niels Birbaumer, Ujval Chaudhary ve
caligma ekibinin baglattig1 deneylerde epey mesafe alindi (Chaudhary, 2022). Arastirmacilar
iizerinde ¢alistiklar: hastanin iradi g6z hareketlerinden mahrum olmasina ragmen 6zel yazilim
kullanarak, harfleri segmek,sozciikleri ve ciimleleri olusturmak ic¢in ndral atesleme hizlarini
modiile etmek amaciyla isitsel kilavuzluklu bir norogeribildirim tabanli strateji kullandi.
Implantasyondan 6nce bu kisi, goz izleme, goz hareketlerinin gérsel kategorizasyonu veya goz
hareketine dayal1 bir BCI sistemi déahil olmak {izere invaziv olmayan yontemlerle ihtiyag¢larini
ve isteklerini ifade edemiyordu. Hasta, implantasyondan ii¢ ay sonra goniillii s6zlii iletisim igin
intrakortikal BCI sistemini kullanmaya basladi. ALS’in ilerlemesi ile hasta, gérme
keskinliginin yani sira istemli olarak gozlerini agma yetenegini de kaybetti, ancak gozleri
kapaliyken harfleri segmek, sozclikleri ve climleleri olusturmak ig¢in isitsel kilavuzluklu
norogeribildirim tabanl stratejiyi kullanmaya devam etti. Bu c¢alismayla norogeribildirim
aracilifiyla diislincenin fiziki ortama aktarilmasi kanitlanmis oldu.
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Benzer sekilde norobilimci John Donoghue, BrainGate adi verilen, felgli bir insanin sadece
zihnini kullanarak bir dizi etkinlik gerceklestirmesini saglayan bir cihaz gelistirdi. Buna gore
tamamen ve kalict sekilde felgli bir hasta bilgisayar1 kullanabilir, televizyon kanallarini
degistirebilir, ses ayar1 yapabilir, video oyunlarin1 oynayabilir, kendisine gelen elektronik
postalar1 okuyabilir ve yanitlayabilir hale geldi. Hasta bunlar1 zihin giiciiyle gergeklestirdi
(Hopkin, 2006; Donoghue, 2020).

Burada diisilince giiciiyle bir olusum saglanabilir mi? sorusu lizerinde durmak gerekmektedir.
Gegmisten gelecege, gelecekten de gecmise dogru karmasik ¢ekimli dalgalar denilen bir enerji
dalga yayilimi s6z konusudur. Gelecege dogru yayilan dalgalara teklif dalgasi, gegcmise dogru
yayilana ise yanki dalgasi denmektedir. Eger gelecekten bize dogru gelen yanki dalgasiyla
bizim yaydigimiz bir teklif dalgasi birbirine denk gelirse, bunlardan biri digerini perdeler ve bir
olasilik alan1 olusturur (Cramer, 2017).

Franck’a (2021:65-66) gore soz konusu dalgalarin tamami birbiriyle uyusmaz ve kendi
aralarinda rezonans yaratmazlar. Bu yilizden sadece dalgalar birbirine ¢ok benzer oldugunda,
teklif ve yanki dalgalar1 arasinda bir perdeleme olusur. Bdylece yasanan ge¢mis ile
gerceklesmesi muhtemel sayisiz gelecekteki bir olasilik arasindaki baglanti, yani bir uzlasma
olusur.

Boyle bir durumda halihazirda gerceklesene uygun bir imkan ve ortam saglanmis olur. Buna
gore gelecekteki olaylar, simdiki zamana enerji yaymaktadir. Oysaki gelecek, sayisiz ihtimal
icinde var olur ve bu olasiliklar i¢inde kendi ge¢mislerine (yani benim simdiki zamanima) yanki1
gonderen sayisiz ihtimaller barindirir. Bizim yaydigimiz teklif dalgalari, yiiksek ihtimalle
gerceklesecek bir olay meydana getirmek icin gelecekten yayilan uyumlu yanki dalgalarini arar.
Insandan yayilan dalgalar, muhtemel her tiirlii gelecegi dener ve insanim teklif dalgasina en
uygun olanla bir bag olusturur. Burada kuantum fizigi, su durumu ortaya koymustur:
Gelecekteki olayin gergeklesmesi ne kadar yakinsa, rezonansi da o kadar keskin hale gelir. Yani
yakin gelecekte gerceklesme ihtimali bulunan tiim olaylar1 su andaki biling halimiz belirler.
Teklif dalgalarimiz yanki dalgalariyla iletisime gegip bir olaya dair bir thtimal olusturdugunda,
gergeklesen de o olur.

1929 tarihli The Saturday Evening Post gazetesi (26 Ekim 1929) Einstein ile yaptig1 roportajda
diisiincenin giicii ile ilgili su soziint aktardi: “Ben sezgi ve ilhamlara son derece inaniyorum.
Bazen hakli oldugumu seziyorum. Ingiltere Kraliyet Akademisi tarafindan maddi olarak
desteklenen iki bilim adami kesif gezisi amaciyla, gorelilik teorisini test etmek icin yola
ciktiklarinda, sonuglarmin hipotezimle uyumlu olacagina ikna oldum. Bu kesif gezisinin
hislerimi dogrulamasi beni sasirtmadi. Yanilmis olsaydim asil buna sasirirdim.” Bu roportajda
gazetecinin, “Oyleyse bilgiden ¢ok hayal giicline mi inantyorsunuz?” sorusuna verdigi yanit,
“hayal giicti bilgiden daha 6nemlidir. Bilgi sinirhidir. Hayal giicii diinyay1 kusatir” seklindedir
(Vierect, 1929). Einstein, “Bazen nedenini bilmeden hakli oldugumdan emin oluyorum”
derken, sezgi ve ilhami1 anlatmak istemistir.

Bu yaklagimin benzer baska savunucusu da Ferguson olmustur. Ona gore psikonez yani
maddeyi etkileyen zihin hareketi, temel diizeyde bu etkilesimin dogal bir sonucudur. Telepati,
sifa verme, gelecegi gérme gibi durumlarda agik enerji transferini izlemek i¢in mevcut teknoloji
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yetersiz kalmaktadir. Eger bu olaylar uzay ve zamani agan bir boyutta gergeklesiyorsa, enerjinin
bir yerden bir baska yere intikali gerekmez. Zira orada, ‘bagka yer’ diye bir sey yoktur
(1996:41).

Teolojik bir yaklagimla diisiincenin eylemlere yonelik boyutu, “Ben kulumun zanni lizereyim.
Benim hakkimda olumluluk diisiiniirse onu bulur, olumsuzluk ve kotiilikk diisiiniirse onun
karsiligini goriir.” (Buhari, Tevhid, 15; 35; Mislim, Zikr, 2). seklindeki kutsi hadis konumuza
farkli bir ivme kazandirmaktadir. Hadis kaynaklarinda sahih olarak tanimlanan bu ifadeler,
Tanr1 alg1 ve anlayisinin yasama yonelik boyutuyla dogrudan baglantisin1 gostermektedir. Bu
durum diisiincenin pozitif veya negatif olarak sekillenmesinde basat role sahip olmasiyla
birlikte, tutum ve davraniglara da ayni boyutta yansiyacaktir. Olumlu inangtan aldig1 giigle, i¢
ve dig diinyaya etkisi de bu yonde ve bu boyutta olacaktir. Buna gore insan, kendisinin ve
cevresinde olusan olaylarin ve gelismelerin sekillenmesinde kendi duygu ve diisiincesinin
onemli bir pay1 oldugunun bilincinde olup olmamasi dogrultusunda yasamini yonlendirmekte
ve sekillendirmektedir.

Ote yandan Kur’an’da yer alan ve ileri yasta olup, esi de kisir kalan Hz. Zekeriya’ya bir cocugu
olacagi seklindeki ilahi bilgilendirme lizerine ‘Rabbim, bana agik bir isaret goster.” dedi. ‘Sana
alamet, isaretlesme disinda, insanlarla {i¢ giin konusmamandir. Rabbini ¢okca zikret ve aksam
sabah O’nu tesbih et” dedi.” (Kur’an, 3:41) ayeti konuyla ilgili farkl1 bir agilim saglamaktadir.
Burada s6z konusu olaganiistiiliigliin gerceklesmesi ig¢in, birtakim uygulamalar tavsiye
edilmektedir. Zira ayetteki ‘Rabbini ¢okea zikret’ ifadesi, diisiince giiciiniin kuvvetlenmesi ve
yogunlagmasina yonelik bir buyruk oldugu anlasilmaktadir. Yani burada diisiince giiciliniin
gergeklestirme yetisine vurgu vardir.

Inancm, diisiincenin giicii ve realiteye yansimasi ve onu sekillendirmesini anlama bakimidan
sufilerin diinyasindan aktarilan su olay anlamlidir: Unlii teolog Hasan Basri, Basra’da bir yere
gitmek icin iskelede kayik beklerken, donemin mistiklerinden Habibii’l-Acemi (6. 747-48),
Hasan Basri’ye (6. 728): ‘Ne bekliyorsun burada?’ diye sorar. O da ‘Kars1 kiytya gitmek i¢in
gemiyi bekliyorum’ deyince Acemi, ‘Cok sasirtici! Sende yakin denilen kudret kuvvet yok
mu?’ der ve suyun {izerinden yliriiyiip kars1 yakaya gecer.

Bu durum bilingli olmanin bilincine varmak suretiyle olaganiistiiliikler gerceklestirmenin bir
tezahtiriidiir. Buradaki temel vurgu, kendine olan gii¢lii inancin sekillendirdigi diisiincenin fiili
yansimasidir. Duygu ve diisiinceyi yansitan ifade bigiminde segilen ve kullanilan terminolojinin
de dnemli oldugu anlasilmaktadir.

Diisiince, kelime, dil ve algi baglantis1 konusunda California Universitesi psikoloji boliimiinde
yapilan bir arastirmaya gore, insanlarin gordiikleri ve duyduklarinmi ifade etmede secilen
kelimelerin 6nemi lizerinde duruldu. Bu dogrultuda bir ara¢ kazasinda kullanilan kelimeler,
‘carpt1’ ve ‘temas etti’ seklinde sOylendiginde, kazanin olus sekli ve boyutu da bu dogrultuda
farklilagmakta ve sekillenmektedir. Buna gore kelimeler ve dil, bizi hikdyenin bazi kisimlarini
uydurmaya veya ‘hafizamizi kirletmeye’yOnlendirebilir. Arabalarin birbirine ‘carptigr’
hakkinda sorulanlarin, videoda cam olmamasina ragmen ilgingtir ki kirtk cam gordiiklerini
bildirme olasiliklar1 digerlerinden daha yiiksek ¢ikti (Ramaswamy, 2013).
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Dilin diisiince tizerindeki varsayilan etkisi, ¢ok az ampirik kanitla psikoloji, felsefe ve dilbilim
alaninda uzun siiredir merak uyandiran bir soru olarak kaldi. Yale Universitesi’nden dilbilimci
Benjamin Lee Whorf ve hocasi Edward Sapir, ‘dilsel gorelilik’ teorisinin Onciileri kabul
edilmektedir.

(Kay, 1984) Einstein’in genel gorelilik ilkesinden yola ¢ikarak teorinin temel 6nermesi, dilsel
kategorilerin veya kelimelerin, gordiiklerimizi veya diisiindiiklerimizi etkilemesiydi. Bir dilin
gramer ve semantik kategorileri, gozlemlerin yapildigi bir referans ¢ergevesi saglamaktadir.
Insanlara zamansal bir ilerlemenin anlik goriintiileri verildiginde (8rnegin, yaslanan bir adam)
ve bunlar1 kronolojik olarak diizenlemeleri istendiginde, Ingilizce konusanlar kartlar1 soldan
saga, Ibranice konusanlar yazilarina benzer sekilde sagdan sola ve yerliler dogudan batiya
dogru siraladilar.

Eger dil gercekten diinya algimizi etkiliyorsa, o zaman yeni bir dil 6grenmek diinyaya
bakisimiz1 degistirmelidir. Béyle bir calismada, Ingilizce konusanlara siireyi tanimlamak icin
Yunanca boyut metaforlarini ve olay sirasini tanimlamak i¢in Mandarin dikey metaforlarini
kullanmalar1 &gretildi. Dikkat ¢ekici bir sekilde, Ingilizce konusanlar bu yeni yollari
ogrendiklerinde, biligsel performanslari yerli Yunanlilarin ve Cinlilerinkine benzemeye basladi
(Ramaswamy, 2013). Bu yonlii ¢aligmalar sanatta cinsiyet ve soyut kavramlar olan 6liim, zafer
ve gilinah gibi bilingalt1 diisiincelerin dillerimizden nasil etkilendigini gostermektedir.
Sézgelimi Ingilizcede dikey metaforlar nispeten seyrektir ve yatay metaforlar baskindir.
Mandarin dilinde hem yatay hem de dikey metaforlar siktir.

Daha da énemlisi, dikey metaforlar Mandarin dilinde Ingilizceye gore ¢ok daha siktir. Yeni
kanitlar bir kez daha Mandarin dilini konusanlarin zaman hakkinda Ingilizce konusanlardan
daha sik konusmadiklarmi, ayn1 zamanda zamam dikey olarak Ingilizce konusanlardan daha
sik diisiindiiklerini gdstermistir. Insanlar gercekten de zaman hakkinda diisiinmek icin otomatik
olarak uzamsal temsiller yaratmaktadir (Boroditsky, 2008).

Konuyla ilgili yapilan bir bagka ¢alisma, dilin alg1 tizerindeki gii¢lii etkisini ve dilin herhangi
bir iist diizey biligsel islemden ayrilan bir etkiye sahip oldugunu gostermektedir. G. Lupyan ve
E. Ward, dilbilimsel etiketleri duymanin sadece ne gordiigiinii degil, ayn1 zamanda bir seyi
goriip gérmedigini de etkiledigini ortaya koymaktadir. Ornegin, baska tiirlii tutarsiz bir
uyaranda hayvani bulmaya ¢alismadan 6nce ‘kanguru’kelimesini duymak, basar1 sansini artirir
(Lupyan ve Ward, 2013).

Insan beyni kelimeler iizerinde diisiinceler iiretmektedir. Daha diiz ifadeyle kelimeler
diistinceleri, disiinceler de fiziki harici diinyayr sekillendirebilir. Bu dogrultuda olumlu ve
yapici kelimeler, pozitif diislincelerin olusmasinda énemli bir faktor iken, olumlu diisiinceler
de vuku bulacak olgularin sekillenmesinde goriinmeyen bir giice sahiptir. Burada diisiincenin
0zgiin kelimelerle ifade edilmesinin de 6nemi ortaya ¢cikmaktadir.

Tam da burada istek, dua ve kelimeler iliskisinin ayr1 bir anlam kazandig1 goriilmektedir. Buna
gore dua ederken segilen ve kullanilan sézciik ve tlimceler 6zel bir anlam tasimaktadir. Bu
sonu¢ ayni zamanda insanlarin, hatta buna hayvan, bitki ve cansiz maddeler de eklenmelidir,
diistince ve sdzden etkilendiklerini gostermektedir.
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Ibn Sina’ya gére (2014: 710) baz1 insanlarin, kendi bedenleri iizerindeki etki sahasini asip, bu
etkinlikleri benzer diger varliklar {izerinde de gosterebilecek meleke ve yetiler elde edebilecegi
gercegini akildan uzak bir ihtimal olarak gérmemek gerekir. Bu diizeydeki bir ruh dylesine bir
giic ve kudret elde etmistir ki, sanki tiim evren onun bedeniymis ve alemin ruhu
derecesindeymis gibi hareket eder. O, artik maddi boyutta bazi fiziki niteliklerin olusumuna
sebep olabilir. Biitlin varliklar; 6zellikle de kendisine yakin olan ve aralarinda 6zel bir bag
bulunanlar {izerinde tesir giiciine sahip olabilir. Insanin bdyle bir durumu hemen inkéra
kalkismamas1 gerektigini belirten Ibn Sina, “bedenler nasil ruhun etki alanindaysa, diger
cisimlerde boylesi bir insanin tasarruf alaninda bulunur” demistir. Yine “bu 6zelliklere sahip
olan ruhlar, nasil kendi bireysel yetileri iizerinde etki giiciine sahipse, diger esyanin yapilari
iizerinde de tesir imkanina sahip olurlar. Bu dogrultuda korku, 6tke ve sehvetleri kontrol altina
alabilirler”. Burada yazar, insan diigiincesinin giiciine vurguda bulunmaktadir.

Tokyo’da Prof. Tomokichi Fukurai, Chuciki ile basiret (clairvoyance) konusunda Bayan Hagao
yaninda birden fazla kiside diislince sanati ile ilgili ii¢ yili asan deneyler gerceklestirdi.
Calismalarinin sonucunu da “Clairvoyance and Thoughtography/Kahin ve diistincebilim”
adiyla bir kitap haline getirdi (1931). Yazar bu calismasinda yetenekli olarak adlandirdigi
deneklerinin 6nceden belirlenmis bir diisiince formunu herhangi bir 6zel fotograf plakasina
basmay1 basardigini gordii. Fukurai’nin deneklerinden bazilari, yalnizca yogunlastirilmis
diisiinceyle, degisen basar1 derecelerine sahip goriintiileri bir fotograf plakasina bastyor,
bazilar1 ise kapali zarflar i¢indeki verileri okuyabiliyordu.

Diisiincenin giiciiniin kontrol edilmesiyle ilgili veriler, konunun teknolojik boyutuyla ilgili
onemli gelismelere kap1 araladigim1 gostermektedir. Bu alanda 6zellikle “beyin bilgisayar
araylizii” caligmalar1 dikkat cekicidir.

2018°de ABD ordusunun Savunma Ileri Arastirma Projeleri Ajansi, “beyindeki birden gok
noktadan ayni anda okuma ve bu noktalara yazma yetenegine sahip, giivenli, tagiabilir tibbi
olmayan bir noral arayiiz sistemi” gelistirmek icin bir program baslatt1 ve bu program onemli
sonuglarla devam etmektedir. Bu dogrultuda Elon Musk tarafindan ortaklasa kurulan bir sirket
olan Neuralink, saglikli insanlarin benzer bir implant ve bilgisayar kurulumuna sahip herhangi
biriyle potansiyel olarak kablosuz iletisim kurmasi i¢in bir beyin implant1 gelistirdigini
duyurdu. Bunun anlami ise, Amerikan ordusunun maruz kaldiklar1 veya kalacaklari tehditlere
hizl1 yanit vermesine yardimci olmak i¢in bir BCI teknolojisi gelistirmekte oldugudur. Daha
yalin bir ifadeyle savasta olan bir askerin beynine bir ¢ip yerlestirmek, korkularini ve
endiselerini bastirabilir ve savas gorevlerini daha verimli bir sekilde yerine getirmesine olanak
saglayabilir. Bir adim daha ileri giderek, yapay zeka sistemiyle donatilmis bir cihaz, bir askerin
icinde bulundugu durumda hangi se¢enekleri sececegini tahmin ederek davraniglarini dogrudan
kontrol edebilir. Buradaki sorun savas alaninda BCI gibi néroteknolojiyi kullanmanin etik olup
olmayacagi olsa da tarihsel tecriibe bu boyutun ¢ok da dikkate alinmayacagin1 gostermektedir.
Ozet bir ifadeyle Beyin-Bilgisayar Arayiizleri askerlerin silahlarini diisiinceleriyle kontrol
etmelerine ve korkularini kapatmalarina izin vermektedir (The Conversation, December 2,
2022).
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Diisiince giicii 6ncelikle bireyin kendisini ikna etmesi ve kendine inanmasiyla baslar. Bu inang
olustugunda diislince giiciiniin etkisi ortaya ¢ikar. Konuyla ilgili San Fransisco State
Universitesi'nde yapilan bir ¢alismaya gore Hindu yogilerinin diisiince giiciiyle bedensel
acilarint kontrol ettikleri ortaya ¢ikti. Arastirmanin yiiriitiiclisii Erik Pepper’e gore yogiler
viicuda sis sokma tiirii uygulamalarda herhangi bir ac1 ¢gekmiyorlardi.

Bunun nedeni ise kontrollii bir beden gevsemesiyle yiiksek diizeyde alfa beyin dalgalar1 beden
derisindeki elektriksel aktiviteyi bilingli olarak diisiirlip aciya yonelik tepki ve kan akiginmi
azaltmaktaydi. Bu deneyde Yogi, boynunu ve bogazini sislerle delmesine ragmen herhangi bir
agr1 olmadigini bildirdi ve deneme sonrasi kanama da gozlemlenmedi.

Deney siiresince Yogi, agriya verilen tipik EEG tepkilerini gdstermedi. Yani delta EEG’de
degisiklik olmadi ve beta EEG’si artmasina ragmen alfa EEG’si azalma yerine artti. EDA
aktivitesinde degisiklik olmadi, absorbe edilmis, odaklanmis dikkat ve yiiksek beta ancak
zamanin askiya alinmasini, benlik hissini veya otomatik tepki hislerini bildirmedi ve EEG’si
delta veya beta da azalmadi. Alphallow beta’daki artig, delme sirasinda bilingli ve farkinda
oldugunu, bu durumun tipik meditatif durumdan farkli oldugunu daha da destekledi. Deneyin
hipotezi olan aci verici olacagi veya kanamaya neden olacagi diislincelerini ve duygusal
cagrisimlarini gegersiz kildi. Yogi delme sirasinda dokuyu ve dili ¢ok gevsettigi icin kanama
olmadigini 6ne siirdii ve sisi biiyiik olasilikla kiiclik kan damarlarin1 delme yerine etrafina
doladi. Yogi’'nin bakis acisindan bu inang sistemi, viicudun savunma sistemini kontrol eden
otonom sinir sistemine iletilir.

Nefes alma, meditasyon ve zihinsel konsantrasyon yoluyla, aci hissini serbest birakmak igin
duyusal ve otonom sinirleriyle iletisim kurar. Diisiince modeli, hipnozda rapor edilen dikkatin
daralmasi ve kendini toplama ile bildirilen EDA (elektrodermal aktivite) aktivitesi eksikligiyle
uyumlu oldugu goriildii. EDA’nin ter bezleriyle cildin en dis ylizeyi olan epidermal ve ciltin
altinda bulunan dermal tabakalardan kaynaklanan, deri yiizeyinde 6zel bolgelere yerlestirilen
elektrotlarla kayitlanan elektriksel aktivite oldugu gz Oniine alinirsa, bu uygulamanin aciya
yonelik herhangi bir fiziksel tepki olusturmadigi anlasilmaktadir.

Benzer bir yaklasimda bulunan Capra’ya gore meditasyonda cok ilerleyen kisiler enerjilerini
daha iy1 yonlendirebilirler. Onlar baskalarinin on saatte yapabildigi bir isi, alt1 saatte
yapabilmektedirler (Weber, 2016:132).

Bu yonlii uygulamalar Miisliman sufi torenler, ayinler ve wuygulamalarinda da
gerceklesmektedir. Baska inanc¢larda da bulunan bu uygulamalar, genellikle keramet, ermislik
gibi dini tekamiil olgusu olarak gosterilmektedir. Degerlendirme hangi yonde olursa olsun
sonucta burada diisiince giiciiniin realiteye yansimasi s6z konusudur.

Diistincelerin, bilgisayar norogeribildirim arayiiziiyle, ekrana yansimasinin miimkiin oldugu
gorilmektedir. Gelecekte bu uygulamalar daha da gelistirilebilir, ancak simdiye kadar hig
kimse beynin bilgisayar modellemesini yapmay1 basaramamistir. Bunun anlami ise yapay zeka
veya yakinda diinyamiza girecek olan yapay bilincin kaynaklar1 olan kuantum bilgisayarlar ile
baz1 seyler basariliyor veya basarilacak olsa da beynin kuantum bilgisayarla kiyas
edilemeyecek sekilde iistiin performans: goz Oniline alindiginda, bilgisayar gibi aracilar
olmaksizin beynin bir {iriinii olan diisiince giiciiniin daha ileri boyutta istiin 6zellik ve
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niteliklere sahip oldugunun bilinmesi gerekmektedir. Bu dogrultuda yukarida kaydettigimiz
fizik ilkeleriyle bagdasmadig: diisiiniilen ve diisiince giiciine dayali verilerin imkan1 akildan
uzak degildir.

SONUC VE DEGERLENDIiRME

Norobilimin temel alant bilimlerarast olarak sinir sistemini incelemektir. Bu dogrultuda
norobilim ayni zamanda beynin incelenmesini icermektedir. Bilindik sekliyle beyin, insan
bedeninin en karmagik organi olup, ndronlar arasindaki baglantilar1 sayesinde diisiinme ve
biligsel siirecler gibi birgok islevi yonetmektedir. Norobilim multi disiplinli bir bilim alan1 olup
fizik, kimya, matematik, biyoloji, psikoloji, bilgisayar bilimleri yaninda yapay zeka ve bilissel
bilim gibi bir¢ok disiplini biinyesinde barindirir. Norobilimin molekiiler, hiicresel ve sinaptik
gibi diizeyleri olmakla birlikte biligsel, hesaplamali, noérofarmakoloji, noéroproteomik,
ndrogelisim, norogorsellestirme, sinir agi, sosyal, sinir hiicre biyolojisi ve egitimsel gibi birden
fazla alt disiplinleri bulunmaktadir. Norobilim bu disiplinlerin Gtesinde metafizik ve
parapsikoloji alanlartyla da baglantilidir.

Norobilim yukarida gegen temel ve altbirimleriyle birlikte degerlendirildiginde ayn1 zamanda
istihbarati da ihtiva ettigi goriilecektir. Soyle ki, beyin fonksiyonlarina odaklanan ve davranigsal
ve zihinsel siireglerin beyindeki sinirsel aktivitelerini nasil etkiledigini inceleyen biligsel
norobilim, insan davraniglarindaki temel sinirsel etkenler tizerinde durur. Bu ise konuyla ilgili
bilgisi olan kimseler i¢in insanlarin tutum ve davranislarinin saikini idrak etmede 6nemli veri
sunar. Ote yandan sosyal sinirbilim, bireysel olarak insan davramislarim, diisiincelerini ve
duygularin1 anlamaya yonelik bulgular iizerinde durur, bunu gergeklestirirken de norobilim
verileri dogrultusunda konuyu yorumlamaya calisir. Bu ayn1 zamanda insan davranislarinin
toplumsal faktorler dogrultusunda sekillenmesini inceler. Norobilimin bir alt dali olarak
adlandirilmas: gereken disiplin de metafizik ve parapsikoloji olmas1 gerektigini diigiiniiyoruz.
Zira insan beyninin Uriinii ve ndrobilimin bir meyvesi olan parapsikoloji, paranormal
fenomenlerin gerceklesmesinde ana karargahtir. Giiniimiiz istihbarati, klasik ndrobilim
teorilerinin Otesine gectigi zaman, gelecegin analiz ve operasyonel tekniklerine sahip olur.
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OZET

Bu bildiride kiiresel bir yapiya biiriinen, Islam iilkelerinde ve Tiirkiye'deki dini motifli
terdrizm hakkindaki diisiinceler iizerinde duruyoruz. Miisliimanlara gére Islam'in temel
hedefi insanlar1 bu diinyada ve ahirette mutlu etmek olsa da, Islam diinyasinda ve
Tiirkiye'de var olan modern siddet hareketlerinin ana karakterleri nelerdir? Bu noktada,
ayni marjinal radikal gruplarin kabul edilemez tutumlarini, dini anlayislarina ve
felsefelerine dayandirdiklarini varsaymak miimkiindiir. Baska bir deyisle, bu dini siddet
ve hoggoriisiizlikle orgilit elemanlari, Tanri'yt memnun etmeye calistiklarim
diisiiniiyorlar. Yani yaptiklar1 sey Tanr1 adina yapiliyor, bu nedenle kendileri gibi
diisinmeyen dindaslarina kars1 bile ciddi nlemler aliyorlar. Islam iilkelerindeki radikal
hareketlerin iki ana gerekgesi vardir: Birincisi, bazi Kuran ayetlerinden ve Hz.
peygamberin hadislerinden tiiretilen argiimanlar ve cihat anlayigidir (Tahir-ul-Qadri,
2010: 246-248).Aslinda, dini ana metinler teolojik olarak, bu tiir eylemleri destekleyecek
bir mahiyet arzetmiyor. Ancak dini istismar eden orgiitlerin eylemleri, yargisal 6n
kabuller ve dini anlayislari itibartyla onlar tarafindan Islam'm evrensel siddet araci olarak
kullanilmasi anlayislariyla gok ilgilidir. ikincisi, Laik baskilar ve otokratik-monarsik
baskilar gibi bazi yaptirimlar s6z konusudur. Ne yazik ki, demokratik olmayan ve radikal
laik ifadeler Islam iilkesinde bazi radikal dini hareketlerin oniinii aciyor. Dolayisiyla,
Islam diinyasinda ve Tiirkiye'de dini radikal hareketler igin ¢6ziim, demokratik

iyilestirme, dini 6zgiirliikk ve dinin dogru yorumlanmasidir.

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In this paper, we have tried to clarify the thoughts on religiously motivated terrorism in
Islamic countries and Turkey, which has taken on a global structure. Although the main
goal of Islam, according to Muslims, is to make people happy in this world and the
hereafter, what are the main characters of modern violent movements that exist in the
Islamic world and Turkey? At this point, it is possible to assume that the same marginal
radical groups base their unacceptable attitudes on their religious understanding and
philosophy. In other words, with this religious violence and intolerance, the organization
members think that they are trying to please God. In other words, what they do is done in
the name of God, so they take serious measures even against their co-religionists who do
not think like them. There are two main justifications for radical movements in Islamic
countries: The first is the arguments derived from some verses of the Quran and the
hadiths of the Prophet and the understanding of jihad. In fact, the main religious texts do
not theologically support such actions. However, the actions of organizations that exploit
religion are very much related to their understanding of using Islam as a universal tool of
violence due to their judicial preconceptions and religious understanding. Secondly, there
are some sanctions such as secular pressures and autocratic-monarchical pressures.
Unfortunately, undemocratic and radical secular expressions pave the way for some
radical religious movements in Islamic countries. Therefore, the solution for religious
radical movements in the Islamic world and Turkey is democratic improvement, religious

freedom and correct interpretation of religion.

1.GIRIS

Insanlar genel olarak dinlerine gére {i¢ tutum sergilemektedir. Birincisi, dini bir inang ve
kabulii benimseme boyutunda, sekiiler veya agnostik bir anlayisin sonucu olarak, pratikte
alakasizdir. Ikincisi, 6zellikle toplumsal ve geleneksel yapida dine uygun bir iiye olarak,
sekillenmede kamusal dindarlik tutumu olarak tanimlanmaktadir. Ugiinciisii, genel kabul
goren dinin kurallarini kendi anlayisinin 6tesinde farkli ve daha gergekgi algilayarak dini
bir yasantisi olduguna inanmak, ortalama miimin kavraminin disinda bir uygulamaya
sahip olmaktir. Bu kategoride yer alanlar, kimi zaman radikal kimi zaman da marjinal
olarak nitelendirilmektedir. Eger boyle bir alg1 varsa, ya dinin 6ziine dair bir derinlige

sahip olundugu i¢in, ya dinin adin1 anarak ya da kendi kiiltiir ve bilgi diizeyine uygun bir
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algiy1 belirli bir merkeze yerlestiren dindarlarin yonlendirmesi ile miimkiindiir. Dini
bilincin zirvesine tirmanarak birinci kategoriye girenler ¢cok azinlikta kalmistir. Bircok
inanan ikinci olusumun i¢indedir. Burada ana etken dini algiyr ve sunum bigimini
yonlendiren kisidir. Dolayisiyla ikinci kategori olumlu ya da olumsuz ciddi sonuglara yol
acabilir. Harici, Vehhabi, Selefi hareketinin tiim Islam iilkelerindeki ayn1 sorunu bugiin

radikal hareketlerin liderleri tarafindan yonlendirilmesi bu yaklasimin bir 6rnegidir.

Zaten belli bir din anlayigina ya da algisina uygun olarak, istenildigi gibi formatlanamaz.
Yani din, belli bir kisi, grup ya da olusumun tekelinde degildir. Farkli sektor ve
donemlerde, ana govdeye zarar vermemek ve genel kabul gérmiis temelleri bozmamak
kaydiyla, farkli sekillerde sunumu tespit edilebilir ve yapilabilir. Aslinda dinin 6z ile hig¢
alakasi olmayan dini anlayislara meydan okumasidir. Bu tezin referansi bir¢gok mezhep
ve tarikatin ortaya ¢ikmasidir. Bu sonu¢ hem sosyolojik hem de dini a¢idan dogaldir.
Cilinkii bir¢ok dini itikat veya mezhep, kendine referansli okuma bi¢iminden dogmustur.
Mevlana Alegorisi, tnlii fil gibi dini olusum sdylemleri ve belirli bir dini olusturan

gruplarin biiytikliigii bunun bir tezahiiriidiir.

Bir dini akim hakkinda ve dini bir dogru ya da yanlis olusumu ile ilgili hiikiim vermek iki
sekilde miimkiindiir: Birincisi, baska bir dinin verileri dogrultusunda olacaktir. Ikincisi,
bizzat o dinin kendi kaynaklarina gore dogrulama veya yanlislama yapilabilir. Burada
ornegin bu bir Islam mezhebinin degerlendirmesi olacaksa, dinin bir mensubunun temel
kaynaklar1 acisindan bir degerlendirme yapilabilir. Ancak burada karsilagilan bir diger
sorun, her grubun ve kesimin kendi inancina daha yatkin olmasi ve teze uymasi esasidir.
Aslinda istikametle nitelenen geleneksel Miislimanligin benimsemesi ve bazi
hareketlerin kendilerini radikal olarak siniflandirmasi dinin kaynaklarina daha uygun
diismektedir. Nitekim bugiin terdr eylemlerine karisanlardan bazilarinin, geri doniis
hareketinin, dinin 6zii olarak adlandirilan Selefi-Vahhabi felsefesini benimsedigi

bilinmektedir.

Islam tarihi, kelam ve mezhepleri alaninda ortaya ¢ikan modiil tarzlari Siilik, Mutezile,
Haricilik ve Ehl-i Siinnet isimleri etrafinda sekillenmistir. Imamet disinda ana hatlariyla
bulunan Mu'tezile mezhebinin gii¢lii oldugu dénemlerde yagamis ve giiniimiizde resmi
temsilcisi olan genis kapsamli bir olusumdur. Yiizyillar boyunca Islam diinyasinin belli

bir kesiminde Siilik mezhebi giiglii bir inang¢ sistemiyle desteklenmis, felsefi, kelami
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Mu'tezili diisiince tarafindan gelistirilmistir.
2.DINI TEMALI TEROR HAREKETLERININ GEREKCELERI

Her ne kadar kendine ait bir felsefesi olsa da, radikal Islam diinyasinin en basindan beri
dinin boyutundan daha 6nemli olan kalic1 konuma y6nelik uygulamalarinin ¢iktilari, daha
cok yerel Haricilik-Vahhabilik anlayisina sahip olarak yerel kosullar1 yansitan hareket

tarzlarinin hakimiyeti ¢cergevesinde mezhepsel goriisleri tasimaya devam etmektedir.

Ehl-i Siinnet, islam diinyasinda ortak bir konuma sahip olmus ve Mu'tezile ile Sia
arasinda bir inang sistemini benimsemistir. Kurallar1 daha belirli kaliplara sokmus, dinin
uygulanmasini amaglamis ve bu yolla dinin ana temasina, evrensel degerlerine uygun
olarak genis bir inang yelpazesi agarak Islam" dini anlamda yorumlamis ve bdylece

yasanabilir nitelikli bir insani asli dini anlayis1 benimsemistir.

Bu veriler, Islam ekollerinin kendi okumalar1 gergevesindeki formata uygun olarak, Islam"
'dogru’ ve 'gercek' Islam olarak benimsedigi seklinde algilanmaktadir. Yiizyillardir
varligini siirdiirmesinin temelindeki Maturidi ve Es’ari ekoller bu anlayisa sahiptir.
Bunun yaninda tarihsel siire¢ i¢inde yerlesmis, dolayisiyla gegmiste kalmis mezheplerin

sona erecegini diisiinmek miimkiin degildir. Zorda kaldiklarinda sadece gizlenirler.

Islam mezhepleri felsefenin temel inancini Kur'an'dan almislardir. Bu nedenle hepsinin de
kendine gore haklilik payr vardir. Olgiiniin gergekligi ve gegerliliginin yansima orani
sebepler boyutudur. Haricilik ve Vehhabilik mezhebine gore radikal bir sdylem olarak
kabul edilse de kullanimlar1 Kur'an'a dayanmaktadir ancak Kur’an’in Haricilik,

Vehhabilik algisindaki yeri tartisilabilir.

Kur'an'in tutarliligina iliskin bir referansin iki temel unsuru vardir. Arapga Kur'an'i dilidir
ve bir sonraki yorumda genel fikir ve goriis ¢ercevesinde ulasilabilecek terimler ve
kurallar anlayist Kur'an'in ana temasindan olusmalidir. Bu baglamda érnegin Ismaililik

gibi baz1 agirt mezheplerde hem Kur'an't okuma bi¢imi degerlendirme dis1 birakilmistir.

Ote yandan, Kur'an merkezli daha iyi bir anlayisa sahip olan ve daha sonraki olusumlarda
daha fazla Miisliiman kitlenin anlayisi olarak iddia edilen Vahabilik-Haricilik Kur'an'in
ana temasiyla uyusmamaktadir. Haricilik-Vahabilik baglantis1 ¢ok agiktir. Nitekim
Osmanli'da Vehhabilik tizerinden "Haricilik" hareketi kontrol edilmis ve "Yeni Haricilik"
seklinde isimlendirilmistir. Bagnazlik ve dini inanglarina karsi sertlik agisindan

inangsizlarin (miisriklerin) suclanmasi gibi konularda Vehhabilik ile Haricilik arasinda
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bariz bir benzerlik vardir. Bugiin Ibadiye'de yasayan Harici mezhebi, "el- Emr bi'l-Ma'ruf
ve'n-Nehy ani'l-Munker" (iyiligi emretmek kotiilikten nehyetmek) adi altinda
Miisliimanlar1 savasa davet etmekte ve tartigilan bu fikirleri 6rnek alarak Vehhabilik
seklini olusturmuslardir (Figlali, 1999: 25).

Ayni zamanda, dini dogmalardan miidahaleler yaparak, bu terérist hareketleri Kur'an
veya Hadislere dayandirarak kutsallastirmak. Bu tutum farkli anlayiglara gore
degisebilmektedir. Bir yandan kutsal kaynaklari okuma bigimlerine gore bu hareket
kutsal bir hareket olarak kabul edilebilir. Diger yandan cihadi yorumlama bigimlerine
gore bu tiir bir harekete miidahil olmanin kisi i¢in bir farz, bir ibadet oldugu kabul
edilmektedir. Ancak hareketlerin hedeflerini, yontemlerini ve her iki taraftaki yollarini

belirleyen temel gerekce 'cihat' olgusudur.

Cihat ¢ok yonlii bir anlama sahiptir. Peygamber Efendimiz’in hadisine gére de “Miicahit,
nefsiyle cihad eden kisidir.”(Tirmizi, “Fazailii’l-cihad”, 2). Dolayisiyla Islam’1n kastettigi
cihad, ilk once kisinin kendisiyle verdigi miicadele ile baslar. Nefis, kisinin i¢cinde olan
kotiiliige, olumsuz duygulara, dinen mesru goriilmemis davranis ve isteklere, kotii ahlaka
kaynaklik etmektedir. Nitekim Kur’an-1 Kerim’de “Yine de ben nefsimi temize
cikarmiyorum. Ciinkii nefis, rabbimin aciy1p korumasi disinda, daima kotiiliigli emreder;
stiphesiz rabbim ¢ok bagislayan, pek esirgeyendir” (Kur’an, 12:53) ayeti ile Hz. Yusuf’un
tabiri ile nefsin tanimlamasi yapilmistir. Nefsin tiim bu koétiiye tesvikiyle miicadele etmek

en biiyiik cihattir.

Kur’an-1 Kerim’de Miislimanlarin canlari ve mallari ile cihat etmesi gerektigi ifade
edilmekte, (Kur’an, 61:11) Peygamber Efendimizin (sav) hadislerinde de Miisliimanlara
elleri, dilleri ve mallariyla cihat etmelerini sdylenmektedir (Nesai, “Cihad”, 48). Cihad
kavrami anlatilirken maddi ve manevi olmak iizere iki tiirlii cihat ele alinmaktadir. Kisiler
ferdi olarak cihadin muhatabidir. Peygamber Efendimiz’in (sav) Islam’m ilk yillarinda
Mekke’nin cahiliye doneminde tebligini yaparken yiiriittiigli miicadelesini, davetini
gergeklestirirken izledigi davet metotlar1 ve seytan ile birlikte verilen nefis miicadelesini
cihat olarak gérmek miimkiindiir. Risalet’in ilk on {i¢ yilin1 kapsayan bu manevi cihat
donemini gormezden gelmek cihadin Oneminin gerektigi sekilde kavranamadigini

gosterir (Biger, 2015).

Yahudilik, Hiristiyanlik ve Islam gibi semavi dinlerin insanlia kars: terdrist eylemleri

desteklemesi, cinayeti-masumiyeti tespit etmeden ve bireysel cezalara izin vermeden tiim
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topluma zarar vermesi diisiiniilemez. Bu, bu dinlerin doktrinlerinin genel ¢ergevelerinden
miidahale edilen basit bir yargidir. Istisnai bireysel girisimler ve siddete yol agan

mekansal ya da zamansal kosullar bu genellemenin diginda tutulmustur.

Dolayisiyla terdrii ‘'dini' ya da 'Islami' gibi kelimelerle ele almak miimkiin degildir. Ancak,
teror hareketlerine basta Miisliimanlar olmak iizere pek ¢ok din odakli kisinin katildigin

da inkar etmek miimkiin degildir (Biger, 2009).

Miisliimanlarm 6nemli bir gogunlugu terdr ya da siddet olgusunu desteklememektedir. Bu
nedenle tiim Miisliimanlar terorist olmadig: gibi, tiim Miisliimanlar da terorist degildir.
Ancak teror eylemlerine karigan aktorlerin ¢cogu Miisliiman kimligine sahip kisilerdir.
Ayrica, terdr eylemlerine karisan kisiler Misliiman kimliklerini 6ne ¢ikarmakta ve
bu eylemlerin 'dini' kaygilarla gergeklestirildigini ileri stirmektedirler. Bununla
birlikte, diisiince, alg1 ve hareketlerin Islam'm temel ilkeleriyle uyumlu olmadig: agiktir
(Lewis 2003: 137). Bu noktadan hareketle, dini motiflerle terér eylemlerine karisan, ancak
uygulamada ve olagan dini pratiklerde herhangi bir dini hassasiyete sahip olmayan
ve yaptiklarin1 din adina yaptiklarii belirtenlerin genel tutumu, terér eylemlerinin din
temelli bir gerekcesi oldugunu gostermektedir. O halde ‘dini ter6r' tanimi bu gruplar igin

mumkuindiir.

Ayrica, 'Miisliiman terdristler' gibi kavramlarin da tutarli oldugu diisiiniilebilir. Ancak bu
yaklasim genis kapsamli bir ifade oldugundan ve Islam'a ve Miisliimanlara kars1 bir tiir
Onyargiya neden olabileceginden hatasiz bir yaklasim olamaz. Genel anlamda teroristler
her siniftan, dinden ve milletten tiiretilebilir. O halde terérizm belirli bir dine ve kesime

0zgli olarak degerlendirilemez.

Modern diinyada son donemde kiiresel teror eylemlerini gergeklestirenlerin ¢ogunun
Miisliiman Kimlikli halklardan ¢iktig: bilinen bir gercektir. Gerek 11 Eyliil saldirilarinda,
gerekse Pakistan, Endonezya, Suudi Arabistan, Yemen, Irak ve Tiirkiye'de
gergeklestirilen teror eylemlerinde failler kendilerini yargilayici olarak gérmiis ve masum
halklara zarar vermislerdir. Bu eylemlerin bir kismi bati merkezli dis gii¢leri hedef alirken,
bir kismu da ilgili devletin siyasetgilerine ve idari yapisina yonelik tepkilerdir. Bu tiir
tepkilerin temel gerekgesi, ilgili devletin yonetici ve idarecilerinin geleceklerini garanti
altina almak igin batili devletlerle kurduklari igbirlikleri ve/veya aym liderlerin Islam'm
(seriatin) hukuksal sonuglarini bilmemeleri gibi faktorlere dayanmaktadir (Azzam, 2002:

1, 69-75; 11, 211).
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Islam"1 yayma fikri, din adina sug isleyen terdristlerin temel referanslaridan biridir. Bu
yaklasima bir 6rnek vermek igin su alintiyr sunabiliriz: "Hatta tiim diinyay1 Islami

yonetim bayragi altinda golgelendirmeliyiz. Bu kutsal seriatin hitkkmiidiir" (Azzam, 2002:

11,61, 299, 381-384).

Gegmiste oldugu gibi bugiin de teror eylemlerini gerceklestiren unsurlar, hareketlerini
mesrulastirmak igin temel Islami kaynaklar1 ana referans merkezi olarak kullanmaktadar.
Aslinda bu girisimlerinin tutarliligi tartismali bir konudur. Ancak dini kaynaklarda yer

alan ‘cihat’ terimi bu konuda kullanilan temel kutsal referanstir (Biger 2006).

Kur'an cihadi tesvik eder ve fitneyi kabul etmez. Kur'an genel olarak siddeti kotiilerken,
ozel olarak 'fitne' terimini inceler. Kur'an'a gore 'fitne' bir insanlik felaketi anlamina
gelmektedir. Kur'an'da ayrica 'fitne' eylemlerini gergeklestirenlerin Misliiman veya
gayrimiislim olabilecegi belirtilir; her ikisi de bu eylemlerden dolay1 ciddi bir sekilde
uyarilir (Kur'an 28:77-78).

Yukaridaki ayetlerde, fitnenin bir cinayete izin verenlerin veya bir cinayet isleyenlerin
sugu oldugu belirtilmektedir. 'Fitne' terimi basitce 'kaos' anlamina gelir. Her seyden once,
diger semavi kutsal metinler gibi Kur'an'in genel argiimani da baris ve esenlikten
yanadir. Baz1 Miisliman aydinlarin siddeti ya da zalimce cezalandirmay1 benimseyen ve
ilgili ayetleri buna gore yorumlayan tutumu, "Dinde zorlama yoktur" (Kur'an 2:256)

ayetiyle ve Muhammed peygamberin uygulamalariyla bagdasmamaktadir.

Kur'an'a gore kaos, insanliga karsi yapilmis en biiyiik kotiliktir. Kur'an'da
Miisliimanlarin kaotik bir hareketin i¢inde yer almamalar1 ve her tirlii siddete firsat
vermemeleri gerektigi 6zenle vurgulanir. Ayrica Kur'an, bedeviligi kaosun en tehlikeli

gerekgesi olarak tanitmaktadir.

Bir¢ok tanimsal yonii olan terér evrensel bir olgu oldugu i¢in higbir dine, higbir irka ve
higbir cinsiyete atfedilemez. Psiko-sosyal, ekonomik ve egitimsel faktorler, despotizme
dayal1 yonetim sistemleri, dini ve sekiiler radikalizm terdr hareketlerinin temel

gerekgeleri olarak kabul edilmektedir.

Bati literatiiriinde bu soruna isaret etmek icin siklikla kullanilan 'Islami teror' ifadesi tutarl
goriinmemektedir. Islam'a atfedilen terdr, islam'm temel kaynaklari olan Kur'an ve sahih
hadislerin ilkelerine aykiridir. Nitekim Islam gelenegi gayrimiislim unsurlar igin 'Ehl-i

Kitap' ve 'Ehl-i Cizye' gibi 6zel statiiler tanimis, bazen de onlardan 6vgiiyle bahsetmistir.
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Islam'in temel 6zellikleri 'dtekileri' 'bu/onlar' olarak algilamis ve onlarla ayni1 ortamda
yasamay1 ilke olarak kabul etmistir. Benzer sekilde Islam igindeki farkli yaklasimlar
Islam'n evrensel yapist altinda saygi gdrmiistiir. Peygamber, Dort Halife ve Osmanli
Imparatorlugu dénemleri bu konuyla ilgili ¢esitli 6rneklerle doludur. Dolayisiyla,
gayrimuslimlere yasam hakki tanimayan ve farkli dini anlayislara tahammiil géstermeyen

terdr hareketlerinin kaynaklarinin 'Islami' olmasi diisiiniilemez.

Ancak teror gibi siddet iceren hareketlerin en tehlikeli icracilari modern diinyada
Miisliimanlardir. Lewis'in de altini1 ¢izdigi gibi, tiim Miisliimanlar terdrist hareketleri
benimsemez, ancak bu hareketlerin aktorlerinin ¢cogu Miisliiman kimlikleriyle bilinen
kisilerdir. Bu kisiler siddet eylemlerini mesrulastirmak ig¢in manevi metinlere
basvurduklarindan, onlari tanimlamak i¢in 'Miisliiman terdrist' kavrami kullanilmaktadir.
Ancak bu etiketleme Islam'in temel dogas1 acisindan eksiktir ve sadece sozlii ifadelere
dayanmaktadir. Bu arada, bu etiketleme tiim Miisliimanlara atfedilmedigi igin bireysel
kalmaktadir. Bu nedenle 'din temelli teror' soylemine genel anlamda itiraz edilmemektedir.
Ancak Islam'in terdrist hareketlere gerek¢e sagladigi fikri onaylanmamaktadir. Ciinkii
Kur'an'in siddete yonlendiren ayetlerinin baglamlar1 dikkate alinmadan yorumlandigi
iddias1 tizerinde durmak gerekir. Misliiman Kimlikli baz1 teroristlerin eylemlerini bu

ayetlere dayandirmalari onlarin hakli oldugu anlamina gelmez.

Agikeasi, evrensel teror hareketlerinin sorumlularinin gogunun Miisliiman olmasi ve/veya
bu hareketlerin ¢ogunun Islam iilkelerinde gerceklestirilmesinin nedenleri arasinda
radikal koktendinci laiklik anlayis1 ve uygulamalari ile halki Miisliiman olan tilkelerdeki

yoneticilerin benimsedigi totaliter tutumlar ve zorunlu yaptirimlar sayilmaktadir.

Giiniimiiz Islam temelli terdr eylemlerinin tarihsel arka planmin Ismailiyye temelli
Hashasiyyun, Harici ve Vehhabi gelenekleriyle aciklanabilecegi goriilmektedir. Bu
geleneklerin sosyo-kiiltiirel ve teorik arka planini ise biiyiik 6l¢iide naslart baglamimdan
kopararak okuma zihniyeti ve bu zihniyetin 6nerdigi yasam tarzi belirlemektedir. En
azindan, koklerinin baska yerlerde oldugu kabul edilse bile, terorizmin yerlesim

alanlariin bu zihniyetin tercih ettigi yerler oldugu bilinmektedir.
SONUC VE DEGERLENDIRME

11 Eylil’de Amerika’da diizenlenen terdr saldirisinin ardindan saldirinin El Kaide
orgiitiiniin Islam adina yaptifina dair agiklamalar, Miisliimanlarn diinyadaki imajin

ciddi anlamda zedelemistir. Miisliimanlarin hedefe konularak tamamen Islami cihad
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anlayisiyla bagdastirilan 11 Eyliil olaylar1 ve sonrasindaki donemde islam’a bakis agis1

Miisliimanlari terore kurban etmistir (Biger, 2009).

Dinler insanlara iyilik ve huzur getirme iddiasindadir, bu bireysel baglamda miimkiindiir,
ancak dini bir bagka amaci da toplumsal huzurdur. Bununla birlikte dinler insanlar
arasinda siirekli savas nedeni olmustur. Batidaki yiizyil siiren din savaslar1 bunun bir
gostergesidir. Bir din mensubu kendi inancinda olanlar1 kendine yakin, farkli din ve
inangtan olanlar1 kendine uzak ve hatta diigman olarak goriir. Dlisman olarak gordigi
anda burada siddet baglar. Tiim bunlarin 6tesinde, tarihsel siiregte, din mensuplar1 harici
diismanin yaninda dahili diisman da olusturmustur. Bu ise mezhep veya yine ozellikle
Hristiyanlikta din savaslari seklinde ortaya ¢ikmistir. Buna gore siddet i¢in sadece
diisman olmak yetmiyor, “bizden” veya “benim gibi” olmak zorunlulugu doguyor. Tam
da burada Islam tarihindeki Harici zihniyet ve giiniimiizdeki Selefi/Vehhabi diisiince
bicimi devreye girmektedir. Bu ise kendi ilkeleri dogrultusunda olusturduklari,
anlamlandirdiklar1 veya algiladiklart dini anlayis bi¢iminin olusturuyor. Ardindan bunun
disindaki dini yorumlamalari din dis1 olarak gordiigi icin, siddete bagvuruyor. Bu tiir
diisiinceler icin en biiylik sorun, karsi kesimden ziyade kendi mensubu oldugu dini farkli
fraksiyonlaridir. Zira onlara gore kars1 kesim “kafirdir”, onlara diinyevi ve uhrevi durumu
bellidir ve 6zellikle s6z konusu kars1 kesim eger Yahudi ve Hristiyanlik gibi semavi
dinlerden ise Hz. Peygamberin “Bir kimse zimmiye eziyet ederse ben onun
karsisindayim” buyrugu dogrultusunda onlara dokunulmamalidir. Ancak dini agidan ana

sorunlu kesim, miisrik olarak nitelendirdikleri “6teki Miisliimanladir.”

Insanin cazibe ve dafia duygulart vardir ve bu diiz anlamda nefis olarak
adlandirilmaktadir. Menfaatlerin celbine, zararlarin define sevkeden bu duygular, insan1
her zaman ve zeminde aktif halde tutmaktadir. Bu kontrol edilmediginde baskalarinin
zararindan geginen bir durum ortaya ¢ikmaktadir. Bu ise siirekli cidali sonug verir. Bunun
icin harekete gecirici dini, milli, yerel, bolgesel, ekonomik durum, sosyal siniflar gibi
farkli faktorler vardir. Bu dogrultuda siirekli cidal i¢inde olmak diisiincesinde olan ve
bedevi zihniyetin sembolii seklinde tezahiir eden Haricilik, Vehhabilik, Selefilik gibi
olgular, ki benzerlere tim din ve inanglarda vardir, yapisal 6zelliginin dini sdylemler

altinda disa vurumudur.
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OZET

Dijital dezenformasyon, son yillarda uluslararasi iliskilerde 6nemli bir sorun haline gelmistir.
Yanlig ve yaniltici bilgilerin kasith olarak yayilmasi anlamina gelen dezenformasyon, 6zellikle
dijital teknolojilerin yayginlagmasiyla birlikte kiiresel bir boyut kazanmistir. Yapay zeka
destekli gorseller ve videolar gibi yeni teknolojiler, sahte haberlerin hizla yayilmasini
kolaylastirmis ve toplumun bilgiye olan giivenini azaltmistir. Bunun yani sira, sosyal medya
platformlar1 lizerinden yanlis bilgim yayilimi sorunu derinlestirmistir. Bu durum, devletler,
uluslararas1 orglitler, medya ve bireyler arasindaki dinamikleri derinden etkilemis ve
etkilemeye devam etmektedir. 2024 ABD Baskanlik segimleri, dijital dezenformasyonun
uluslararas iligkilerde ve demokratik siireclerde oynadigi kritik rolii ortaya koyan bir doniim
noktasi olmustur. Se¢im siirecinde, 6zellikle sosyal medya platformlarinda yayilan manipiilatif
icerikler ve yabanc1 aktorlerin miidahaleleri dikkat ¢gekmistir. Rusya, yapay zeka destekli sahte
icerikler, bot aglari ve dezenformasyon kampanyalariyla se¢im sonuglarini etkileyerek
ABD’nin istikrarin1 zayiflatmayr amacglamistir. Buna karsin ABD’nin dezenformasyonla
miicadele c¢abalari, hem ulusal diizeyde secim giivenligini artirmaya hem de uluslararasi is
birligiyle bu tehditleri bertaraf etmeye odaklanmistir. 2024 se¢imleri, dijital manipiilasyonun
demokratik siireclere yonelik tehditlerini dnlemek i¢in daha etkili diizenlemeler ve kiiresel is
birliginin gerekliligini vurgulayan 6nemli bir 6rnek olmustur. Bu baglamda, calismada
oncelikle, dijital dezenformasyonun tanimi, tarihsel gelisimi ve uluslararasi iligkilerdeki rolii
ele alinacaktir. Siyasi manipiilasyonun ve dijital dezenformasyonun segimlerde bir etkileme
araci olarak kullanildig1 varsayimi 2024 ABD baskanlik sec¢imleri 6rnegi {iizerinden
degerlendirilecektir. Bu ¢alisma, 6rnek olay lizerinden dijital dezenformasyonun uluslararasi
iliskilerdeki olas1 etkilerini, risklerini ve devletlerin buna karsi almalar1 gereken tedbirleri
ortaya koymay1 amaclamistir.

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DIGITAL DISINFORMATION AND INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS: THE 2024 US
PRESIDENTIAL ELECTIONS AND THE DIMENSIONS OF POLITICAL
MANIPULATION

ABSTRACT

Digital disinformation has become a significant problem in international relations in recent
years. Disinformation, which refers to the deliberate dissemination of false and misleading
information, has gained a global dimension, especially with the widespread use of digital
technologies. New technologies, such as Al-powered images and videos, have facilitated the
rapid spread of fake news and reduced public trust in information. In addition, the spread of
misinformation via social media platforms has deepened the problem. This situation has deeply
affected and continues to affect the dynamics between states, international organizations, the
media and individuals. The 2024 US Presidential elections have been a turning point in
revealing the critical role that digital disinformation plays in international relations and
democratic processes. During the election process, manipulative content spread on social media
platforms and interventions by foreign actors have attracted attention. Russia has sought to
undermine U.S. stability by influencing election outcomes through Al-powered fake content,
bot networks, and disinformation campaigns. In contrast, U.S. efforts to combat disinformation
have focused on both improving election security at the national level and countering these
threats through international cooperation. The 2024 elections have been a key example
highlighting the need for more effective regulation and global cooperation to prevent threats to
democratic processes posed by digital manipulation. In this context, the study will first discuss
the definition of digital disinformation, its historical development and its role in international
relations. The assumption that political manipulation and digital disinformation are used as a
means of influencing elections will be evaluated through the example of the 2024 US
presidential elections. This study aims to reveal the possible effects and risks of digital
disinformation in international relations and the measures that states should take against it
through a case study.

GIRIS

Dijitallesme ¢aginda, bilgiye erisim 6nceki donemlere oranla son derece kolaylasmistir. Ancak
bu kolaylik, dijital dezenformasyon olarak adlandirilan ciddi bir sorunu da beraberinde
getirmistir. Gelisen dijital teknolojiler, bilgiye erisimi kolaylastirarak bireyler ve devletler
arasindaki etkilesimleri yeniden tanimlamistir. Bununla birlikte, bu dijital devrim,
dezenformasyonun yayilmasim1i da hizlandirmis ve uluslararas1 iligkilerde yeni bir
maniplilasyon araci olusturmustur. Dijital dezenformasyon, gercegi yansitmayan bilgilerin

kasith bir sekilde yayilmasi anlamina gelmekte ve kiiresel siyaseti sekillendirme potansiyeline
sahiptir.

Sosyal medya, kamusal sdylem acisindan son derece dnemli bir alan haline gelmis ve bu
baglamda bir platform olarak islev gostermektedir. Bireyler ve topluluklar, siyasi, sosyal ve
kiiltiirel konular tartismak amaciyla bu platformlar {izerinde bir araya gelebilmektedir. Sosyal
medya, Arap Bahar1 gibi biiyiik 6l¢ekli hareketlerin tesvik edilmesinde etkili bir rol oynamustir.
Activistlerin ve vatandaglarin adalet taleplerini giiclendirmek icin sosyal medyay1 kullandigi
Black Lives Matter hareketi de bu duruma 6rnek teskil etmektedir (Delozia ve Birore, 2022).
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Dijital dezenformasyon, son yillarda uluslararasi iligkiler alaninda en 6nemli sorunlardan biri
haline gelmistir. Internet ve sosyal medya platformlarinin yaygimlasmasi, bilginin hizla
yayilmasini saglarken, ayn1 zamanda manipiilasyon ve yaniltici igeriklerin kiiresel 6l¢ekte etkili
bir sekilde yayilmasina olanak tanimistir. Bu durum, devletler arasi iligkileri, i¢ politikalar1 ve
kiiresel giivenlik dinamiklerini ciddi bigimde etkilemektedir. Dijital dezenformasyon, 6zellikle
secim miidahaleleri, kamuoyu olusturma, ideolojik etki ve devletlerin dis politika stratejilerinde
onemli bir arag¢ olarak kullanilmaktadir (Mariniello, 331).

2024 yilinda gergeklestirilen Amerika Birlesik Devletleri (ABD) baskanlik segimleri, dijital
dezenformasyonun uluslararasi iligkiler tizerindeki etkisine dair giincel bir 6rnek teskil
etmektedir. Se¢imler, dezenformasyonun oOnemli bir sorun haline geldigi bir donemde
gerceklesmistir. Hem sosyal medya platformlar1 hem de hiikiimet yetkilileri, yanlis bilgi
yayilimini 6nlemek amaciyla c¢esitli tedbirler almis olsalar da, dezenformasyon bu se¢imlerde
etkili olmustur. Secim siirecinde, 6zellikle Rusya kaynakli dezenformasyon faaliyetleri kendini
gostermistir. Gogmenlik, yanlis bilgilerin boliicii anlatilar1 besledigi tartigmali bir konu olarak
one cikmistir. Eski Bagkan Trump’in kampanyasi, kamuoyu algisin1 ve siyasi tartismalari
sekillendirmek i¢in yanlis iddialardan faydalanmistir. Dezenformasyona odaklanmanin 6nemi
yadsinamazken, bu taktiklerin demokratik siiregler ve halkin se¢im biitiinligline duydugu
giiven lizerindeki daha genis etkilerini ayrica degerlendirmek biiyiik bir 6nem tagimaktadir.

Bu caligma ¢ercevesinde oncelikle dijital dezenformasyon kavraminin tanimu, tarihsel gelisimi
ve uluslararasi iligkilerdeki rolii lizerinde durulacaktir. Ardindan, siyasi manipiilasyonun bir
dezenformasyon araci olarak iglevine deginilecektir. Bu kavramsal ¢ergevenin olusturulmasinin
ardindan, konu 2024 ABD baskanlik se¢imleri 6rnegi ile daha kapsamli bir sekilde ele
aliacaktir.

1. Dijital Dezenformasyon Tanim Tarihsel Gelisimi ve Uluslararas: iliskilerdeki
Yeri

Diyjital dezenformasyon, yaniltici veya yanlis bilgilerin dijital platformlar araciligiyla,
genellikle izleyicileri yaniltmak amaciyla kasith bir sekilde yayilmasini ifade etmektedir (Ruiz,
2023: 2). Dezenformasyon, kamuoyunun algisini yaniltmay1 veya manipiile etmeyi amaglayan
kasith dogasiyla karakterize edilir (Praveenkumar, 2021). Bu olgu, icerigin geleneksel esik
koruma mekanizmalar1 olmaksizin hizli ve yaygin bir sekilde paylasilmasina olanak taniyan
sosyal medyanin yiikselisiyle birlikte daha da olumsuz bir seyir izlemeye baglamistir. Dijital
medyanin is modelleri ile dezenformasyonun yayilmasmna yonelik olusturdugu tesvikler
arasindaki etkilesim, giinimiizdeki yayginligini anlayabilmek agisindan son derece 6nemli bir
husustur.

Teknolojik gelismeler, dezenformasyonun yalnizca hizla yayilmasii saglamakla kalmamas,
ayn1 zamanda kiiresel Olcekte genis bir etki alani kazanmasina da olanak tanimistir. Sosyal
medya platformlar1 ve dijital mecralar, dezenformasyonun merkez konumuna gelmistir. Dijital
dezenformasyon, kasitli olarak yanlis, yaniltict veya manipiile edilmis bilgilerin dijital
platformlar {izerinde yayilmasi seklinde tanimlanabilir. Bu durum, bireylerin dogru bilgiye
ulagmasimi giiclestirirken, toplumsal giiveni ve istikrar1 da olumsuz yonde etkileyebilir.
Dezenformasyon, halkin geleneksel medyaya ve demokratik kurumlara olan gilivenini
zayiflatma potansiyeline sahiptir (Warin, 2024: 7).
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Uluslararasi iligkilerde dezenformasyonun etkisi, Soguk Savas doneminden bu yana belirgin
bir sekilde artig gostermistir. Ancak, dijitallesmenin getirdigi doniisim ile birlikte
dezenformasyon, yalnizca devletler arasi bir arag olmanin 6tesine ge¢gmis; bireyler ve gruplarin
manipiilasyonu i¢in de kapsamli bir ara¢ haline gelmistir. Dijital bilgi akisi, ozellikle
uluslararas1 diplomasi, giivenlik politikalari, ekonomi ve kiiltiir gibi alanlarda 6nemli etkiler
dogurmaktadir. Dijital dezenformasyon, Ozellikle sosyal medya gibi geleneksel giivenlik
onlemleri barindirmayan dijital platformlar aracilifiyla yayilan yaniltici veya yanlis bilgiler
nedeniyle, kamuoyunun giivenini zedeler, demokratik siirecleri tehdit altina alir ve se¢im
sonuglarini manipiile edebilir. Bu durum, dijital dezenformasyonun kurumlara olan giiveni
sarsmas1 ve kamuoyunu yonlendirmesi dolayisiyla uluslararasi iligkilerde 6nemli zorluklar
yaratmaktadir. Dijital teknolojilerin yan1 sira yapay zekanin hizla yiikselisi, dezenformasyonun
yayitlimini kolaylastirarak kiiresel yoOnetisim ve giivenlik ortamimi daha karmasik hale
getirmistir. Bu sorunun etkilerini azaltabilmek amaciyla yasal ¢erceveler, uluslararasi isbirligi
ve kamuoyunu bilinglendirici faaliyetleri igeren ¢ok boyutlu bir yaklasim benimsemek
elzemdir.

2. Siyasi Manipiilasyon ve Boyutlari
Siyasi manipiilasyon, se¢ilmis bireylerin kamuoyu algisini etkilemek ve iktidarlarini siirdiirmek
amactyla bagvurduklari, c¢ogunlukla demokratik ilkeleri zedeleyen ¢esitli stratejileri
kapsamaktadir. Bu tiir manipiilasyon, bir¢cok baglamda dogrulandigi iizere, siyasi soylem, bilgi
carpitmasi ve politika kararlar1 araciliiyla kendini gostermektedir.

Siyasi manipiilasyonun kokenleri genellikle, iktidarlarimi pekistirmek amaciyla yonetim
yapilarint sekillendiren yonetici eylemlerine dayanmaktadir. Halevy, bu elitlerin mesruiyet
maskesini koruma cabas1 icerisinde, demokratik ideallerle ¢elisen yontemlere basvurduklarini
ileri siirmektedir. Bu manipiilasyon, yalnizca ekonomik ¢ikarlarla siirli kalmayip, ayni
zamanda secilmis bireylerin normatif kurallarindan ve rol tanimlarindan da etkilenmektedir.

a. Secim Miidahaleleri ve Manipiilasyonu
Secim manipiilasyonunun evrensel olarak kabul goérmiis bir kavramsal cergevesi veya tanimi
bulunmamaktadir. Bu baglamda, uluslararasi sézlesmeler, ulusal yasalar, vatandaslarin algilari,
idari etkinlik ile demokratik normlar, degerler ve ilkeler gibi ¢esitli unsurlar, kavramsallastirma
icin farkl baslangi¢ noktalari 6nermektedir (Birch, 2011: 11-13).

Dijital dezenformasyonun en belirgin ve tartismali kullanimlarindan biri, se¢im siireclerine
miidahale etme eylemidir. Sosyal medya platformlari, yanlis bilgilerin ve propaganda
iceriklerinin yayilmasin1 hizlandiran ve kamuoyu lizerinde etki yaratma potansiyeli tasiyan
araclar haline gelmistir. Ornek olarak, 2024 ABD baskanlik secimlerinde Rusya'nin sosyal
medya {izerinden dezenformasyon yayarak secim sonuclarmi etkilemeye c¢alistig
gbzlemlenmistir. Rusya, “troll fabrikalar1” ve bot hesaplar1 araciligiyla belirli bir politik durusu
destekleyen igerikleri yaymakta ve bu durum halk arasinda kutuplagmay1 artirmaktadir. Bu tiir
miidahaleler, devletlerin i¢ siyasetine dis giiclerin etkisi anlamma gelmektedir. Dijital
dezenformasyon, devletlerin i¢ islerine miidahale etme kapasitesini artirarak uluslararasi
iliskilerde yeni bir boyut olusturmustur. Demokrasi, se¢imlerin 6zgiir ve adil olmasi gibi temel
degerler, dijital dezenformasyonun olumsuz etkilerine maruz kalabilmektedir.

Secimler sirasinda meydana gelen siyasi manipiilasyon, demokratik siirecler iizerinde dnemli
derecede etki birakan karmagik bir meseledir. Bilgi manipiilasyonu, secim sahtekarligi ve
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stratejik se¢cim zamanlamasi gibi gesitli taktikler, segmen algilarin1 yaniltabilir ve siyasi
kurumlara duyulan giiveni zayiflatabilir. Bu dinamiklerin anlagilmasi, se¢imlerin
diirtistliigiiniin korunmasi ve halkin demokrasiye olan giiveninin artirilmasi agisindan hayati bir
onem tasimaktadir. Ayrica, se¢imler esnasindaki siyasi manipiilasyon, rakiplerin
itibarsizlastirilmast ve se¢gmenlerin se¢im organlarina duydugu giivenin sarsilmasi amaciyla
yanlig bilgilerin yayilmasini da igermektedir (Belinda, vd., 2024: 46).

Secimler sirasinda, adaylarin genellikle kamu sinyallerini refah etkileri baglaminda manipiile
etmesi, aday secimlerinin niteliksiz olmasina ve siyasi tutumlarin dagiliminda artisa yol
acabilmektedir (Grunewald, Kliimper ve Krikel, 2024: 3). Demokratik se¢imlerin sonuglari,
siyasi kampanyalar esnasinda bilginin manipiilasyonu nedeniyle c¢arpitilma riski tasimaktadir
(Esteban ve Ray, 1994: 820). Se¢im sahtekarligi, devlet kurumlarina olan giiveni dogrudan
zayiflatmakta; ayrica stratejik secim zamanlamasinin belirsiz etkileri olabilmekte ve etkili bir
sekilde yonetilirse giiveni potansiyel olarak artirabilmektedir (Linden, 2024).

James ve Garnett (15-19), se¢im diirtistliigiinii bes temel ilke veya siitundan olusan bir kavram
olarak tanimlamaktadir: ¢cekisme esitligi, katilim esitligi, anlamli miizakere, se¢im yonetiminin
saglanmas1 ve se¢cim yonetimi. Cekismede esitlik, tiim partilerin ve adaylarin se¢ime anlamli
bir sekilde katilabilmelerini ve esit bir oyun alanina sahip olmalarini ifade etmektedir. Katilim
esitligi, evrensel oy hakkini, erisilebilir kayit ve oy verme mekanizmalarini, yiiksek katilimi,
toplumdaki farkli gruplar arasinda esit diizeyde katilimi, tiim oylarin esit agirliga sahip olmasini
ve se¢menlerin iradesini fiilen temsil eden oylar1 gerektirmektedir. Anlamli miizakere,
secmenlerin bilingli bir goriis gelistirebilmeleri icin gerekli tiim temel Ozgiirliikklere sahip
olmasi, toplumun genel olarak dogru bilgilere, ¢esitli bakis agilarina ve argiimanlarin rasyonel
ve esit bir sekilde degerlendirilmesine dayanan yiiksek kaliteli tartismalara katiliminda basaril
bir sekilde gercgeklesir. Secim yonetimi, secim yetkililerinin tarafsizligi ve siire¢ boyunca
giivenligi ile dogrulugu gozeterek profesyonel ve seffaf bir bicimde c¢alismalarim
stirdliirmeleriyle islevini yerine getirmektedir. Se¢im ydnetimi, se¢im kurallarina iliskin
kesinligi, bu kurallarin degistirilmesi i¢in adil bir siireci, kurallara uyumu, etkin bir hesap
verebilirlik sistemini ve sonuglarin kabul edilebilirligini kapsamaktadir.

3. Devletlerin Dijital Dezenformasyona Karsi Alabilecegi Onlemler

Dijital iletisimde dezenformasyonun yayginlasmasi, ulusal giivenligi tehdit edebilecek sekilde
internet kullanicilar arasinda anti-demokratik egilimlerin ortaya ¢ikmasina yol agmaktadir.
Dijital dezenformasyonun artan etkisi karsisinda, devletler gesitli onlemler almaktadir. Bu
onlemler, dijital alandaki diizenlemeleri, dezenformasyonun tespitini ve engellenmesini
amaclayan stratejileri kapsamaktadir. Dijital dezenformasyonla etkin bir sekilde miicadele
edebilmek amaciyla, devletler yasal ger¢evelere, seffaflik ilkesine ve kamu egitimine odaklanan
cesitli tedbirler uygulayabilir. Bu stratejilerin temel hedefi, yanlhs bilgilerin yayilmasini
azaltmak ve medya iizerindeki giliveni yeniden tesis etmektir. Manipiilatif icerigin tespiti ve bu
icerigin ortadan kaldirilmasi i¢in hukuki yollarin olusturulmasi, hem ulusal giivenligin hem de
demokratik biitiinliigiin korunmasi agisindan biiyiik bir 6nem tasimaktadir (Khmyrov, vd.,
2023: 95).

Siyasi manipiilasyonun etkisini azaltmak amaciyla alinmasi gereken onlemler asagidaki gibi
siralanabilir: (i) politikacilarin bilgiyi manipiile etme yetenegini sinirlayici diizenlemeler, (ii)
secmenleri mevcut bilgi pargalarinin olast manipiilasyonu hususunda bilinglendirmeyi
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hedefleyen egitim programlari ve (iii) manipiile edilmis bilgilerin dogrulanmasina ve bertaraf
edilmesine yonelik stratejiler (Grunewald, Kliimper and Krikel, 2024: 12)

Sahtecilikle miicadeleyi amaglayan devlet bilgi politikasi, dijital platformlarin seffafligini
saglamak, toplumun dijital okuryazarligini gelistirmek ve siber uzaydaki bilgi akisi tizerinde
izleme ve kontrol mekanizmalar1 olusturmak durumundadir. Uluslararast bilgi standartlari,
sosyal aglar ile dijital platformlar gelistiricilerini, siber uzaydaki dezenformasyonla etkin bir
sekilde miicadele etmek amaciyla kullanicilart igin erisilebilir ve giivenli igerik olugturma
ylikiimliiligl altina sokmaktadir. Devletlerin almas1 gereken tedbirler; yasal diizenlemeler,
teknolojik ¢coziimler ve toplumun bilinglenmesi ile egitimi {izerine yogunlasmalidir. Ilk olarak,
yasal diizenlemeler kapsaminda, bir¢ok iilke dijital dezenformasyonla miicadele etmek i¢in
cesitli mevzuatlar gelistirme cabasi igerisindedir. Avrupa Birligi, dijital dezenformasyonla
miicadele etmek amaciyla 2018 yilinda "Dijital Hizmetler Yasasi"n1 (Digital Services Act)
kabul etmistir (Filiz ve Bayrakli, 2025). Bu yasa, sosyal medya platformlarinin igerik denetimi
yapmalarini ve dezenformasyonla miicadele etmelerini zorunlu kilmaktadir. Benzer bir sekilde,
Amerika Birlesik Devletleri'nde de se¢im giivenligi ve dezenformasyonla miicadeleye yonelik
cesitli yasal diizenlemeler hayata gecirilmistir. Ikinci olarak, teknolojik ¢dziimler baglaminda,
devletler dijital dezenformasyonu tespit etmek amaciyla yapay zeka ve veri analiz araglarindan
yararlanmaktadir. (Oztiirk ve Akin, 2024).

Devletler, otomatik sistemleri kullanarak siipheli iceriklerin tespitini gerceklestirmekte, yanlis
bilgi yayan hesaplar1 engellemeye yonelik 6nlemler almakta ve dezenformasyonun hizli bir
sekilde yayilmasmi onlemeye g¢alismaktadir. Bu tiir teknolojik araglar, dezenformasyonla
miicadelede etkili bir yontem olarak 6n plana ¢ikmaktadir. Toplum bilincinin artirtlmasi ve
egitimi, dezenformasyonun olumsuz etkilerine karsi en gii¢lii savunmalardan biri olarak
degerlendirilmektedir. Devletler, dijital okuryazarlik programlar1 araciligiyla vatandaslarini
dezenformasyon konusunda bilinglendirmeyi hedeflemektedir. Bireylerin, dijital ortamda
karsilastiklar1 bilgilerin dogrulugunu sorgulama yeteneklerini gelistirmeleri elzemdir. Bu
baglamda, bireylerin bilgi kaynaklarini degerlendirme ve dogru ile yanlisi ayirt etme
becerilerini artirmalari biiyiikk 6nem tagimaktadir. Devletler, yasal ¢erceveleri giincelleyerek,
teknoloji sirketlerini hedef alan kurumsal Onlemler uygulayarak, gdzetim igin bagimsiz
medyay1 tesvik ederek ve stratejik faaliyetleri izlemek i¢in analitik araclar gelistirerek, devlet
destekli dezenformasyonun demokratik siireglere yonelik olusturdugu artan tehdidi ele alarak
dijital dezenformasyonla miicadele edebilir.

4. 2024 ABD Baskanlik Secimlerinde Dezenformasyon Taktikleri
2024 yili ABD Baskanlik secimleri, ozellikle sosyal medya platformlar1 araciligryla
gergeklestirilen koordineli bilgi operasyonlar1 sayesinde dijital dezenformasyondan onemli
Olciide etkilenmistir. Aragtirmalar, bu operasyonlarin siklikla yapay zeka tarafindan iiretilen
gorselleri ve Onyargili anlatilar1 kullanarak yaniltict igerikleri yayma amaci giittiigiinii ve
dolayisiyla kamusal sdylemi manipiile etmek i¢in tasarlandigini gostermektedir. Elde edilen
bulgular, bu tehditlerle basa ¢ikabilmek igin giiglii tespit mekanizmalarina ve diizenleyici
onlemlere duyulan acil ihtiyact vurgulamaktadir. Aragtirmalar, X (eski adiyla Twitter) ve
Telegram gibi platformlarda, diisiik kaliteli siyasi icerik paylasan ve komplocu anlatilar tesvik
eden sahte aktorlerden olusan bir agin varligini ortaya koymaktadir. 2024 yili ABD Bagskanlik
secimleri, platformlar arasinda yaniltici igeriklerin yayilmasina yonelik olarak orijinal olmayan
hesaplarin kullanilmas1 ve bodylece cevrimic¢i sdylemi etkileme ile demokratik siireglerin
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biitlinliigiini tehlikeye atma amaci giiden koordineli dijital dezenformasyon operasyonlarinin
dogurdugu onemli tehditlerle kars1 karsiya kalmaktadir (Minici, vd., 2024:1-2)

2024 ABD baskanlik se¢imleri, 6zellikle gogle ilgili yayilan yanlis bilgiler ve abartili iddialar
iizerinden halkin algisini manipiile eden Donald Trump'in 6nemli siyasi oyunlarina sahne
olmustur. Trump, bu durumu bir kriz olarak cergevelendirerek kampanyasina destek
kazandirmay1 hedeflemistir. Ayn1 zamanda, bu secimler, sosyal medyada dezenformasyon
yayma kapasitesine sahip olan ve iklim degisikligi ile go¢ gibi temel politikalar tizerindeki fikir
birligini zayiflatan iiretken yapay zeka (GenAl) araglarindan da 6nemli 6l¢iide etkilenmistir
(James ve Garnett, 2023: 10-13).

Dezenformasyonun nasil islendigine dair birka¢ &rnek verecek olursak: ilk olarak, sahte
haberler ve roportajlar dikkat ¢cekiyor. ABD Federal Sorusturma Biirosu (FBI) ve ABD Siber
Giivenlik ve Altyap1 Giivenligi Ajanst (CISA), Rusya'nin ABD bagkanlik se¢imleri hakkinda
bir makale ve sahte bir roportajla iki yeni dezenformasyon girisiminde bulundugunu belirtmistir
(aa.com.tr, 2024). Diger bir yontem ise yapay zeka destekli gorsellerdir. Se¢im kampanyalari
stiresince, yapay zeka teknolojileri kullanilarak {iretilmis sahte gorseller ve videolar sosyal
medyada hizli bir sekilde yayilmigtir. Ornegin, Donald Trump’in tutuklandigini gésteren sahte
fotograflar, kamuoyunu yaniltmak amaciyla dolagima sokulmustur. (Slocum, 2024: 3).

Son yillarda kamu tartigmalarinda o6ne ¢ikan, ancak se¢im manipiilasyonu baglaminda
genellikle gdzden kagan bir baska se¢im manipiilasyonu araci, siyasi adaylar ile bir se¢im
sonucunu etkilemek isteyen yabanci giligler arasindaki igbirligidir. Amerikan baglaminda bu
durum siklikla gizli anlasma olarak adlandiriimaktadir. Ozellikle Rusya gibi demokratik
olmayan iilkelerin yurt disindaki se¢imlere miidahale etmek amaciyla gizli anlagmalar kurma
girisimlerine dair kanitlar mevcuttur; bu da siyasi adaylarin gizli anlagsmalar1 bir se¢im
manipiilasyonu araci olarak kullanma potansiyelini kesfetmeye deger kilmaktadir (Epperly, vd.,
2020: 760). Arastirmalar, yabanci kuruluslarin, 6zellikle de Rusya'ya bagli medyanin, Telegram
ve X gibi sosyal medya platformlarinda boéliicii anlatilar1 tesvik ettigini ve bu durumun
secimlere miidahale etmek icin sistematik bir ¢cabayi isaret ettigini gostermektedir. 2024 ABD
Baskanlik Secimi sirasinda belirgin bir sekilde koordine edilmis ve 6zgiin olmayan faaliyetler
ortaya ¢ikmis; 6zellikle Rusya'ya bagli medyanin miidahalesi ve Facebook, X ile Telegram gibi
platformlarda giivenilirligi diisiik, partizan igeriklerin yayginlastirilmasi vurgulanmistir (Cinus,
vd. , 2024).

2024 ABD baskanlik se¢imleri, yapay zeka kaynakli yanlis bilgilendirme konusunda
kamuoyunda ciddi endiselere yol agmis ve bes Amerikalidan dordii bunun etkilerinden endise
duymustur. Ozellikle televizyon aracilifiyla haberlere maruz kalmanin, yapay zeka ile ilgili
risklerin algilanmasinda 6nemli bir rol oynadig: 6ne siiriilmiisiir (Yan ve digerleri, 2024: 7).
Ocak 2024'te New Hampshire'daki se¢gmenler, Bagkan Joe Biden'in sesini taklit eden telefon
cagrilar1 almis ve bu cagrilarda, segcmenlerin 6n se¢imlere katilmamalar1 konusunda talepte
bulunulmustur. Bu ¢agrilarin, daha sonra yapay zeka tarafindan olusturuldugu anlagildmis ve
bu durum, ABD'de siyasi manipiilasyon ve miidahale amactyla kullanilan iiretken yapay zeka
araclarinin bir 6rnegini teskil etmistir (Yan, vd., 2024: 2).

ABD sec¢im kampanyalari siirecinde en sik karsilasilan derin sahte tiirii, %44 ile fotograf
olmustur. Baska bir ifadeyle 32 derin sahte icerikten 14’1 yapay zeka araciligi ile fotograf
iizerinde oynamalar yapilarak olusturulmustur. Icerikler incelendiginde, Joe Biden, Donald
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Trump ve Kamala Harris’e yonelik derin sahte fotograf manipiilasyonlarinin sosyal medya
mecralarinda paylasildig goriilmiistiir (Ulusoy ve Ilhan, 2025: 65)

2024 ABD secimlerinde dijital dezenformasyonun tehdidi, giderek daha belirgin hale gelmistir.
Gelisen yapay zeka teknolojileri, daha gercekei ve ikna edici deepfake igerikler ile hedef odakl
manipiilasyon kampanyalariin yani sira dezenformasyonun hizini ve etkisini artirmaya devam
etmektedir. Bu durum, toplumun giivenini zedeleyerek se¢imlere dair slipheler dogurmustur.
Bu nedenle, gelecekteki se¢imlerde yapay zeka kaynakli dezenformasyonla miicadele etmek,
demokrasiyi koruma ¢abalarinin 6nemli bir pargasi olacaktir.

5. Sonug¢

Dijital dezenformasyon, uluslararasi iliskilerde siyasi manipiilasyonun yeni bir boyutunu temsil
etmektedir. Se¢im miidahaleleri ve ideolojik manipiilasyondan giivenlik tehditleri ve askeri
stratejilere kadar genis bir etki alanina yayilan bu olgu, devletlerin dis politika stratejilerini ve
i¢ politikalarini sekillendirmektedir. Boylece, kiiresel diizeyde daha seffaf ve giivenli bir bilgi
akis1 saglamak amaciyla devletler ve uluslararasi organizasyonlar yeni stratejiler gelistirmek
zorunda kalmaktadir. Dijital dezenformasyonun etkileri, yalnizca bilgi savaslariyla sinirl
kalmayip, uluslararast diizenin gelecegini de yeniden sekillendiren bir fenomen olarak
karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir.

Dijital dezenformasyon, cagimizin en Onemli bilgi sorunlarindan biri olarak ©6n plana
cikmaktadir. Bu sorunla basa ¢ikabilmek i¢in bireylerin bilinglenmesi, teknolojik ve hukuki
¢oziimlerin gelistirilmesi ve medya kuruluslari ile dijital platformlarin daha sorumlu bir sekilde
hareket etmesi gereklidir. Dogru bilgiye dayali bir dijital ekosistem, toplumsal refah1 artirmakla
kalmaz, ayn1 zamanda demokratik degerlerin korunmasina da katkida bulunur.

2024 ABD baskanlik secimleri slirecinde yasanan dezenformasyon kampanyalari, dijital cagda
bilgi manipiilasyonunun demokratik siiregler ve uluslararas: iligkiler iizerindeki potansiyel
etkilerini bir kez daha gozler 6niine sermektedir. Bu durum, dezenformasyonla miicadele ve
secim giivenliginin saglanmasi i¢in uluslararasi is birliginin 6nemini vurgulamaktadir.
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OZET

Soguk Savas’in sona ermesi, uluslararasi iligkilerde ¢ikar odakli dis politika anlayisi yeniden
ivme kazanmistir. Soguk Savas doneminin yarattigi, 6zellikle zaten asinmis olan ideolojik salin
kalkmasi ile kendini 6zellikle bolgesel siyasetler diizeyinde hissettiren ¢ikara dayali gii¢
dengesi anlayisi iyice belirginlesmistir. Bu defa da devletlerin dis siyasetlerinde dini ve etnik
faktorlerin birincil 6neme sahip oldugu anlayis1 6nem kazanmaya baglamigtir. Amerikali siyaset
bilimci ve karsilagtirmali politika uzmani Samuel Huntington (1927-2008) da bu akimin 20.
yilizyilda 6n plana ¢ikmis onemli temsilcisidir. Huntington gore ‘’Medeniyetler Catigmasi’’
Soguk Savas sonrasina tekabiil eden 1990°l1 yillardan itibaren uluslararas: ittifak ya da
ihtilaflarda belirleyici olan unsurun politik ya da ekonomik ideolojiler degil, medeniyetler
olmaya basladigin1 ve 21. yiizyilda da bu trendin devam edecegini ifade eden bir tezi ortaya
atmistir. Bu ¢alisma Samuel Huntington tarafindan yazilan Medeniyetler Catigsmasi ve Diinya
da Diizeninin Yeniden Kurulmasi adli ¢alismanin degerlendirilmesi yontemini temel alan ve
farkli kaynaklardan yararlanarak elestirel bir bakis acisi ile hazirlanmig bir calismadir. Catisma
kavrami, genellikle belli bir insan grubunun yine bir baska topluluga karsi ulastirilamaz
nitelikteki ¢ikarlar1 nedeniyle karsi ¢ikmasiyla ilgili bir kavramdir. 11 Eyliil olaylar1 sonrast
Huntington’in {inlii Medeniyetler Catigmasi tezinin dogrulandigini ileri siirenler olmustur.
Medeniyetler Catismasi tezi paralelinde diisiinenler etnik ve siyasal ¢atismalarin temelinde
medeniyetler ayriminin yattigina inanmakta ve oOzellikle tarihi, ideolojik ve dini-kiiltiirel
sebeplerle birbirine diigmanlik giiden medeniyetlerin ¢atismasinin kaginilmaz oldugunu ileri
stirmektedir. Calismada Medeniyetler ¢atismasina dayanak olarak ortaya koyulan sebepler
incelenmis, Huntington’un tanimladig1 catismanin taraflar1 ortaya koyulmaya calisilmis, soguk
savas sonrasi yeni diisman arayisi ve batin Islam’a bakis1 bashg ile Catismanin merkezine
oturtulan Islam’m hedefe koyulmasi degerlendirilmis ve son olarak da catisma tezine elestirel
bakis ile ¢alismamizi tamamlanmistir. Uluslararasi tiim ¢atismalarin kaynaginda taraflarin
farkli degerlere ve ¢ikarlara sahip olmalar1 yatmaktadir ve beraberinde devletler ¢ikarlarini

mesru hale getirmek amaciyla degerleri arka plana atmaktadir.

GIRIS

Medeniyetler Catismasi (Clash of Civilizations), Amerikal1 siyaset bilimci Samuel P.
Huntington tarafindan 1993 yilinda ortaya atilan bir teoridir. Huntington, bu teoride, Soguk
Savag'in sona ermesinin ardindan diinya c¢apinda yasanacak catismalarin, ideolojik veya
ekonomik faktorler yerine kiiltiirel ve medeniyet temelli olacagini 6ne stirmiistiir. Huntington'a
gore, gelecekteki gatismalar, farkli kiiltiirel ve dini kimlikler arasinda yasanacaktir. O, bu
catismalarin temelde Bati, Islam, Cin, Hindistan, Rusya, Japonya gibi biiyiikk medeniyetler
arasindaki anlagsmazliklardan kaynaklanacagini savunmustur. Huntington, 'medeniyetler
catismas1' kavrami ile, Onilimiizdeki donemde uluslararas: ittifaklarin kurulmasinda
medeniyetlerin belirleyici olacagi ve dolayisiyla olasi ¢atigmalarin farkli medeniyetler arasinda

gerceklesecegini ifade etmektedir.

Hegel’den esinlenen Fukuyama ¢izgisel tarih anlayisi olan ve 19. yy ile 20. yy sonlarina
kadar siiren anlayigin bir devami olarak Hegel’in de kendi donemini tarihin sonu tezi ile
aciklamasina benzer sekilde tarihin sonu geldigi tezi ile soguk savas sonrasi donemi
tanimlamaktadir (Bitmez, 2023). Ibni Haldun’un déngiisel tarih goriisiiniin aksine ¢izgisel tarih
anlayis1 ile kendi donemini degerlendiren Francis Fukuyama Soguk savas sonrasi donemi
tarthin sonu olarak goérmiis ve Batinin zaferini ilan etmistir. Francis Fukuyama’nin “tarihin
sonu” tezinin ortaya koydugu tek diinya, nese ve uyumu 6n goren ciddi anlagmazliklarin sona
erdigi nispeten uyumlu bir diinyanin aksine Huntington Soguk savas sonrasi medeniyetler
arasindaki catigmalarin sekillendirdigi bir diinya tezini ortaya atmaktadir ( Huntington, 2024, s.

34)
1.Medeniyetler Catismasi

Huntington, 1990'l1 yillardan itibaren uluslararasi ittifak ya da ihtilaflarda belirleyici
olan unsurun politik ya da ekonomik ideolojiler degil, medeniyetler olmaya basladigini ve 21.
ylizyilda da bu trendin devam edecegini ifade etmektedir. Fukuyama’nun zafer s6yleminin arka
planinda tarihsel karamsarlik oldugu bu durumun onu Spengler’in “Batinin ¢okiisii”, Bell’in
“Ideolojinin Sonu” ve simdilerde de postmodernizime varan bir siirecle devam etmektedir
(Oral, 2024). Huntington Batinin ortaya koydugu yeni Diinya sdylemini i¢eren evrenselci bakis
acisina diger medeniyetler kars1 ¢ikmaktadir. Bu nedenle ortaya ¢ikacak catismay1 yok saymasi

durumunda karsilasacagi sorunlari ortaya koymaktadir. Huntington’a gére Bat1 kendi kiiltiirtinti
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ABD’nin giiciinii kullanarak evrensel degerler olarak nitelendirip dayatmaya caligmaktadir.

Ancak bu diger medeniyetler i¢in emperyalizm olarak goriilmektedir (Bitmez, 2023).

Huntington Diinyanin gittigi yonii daha iyi anlayabilmek icin, her iilkenin mensup
oldugu medeniyetle iliskisini ve o medeniyet igerisindeki niifuzunu da dikkate almak
gerektigini savundu. Huntington bes ayr1 yap1 tanimlamasi yapti: iiye lilke, yalniz iilke, merkez
iilke, boliinmiis iilke, kararsiz lilke olarak bes ayr1 gruba ayirdi. Tiirkiye, Huntington'in kararsiz
iilkelere verdigi 6rnekler arasinda yer almaktadir. Bat1 kendisi olmaya devam ettigi ve Islam’da
ayni sekilde kendisi olmaya devam ettigi siirece gegmiste oldugu gibi gelecekte de aralarindaki
uyusmazlik devam edecektir (Huntington, 2024, s. 300). Batinin kendi degerlerine uymadigi
gerekeesi ile diisman ilan ettigi Islam medeniyetidir. Ancak drneklerden de goriildiigii iizere
Bat: kendi degerlerini kendisi yok saymaktan geri durmamaktadir. Islam medeniyetinin oldugu
bolgelerde Batinin somiirgeci faaliyetlerine karsi olabilecek her seyi diismanlik olarak

etiketleyerek sindirmekten geri durmamaktadir.

Bat1 medeniyetler arasinda en giigliisiidiir ve yakin gelecekte de dyle olacaktir. Buna
ragmen giicii gorece gerilemektedir. Bat1 kendi medeniyetini diger toplumlara dayattik¢a ve
menfaatlerini muhafaza etmeye ugras verdikce diger toplumlar se¢im yapmak zorunda olurlar.
Kimi toplumlar Bat1 degerlerini taklit etmeyi, batinin izinden gitmeyi ve batinin bir parcasi
olmay1 tercih etmektedirler. Diger Islamc1 ve Konfiigyiis’¢ii toplumlar ise kendi askeri ve
ekonomik kapasitelerini gelistirerek Batinin dayatmasina kars1 direnmek ve batiy1 dengelemeye
caligmaktadirlar. Batinin hakimiyetindeki diinya diizeni Asya’nin ekonomik kalkinmasindan
sarsilacak Cin’in gelisimi medeniyetler arasinda gii¢ degisimine neden olacaktir. Miisliiman
dirilis diizeni bozan bagka bir etken olacaktir. Nihayetinde 21. yy. baslar1 Bati ile Batili
olmayanlar arasinda batili olmayanlarin kendi arasinda yasanacak catigmalara sahitlik edecektir
( Huntington, 2024, s. 164 ). Birbiriyle kiiltiirel olarak yakinliklart bulunmayan Islam ve Cin
medeniyeti daha ¢ok Batt ile paylastiklar kiiltiirel baglar olmasina ragmen ortak diisman olarak
gordiikleri batiya kars1 bir araya gelmelerinde menfaatleri bulunmaktadir( Huntington, 2024, s.

258).

2.Soguk Savas Sonras1 Donemde Bati’min Degisen Tavri

Huntington'in tezi Sovyetler Birligi'nin dagilmasimin ardindan ¢oziilen Yugoslavya
ornegi ile iliskilendirmek miimkiindiir. Yugoslavya'da farkli inanclara mensup olan Sirp, Hirvat

ve Bognaklar arasindaki sinirlarin savasglardan sonra ¢izilmis olmasi, s6z konusu savaslar
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esnasinda Bati'nin Bosna'ya yardim etme konusunda isteksiz davranmasi ya da Sirp vahsetini
kinarken Hirvat vahseti konusunda ayni tavri sergilememesi gibi gelismeler Huntington't
dogrulamaktadir. Diinya iilkelerinin dnceden sadece bir ‘Sovyetler Birligi miittefiki’ olarak
gordiikleri Yugoslavya konusunda, artik ‘icindeki farkli unsurlara gére' politika belirliyor
olmalar1, 6rnegin Ortodoks Ruslarin Sirplari, Katolik Almanlarin ise Hirvatlar1 desteklemesi,
iliskilerde artik giderek artan oranda medeniyetlerin esas alinmasinin bir sonucudur (Kaya,
2007). Huntington’a gore, 20.yy’da liberal demokrasi ile Marksizm-Leninizm arasinda yasanan
anlasmazlik, Islam ile Hiristiyanlik arasindaki siirekli ve derinden derine ¢atismaci nitelikli
iliskiye kiyasla ge¢ici ve ylizeysel bir tarihsel olgudur.” ( Huntington, 2024, s. 296 ).Sovyetler
Birligi'nin dagilmasimin ardindan bagimsizliklarina kavusan cumhuriyetlerin tavirlarina da
deginen Huntington, Tiirki cumhuriyetler ile Tiirkiye arasindaki iligskilere ve oraya yatirim
yapan isadamlarinin dil, din, tarih ve hatta mutfak birligine vurgu yapmasmna da yer
vermektedir. Tiirkiye'ye deginen Huntington, kitabin yaymlandig: yillarda cumhurbaskanligi
gorevini yiiriiten Turgut Ozal'm “Tiirklerin AB’ye kabul edilmemesinin asil nedeni, bizim
Miisliiman, onlarin Hristiyan olmasidir. Diger tiim nedenlerin hepsi uydurmadir.” soziinii de

eklemistir.

Komiinizmin yerine alternatif diisman arayisini islam ile dolduran bati sonraki asamada
1se Miisliimanlar1 6teki olmakta kotii olmaya dogru doniistiiriilecektir (Yardim & Karakoyunlu,
2021). Batinin aradigi diismam hi¢ de yabanci degil aslinda siirekli iggice oldugu Islam
medeniyetidir. Batinin Islam medeniyeti olarak smiflandirdig: devletlerdeki kontrolii siyasi
olarak veya ekonomik olarak halen devam etmektedir. Bu kontrolii kaybetmesi ihtimali Batiy1
korkutmakta ve aradigi diismani ¢ok uzaklara gitmeden bulma kolayligma gitmeyi tercih
etmektedir. Bati yaptig1 operasyonlarin Mesruiyetini Bernard-Lewis’in The Atlantic’te
yaymnladigi  ‘Miisliiman Ofkenin Kékleri’ isimli makale sonrast Samuel Huntington’un
olusturdugu “Medeniyetler Catigmasi Diinya Diizeninin Yeniden Kurulmasi” ve Francis
Fukuyama’nin “Tarihin Sonu ve Son Insan” tezleri ile ihtiya¢ duydugu diismani olusturmaya
cabaladi (Uyanik, 2022).

Batinin ihtiyaci olan gii¢lii, ideolojik diigman arayisi islamofobinin 6nemli Slgiide
artiginin temel nedenlerindendir. Batinin kendi igindeki biitiinliigii bu karsithga baghdir. Ik
olarak Ideolojik fasizmle miicadele eden bati daha sonda ideolojik komiinizme karsi galip
gelmis ve artitk yeni bir cepheye diismana ihtiyact bulunmaktadir. Batidaki diistince
kuruluslarinin ¢alismalarm sonucunda yeni hedef olarak Islam’1 &ne atan diisiinceler artmaya

baslamistir. Bu diisiincelerin en bilineni ise Medeniyetler Catigmasi tezidir (Akyiiz, 2020).
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Mevcut diizen Batinin, Hegemonyasi veya Batinin giicii her ne denilirse denilsin temelde amag
giicli muhafaza etmektir. Bunu yaparken kendisine ikame ettigi diisman gercek degil tamamen
kontroliinde olan ancak kontrolden ¢ikartmak istemedigi Islam medeniyetidir. Hristiyanlarin
bir kimlik icerisinde bir arada tutmay1 amaglayan Batinin fikir diinyasin1 sekillendirenler islam
karsithgint gerek oldugunda kolayca devreye sokacak bigimde kontrol altinda tutmuslardir
(Aktas, 2014).

3. Soguk Savas Sonrasi Donemde Cikarlarin Catismasi

“Medeniyetler Catismasi1” tezi de “Diinyanin Sonu” tezi de ayni alt yapiya sahip ve Bati
Medeniyetini temele alan kisiler tarafindan ortaya atilmaktadir. Tezleri birbirlerinin zitt1 gibi
goriinse de giinlimiize geldigimizde ABD’nin Diinya hegemonyasini siirdiirmesi amaci igin
calistig1 degerlendirilebilir (Oral, 2024). Bat1 soguk savas sonrasi hegemonyasini kaybetme
kaygist ile saldirganlasmis ve Diinyanin geri kalanini tehdit edercesine ya bana siyasi,
ekonomik ve kiiltiirel olarak boyun egeceksiniz ya da diigmanim olarak karsima gegeceksiniz
diyerek zorba bir dis politika ortaya koymustur.

Huntington, Bati'nin diger tim medeniyetler ve bolgeler iizerinde azimsanamayacak tek
medeniyet oldugunu ifade ederken, Bati'nin diger tiim medeniyetleri siyaset, ekonomi, glivenlik
yoniinden etkiledigini de ifade etmektedir. Realist bir ¢izgiden ilerleyen Bati medeniyetlerinin
uluslararas1 bankacilik sistemini elinde tuttugunu, tiim para dolasimini kontrol ettigini,
diinyanin 6nde gelen miisterisi konumunda oldugunu, hazir mallarin ¢ogunun tedarikini
sagladigini, uluslararasi para piyasasina hakim oldugunu, bir¢ok toplumda kanaat onderligi
iistlendigini, muazzam bir askeri giice sahip oldugunu, deniz yollarin1 kontrol ettigini, teknik
arastirmalar ve ilerlemelerde basi c¢ektigini, egitim ve uzay endiistrisinde 6nde oldugunu,
iletisime hakim oldugunu ve ileri diizey silah endiistrisine sahip oldugunu eklemektedir.

Huntington’1n tezine yonelik elestirilerin birlestigi en temel nokta, yazarin medeniyetler
arasindaki etkilesim ve aligverisi gormezden geldigi gercegidir. Diger taraftan yazarin kamuoyu
olusturmaya yonelik ¢abasi ve Bati’nin politikalarina mesruiyet zemini olusturmaya yonelik
gayreti dikkat ¢cekmektedir. Medeniyetler arasindaki kiiltiirel alisveris olduk¢a dogal bir siireg
olmasmna ragmen bunun bir c¢atisma olarak nitelendirilmesi olduk¢a yanlis
yorumlanmaktadir. En Onemli elestiriler ¢esitli medeniyetler arasindaki tarih boyunca
stiregelen iligkileri ve etkilesimleri kiigiimsemesi, hatta gormezden gelmesi, sinirlart kesin
olarak ¢izilmis birbirinden tamamiyla bagimsiz ve farkli medeniyetlerin siirekli bir ¢atisma
icerisinde oldugunu iddia etmesidir.

Sonuc¢
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Medeniyetler ¢atismasinin temel argiimani, kiiltiirel kimliklerin ve degerlerin ulusal ve
uluslararasi iliskilerde daha fazla rol oynamaya baglayacagidir. Huntington'a gore, 6zellikle
Bati, Islam, Konfii¢yiiscii, Hindu ve Ortodoks gibi biiyiik medeniyetler arasindaki ¢atismalar,
diinya politikalarinin sekillendiren 6nemli bir faktor olacaktir. Cikarlarin ayrigsmasi ise daha ¢ok
ekonomik, politik veya askeri ¢ikarlarin farkli gruplar veya devletler arasinda ayristig1 ve bu
ayrismanin ¢atigmalara yol agabilecegi bir durumu ifade etmektedir. Diinyanin tek bir Bati ile
¢ok sayida Batili olmayan devlet arasinda boliindiigiine de vurgu yapar. Insanlik tarihinin
medeniyetler tarihi oldugunu savunur. Islam diinyasindaki demografik biiyiime ve genisleme,
Islami dirilis, Miisliimanlar arasindaki Bat1 karsithig1 ve kimliksel bilinglenme gibi gelismeler
catismayi fitilleyecek onemli faktorlerdir. Huntington, 1990’11 yillarda gerceklesen 28 fay hatti
savaginin 19’unun Mislimanlar ile Hiristiyanlar arasinda gelismesini gelecege yonelik
ongoriilerini destekleyici tespitler olarak ileri siirmektedir.

Medeniyetler ¢atismasi baglaminda, bu ¢ikar ayrigsmalari, bir medeniyetin digerine
iistiinliik kurma ¢abasi, kaynaklarin paylasimi, giivenlik endiseleri veya dini inanglarin etkisiyle
yogunlasabilmektedir. Huntington, diinya iizerindeki biiyiilk medeniyetlerin, kiiltiirel ve dini
farkliliklar nedeniyle birbirleriyle ¢catismaya egilimli oldugunu savunmustur. Bu ¢atismalarin,
Soguk Savas sonras1 donemde ideolojik ve ekonomik temelli gatismalardan daha belirgin hale
gelecegini ongdrmiistiir. Huntington’1n teorisi tartismalidir, ¢linkii bazilari bunun diinyadaki
kiiltiirel gesitliligi basitlestirdigini ve karmasik kiiresel iliskileri tek bir ¢atisma perspektifine
indirgedigini savunmaktadir. Ancak bu teori, diinya siyaseti ve kiiltilirleraras: iligkiler tizerine

Oonemli tartigmalar yaratmaistir.
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OZET

Soguk Savas’in sona ermesi, uluslararas iliskilerde devlet merkezli giivenlik anlayisindan birey
odakli bir yaklasima gecisin yolunu agmistir. Bu doniisimle birlikte, bireylerin temel haklarini,
ihtiyaclarin1 ve refahini merkeze alan "insan giivenligi" kavrami giindeme gelmistir. insan
giivenligi kavram, bireylerin fiziksel, ekonomik, sosyal ve gevresel tehditlerden korunmasini
temel alirken, go¢ krizlerinin ¢éziimiine yonelik yeni bir ¢erceve sunmaktadir. Caligmanin
amaci literatiirde var olan insan giivenligi kavraminin tarihsel donilisiimiinii analiz etmek ve
kavramin devletlerin dis politikalarina olasi etkilerini ortaya koymaktir. Uluslararasi sistemde
yasanan cesitli i¢ savas ve catismalar milyonlarca insan1 géce zorlamis ve uluslararasi toplumun
dayanigsma kapasitesini sinamistir. Calismada, krizlerin kokenleri, gogmenlerin karsilastig
sorunlar ve ulusal ile uluslararasi tepkiler analiz edilecektir. Sonuglar, insan gilivenligi odakh
yaklagimlarin uygulanmasinda karsilagilan zorluklar1 ve bu baglamda daha etkili, siirdiirtilebilir
¢oziimler gelistirilmesi gerekliligini ortaya koymaktadir. Ornegin, Suriye krizinde, miilteci
haklarmin korunmasi konusundaki eksiklikler ve bazi {ilkelerin bu yiikiimliiliiklerden
kacinmasi, uluslararasi miilteci rejiminin reform ihtiyacini ortaya koymaktadir. Catigmalarin i¢
savas halini almasiyla ortaya ¢ikan miilteci krizinde tlkelerin politikalarinin insan giivenligini
kapsayiciligini, bu politikalardaki benzesen ve farklilasan yonlerini ortaya koymaya
calisacaktir. Uluslararasi iliskiler ana akim teorilerinden Idealizm ve Realizm agisindan
degerlendirildiginde ise bazi iilkelerin tutumunun ve miiltecilere yonelik ¢caligmalarinin sadece
devlet giivenligini dncelemedigi ve Idealist kaygilar tasidig: ileri siiriilebilirken, basta Dogu
Avrupa tilkeleri olmak {izere AB iilkelerinin politikalarinin ise son zamanlarda Realist ilkelerle
daha uygun bir sekilde agiklanabilmektedir.Bu ¢aligsma, giivenlik anlaminda yasanan doniistimii
deger- c¢ikar kavrami ekseninde ele alirken, insan haklarimin c¢ikis noktasi olan Bati

cografyasinda yasanan degisimene de vurgu yapmay1 amaglamaktadir. Bu ¢alisma, go¢ krizini

Devleti temel aktor olarak kabul eden klasik giivenlik teorilerinin kiiresel gelismeler ve
diinyada artan insani aciya neden olan konulara yanit vermede yetersiz kalmasi ve uluslararasi
iliskilerin ilgilendigi konularin kapsaminin derinlesmesi ve genislemesi, alternatif giivenlik
teorilerine verilen 6nemin artmasina yol agmis, daha onceleri géz ardi edilen insan faktorii
caligmalara dahil edilmeye baslanmistir. Bu doniisiimle birlikte, bireylerin temel haklarini,

ihtiyaclarin1 ve refahin1 merkeze alan "insan giivenligi" kavrami gliindeme gelmistir. Birlesmis
Milletler Kalkinma Programi’nin (UNDP) 1994 Insan Kalkinma Raporu, insan giivenligini,
bireylerin korkudan ve ihtiyaclardan uzak, onurlu bir yasam slirme hakki olarak tanimlamis ve
bu yaklasimi devlet giivenligi ekseninden farkli bir noktaya tasimistir. insan giivenligi,
ekonomik istikrarsizlik, ¢cevresel bozulma, sosyal catigsmalar ve politik baskilar gibi ¢ok yonlii
tehditleri igeren kapsamli bir ¢ergeve sunmaktadir. BM, 1994 yilinda insan giivenligi raporu
yayinlayarak gilivenlik tartigmalarinda devletin tek referans nesnesi olarak goriilmesini
sorgulamigtir. Raporda insan giivenligi ekonomik giivenlik, gida giivenligi, saglik giivenligi,
cevre giivenligi, birey giivenligi, toplum giivenligi ve siyasal giivenlik olarak yedi baslikta
incelenerek giivenligin bireysel boyutuna dikkat ¢ekilmis, ayrica 2000 yilinda BM biinyesinde
Insan Giivenligi Komisyonu olusturulmustur. Insan giivenligi, miilteci krizleri ve zorunlu gog
baglaminda 6zellikle anlam kazanmaktadir. Savas, ekonomik ¢okiis, insan haklari ihlalleri ve
cevresel tehditler gibi faktorler, bireyleri yasadiklar1 yerlerden ayrilmaya zorlayan baslica

etkenlerdir.
1.insani Miidahale Kavram

Insani giivenlik, hem fiziksel hem de maddi giivenligi birlestirdigi icin genellikle “yumusak”
bir giivenlik politikas1 olarak degerlendirilir. Aslinda, bireyleri siyasi siddetten korumay1
amaclayan “sert” bir giivenlik politikasi olarak da goriilmelidir. insan giivenligi kavrami
ozellikle orta Olgekteki devletlerin kabul ettigi ve dis politikalarinda 6ne cikardigi bir
kavramdir. Insan giivenligi hayatin esas1 olan temel ozgiirliikklerin korunmasi demektir.

Raporda insan giivenligi insan hayatinin yasamsal esaslarini, insan 6zgirliiklerini ve insan
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tatminini gelistirecek sekilde korumak ile ilgili olarak tanimlanmistir. Rapora gore insan
giivenligi insan onurunu gii¢lendirir ve bireylerin ve toplumlarin hareket etme kabiliyetlerini
gelistirmeyi hedefler.(Torun, 2017:228) Insan giivenligi ¢alisanlar devlet merkezli giivenlik
anlayisina karsi insan merkezli bir giivenlik anlayisini savunurken diinyadaki pek ¢ok insan
icin en blyiik tehlikelerin ya kendi devletlerinden ya da i¢ savaslardan kaynakli olduguna
vurgu yapmaktadirlar. insan giivenligi, bireylerin yalmzca fiziksel hayatta kalmalarini degil,
ayni zamanda onurlu bir yasam siirdiirmelerini saglamak i¢in genis kapsamli bir gilivenlik
anlayisini1 benimser. Bu baglamda, miilteci ve go¢men krizlerinin ¢éziimiinde, bireylerin temel
ihtiyaclarina odaklanilmalidir. Barinma, gida, saglik hizmetleri ve egitim gibi temel hizmetlere
erisimin artirilmasi, gé¢cmenlerin insan giivenligi ihtiyaclarii karsilamada kritik bir rol

oynamaktadir.

Insan giivenligi ve go¢ krizi, giiniimiiziin en énemli kiiresel sorunlaridan biri olarak kabul
ediliyor. Bu kavramlar, bireylerin ve toplumlarin giivenligini tehdit eden gocle ilgili farkl
boyutlar1 ele alir. Go¢ krizleri, savaslar, dogal afetler, ¢evresel degisiklikler, ekonomik
esitsizlikler ve toplumsal ¢atigmalar gibi bir dizi faktdr nedeniyle milyonlarca insanin evlerini
terk etmesine yol acar. Go¢menler, genellikle yasadiklar iilkelerdeki siyasi baskilar, yasam
kosullarinin bozulmasi veya giivenlik tehditleri nedeniyle baska bolgelere go¢ etmek zorunda

kalirlar.

Insan giivenligi agisindan gog, pek ¢ok farkli tehlikeyi igerir:

-Fiziksel Giivenlik Tehditleri: Gog¢menler, transit {ilkelerdeki insan kacakeiligi, zorla

calistirma ve cinsel siddet gibi tehlikelerle kars1 karsiya kalabilir.

-Hukuki ve Sosyal Giivenlik: Go¢menlerin, geldikleri iilkelerde yasal statiileri olmadigi i¢in
saglik hizmetlerine erisimden i glivencesine kadar pek ¢ok temel haktan mahrum kalmalari

mumkundiir.

-Psikolojik Giivenlik: Go¢menler, savaslar ve travmatik deneyimlerden dolayi ciddi psikolojik
sorunlarla miicadele edebilirler. Ayrica, yerlestikleri tilkelerdeki yabanci diismanlig ve irk¢ilik

da travmalari derinlestirebilir.

-Ekonomik Giivenlik: Go¢gmenler, issizlik, diisiik ticretli islerde ¢aligma ve yoksulluk gibi

ekonomik zorluklarla kars1 karsiya kalabilir.
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Insan haklar1 ve giivenlik teorileri uzun bir tarihsel gegmise dayansa da insan faktdriiniin
analizlere dahil edilmesi daha ¢ok 90’lardan sonra normatif yaklagimlarin akademideki yerinin
artmasiyla miimkiin olmus, kapsamli bir bicimde “insan giivenligi” alaninin olugmustur. Soguk
Savas’in bitimiyle birlikte uluslararasi iligkilerde giivenlik kavrami, tehditlerin ve giivenlik
nesnesinin donilisim gecirdigi bir siire¢ yasamis, birey ve toplum gibi yeni aktorlerin giivenlik
gereksinimleri 6ne ¢ikmistir (Ovali, 20006).

Insan giivenligi, bireylerin korkudan ve ihtiyaglardan dzgiir bir sekilde, onurlu bir yasam
sirme hakkina sahip olmasimi merkeze alir. Geleneksel giivenlik anlayisinin aksine, bu
yaklagimda giivenlik, siirlarin veya devletlerin askeri savunmasindan ziyade bireylerin
fiziksel, ekonomik, sosyal ve gevresel tehditlere karsi korunmasimi amaglar. Raporda da
belirtildigi gibi, Soguk Savas doneminde giivenlik kavrami, agirlikli olarak devletlerin
savunmast ¢ercevesinde degerlendirilmis, bireylerin giinliik hayatta hissettigi giivenlik
kaygilarina ise yeterince 6nem verilmemistir.

2. Go¢ Krizi ve Miilteci Sorunlar

Gog, belli bir cografyada yasayan insanlarin veya insan topluluklarinin fiziksel olarak yer
degistirmesini ifade etmektedir. Go¢ her ne kadar sosyal bilimlerin arastirma konusu olsa da
multidisipliner bir ¢calisma alanidir. 1951 yilindaki 109 Miiltecilerin Hukuki Statiistine Dair
Cenevre Sozlesmesi geregince miiltecilik statiisii yalnizca Avrupa’da meydana gelen olaylar
sonucunda elde edilebilirken 1967°deki diizenlemeyle cografi sinirlama kaldirilmis ve taraf
devletleri tiim diinyadaki miiltecilere kars1 sorumluluk altina sokmustur. Gdogler, bireylerin
kendi istegiyle gerceklestirdigi “goniillii go¢” ya da otoriter baskilar veya dogal afetler gibi
zorlayici etkenler nedeniyle meydana gelen “zorunlu go¢” seklinde gerceklesebilir (Erol, &
Ersever, 2014). Ancak, hangi tiirde olursa olsun, gogmenler farkli boyutlarda risklerle karsi
karstya kalmaktadir. Ornegin, ekonomik giivenligin saglanamamasi, fiziksel giivenligi de
tehdit edebilir; bir go¢cmen, ekonomik c¢ikmaz nedeniyle tehlikeli kacakcilik aglarina

bagvurabilir.

Uluslararas: literatiirde farkli kelimelerle ifade edilen gd¢men, sigimmaci ve miilteci
kavramlar1 Tiirk¢e’de siklikla birbirleri yerine kullamildigindan, “immigrant- gd¢men”in
zorunlu go¢ olmaksizin daha iyi sartlar talep eden, “refugee- miilteci”nin hukuken miilteci
statlisiine sahip ve uluslararas1 hukukun sagladigi tiim haklardan faydalanabilen, asylum

seeker-siginmaci”nin ise siginma talep ettigi ililke tarafindan heniiz miiltecilik statiisii
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taninmamis kisilerin durumunu ifade etmede daha uygun oldugu ortaya koyulmustur.

Gog, insanlik tarihi kadar eski bir sosyal hareketlilik olgusudur. ilk¢aglardan itibaren
insanlar, dogal afetler, inang faktorleri, ekonomik sikintilar, savaglar ve catismalar gibi ¢esitli
sebeplerle yer degistirmistir (Kaypak, & Bimay, 2016). Ornegin, Suriye gd¢ krizi, modern
tarihin en biiyiik insani trajedilerinden biri olarak kabul edilmektedir. Suriye go¢ krizi, 2011
yilinda baslayan Suriye I¢ Savasi'nin bir sonucu olarak ortaya ¢ikmus, diinya capinda biiyiik
bir insani kriz yaratmistir. Savasin baslangicindan itibaren milyonlarca Suriye vatandasi
evlerini terk etmek zorunda kalmis ve bu siirecte kitlesel bir go¢ hareketi meydana gelmistir.
Suriye'deki siddet, baski, zorla askerlik, toplumsal ¢Okiis ve insan haklari ihlalleri gibi
nedenlerle insanlar, yagamlarini siirdiirebilmek i¢in baska tilkelere siginmak zorunda kalmistir
(Topal, 2016). Insan giivenligi baglaminda fiziksel tehditler 6ncelikli hale gelirken, temel
ihtiyaglara erisim zorlugu, ekonomik giivensizlik ve toplumsal ayrigma gibi unsurlar da bu
krizin yikic1 etkilerini artirmistir. Insan giivenliginin en ¢ok catisma ve afet durumlarinda
saglanmasinin énemi goz onilinde bulunduruldugunda, kavramin Suriye’de miilteci krizi i¢in
analiz edilmesi gerekli olmustur. Suriye gog¢ krizi, insani yardim ve giivenlik acisindan bir dizi
zorlugu beraberinde getirmistir. Savasin yani sira, Suriye'de otoriter yonetim ve insan haklari
ihlalleri, krizin diger onemli nedenlerindendir. Rejim, baskici politikalarla muhalifleri
Susturmus, toplu tutuklamalar, iskenceler ve sivillere yonelik saldirilar gerceklestirmistir. Bu
durum, yalnizca savas nedeniyle degil, ayn1 zamanda siyasi baskilar nedeniyle de milyonlarca

insanin iilkeden kagmasina neden olmustur.

Suriye go¢ krizine uluslararasi toplumun tepkisi hem insani yardim hem de politika
diizeyinde cesitli sekillerde ortaya ¢cikmistir. Birlesmis Milletler Miilteciler Yiiksek Komiserligi
(UNHCR), Suriye'deki ve cevre iilkelerdeki miiltecilere destek saglamak igin genis ¢apl
yardim programlar1 baglatmistir. Gida, barinma ve saglik hizmetleri gibi acil yardimlarin yani
sira, miltecilerin uzun vadeli ihtiyaglarina yonelik projeler de uygulanmistir. Suriye krizinde,
Tiirkiye, Liibnan ve Urdiin gibi komsu iilkeler, biiyiik miilteci akinlarina ev sahipligi yapmistir.
Insani nedenlerin yani sira cografi konum, inang ve kiiltiirel yakinlik gibi faktorler ile Tiirk

hiikiimetinin benimsedigi “ac¢ik sinir politikasi,” Tiirkiye’yi Suriyeli vatandaslar i¢in 6nemli bir

hedef iilke haline getirmistir (Duruel, 2017). Tiirkiye ile Avrupa Devletlerinin go¢ politikalar
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farkliliklar igermektedir. Insani boyutta ele aldigimizda, Avrupa Devletleri arasinda énemli
yiikselise gecen asir1 sag partilerin goc karsitligi yoniindeki tutumlart her gegen giin daha
siddetli hale gelmektedir. Avrupa Birligi, 2015’teki miilteci akininin ardindan, sinir yonetimi
ve miilteci kabul politikalarini yeniden gozden gecirmistir. Tiirkiye ise, Avrupa ile miiltecilerin
daha fazla Avrupa’ya gitmesini engellemek i¢in bir anlagma imzalamistir (Tiirkiye-AB Miilteci
anlagmasi, 2016). Bu kapsamda pek ¢ok iilke, miiltecilerin kabulii konusunda farkli politikalara

sahiptir ve bu da uluslararas1 dayanismay1 zorlagtirmaktadir.

Suriyeli miiltecilerin Tiirkiye’yi se¢cmesinde yillardir insa edilmis olan akrabalik
iliskileri, mevcut sosyal aglar veya tarihsel bellek en 6nemli ¢ekici unsur olmustur. Bireyler
veya toplumlar, sosyo kiiltiirel aglarini kurduklar1 bolgeye goc etmeye daha fazla egilimlidir.
Bu kapsamda, Suriyelilerin yeni go¢ hedefleri arasinda Tiirkiye igerisinde Istanbul, Gaziantep
ve Sanliurfa illeri 6nemli bir rol oynamaktadir. Suriyelilerin Tiirkiye’ye daha kolay uyum
saglamalarinda rol oynayan bir diger unsur ise Islam dinine olan bagliliktir. Tiirkiye,
Suriyelilerin dini ihtiyaglarini yerine getirebilmeleri i¢in gerekli destegi gdstermis, ortak uyum
programlari1 diizenlenmis ve bir¢ok vakif ve medreselerin insa edilmesinde paylasimcei bir
gorev Ustlenmistir. Suriye sinirina yakin olan illerden 6zellikle Sanlurfa ve Gaziantep’te
devlet destekli girisimler, temel egitimlerin ve tesvik programlari sosyo-kiiltiirel uyumun
pekistirilmesinde 6nemli bir islev gormiistiir. Bagbakanlik Afet ve Acil Durum Yd6netimi
Bagkanligi’nin Milli Egitim Bakanlig1i’yla birlikte ytirtittiigii farkli caligmalar ytiriitilmistiir.
Suriyelilerin yeteneklerini gelistirmesi ve yeni bolgeye sosyokiiltirel uyumlarini
saglamalarina yonelik farkli konu basliklarini iceren meslek kurslarinin agilmasi, kiiltiirel
entegrasyon glinlerinin diizenlenmesi, kiitliphanelerin insa edilmesi, ortak radyo kanalinin
acilmasi, egitimi desteklemeye yonelik kurumlarin arttirilmasi, psikolojik destegin
saglanmasia yonelik saglik kuruluslarmin kurulmasi en temel devlet destekli girisimler

arasinda yer almaktadir.

AB iilkelerinden ekonomik performans bakiminda éne ¢ikan Almanya ve Isveg gorece
daha fazla sayida Suriyeliyi kabul ederken, imkanlar1 sinirli olan bazi iilkeler yiiksek alimlar
gergeklestirememis, Ozellikle Dogu Avrupa {lkeleri ise hi¢ miilteci kabul etmek
istememiglerdir. 2015 yilinda AB iiyesi devletler uluslararasi korunmaya muhta¢ 22.500
miiltecinin boliistiiriilmesi konusunda anlagmis ve bu rakamin 8.200’{iniin yerlestirilmesi
saglanmisken, miiltecilerin Ege Denizi lizerinden Avrupa’da en cok ulastiklar1 yerlerin

basinda gelen Italya ve Yunanistan’daki 160 86 bin Suriyelinin yeniden yerlestirilmesi
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taahhiidliniin yalnizca 3 bini Avrupa {lkelerince gergeklestirilmistir(Adam, 2016: 4).
Uluslararas1 gogiin en dnemli nedenlerinden biri olarak goriilen can giivenligi ve ekonomik
sebepler (Apak, 2014, s. 67) neden olmaktan ¢ikip adeta bir sonug haline gelmistir. Suriye’de
savasin neden oldugu oOliimler, sakatliklar, temel varliklarin geride birakilmasi, 6ldiiriilme

korkusu, yoksulluk vb. bu sonuglar1 etkilemektedir.
SONUC

Gog krizlerinin yonetilmesi i¢in uluslararasi is birligi ve uzun vadeli stratejiler gereklidir.
Ulkeler aras1 anlasmalar, gd¢gmenlerin haklarini koruyan yasalarin gelistirilmesi ve gdgmenlerin
yasamlarini iyilestirmek icin insani yardimlarin saglanmasi, bu krizin ¢ézlimiinde 6nemli
adimlar olabilir. Sonug olarak, go¢ krizleri sadece bir sinir problemi degil, ayn1 zamanda kiiresel
insan giivenligine dair 6nemli bir meseledir. Hem gé¢menlerin hem de ev sahibi tilkelerin bu
siireci daha giivenli ve adil bir sekilde yonetmeleri igin birlikte ¢alismalar1 gerekmektedir. insan
giivenligi cercevesi, gogmenlerin karsilastigi sorunlarin ¢oziimiinde biitlinciil bir yaklasim
sunmaktadir. Ancak bu yaklagimin basarili bir sekilde uygulanabilmesi i¢in uluslararasi is
birligi, dayanisma ve kaynak paylasimi kritik 6nem tasimaktadir. Suriye krizinde, Tiirkiye,
Liibnan ve Urdiin gibi komsu iilkeler, miilteciler i¢in temel hizmetleri saglamaya ¢alismis ancak
kaynak yetersizligi ve uluslararasi destegin eksikligi nedeniyle ciddi zorluklarla karsilagmistir.
Krizlerin ¢6ziimiinde kisa vadeli insani yardimlar onem tasirken, siirdiiriilebilir politikalar
gelistirilmeden kalict bir iyilesme saglanamayaca@i aciktir. 2011°den beri siginmaci ve
miiltecilerin draminin siirmekte olmasi, endiseleri de siirdiirmektedir. Miilteciler 6zellikle sinir
illerini tercih ederek bir¢ok ile yayilmislardir. Uluslararasi orgiitlerin miilteci sorunlarina
yonelik ¢ézlim Onerileri bu kapsamda onemlidir. Smir giivenliginin korunmasi, kagak¢iligin
onlenmesi ve diger lilkeler ile olan bilgi paylasimi elzemdir. Giivenli ve yasal go¢ rotalarinin
olusturulmasi, miiltecilerin go¢ etme nedenlerini ele almak ve bolgesel catismalara yonelik
diplomatik girisimleri arttirmak ve ortak sorunlar karsisinda kiiresel dayanismay1 saglamak
biliylik 6nem tasimaktadir.

sorusuna yanit aramakta ve elde edilen bulgular, uluslararasi isbirliginin ve insan haklarin

temel alan politikalarin, bu krizlerin ¢dziimiinde kilit rol oynadigin1 géstermektedir.
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This study explores the formation and activities of underground Jewish organizations from the
late 19th century to the establishment of the State of Israel in 1948. These organizations
emerged as a response to anti-Semitic persecution, growing Zionist aspirations, and geopolitical
developments. Key groups such as Haganah, Irgun, Lehi (Stern Gang), and Hashomer played
pivotal roles in securing Jewish settlements, conducting armed resistance, and shaping the early
Israeli military forces. The research examines their ideological foundations, operational
strategies, and the broader political consequences of their actions. Additionally, the study
analyzes the ethical and legal dilemmas surrounding the use of violence for state-building,
considering its lasting impact on contemporary Israeli-Palestinian relations. By evaluating
historical sources and scholarly perspectives, this paper provides insight into how underground
movements influence nation-building and the security paradigms of modern states. This
research aims to answer the following questions What were the primary motivations behind the
establishment of underground Jewish organizations in Palestine? How did the strategies and
tactics of groups such as Haganah, Irgun, and Lehi evolve over time? How did these groups
contribute to the eventual establishment of the State of Israel? Whether or not if the use of
armed resistance and guerrilla tactics by these organizations was a direct response to both Arab
opposition and British restrictions on Jewish immigration and land acquisition?

1. Introduction

Ever since they were expelled from the Palestinian lands Jews were trying to find ways to
go back to their holy territories.In 1987 during Zionist Congress with the initiatives of Theodore
Herzl jews decided to establish themselves a state in Palestinian territories.(Abdurrahmanli,
2022). This ambition surfaced due to racism jews faced in Europe and ideas of enlightment also
shaped zionism (Elfarra,2023). They wanted to reach to their promised land that was mentioned
in Torah. In order to reach their goal they had to take immense measures and create armed
resistance movements. Those aims peaked with 20th century.

Before the analysis of the organizations, first of all we have to do the definiton of terrorism
because Zionsits especially during the mandate era committed to many terrorism acts. There is
not a clear consensus on the definition of terror. While terror symbolizaes terror and chaos
terrorsim gives it a political perspective. Terror is a tool that is mainly used by non state actors
in order to secure their interests in politics. To illustrate this we can give the examples of
Haganah, irgun and lehi. Those are the organizations that conducted many terror activities in
Palestine during mandate period and before the establishment of the State of Israel. Firstly
terrorism should be arranged in order to serve to a political agenda. Secondly in order to make
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the political demands come true violent actions should be conducted. Therefore terrorism is
used in order to consolidate power and using this power for causing a change (Saglam,2023).
Terror differs from ordinary crimes. Terror is used in order to establish an independent state or
in order to overthrow a government. In this case actions of Haganah, Lehi and Irgun they were
operating in order to establish a state. Terrorism also directed at a variety of audiences (Cromer,
2007). During the period of first Aliya (ascend in Hebrew) which started in 19th century there
were many problems that jewish settlers had to endure such as border disputes,rights on water
and crops and matters on private property. They would either fight or live according to the
wishes of their neighbours. Some people choose the first option and started to organize for this
aim. This is also called as the first shomrim-watchmen-After some time passed local Arab
strong man take upon the duty of protectinng the jewish settlements and they used manpower.

2. The Emergence of Zionist Armed Organizations

Second Aliyah immigrants were crititcizing the firstcommers and knew the dangers of emplying
non-Jews in matters concerning Jewish life and property. Upon this Yisrael Shohtat, Yitzhak
Ben Zvi, Zvi Becker, Israel Giladi, Yehezkiel Hankin, Yehezkiel Nisanov, and Alexander Zeid
met in Jaffa in 1907 start of 20th century and established Bar Giora which was at first founded
as a secret society. The name was based on the jewish military leader Simeon Bar Giora who
fought against Roman Empire between 66-70 Common Era. They formed this association in
order to earn the right to work,protect jewish settlements and conduct guarding activities. Their
motto was the following’There is no redemption for our nation in our home land unless eadch
of us labors with his hands and stands up himself to demand his honor and his existence.”’On
the flag the following is written ‘In blood and fire Judah fell and in blood and fire Judah will
rise.”They also had the responsibility to protect Sejera and Mesha. In 1909 they merged with
the new defense body Hashomer.

Before the establishment of Hashomer zionsits conducted operations against Ottoman
Empire under the organization of NILI (Netzah Yisrael Lo Yeshaker) (Saglam,2023). It was
founded in 1915 by Botanic expert Aaron Aaronson and it’s headquarter was in Haifa city of
Palestine (The NILI Spy Ring Jewish Defense Organizations Jewish Virtual Library, 1998).
Organization had 23 expert member and youngsters between the ages of 24 and 27 also
voluntarily participated in the affairs of the organization. At first organization mainly conducted
operations in Athlit however later on they expanded to other Palestinian and Syrian territories.
NILI spy network was undercovered in 1917. Till to this date the organization caused severe
harm to Ottoman Empire while being an ally to British Empire. Hashomer means watchmen
and it was founded in 1909 by second Aliya commers that came to Palestinian territories. It was
one of the first defense organizations that was founded during Ottoman Empire (Yahel, 2018).
They had to endure to the pogroms in Europe and they were determined that a more defensive
approach is needed. Originally it was known as Bar Giora and at first was operating on jewsih
settlements in lower Galilee region and offerred protection to jewish villages in other parts yet
they charged them with an annual fee (Hashomer Defernse Organizations Jewish Virtual
Library, 1998) They also operated in Judea Samania regions too and it’s leaders are same as
Ban Giora’s.When Jewish National Fund bought lands of Jezreel Valley Hashomer members
were tasked with protecting those territories from Arabs. Hashomer members saw themselves
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as the nucleus of jewish army. But at most times the number of members did not exceed beyond
100. The group was economically weak. First settlement was in 1913 Tel Adashim. Then in
1916 Kfar Giladi and in 1918 Tel Hai. With the establishment of Haganah in 1920 Hashomer
dissolved (Hashomer Jewish Virtual Library, 1998). Before talking about Haganah we should
also analyse the mandate period. After Ottoman Empire lost World War 1 on 24th April 1920
San Remo conference was held and Palestine was separated from Ottoman Empire.

3. The British Mandate and Jewish Armed Resistance Organizations
According to this conference Palestine would be under Great Britain admnistration. This paved
the way for the establishment of the Jewish state because Ottoman threat is nonexistent now
and jews get the support of British to some degree. During this time Winson Churchill despite
some doubts coming from London was supporting the establishment of a Jewish state after
British mandate. Churchill also declared loyalty to Balfour declaration of 1917 which was about
establishment of a national home for Jews in Palestine. This document was the evidence of
British support to Zionists. With World War One fate of Palestine changed forever because in
1917 Palestine was invaded by British and in 1920 it officially became a separate political unit.
On 24th of July 1922 Mandate Administration of British was recognized by League of Nations.
In 1923 mandate period officially started. Thought that was no easy task since many
socioeconomic porblems broke out upon this development. Due to domino effect there were
also issues in Europe too in the same aspects. Those issues led to the emergence of anti-
semitism. Accroding to the Ottoman Empire’s population data of 1878 in Palestine’s Nablus,
Jerusalem and Acre regions there is 403.000 Muslims, 43.000 Christians and 15.000 Jews. Most
of the jews were living in al Khalil, Safed and Tiberia. In 1922 in Palestine there were 590.000
Muslims and 84.000 Jews. In 1932 there were 770.000 Muslims, 181.000 Jews. Between 1933-
35 there were 134.000 jews. During the analysis of the historical process we should also
mention terrorsit organizations’ attack on Arabs that took place between 1920-1939. At first
those attacks were limited to some territories however they later on became larger scale terrorist
attacks. During this period Arabic communities were far from being united this led them to be
disorganized against jewish threat. First events took place in Jerusalem. 4 Palestinian died while
21 of them were injured. On May 1921 another Arab revolt took place in Jafa. 48 Palestiniand
died and 73 were injured. Till 1929 there were to big scale conflict between communities. At
that time Palestinians focused on restricting Jewish immigrations and trying to be organized.
With 1929 Wailing Wall incident tensions rose. In 1933 conflicts started to break out more
regularly. On 24th July 1938 Irgun bombed Haifa which led to the death of 35 Palestinians and
70 were injured. During Second World War on 30 January 1947 170 Haganah milita attacked
village of Balad al-Sheikh and killed 60 Palestinian civilian. On 22 January 1948 20
Palestinians died and not only those organizations attaked their lives but also to their property.
On 15 February 1948 Palmarch bombed Palestine villages and killed 60 Palestinians. Same day
Haganah bombed a Hotel in Jerusalem and Killed 26 Palestinian and injured 20 people. Irgun
militas dressed up as Arab forces and attacked Nasruddin Village.Between 13-14 of April out
of 90 persons they killed 50 of them. Other 40 ran away and Irgun bombed houses. On 22nd of
April 1948 Haifa was invaded and 50 Palestinians died and 200 of them were injured. 100
people who were running away were also killed. On 14th of May 148 60 Palestinians were
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killed. Those were some of the solid evidences of the terrorist attacks against Arabs meanwhile
they were also conducting operatons against British for example on 25th of February 1946 Irgun
and Stern attacked Royal Air Forces and caused 2 million pound deficit.

Haganah is a Zionist military organization and a milita that was founded in June 1920
(Haganah Britannica, 2023). In Hebrew language the word means ‘defense’. It represented
Yishuv in Palestine starting from 1920 till 1948 (Haganah Britannica, 2023). It was founded
for struggling against Arab revolts that were against Jewish immigration to Palestine
territories.Those revolts were especially a cause of concern for the Jews in 1920 and 1921.
During these years Jews also startede to understand that they can not keep being depend on
British forces for their own survival in Palestinian territories. Foreign authority can not ensure
absolute security and nationalization was needed in this field in order the secure interests. At
first it was under Histadrut (Haganah Britannica, 2023). Despite being outlawed by British
Authorities and not having adequate military equipment it managed to reach tob a certain level
of success. During the first years orgagnization had a quite loose structure and local defense
groups were conducting most of the operations in towns. However 1929 Arab riots led Haganah
restructure itself (Haganah Jewish Virtual Library, 1998). This restructuring phase of Haganah
meant many changes. First change was the size of the organization. It became larger because
many Young adults in settlements started to become a part of it and join it. Thousands of
members from cities participated in the struggle. Secondly it started to give education and
training program for members. Thirdly they managed to get military equipment flows from
Europe. Lastly they started underground weapon production. Between 1936-1939 Hanagah
matured and went from being a milita to being a military body against Arab revolts of the time.
It ensured the continuation of the Jewish settlements in Palestine. Till the end of World War 2
their actions were considered as moderate. They were correlating with the Jewish community’s
‘havlaga’(self restraint) policy. Haganah was against radicalized politics and terrorism of Irgun
Zvai Leumi and Stern. General membership was serving on part time basis. In 1941 full time
commando force the Palmach (Shock Companies) was established. Great Britain did not
recognize it yet British Security Forces cooperated with Haganah and it was seen as a civilian
milita. In 1938 Special Night Squad (SNS) was established and it was commanded by Orde
Wingate.(Haganah Jewish Virtual Library, 1998). During Arabic riots Haganah protected
around 50 jewish settlements. In 1939 Great Britain started to follow an anti-Zionist policy and
issued a white paper. Upon this Haganah continued to carry out illegal jewish settlements to
Palestine. After the Second World War British refused to support full Jewish immigariton to
Palestine, this led Haganah to become radicalized and the organization started to conduct
terrorist activities such as bombing bridges and rail lines along with using ships for arranging
illegal Jewish migrations to Palestine. Second world war led Haganah deal with many different
problems. Despite Great Britain’s approach to Palestinian question during this time jews still
joined voluntarily to British forces. Cooperation with British intelligence was ensured and
commando missions on Middle East were arranged. To illustrate better we can also give the
example of dropping of 32 jewish parachutists between 1943 and 1944 behind enemy lines in
Balkans, Hungary and Slovakia. During the course of war Haganah strenghtened it’s struggle
for independence. Youth of the country was trained well. In 1941 Palmach first ogranised
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section of Haganah was established. At the end of the war Great Britain’s anti-Zionist policies
still continued. This led Haganah to carry out an open war of independence or a national struggle
against the British Mandate. They came up with an unified organized jewwish movement. It’s
braches were consisted of Haganah, Irgun Zevei Leumi-Etzel and Lohamei Herut Yisrael also
known as Lehi (Haganah Jewish Virtual Library, 1998). They sabotaged British railways
throught Palestine on Night of Railways. Haganah not only operated in Palestinian territories
but also conducted operations across borders. It’s branches were in different countries all
around the world such as United States of America, Poland, Germany, Italy, France and
Morocco. In US Haganah'’s activities attracted the attention of FBI due to concerns on violation
of US’ laws. Newcommer immigrants that came from North America, Western Europe and
South Africa were trained. Haganah’s presence was also felt in Jewish displaced person camps
throught Europe. In addition to this Holocaust survivors were also recruited. lllegal immigariton
was organized by Haganah’s branch that was called as Mossad L’aliyah Bet. Palmarch’s marine
branch Palyam had the resopnsiblitiy on the sailing of the ships. Between 1945-1948 66 ships
that were carrying 70.000 immigrants sailed to Palestinian territories. Haganah also purchased
large amount of arms from US, Western European states and Czechoslovakia. They also
founded a weaponry industry labelled as TAAS. On the eve of independence TAAS owned 46
factories manufacturing submachine guns, mortars, grenades, bullets and explosives. In the
spring of 1947 David Ben Gurion himself directed general policies of Haganah in order to be
prepared for future Arab attacks. After UN Partition Plan in 1947 Haganah became the formal
and official defense force of the jewish community. It struggled against British forces and
gained remarkable success against Arabs. In 1948 with creation of the Israeli state Haganah
controlled Israeli territories along with sone of the areas that were left to Arabs such as Akko
(Acre) and Yafo (Jaffa). Provisional government of Israel ordered on 31st of May 1948 the
dissolvement of Haganah as a private organization and labelled it as the national army of the
state.They became Israeli armed services Tzva Haganah le-Yisra'el. Between 1920 and April
1949 5151 members of Haganah were killed and 3952 of the died during the 1948 first Arab-
Israeli War. David Ben Gurion on Haganah said that ‘With the establishment of state of Israel
the Haganah emerged from the underground to become a regular army. Both The Yishuv and
the Jewish people are greatly indebted to Haganah for it’s contribution during the various phases
of existence and development. In the chronicles of peoples of Israel the saga of Haganah will
shine with splendor and majesty that will eternally never dim.’

Palmarch also known as Pelugot Hammahatz which means striking force was a part of
Haganah On May 19 1941 because of the threat of German invasion of Palestine (Palmarch
Jewish Defense Organizations, 1998). It had 9 assault compaines with 2000 men and women.
Three of them were located in northern Galilee, two in central Galilee and other two in Southern
Galilee. One of them was in Jerusalem. Similar to the Kibbutz movement of Labor zionists
Palmarch also paid attention to values such as mutual responsibliy, assistance, sacrifice and
contribution to greater good (Palmarch Jewish Virtual Library, 1998). They had both
agricultural and military responsibllities. They were also trying to create Sabra also known as
New Jew who is self sufficient in an egalitarian society. They launched pre-emptive strikes on
Syria and Lebannon. Their members were skilled in Arabic language. After British ordered the
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dissolvement of the organization they went underground in 1942. After Lord Moyne’s
asassination they were under command of Shimon Avidan and during this time hunting season
was continuing. They cooperated with British against Irgun and Lehi. However on October 1st
1945 David Ben Gurion wanted all Jewish organizaitons to unite against British in order to
form an united Jewish resistance movement. On October 10 1945 they freed 208 illegal
immigrants.Operaation was consucted with the leadership of Yitzhak Rabin. In november 1945
attack on railroads and sinking of Great Britain ships were evident. Along with damaging police
posts, coast guard statins, radar installations and airfields. In June 1946 they caused the
exposion of 10 bridges that connected Palestine to it’s neighbours only one of the briges
remained. In retalliation British forces arrested members of jewish agency on June 29 1946. It
was called as the Black Saturday. They halted operations. But Irgun and Stern continued. Some
of the operations conducted by Palmach are the following; resupplying Gush Etzion on January
15 1948, in April operation Nachson and Yiftach. During the First Arab Israeli War they played
a role and Palmarch division was called as the tip of the spear. It’s last independent operation
was Altalena Affair which was conducted against Irgun. On November 7 1948 Ben Gurion
ordered the disbandment of Palmarch and then it was included in the newly formed Israeli
Defence Forces under three bridgaes named as Negev, Yiftach, Harel. Negev fought against
Egyptians along with Yiftach yet Yiftach was later on moved to the north and Hael was in
Jerusalem. Some of the significant names of Palmarch were Ytizzhak Rabin, Yigal Alon, Moshe
Dayan, Haim Bar Lev, Uzi Narkiss and Ezer Weizmann. Palmarch also consisted of German
fighters and they displayed heroism (Wendtorf, 2020).

4. Radical Armed Organizations and Acts of Terrorism
Irgun Zavai Leumi which means National Military Organization was an underground Right
wing Jewish movement which was founded in 1931 by former members of Haganah (Irgun
Britannica, 2023). They did this due to opposing to the defense charter of the Haganah. Irgun
was against restraint of Haganah and kept continuing armed resistence despite condemnation
coming from Jewish Agency. British authorities arrested many of the organizaiton members
and one of them Sholomo Ben Yosef was hanged for shooting an Arab bus. According to
Avraham Stern, Great Britain is a much more bigger enemy than Arabs. Primary obstacle to
Jewish independence is facilitated by British according to his perception.With David Raziel he
complied a manual on the use of revolver. In 1933 he wrote a poem called anonymous soldiers
which later become the anthem of Irgun.(Irgun Jewish Virtual Library, 1998). In 1934 Irgun
send Stern to missions on Poland and other countries in order to buy weapons and ship them to
Palestine. In 1935 he obtained first two Finnish submachine guns.Others were carried in
suitcases. Stern concluded and agreement with Polish government in 1938 about accelerating
arms acquisitions. Weopns were transferred to Irgun warehouses by Polish forces and then
shipped to Palestine. Stern acquired money and recruited men along with landing immigrants
to Israeli shores. In April 1937 during Arab revolts half of the organization’s members left in
order to go to Haganah. Rest formed a new structure. Vladimir Jabotinsky was seen as their
leader. On March 15 1939 Irgun radio network Kol Tzion HaLokhemet (Voice of Fighting
Zion) began news broadcasting and propaganda. At first non-socialist Jews supported it, in 1936
it became a tool of revisionist party. They wanted to establish a Jewish state on both sides of
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Jordan River and they were arguing about the need on use of force when it is necessary. They
conducted terrorism and assassination attacks against British forces. They were seeing Great
Britain as an illegal occupier along with having a violent anti-Arab vision. After British White
Paper on Palestine that was issued in 1939 that was limiting jewish immigration ot Palestine
they conducted illegal jewish settlements.(Irgun Jewish Virtual Library, 1998). Upon this
Britain executed Irgun members, in retalliation Irgun Killed British army hostages. On
September 5 1939 Raziel was arrested by British forces along with high command members of
Irgun and Stern. Raziel was released in October and during the war in 1940 cooperated with
British forces and a ceasefire athmosphere was evident between two sides. Stern opposed this
and formed a more radicalized structure called Lehi. In 1943 Menachem Begin became the
leader of Irgun. In February 1944 group declared war against British administration in
Palestinian territories. It attacked and blew up government offices, millitary installations and
police stations. Hunting Season was started by Haganah and Jewish Agency against Irgun.lrgun
joined Jewish Resistance movement and disintegrated in 1946 yet still attackes towards British
continued. On June 1946 British forces invaded Jewish agency which led Irgun to target King
David Hotel. 91 people were killed 15 of them were jews and 45 was injured. This hotel had a
controversial place in history because it was not an ordinary hotel it was also among British
headquarters in Palestine (Hoffmann, 2020). Members of the Irgun were daring and well-
disciplined. They captured Acre prison and captured large portions of Jaffa City. On July 22,
1946 Irgun blew up a wing of the King David Hotel in Jerusalem and killed 91 soldiers and
civilians that have different ethnic backgrounds such as Brtitish, Jewish and Arab. In 1947 four
Irgun members were hanged in Acre prison. On April 9, 1947 Irgun commandoes raided Deir
Yassin villages killing around 100 villagers (Irgun Britannica, 2023). On May 4th of the same
year Irgun planned an operation and made 41 prisoners escape. In June 1947 they hanged British
sergeants. Establishment of Israel was broadcasted through Irgun’s media organ. Israeli cabinet
issued an ultimatum on irgun to dedeicate their loyalty to IDF or else they would be forced to
do so. Upon this, it was integrated to the new army of Israel. David Ben Gurion was seeing
operations of Irgun as a threat this led to the emergence of the problem of Altalena ship. Irgun
members died during this affair. Gurion also ordered the arrest of 200 1rgun members but they
were released after a couple of weeks. However five major names Moshe Hason, Eliyahu
Lankin, Yaakov Meridor, Bezalel Amitzur and Hillel Kook.They were under custody for two
months. After the establishment of Israel in 1948 last unit of Irgun disbanded and dedicated
thier loyalty to Israel Defence Forces. Politically it was the precursor of Herdut which later
merged with liberals into Gahal Party. Irgun’s organizaitonal structure was also an example to
the Palestinian Liberation Organization (PLO). Irgun also conducted Psychological warfare
against British. Another point that is worh menioning is also how operations of Irgun were often
topics of newspapers. Especially Menachem Begin emphasized on this. Irgun was more
radicalized verison of Haganah and we can see this radicalism in their expansionsit views. For
instance they also wanted to conqueer territories of Jordan.

5. World War Il and Jewish Resistance
Jewish Brigade group was the only jewish military organization that served in British army
during second world war.(Jewish Brigade Group Jewish Virtual Library, 1998). It was the only
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unit that participated openly in the struggle against Nazi Germany and they openly sided with
allied forces. Here Chaim Weizmann’s influence can be seen. He wrote a letter to Winston
Churchill in 1944 regarding the issue. Churchill was more receptive than Neville Chamberlain.
Chamberlain was concerned about an all-jew brigade bacuase it would strenghten the Jewish
national independence demands which would threaten to the British interests in Palestinian
territories. Plus it would contradict with British White paper that was released in 1939. However
zionists emerged as victorious when it cones to this demand. On September 20 1944 British
agreed on a reinforced Brigade that would be trained and then would join to the forces. It was
composed of three infantry battalions a field artillery regiment other service and auxillary units.
They were consisted of North Africa war vetereans and Palestinian Jews. Ernest Frank
Benjamin who was a Candian Jew was the commander. Battalion commanders were mostly
consisted of British meanwhile company commanders were jewish.(Jewish Brigade Group
Jewish Virtual Library, 1998). Even refugees and illegal migrants joined birgade which led to
the 5000 soldier’s existence in the structure. Firstly they were trianed in Egypt but then they
weree moved to Italy and united with eight army and continued like this till February 1945.
They fought with German parachute division on Seni River. During this affair 30 soldiers were
killed and 70 of them were wounded. In May 1945 in Northern Italy they encountered Holocaust
survivors and displaced people and they introduced zionism ot them. They kept connections
with authorities while attending to refugees. They even gave them primary education and
provided clothes along smuggling them to Palestinian territories. They operated in countries
like Holland, Poland, Czechoslovakia and Belgium. Due to tensions between Yishuv and
British in 1946 they wanted to disband the organization. Members went back to Palestine. Apart
from fighting against Nazis they also participated in attending to the needs of Jewish survivors
through Europe and founding the nucleus of Israeli Defense Forces. Important names of the
organization are Mordechai Makleff and haim Laskov. During Israel’s War of Independece
skills learned from British were used and the organization was deemed as the hope of jewish
existence in land of Eretz Yisrael. Jewish Legion was consisted of volunteers during world war
one and cooperated with British against Ottoman Empire.However at first Ben Gurion and Ben-
Zvi talked with Ottoman commander in Jerusalem in order to establish a jewish legion upon
Ottoman’s entrance into the war with siding with central powers.(Jewish Legion Jewish Virtual
Library, 1998). At first 40 Jews started to the trianing however Jamal Pasha persecuted Zionists.
Many of them were imprisoned and some were deported. VIadimir Jabotinsky followed a much
more different approach and argued that for the liberation of Eretz Yisrael jews should side
with allies and fight against Ottomans. Joseph Trumpeldor approved this. Then 500 people were
enlisted. However later on due to issues it did not last long. Yet we can still talk about the
existence of Zion Mule Corps which was consisted of 650 members. 562 members were send
to Gallipoli.General lan Hamilton greatly appreciated the corps.(Jewish Legion Jewish Virtual
Library, 1998). Despite hardworking nature of the recruits most of them joined in order to
escape from refugee camps gruelling atmosphere there were clashes between russian ashkenazi
jews and sephardims. In early 1916 they fully disbanded upon the failure of Gallipoli.
Jabotinsky efforts continued despite hardships. For instance he operated in London yet he failed
in most of the zionist circles however he managed to get the support of Chaim Weizmann.Meir
Grossman,Jacob Landau,Joseph Cowen, Montagu Eder were also among names that gave him
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assistance.They worked on the establishment of a legion. However Russian Jews were seen as
freeloaders by British and it was leading to some disagreements between sides. Royal Fussiliers
emerged in a situation like this. They operated in Jordan Valley. They won victory.Palestinian
Volunteers were also trying to enlist against Ottomans. Despite some of them being Ottoman
subjects they still volunteered to this. American volunteers started this recruitment in 1917,
after publication of Balfour Declaration. However there were some issues for example boys
under the age of 21 applied with telling their age wrong which was illegal. Po’alei Zion Party
was one of the primary organs. First group left New York and went to training for Canada.
Desipte all the efforts they managed to reach to the Palestine when the war ended. Stern Gang
also known as Lehi Lohamie Heirut Yisra’el Fighters for the Freedom of Israel was an extremist
Zionist organizaiton in Palestine (Stern Britannica, 2023). The orgnaizaiton was also known as
the most unrestrained terrorist organization of the modern era.We should also mention Porshim
which means seperatists in Hebrew and Stern Gang was consisted of them. Lehi is the most
extremist Posrhim. It was founded by Avraham Yair Stern in 1940 after seperating itself from
it’s right wing underground group Irgun. Yair was his nom de guerre. Stern was influenced by
19th century anarchist revolts, figures like Garribaldi and Mazzini, radical right wing European
conservatism, People’s Will anarchists in Russia, IRA, and 1919-1921 Irish rebellion (Shpiro,
2013). National and messianic Jewish terrorism was their ideology. Stern also believed that
everyboy should be a fighter regardless of their profession and instead of training he was more
skilled in ideological framework.In one peom stern wrote “Blessed be the duality in life worker
and soldier merchant and soldier clerk and soldier pupil and soldier religious student and soldier
everybody is a soldier. In a different poem titled “Hallelujah” Stern paints the armed struggle
in religious almost messianic terms “Hallelujah with machine guns the lord is a man of war.
Hallelujah with battle and bomb Hallelujah with riffle and grenade Hallelujah to the ruler of
Zion (Shpiro, 2013).This also paved the way for future Jewish attacks. Stern was the first figure
that had a comprehensive vision on political violence in order to achieve the messianic
aspirations of the jewish community. In order to have the national independence radicalism is
needed and self defense is not enough. The reasons behind this are like the following firstly
they refused to be a part of British army secondly struggle against British should continue
despite Nazi Germany, thridly they wanted to collaborate with anyone that is against
British.Stern operated between the years 1940 and 1948. Before organization was named as
Stern it was caled as 1rgun zevai leummi b’yisrael. Lehi rejected authorty of Yishuv’s elected
institutions and worldwide zionist movement and organized in small underground cells.
Anonymous soldiers anthem was also used by lehi. It had maximalist goals such as conqueering
and liberating Eretz Yisrael. They declared war against British Empire and demanded complete
British withdrawal from Palestinian territories. They wanted to establish a jewish kingdom from
Euphrates to Nile. In 1941 they declared their program it was done my threir official organ
Bamahteret and the program’s principles were called as ‘The Principles of
Renaissance’.Ideological and political ties were determined through this manifesto. According
to this jewish people are unique people their homeland is Eretz Yisrael and it’s borders were
determined in accordance with Torah. Israel took Eretz Yisrael through sword so it became a
nation. Redemption of Land,Re-establishment of the Kingdom and Rebirth of the nation are
crucial.In the era of conquest and war their tasks was like the following. Educating people on
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loving freedom,encouraging loyalty to eternal possessions, unifying people under the flag of
Hebrew freedom movement, concluding pacts, direct assistance, tempering and glorifying
fighting force in Homeland and Diaspora, constant war against ones that are obstacles to
destiny, conqueering homeland and taking it away from the hands of the invaders.Their tasks
in the era of sovereignty and redemption are like the following. Renewing Hebrew sovereignty
over redeemed land, setting up a social order that is in accordance with Jewish morality and
prophetic justice, rebuilding ruins, prepaing for immigration,ensuring fruitful multiplation of
millions, solving population exchange problem,gathering of exiles in Eretz Yisrael, glorifying
Jews in military, political, cultural and economic fields in order to be a power in Eastern
Mediterranean shores, reviving Hebrew language as national tongue,renewing historical and
spiritual identity of Israel, building a 3rd temple as the symbol of complete
redemption.(Lohamei Heirut Yisrael Jewish Virtual Library, 1998). Despite all these ambitions
means were limited. At most it had few hundered fighters, arms stores were meager. Disparity
determined method of Lehi’s fighting they planned bold and extremist acts. They were open to
funding. Due to radicalization they were condemned by Yishuv. Lehi had an intelligence
department called vav. It planned military operatinons. Those tasked with info-gathering were
engaged in survelliance and telephone tapping. Some members workede undercover with
British administration.They also conducted a propaganda campagin they drew posters and
arranged radio broadcasts.This was voice of fighting zion which started airing in 1941.They
broadcasted twice weekly till 1948. However during this period in 1946 station had to give
break because British authorities arrested their members and staff. Before his death Stern also
participated in the radio’s programmes with reading scrpits on Lehi’s objectives and anti-British
sentiment. He also wrote on these matters. Lehi also published Hechazit a paper of
revolutionary thought weekly Hama’as which reported on military issues, and daily newspaper
Mivrak.(Lehi Jewish Virtual Library, 1998). They published writings in order to educate the
public about matters, ideology and technological issues are discussed along with weaponry and
art of war. With printing activities the increased their share on the amounts of newspapers,
pamphlets and posters. They were in dire need of weapons. Before the second world war they
managed to buy some from Poland but most of them were stolen due to British forces. Technical
section managed to produce much needed weaponry. They especailly worked on
dynamites,mines and detonators. They even succeeded in manufacturing submachine guns.
Members were always harmed due to orders from above. Because of this they had to endure
trials for 30 times. They were faced with strict penalties such as life long imprisonment and
death penalties. Yet some members refused to recgonize judges’ right to judge to try them.
Despite the disobedience against authoritiy their approach gained support and piqued the
interest of public. What is worth mentioning about Stern is it’s connection with Nazi Germany.
In 1941 Palestinian jews had no idea about the final solution of the Nazi Germany, They had
no idea about the jewish struggle in Europe especially under fascist regimes. Stern negotiatied
wth Germans on issues such as jewish immigration to Palestine. Naftali Lubinchik was send to
Beirut in order to meet with a German Ministery of Foreign Affairs officier.Lubinchik said to
Germans that in order to solve the jewish question jews should be send to Palestine then they
would form a military force and fight against British. Germans were not so much keen on this
idea. However Stern did not give up and this time send Nathan Yellin Moore to Syria to try to
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meet with Germans. He was arrested and prisoned which ended the talks between nazis and
Stern. He was also later caught by British and again went through imprisonment and was exiled
to Africa where he died of an illness. In 1941 Stern summonned Yosef Broshi and gave him
sealed envelopes and documents that were about Irgun activities due to British closing in.The
were put into a milk can and was burried in Dizengoff street in Tel Aviv. In 1958 the can was
opened and Jabotinsky, David Raziel and Stern’s letters were found. 1942 was the peak of
British Stern conflict. This led Stern to always be on guard due to British constantly
arrewsting,imprisoning and killing members. On February 12 1942 Stern was captured by C.I1.D
in Tel Aviv and while he was handcuffed he was shot by British detectives. Upon this Lehi was
face to face with a new challenge which is the problem of Leadership. Since their leader died
and most of the authorities were arrested they were almost on the brink of the disintegration
only ones who managed to escape from prisons arranged some small groups. Considerable
names are Yitzhak Shamir, Nathan Yellin-Mor, Israel Eldad Scheib. Organization’s modus
operendi was terrorism and their goal was to implement immense suffering and pain on British
soldiers.Till the end of the mandate they operated despite high costs. Another important event
that took place was the Assassination of Lord Moyne. In November 1944 Eliahu Hakim and
Eliyahu Bet-Zuri were tasked to assassinate Lord Moyne who was the British Minister of
Middle East and he was in Cairo (Lehi Jewish Virtual Library, 1998). According to Lehi this
was a golden opportunity to show how they are against all forms of British mandate. He was
their target because Moyne was an anti-semitist (Yitzhak, 2016). They ambushed his veichle
that was outside of his home in Shaariya Gabalia Street in the exclusive residential district of
Zamalek. Events took place at 4. Hakim was the one who opened the door and shot him 3 times.
Bet Zuri killed the driver that tried to save him. An Egyptian policemen saw the duo and arrested
them then they were eventually hanged due to their crime on march 23 1945 in Cairo. In July
1945 Irgun and Lehi coalition on fight against British was established. In November Lehi also
joined Haganah and Irgun on Hebrew resistance movements. Sabotages and acts for securing
the funds were conducted. Lehi’s biggest act was bombing of Haifa railroad in June 1946. 11
fighters died during this operation. Hebrew resistance movement which was active for 9 months
ended with Irgun’s bombing of King David Hotel but Lehi continued it’s activities till the end
of the mandate and establishment of the state of Israel in 1948. On April 26 1947 Lehi installed
explosives at the British Police Station in Sarona and killed four police. They kept conducting
operations in Jerusalem in order to not to accept Partition plan and Jerusalem’s
internationalization. A witch hunt was done by British. Even teens were Killed or judged. Lehi
also conducted many operations abroad such as sending Ya’acov Heruti to London in 19447 in
order to assassinate foreign secretary Ernest Bevin. However this was cancelled by Nathan
Friedman Yellin because British was withdrawing from Palestine and there was no need or
relevancy of the operation. On March 17, 1947 Moshe Barazani was sentenced to death because
he had grenades in his possession. Mein Feinstein also had death sentence. However before the
capital punishment day they committed suicide. Lehi’s historical background mostly consisted
of escapes from prisons for instance from places like Mezra, Latrun, Jerusalem, Acre, Athlit in
Palestine or exile areas like Eritrea, Sudan and Kenya. On Agusut 16,1942 Shamir and Eliyahu
escaped from prison in Mezra.On May 4 1947 Irgun attacked the prison in Acre and 11 Irgun
members escaped yet two of them died.Case of Geula Cohen is a remarkable one. She was the
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radio boradcaster of Lehi. During a broadcast she was arrested and send to Bethelem women’s
prison. However she decided to escape. She got help from other prisoners and tried to escape
however it was a futile attempt because she was noticed by guards and one of them shot her
from her thigh which failed her. But she was determined because after her solidary confinement
she managed to escape (Lehi Jewish Virtual Library, 1998).

6. The Establishment of Israel and the Integration of Jewish Armed Organizations
In 1947 after UN partition plan Lehi attacked both British and Arabs.On 29 February 1948 Lehi
bombed train cars that were going from Cairo Haifa line carrying British soldiers. 27 soldiers
died meanwhile 35 of them were injured. Attack was a retalliation to Ben Yehuda Street
bombing. The attack was conducted by the cooperation of British and Arab forces. 58 Jewish
civilians were killed during the event. The reason why he was the target was due to the reason
that he was pro Arab and he was opposing to 1sraeli establishment and antisemitisitc ideology
of him.Another target was Genergal Evelyn Barker and Major Roy Farran who tortured and
killed a Lehi fighter in Jerusalem (Lehi Jewish Virtual Library, 1998).0n April 9 1948 Lehi
also played a part in Deir Yassin Massacre.They even cooperated with Axis powers. British
killed him in 1942 and many of the leaders were arrested. Group also operated on foreign
territories too. They were also responsible from the assassination of the British minister of
Middle East Lord Moyne that took place in Cairo on november 1944. Stern was targetting
airfileds, railways and strategic olcations across Palestine. Despite the success they had to
endure to big sacrifices such as large scale loss of life and sources. After the independence of
Israel some of it’s forces joined IDF. However Lehi members who joined to IDF were seen as
traitors. For example Yehuda Levy was executed because of a proposal on Lehi surrendering
it’s weapons to IDF.For sometime for the independence of Jerusalem they fought
independently. For instace they tried to capture old city from Jordan however it failed. On
September 1948 Lehi was suspected from the assassination of UN mediator Count Folke
Bernadotte in Jerusalem. Upon this Israel closed down organization’s structures in Jerusalem
and banned Hamivrak. Lehi leaders Nathan Yellin-Mor and Mattityahu Schmuelevitz were
sentenced to long prison terms by military court but later they wee released. The time when
they were released Lehi no longer operated nor existed. During post wer period Lehi leaders
followed different paths. For instance Yitzhak Shamir was recruited by Mossad then entered
into politics and became Prime Minister of Israel.Nathan Friedman Yellin ran in the elections
to the first knesset in 1949 on Fighters (Lohamim) that was made of of Lehi members. He was
the only elected member. He leaned towards far left. Later he quit politics. Israel Eldad choose
the ideology of far right. Despite not gaining a seat he was one of the founders of the Greater
Israel movement. In 1952 Heruti came up with a new underground organization movement
called as Malchut Yisrael (Lehi Jewish Virtual Library, 1998). Shimon Bachar was also a part
of it. They used means of violence for exagmple they attacked Arab forces near Damascus Gate
and in 1953 tried to blow up Soviet legation in Tel Aviv to protest persecution of Soviet Jews
during Doctors’ Plot. Heruti got a 10 year imprisonment punishment but he was released. In
1957 he was suspected of murder of Rudlof Kastzner. David Ben Gurion most of the time
addressed Lehi members as traitors that are hard to deeal with.For instance some irgun and lehi
members names were given to streets however they were located in bad places. However after
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some time especially with Menachem Begin’s election in 1977 they started to be more accepted.
Meetings were help in memory of Avraham Stern and a museum was created. Unlike irgun
stern had no affiliation with a political party.Lehi also worked on sabotaging British economic
intersts because oil was crucial for Great Britain and they used this as an opportunity to attack
fields. Stern not only tried to cooperate with Germany but also even tied to strenghten ties with
Italy against Great Britain. Notrim was a jewish paramilitary organization that was founded in
1936 in order to protect jewish settlement before the establishment of the state of Israel (Notrim
Jewish Virtual Library, 1998). It was the nucleus of Israel IDF military police. 1936 Arab revolt
led both British and Jews increase their level of armement (Notrim, Jewish Virtual Library,
1998). British mandate law alloweed Jews to form a localized police force. It had two sections
one was Supernumerary police and the other one was highly moblie settlement police. It
members mostly consisted of members of Haganah. However unlike Haganah and Irgun notrim
was legal under British law. They had equipment .Plus organization helped training activities
of Haganah and prepared a legal basis for some of the actions of the Haganah. Till the end of
the mandate period they got financial and military help from British authorities (Notrim Jewish
Virtual Library). Despite knowing that notrim was a sub-branch of Haganah.In 1937 Notrim
was given the power to increase it’s capabilities because due to the weakening position of Great
Britain British forces no longer managed to protect Jewish villages Notrim gained the
opportunity to do so. It became a part of British Palestine force. First section of Notrim’s
members went from 6.000 to 14.000 in time. At the end of 1940s second section had around
15.000 members. It had 10 battalions and operated in all parts of Palestinian territories. They
had armored cars and can be found around settlements. During Second World War they were a
part of jewish brigade group and continued as an integrated part of bigger organizations. Lastly
we shuld also mention about some of the names that were Killed by British authorities these are
Moshe Barazani, Meir Feinstein, Meir Nakar, Mordehai Elkachi, Eliyahu Beit-Zuri, Eliahu
Hakim,Dov Gruner, Jechiel Dov-Drezner, Eliezher Kashani, Mordechai Schwartz, Schlomo
Ben-Yosef, Naaman Belkind, Joseph Liskansy. To conclude the paper as the last words we can
summarize with saying that after 1897 Zionist congress jewish political ambitions were
established. Later on immigration increased and security needs rose. At first British were trusted
but in time this changed.

7. Conclusion
To sum up this paper it can be said that, at first small scale jewish underground terrorist
organizations were established. Hagnah, Irgun and Stern emerged due to these conditions. Their
primary aims were to protect jewish immigrations, lives, property, conduct attacks against Arab
and British forces, build new settlements and establish a jewish state. Those organizations
targeted larger group Arabs and without any resentment slaughtered women, men, children,
elderly and disabled. Villages, towns, cities etc. Nowhere was safe for Muslims. After the
establishment of Israel in 1948 most of the armed forces and especially Haganah joined Israeli
Defense Forces.Those organizations legacies still continue today as Israel Defense Forces still
violates Universal Declaration of Human Rights’(1948) and international law. War crimes,
ethnic cleansing, genocide, blockades, cutting humanitarian relief are unfortunately remains as
shameful acts that taint history and even today especially after 7 October attacks Israel targetted
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civilians with bombing hospitals and made air,naval and land blockade of Gaza unbearable.
Those acts show Israel as a Terrorist State however the decisionmakers are just continuing the
tradition they were used to for the last 75 years which can not justify their actions. All we can
say in the light of those evidence is that history repeats itself in aspects of barbarism and wars
do not determine who is right they only determines who is left.
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ABSTRACT

The governments of Afghanistan have been in ongoing conflict with the Taliban for many years.
The Taliban regime, which ruled Afghanistan between 1996 and 2001, was overthrown as a
result of the U.S. intervention following the September 11, 2001, attacks, after which
Afghanistan entered a new period of governance supported by the international community.
However, during this period, the Taliban regained power, and political instability in the country
deepened. Despite the U.S. military presence in Afghanistan, conflicts between the Taliban and
the Afghan government persisted, and no lasting political solution was reached during nearly
two decades of war. Comprehensive peace negotiations between the Afghan government and
the Taliban, supported by international mediation, sought to establish a framework for a
political settlement. However, these negotiations failed due to deep differences of opinion
between the parties, a lack of trust, and shifting power dynamics on the ground.

This study analyzes the peace process in Afghanistan involving the U.S., the Taliban, and the
Afghan government within the framework of I. William Zartman’s ripeness theory. This study
evaluates the motivations of the parties to engage in the peace process that ultimately resulted
in the Taliban’s seizure of power in Afghanistan, the breaking points in the negotiation process,
and whether the conditions were ripe enough in terms of ripeness theory. The study concludes
that the peace process in Afghanistan failed due to the Taliban’s perception of negotiation as a
mere tool to consolidate its military gains, the fragile political structure of the Afghan
government, and the limited influence of the U.S. It also observes that third-party mediation
efforts failed to achieve an effective solution, as they were shaped by the national interests of
the actors involved. In the context of ripeness theory, the study reveals that the peace process
in Afghanistan ultimately ended in failure because the parties did not perceive themselves as
being in a deadlock, and the negotiation process failed to establish a sustainable foundation for
reconciliation.

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AFGAN BARIS SURECININ OLGUNLASMA TEORISI CERCEVESINDE ANALIZi

OZET

Afganistan’daki iktidarlar, uzun yillar boyunca Taliban ile siiregelen bir ¢atisma iginde
olmustur. Ozellikle 1996-2001 yillar1 arasinda Afganistan’1 yoneten Taliban rejimi, ABD’nin
11 Eyliil 2001 saldirilarinin ardindan baslattigi miidahale sonucunda devrilmis ve Afganistan,
uluslararasi toplum tarafindan desteklenen yeni bir yonetim siirecine girmistir. Ancak Taliban
bu donemde yeniden giic kazanmis ve iilkede siyasi istikrarsizlik giderek derinlesmistir.
ABD’nin Afganistan’daki askeri varligina ragmen Taliban ile Afgan hiikiimeti arasindaki
catigsmalar devam etmis ve yaklasik yirmi yil siiren savas boyunca taraflar arasinda kalici bir
siyasi ¢Oziim saglanamamistir. Afgan hiikiimeti ile Taliban arasindaki kapsamli baris
miizakereleri, uluslararasi arabuluculugun da destegiyle siyasi bir ¢dziime ulasmak amaciyla
bir miizakere ¢ercevesi olusturulmaya calisilmistir. Buna karsin taraflar arasindaki derin goriis
ayriliklari, giiven eksikligi ve sahadaki degisken giic dengeleri nedeniyle miizakereler
basarisizlikla sonu¢lanmistir.

Bu calisma, ABD, Taliban ve Afgan hiikiimetini iceren Afganistan’daki baris siirecini, L.
William Zartman’in “Olgunlasma” Teorisi ¢cer¢evesinde analiz etmektedir. Calisma, Taliban’in
Afganistan’da iktidar ele gegirmesiyle sonuglanan baris slirecinde taraflarin bir araya gelme
motivasyonlarini, miizakere siirecindeki kirilma noktalarin1 ve siirecin Olgunlasma Teorisi
acisindan yeterince olgunlasip olgunlagsmadigini degerlendirmektedir. Calismada Taliban’in
sahadaki askeri kazanimlar1 nedeniyle miizakereyi bir ara¢ olarak gérmesi, Afgan hiikiimetinin
kirilgan siyasi yapist ve ABD’nin etkisinin smirli kalmasi nedeniyle Afganistan’daki barig
siirecinin  basarisiz  oldugu sonuglarma ulasilmistir. Ucgiincii  taraflarm  arabuluculuk
girisimlerinin, taraflarin ulusal ¢ikarlar1 dogrultusunda sekillenmesi nedeniyle etkin bir ¢ozlime
ulasamadigi gézlemlenmistir. Calisma, Olgunlagma Teorisi baglaminda, Afganistan’daki barig
slirecinin, taraflarin ¢ikmazda olduklari hissini yeterince tasimamalarit ve miizakere siirecinin
stirdiirtilebilir bir uzlasma zemini yaratamamasi nedeniyle basarisizlikla sonuglandigini ortaya
koymaktadir.

1. INTRODUCTION

Armed conflicts are sui generis in nature and involve complex dynamics. Each conflict has a
unique character, shaped by the political, historical, social, and economic dynamics of the
parties involved (Yilmaz, 2024: 18). Therefore, it is often not possible to resolve every conflict
with a uniform approach. Generic solutions that overlook the distinct characteristics of each
conflict fail to address the root causes of the problem and are unlikely to establish a lasting
peace. For this reason, the unique dynamics of each conflict should be analyzed in detail, and
specific solution strategies should be developed with contextual differences in mind.
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Hopes for peace in Afghanistan have largely been tied to the necessity of a power-sharing
arrangement. However, deep-seated animosity and mutual distrust between the Kabul
administration and the Taliban have obstructed any meaningful power-sharing efforts. Over the
years, this impasse has steadily diminished the prospects for peace. The conflict dynamics in
Afghanistan can primarily be analyzed through the lens of occupation and resistance.
Throughout history, the region has been a symbol of defiance against foreign interventions;
particularly in the 20th century, the mujahideen movement waged a struggle against Soviet
occupation, challenging global powers (Swan, 2021: 120). Often referred to as the “graveyard
of empires” or a “tribal society” (Maley and Jamal, 2022: 33), Afghanistan has become a
geopolitical quagmire that has successively entangled Great Britain, the Soviet Union, and,
most recently, the United States (Balc1, 2016: 383-390). Each of these interventions has further
exacerbated the country’s already complex ethnic, political, and ideological landscape, causing
repeated disruptions to peace efforts.

The Afghan people, weary of decades of war and yearning for peace, urged the government and
the Taliban to negotiate as part of the 2018 People’s Peace Movement (or Helmand Peace
Convoy), accusing both sides of perpetuating the conflict. This mass movement clearly
demonstrated the public’s disillusionment with the ongoing violence and their demand for a
lasting peace. However, achieving peace is not solely a matter of social pressure; it is also
deeply tied to political and economic dynamics. The Kabul government, heavily dependent on
financial aid from Western countries, had economic incentives that made prolonging the war
advantageous (Lieven, 2019: 42).

At the same time, a peace deal with the Taliban would have necessitated a significant
redistribution of power, both nationally and regionally. The deep-seated mistrust and historical
hostilities between the Kabul administration and the Taliban made cooperation in the
negotiation process difficult, posing a significant obstacle to lasting reconciliation. Both sides
faced economic and political pressures. Growing international scrutiny and instability arising
from internal dynamics forced the parties to seek a resolution.

Scholars working on conflict resolution and peacebuilding have proposed various approaches
to negotiating peace and ending armed conflicts. In this context, Zartman’s ripeness theory is
widely recognized as one of the most significant frameworks. Therefore, the first part of this
study will present the conceptual framework of Zartman’s ripeness theory, outlining its
fundamental principles. The conditions that must “ripen” for a conflict to be resolved will be
examined. In the following section, negotiations between the U.S., the Afghan government, and
the Taliban will be evaluated through the lens of Zartman’s approach, and the expectations of
the parties involved in the negotiation process will be analyzed.

2. RIPENESS THEORY CONCEPTUAL FRAMEWORK

Since the 1980s, Zartman has developed a theoretical framework for conflict resolution and has
shaped the core elements of ripeness theory through various studies in the following years
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(Cantekin, 2016: 418). This theory suggests that for a conflict to be resolved through
negotiation, the parties must reach a certain level of ripeness. According to Zartman, peace
initiatives cannot succeed unless the conflicting parties have undergone the necessary ripening
process. In this context, it is emphasized that ripeness can lead the parties toward genuine
peacebuilding. Zartman (1989) asserts that two fundamental conditions must be met for this
ripening to occur: a “mutually hurting stalemate” and a “sense of a way out”.

Zartman argues that conflicting parties will not engage in peace negotiations until they have
lost all hope of achieving a decisive victory through military means. He explains one party’s
failure to achieve its goals in conflicts using the concepts of “plateau” and “deadlock™ (Zartman,
1989). These concepts describe a situation in which success cannot be attained through existing
strategies, necessitating the search for alternative solutions. At this point, it becomes clear that
neither side can secure a decisive victory (Zartman, 2001: 8). In contrast, the concept of
precipice represents the opposite of a plateau, emphasizing the possibility that the parties may
suffer irreversible and severe losses. The realization of unacceptable future military, economic,
or political risks due to current conditions creates a mutually hurting stalemate for the
conflicting parties. According to Zartman (2000: 228), conflict resolution requires that not just
one side but both parties perceive a similar sense of impasse and recognize the opportunity
presented by the ripe moment.

However, a mutually hurting stalemate alone is insufficient to initiate negotiations. The second
critical element leading to peace is the parties’ perception of a sense of a way out (Zartman,
2001: 8). This concept refers to the belief that an agreement can be reached through
negotiations, providing a viable alternative to the current deadlock. Here, achieving an
immediate solution is not the primary concern; rather, the parties must develop confidence that
peace can be built through negotiation and that the opposing side shares this belief (Zartman,
2000: 229). When both parties reach this common perception, the ripe moment is realized.

If the actors involved in the conflict find themselves in a painful predicament due to their current
situation and if a negotiated or mediated solution is available, the conflict can be said to be ripe
for resolution. However, conflicting parties may sometimes fail to recognize their impasse or
may be reluctant to acknowledge it. At this stage, mediators can play a critical role in persuading
the parties of their deadlock. By providing a credible framework that demonstrates the
unsustainability of the conflict and the necessity of reaching an agreement, mediators can guide
the parties toward negotiation (Zartman, 1989: 268). In this context, the creation and
recognition of a ripe moment are seen as essential cornerstones of a successful peace process.

Zartman also argues that some mediating actors may deliberately escalate the intensity of a
conflict to push the parties into a mutually hurting stalemate (Kuperman, 2022: 163). In this
framework, it is suggested that mediators can lead the parties toward a peaceful resolution
through various manipulation techniques (Zartman, 1989).

According to Zartman, even when conditions are ripe and the parties enter negotiations with
sincere intentions, peace talks do not always yield successful outcomes. Thus, while ripeness is
a precondition for peace negotiations, it is not sufficient on its own (Zartman, 2000: 227). In
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the next section, the Afghan peace process—assumed to have ripened—will be evaluated in the
context of ripeness theory.

3. THE PEACE PROCESS IN AFGHANISTAN AND RIPENESS THEORY

Although Afghanistan has been seen as a geography characterized by conflicts since the Soviet
occupation, Maley (2002) states that the country spent a significant part of the 20th century in
peace. However, the Soviet invasion of Afghanistan in December 1979, which can be
considered part of the Cold War, radically changed the country’s political destiny. While the
Soviet intervention failed to ensure the survival of the communist government, it also paved the
way for the emergence of an Islamic resistance. This process, which resulted in the victory of
the Mujahideen groups, led to many years of internal conflict. In this context, the roots of the
occupation of Afghanistan—considered the longest foreign war of the United States—date back
to the Soviet occupation nearly fifty years ago (Greentree, 2021: 9).

One of the main factors shaping Afghanistan’s political structure is the natural divisions created
by its geographical conditions. The country’s ethnic and linguistic divisions, along with its
decentralized structure, enable different actors to exploit political power (Kaura, 2018: 2). In
this context, it is observed that ruling authorities are often unable to establish control over the
entire country and must share power with influential tribal groups.

The Taliban's first rise to power ended with the Global War on Terror policy initiated by the
United States. Following this, clashes between the Afghan government and the Taliban resumed
and continued until 15 August 2021, albeit weakened at times by international initiatives.
During this period, despite mediation efforts by different countries, no lasting reconciliation
was achieved between the parties.

The Afghan government launched a new peace process in February 2018, offering the Taliban
the opportunity to become a political party. However, the Taliban did not see the Afghan
government as part of the solution. Despite this, the Kabul administration undertook various
initiatives (Amin, Awan, and Naseem, 2021: 166). In mid-2018, the US began direct talks with
Taliban officials in Qatar, excluding the Afghan government from the process. This process

resulted in the “Agreement for Bringing Peace to Afghanistan”.!

3.1. Formation of the Mutually Hurting Stalemate (MHS)

Ripeness theory argues that for conflicting parties to turn toward peaceful negotiations, the war
must impose unsustainable costs and bring them to a mutually hurting stalemate (Zartman,
2001: 8). In the case of Afghanistan, by 2018, the conflict had reached a stalemate for the US,
the Afghan government, and the Taliban.

3.1.1. The US Dilemma: Increasing Costs and Public Pressure

! The full name of the agreement is “Agreement for Bringing Peace to Afghanistan between the Islamic Emirate
of Afghanistan which is not recognized by the United States as a state and is known as the Taliban and the United
States of America”.
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Since 2001, the US has increasingly borne the economic and political costs of its military
operations in Afghanistan, making it difficult to sustain the intervention. Although Washington
sought to stabilize Afghanistan through military efforts for many years, the desired political
success was not achieved. The reality on the ground revealed that it was not possible to
completely eliminate the Taliban and that military strategies alone did not offer a viable
solution. As a result, pressure to end the war increased both politically and socially within the
us.

The billions of dollars spent each year on military operations, reconstruction efforts, and
support for Afghan security forces added to the war’s economic burden. By 2020, the cost of
the war in Afghanistan had exceeded $2 trillion (Knickmeyer, 2021). Additionally, the loss of
approximately 2,400 American soldiers (Nabeel, 2018: 66) underscored not only the financial
cost but also the human toll of the conflict. This mounting burden raised serious questions
among the American public regarding the sustainability of the US military presence in
Afghanistan. With declining public support, the political necessity of troop withdrawal became
more apparent.

In this context, the Trump administration had to develop new strategies in response to growing
demands to end the war. Excluding its allies from the process, the US engaged in direct
negotiations with the Taliban—an entity it had previously fought and designated as a terrorist
organization (Mashal, 2019). The Trump administration used negotiations as a policy tool to
alleviate pressure on the Taliban. However, these direct talks had profound effects on
Afghanistan’s long-term stability and governance structure. In particular, sidelining the Afghan
government in negotiations granted legitimacy to the Taliban while further weakening Kabul’s
position. Maley and Jamal (2022: 33) argue that the primary objective of US diplomacy was to
create a reasonable timeframe for withdrawing American troops before the complete collapse
of the Afghan government. This situation reveals that the negotiations were seen as an exit
strategy for the US, but they permanently altered the balance of power in Afghanistan.

3.1.2. The Taliban’s Predicament: Military Gains and the Search for Legitimacy

Although the Taliban suffered heavy military and economic losses due to intensive US
airstrikes and special operations (Kaura, 2018: 3), it maintained its effectiveness on the ground.
It controlled rural areas and gradually gained strategic superiority over the Afghan government.
However, its military gains were insufficient to secure international legitimacy and diplomatic
recognition.

This situation led the Taliban to realize that a final victory could not be achieved solely through
military means, increasing its interest in the negotiation process. In particular, talks with
international actors became crucial for the Taliban in gaining diplomatic status and securing
assurances about its future governance. As a result, it used negotiations as a strategic tool to
strengthen its political position while maintaining a presence on the battlefield.

3.1.3. The Afghan Government’s Predicament: Erosion of State Authority

From the Afghan government’s perspective, the Taliban’s increasing attacks weakened state
authority and caused Kabul to gradually lose control over the country. While the Taliban
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expanded its influence—especially in rural areas—the government only exercised limited
control over major cities and strategic centers. This significantly undermined the Afghan
government’s legitimacy and governance capacity, posing a serious threat to state stability.

The risk of total defeat in a civil war would become increasingly apparent if the peace process
was not initiated. The Taliban’s territorial gains and its diplomatic leverage in international
negotiations further weakened the Afghan government’s position. Consequently, for the Kabul
administration, the negotiation process became not just a choice but a strategic necessity for
survival.

3.2. Development of an Acceptable Negotiated Settlement

According to the ripeness theory, it is not enough for the parties to be driven into a mutual
impasse for conflict resolution; they must also believe that a negotiated solution is possible and
feasible (Zartman, 2001: 8). In this context, the US-Taliban Agreement, which emerged from
negotiations that began in Doha in 2018, was implemented with the belief that it provided a
framework for such a solution.

Within the framework of the “Agreement for Bringing Peace to Afghanistan” the US committed
to ending its military presence in Afghanistan according to a set timetable, while the Taliban
pledged to sever ties with terrorist organizations and engage in negotiations. Furthermore, the
agreement envisioned direct negotiations between the Afghan government and the Taliban.
According to the theoretical framework, for negotiations to lead to sustainable peace, both sides
must view the agreement as the best available option. In the case of Afghanistan, these
conditions were not fully met.

The Taliban used the agreement as a strategic tool rather than as a genuine step toward peace.
As fighting continued and the Taliban laid siege to Kabul, the idea of a transitional government
gained prominence. In this process, discussions emerged about replacing President Ashraf
Ghani with political figures with whom the Taliban could share power. Although the idea of a
transitional government had been proposed in Afghanistan in previous years, it never evolved
beyond a strategic maneuver. The Taliban’s primary goal was not power sharing but expanding
its own room for maneuver (Maley and Jamal, 2022: 36-37).

Indeed, after the agreement was signed in February 2020, the Taliban achieved all the strategic
gains it had aimed for. The group had no incentive to negotiate with the Afghan government
and no real intention of achieving reconciliation. Instead, it pursued a stalling strategy. For the
Taliban, the agreement served as a tool to buy time, while the Afghan government feared
exclusion from the process.

Although the need for an “Afghan-led peace process” had been emphasized for years, the US
prioritized direct negotiations with the Taliban, considering the increasing costs of the war in
Afghanistan. For Washington, this process primarily provided an exit strategy, while for the
Taliban, it created a strategic maneuvering space that strengthened them both politically and
militarily.

3.3. Failure of the Process to Reach the Ripeness Stage
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Rather than resolving conflicts, negotiations can serve as a means to maximize the interests of
one party or to buy time for preparing new conflicts. ripeness theory is bound to fail if one or
both parties approach negotiations as a strategic maneuver rather than a genuine peace effort.
The conflict resolution process in Afghanistan exemplifies this situation. In this case, not only
the interests of the conflicting parties but also those of regional and global actors—potential
mediators in the conflict—played a decisive role.

The Taliban used the peace process with the US to its advantage. Instead of contributing to a
peaceful resolution, the group leveraged the negotiations, which were intended to establish
peace among Afghan factions, to accelerate the withdrawal of US troops. During this period,
the Taliban increased its military power and consolidated its forces on the ground.
Consequently, the already fragile Afghan government became even more vulnerable. The
Afghan government, for its part, saw the negotiations as an opportunity to consolidate its
legitimacy in the country. Deep mistrust of the Taliban led the Afghan government to use the
process as a means to strengthen its position. This suggests that peace between Afghan factions
was not yet ripe for both sides.

On the US side, insufficient effort was made to monitor the negotiation process’s outcomes.
Some analyses suggest that the US failed to adequately anticipate the Afghan government’s
fragility during the withdrawal. However, the agreement was largely intended to buy time, and
it was evident that Afghan state forces could collapse once US troops withdrew. The balance
of military power was not sufficiently considered in the process the US conducted with the
Taliban. In this context, it is clear that the US prioritized short-term strategic interests over a
long-term peace-building approach. The instability created by the power vacuum enabled the
Taliban’s rapid takeover.

The peace process in Afghanistan never fully reached the ripeness stage. There was no inclusive
peace-building process that encompassed all conflicting parties. Negotiations were treated as a
superficial transition process, and the necessary conditions for lasting peace were not met. This
presents a significant challenge to ripeness theory. The fact that negotiations reach a certain
level of ripeness does not guarantee the establishment of peace. For the process to succeed, the
parties must make a sincere effort. As seen in the case of Afghanistan, while negotiations
temporarily paused hostilities, they ultimately favored the militarily stronger actor.

Without considering the role of third parties in ripening the process in Afghanistan, it is difficult
to fully understand the situation. The conflict was shaped not only by local actors but also by
the strategic interests of regional and global powers, including Pakistan, Iran, India, Russia, and
China. The policies of these actors directly influenced the course of the peace process and
played a significant role in shaping the conflict. Therefore, the influence of external actors in
advancing their own interests cannot be overstated.

Throughout history, Afghanistan has been a battleground for geopolitical and strategic
competition among great powers. These conflicting interests have been a key factor in
deepening the country’s instability. The road to peace in Afghanistan cannot be viewed
separately from the rivalries between external actors. Strategic, economic, and cultural
competition among these players defines the parameters of the peace process and complicates
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efforts to reach a compromise. As long as these external influences remain unaddressed, the
prospect of lasting peace remains weak. Overlapping strategic objectives and conflicting
interests hinder negotiation processes by preventing parties from finding common ground. In
this context, successful peace initiatives in Afghanistan require a comprehensive analysis of the
influence of regional and global powers, as well as a diplomatic framework to balance these
dynamics.

The priorities and policies of each actor further complicate the establishment of peace and
stability. The US aimed to eliminate al-Qaeda and prevent Afghanistan from becoming a safe
haven for global terrorist groups. In this context, the US presence in Afghanistan served both
as a counterterrorism strategy and as a means to maintain regional power balances. Pakistan
sought to limit India’s influence in Afghanistan and establish a government in Kabul that
aligned with its interests. India, while pursuing economic interests in Afghanistan, aimed to
weaken Pakistan’s influence and prevent terrorist groups in Kashmir from using Afghanistan
as a base. China’s policy focused primarily on strengthening economic ties, but it also
monitored US military activities and sought to prevent Uighur militant groups from receiving
support from Afghanistan. Iran, wary of both the US presence and potential instability, aimed
to prevent a new migration wave, control the opium trade, and protect the Shiite Hazara
minority. Russia, like China and Iran, opposed the US military presence and sought to prevent
drug trafficking and extremist movements from spreading into Central Asia. Central Asian
states, which have historical and ethnic ties with Afghanistan, closely monitored security
developments due to concerns about instability spilling into their territories (Gok, 2019: 219-
223; Olsson, Holmquist, Bergenwall, and Lackenbauer, 2012: 7-8).

4. CONCLUSION

From the perspective of ripeness theory, the peace process in Afghanistan was shaped by the
diminishing likelihood of military victory for either side and the rising costs of war. The primary
factor that enabled negotiations between the US, the Afghan government, and the Taliban was
the unsustainability of the conflict. Although the situation met the conditions of ripeness, deep
mistrust and conflicting interests among the parties prevented a lasting resolution. The
Taliban’s goal of maintaining its military power and gaining political legitimacy clashed with
the Afghan government’s effort to preserve national sovereignty. Additionally, the long-term
strategic interests of the US played a crucial role in shaping negotiations.

Ripeness theory suggests that certain conditions must be ripe for parties to abandon war and
pursue negotiations. In Afghanistan, although some conditions were ripe, mistrust and
contradictory policies among international actors hindered the establishment of mechanisms for
sustainable peace. The US’s direct negotiations with the Taliban, which excluded the Afghan
government, disrupted the peace process and shifted the balance of power in favor of the
Taliban.

In conclusion, the Afghan peace process highlights the limitations of ripeness theory in conflict
resolution, demonstrating that ripeness alone is insufficient for sustainable peace. Beyond
reaching a stalemate, parties must also perceive a viable, sustainable path toward peace and
trust that the other side shares this vision. In Afghanistan, while negotiations appeared to end
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the conflict, underlying mistrust and conflicting interests prevented peace from taking root. The
Taliban’s military victory illustrates that negotiations can serve as a stalling tactic and that
ripeness theory does not always lead to lasting peace.
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ABSTRACT

Since its establishment, the European Union (EU) has evolved into an autonomous entity with
a significant sphere of influence at both regional and global levels through its political policies
and economic cooperation. However, this autonomy has not been achieved to the same extent
in the field of defense and security. The EU has made various attempts to build a military force
capable of countering “common threats”, but these efforts have largely failed due to political
and institutional obstacles. Most recently, the Permanent Structured Cooperation (PESCO),
established in 2017, was designed as a mechanism to enhance cooperation with the North
Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO) rather than serving as an alternative to it.

European states have approached the establishment of a European Army with caution, as such
an initiative could undermine their sovereignty. During and after the Cold War, the primary
option for European security has been to act in co-operation with NATO and the United States.
NATO’s strong position and European states’ desire to maintain security ties with the U.S. have
been among the main factors preventing the establishment of a common military structure. In
this context, while European countries could not establish an independent defense organization
outside NATO, they took steps to ensure foreign policy coherence in the field of security.

The absence of a common European military force has been a critical shortcoming during
various regional crises. The 1992-1995 Bosnian War and the 1998-1999 Kosovo War following
the break-up of Yugoslavia, the air operations against Libya in 2011, Russia’s annexation of
Crimea in 2014, the evacuation operations from Afghanistan in 2021-2022, and Russia’s
annexation attempts in the southern and eastern regions of Ukraine from 2022 onwards have
shown that Europe does not have a military force capable of providing deterrence or direct
intervention.

The lack of a common military organization has rendered Europe’s capacity to respond to
regional and international crises questionable. European states lack the logistical infrastructure,
ammunition capacity and intelligence capabilities to conduct large-scale military operations.
Europe’s inability to provide deterrence on its own against actors pursuing revisionist policies
(e.g. Russia and Serbia) has reinforced its strategic dependence on NATO and the United States.

The aim of this study is to analyze the idea of a European Army, which has been put forward
by European states several times after World War 11, but without success. It also aims to provide
an assessment of the necessity of an alternative military organization to NATO for European
states. The study finds that the establishment of an independent European military defense
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organization has been hindered by concerns over sovereignty transfer and mutual distrust
among states. However, in the light of the crises experienced in the historical process, it is
concluded that the quest of European states to have an independent army paradoxically
increases the strategic dependence on the United States.

AVRUPA ORDUSU: GECIKMIS BiR MECBURIYET Mi?

Avrupa Birligi (AB), kurulusundan itibaren gelistirdigi siyasi politikalar ve ekonomik is
birlikleri araciligryla hem bolgesel hem de kiiresel diizeyde 6nemli bir niifuz alanina sahip 6zerk
bir yap1 haline gelmistir. Ancak, bu 6zerkligin savunma ve giivenlik alaninda ayni olciide
saglanamadigi agiktir. AB, ortak tehditlere karsi koyabilecek bir askeri gii¢ olusturma hedefi
dogrultusunda c¢esitli girisimlerde bulunmus; ancak siyasi ve kurumsal engeller nedeniyle bu
cabalar biiylik 6lciide basarisizlikla sonug¢lanmistir. Son olarak, 2017 yilinda kurulan Kalici
Yapilandirilmus Isbirligi (PESCO), Kuzey Atlantik Antlasmas1 Orgiitii'ne (NATO) alternatif
bir yap1 olusturmay1 amaglamak yerine, NATO ile daha uyumlu bir is birligi mekanizmasi
olarak tasarlanmustir.

Avrupa devletleri, egemenlik haklarimi zayiflatabilecek bir girisim olmasi nedeniyle Avrupa
Ordusu kurulmasima temkinli yaklagmistir. Soguk Savas siirecinde ve sonrasinda Avrupa
giivenligi agisindan birincil secenek, NATO ve ABD ile is birligi i¢inde hareket etmek
olmustur. NATO’nun giiclii konumu ve Avrupa devletlerinin ABD ile giivenlik baglarim
stirdlirme 1stegi, ortak bir askeri yap1 olusturulmasini engelleyen temel faktorler arasinda yer
almistir. Bu baglamda, Avrupa ilkeleri NATO disinda bagimsiz bir savunma Orgiitii
olusturamazken, giivenlik alaninda dis politika uyumunu saglamaya yonelik adimlar atmistir.

Avrupa’nin ortak bir askeri gilice sahip olmamasi, cesitli bolgesel krizler sirasinda énemli bir
eksiklik olarak ortaya ¢ikmistir. Yugoslavya’nin dagilmasinin ardindan yasanan 1992-1995
Bosna Savagi ve 1998-1999 Kosova Savasi, 2011°de Libya’ya yonelik hava operasyonlari,
2014’te Rusya’nin Kirim’1 ilhaki, 2021-2022 yillarinda Afganistan’dan tahliye operasyonlari
ve 2022’den itibaren Rusya’nin Ukrayna’nin giiney ve dogu bolgelerindeki ilhak girisimleri,
Avrupa’nin caydiricilik saglayabilecek veya dogrudan miidahalede bulunabilecek bir askeri
giice sahip olmadigin1 gostermistir.

Ortak bir askeri yapilanmanin eksikligi, Avrupa’nin bolgesel ve uluslararasi krizlere karsi
miidahale kapasitesini tartigmali hale getirmistir. Avrupa devletlerinin biiyiik 6l¢ekli askeri
operasyonlart yiiriitebilecek lojistik altyapiya, mithimmat kapasitesine Ve istihbarat
olanaklaria sahip olmadig1 goriilmektedir. Revizyonist politikalar izleyen aktorlere (6rnegin
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Rusya ve Sirbistan) kars1t Avrupa’nin tek bagina caydiricilik saglayamamasi, NATO ve ABD’ye
olan stratejik bagimliligini pekistiren bir unsur olmustur.

Bu calismanin amaci, Avrupa devletleri tarafindan II. Diinya Savasi sonrasinda birgok kez
giindeme getirilmis ancak basariya ulasamamis olan Avrupa Ordusu fikrini analiz etmektir.
Ayrica, NATO’ya alternatif bir askeri yapilanmanin Avrupa devletleri agisindan gerekliligi
iizerine bir degerlendirme sunmaktir. Calismada, Avrupa i¢in bagimsiz bir askeri savunma
orgiitiiniin kurulmasinin egemenlik haklarinin devri ve devletler arasindaki giivensizlik
nedeniyle gergeklestirilemedigi tespit edilmistir. Bununla birlikte, tarihsel siiregte yasanan
krizler 1s1¢1nda Avrupa devletlerinin bagimsiz bir orduya sahip olma arayislarinin, paradoksal
bigcimde ABD’ye olan stratejik bagimlilig1 artirdigi sonucuna ulasilmistir.

Soguk Savas sonrasi olusan uluslararasi politikanin yeni yapisi, Uluslararasi Iliskiler alaninda
Ingiliz Okulu'nun kavram ve argiimanlarina yonelik ilgiyi arttrmistir. Bu baglamda,
“uluslararast toplum” kavrami, Soguk Savas sonrasi diinyayr anlayabilmemize katki
saglayabilecek bir enstriiman olarak goriilmiistiir. Uluslararasi Iliskiler kuramlarini; Realizm,
Rasyonalizm ve Devrimcilik olmak iizere ii¢ kategoride smiflandiran ingiliz Okulu kendi yerini
de bir “via media” (orta yol) olarak gérmektedir.

Belirtilen {i¢ kuramsal ve
kavramsal ayrisma igerisinde ingiliz Okulu Rasyonalizme daha yakin bir durus sergilemekte ve
uluslararas1 politika pratiklerini ¢oziimleyebilme adina uluslararasi toplum kavramini tercih
etmektedir. Ancak, eklektik bir kuram olan Ingiliz Okulu’nun bu 6zelligi, uluslararasi toplum
kavramsallastirilmasinda da goriilmektedir.

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FEDERALISM AND INTERNATIONAL AFFAIRS: THE ROLE OF SUB-STATE
GOVERNMENTS IN EUROPEAN COUNTRIES

Abstract:

This paper examines the role of sub-State governments (SSG) in European international
relations. The study aims to address five key questions: 1) What factors have contributed to the
recent surge in the international activities of European sub-State governments? 2) How does
federalism shape the foreign relations of these sub-national entities? 3) What are the different
levels of international engagement by sub-State governments and how have these evolved in
recent years? 4) How do European sub-State governments institutionalize their international
relations? 5) What are the perceptions and capacities of these entities in their
internationalization process? The first section argues that the increasing interdependence and
globalization, coupled with domestic political reforms and decentralization processes, have
fostered a rise in sub-State government international activity. The second section discusses how
European federal structures provide incentives for sub-State governments to become more
active in foreign affairs. The third section highlights the varying degrees of international
engagement among these governments, measured at three distinct periods (2005, 2010, and
2015), and outlines the key trends in their participation. The fourth section focuses on how
European sub-State governments institutionalize their international relations, specifically
through mechanisms such as cross-border agreements and diplomatic missions. The final
section explores the perceptions, challenges, and capacities of sub-State governments in
carrying out their foreign affairs roles.

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KOREA AND JAPAN ECONOMIC RELATIONS: AN ANALYSIS THROUGH THE
WORLD TRADE ORGANIZATION

Abstract:

The historical dynamics between South Korea and Japan significantly influence their current
economic relationship. Understanding their economic exchanges necessitates a broader view of
their shared past, which includes moments of hostility, such as Japan's colonization of Korea,
alongside periods of cultural exchange and trade. Since 1965, when diplomatic relations were
officially established, both countries have progressively improved their economic ties,
particularly following their engagement with the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade
(GATT). The establishment of the World Trade Organization (WTO) in 1995 marked a new
chapter in their economic interactions, providing a platform for resolving disputes. This study
focuses on examining key WTO disputes between the two nations, such as "DS323: Japan —
Import Quotas on Dried Laver and Seasoned Laver," "DS336: Japan - Countervailing Duties
on Dynamic Random Access Memories from Korea," "DS495: Korea - Import Band, and
Testing and Certification Requirements for Radionuclides,” "DS553: Korea - Sunset Review of
Anti-Dumping Duties on Stainless Steel Bars," and "DS571: Korea - Measures Affecting Trade
in Commercial Vessels." Through the analysis of these cases, this research aims to identify
areas of persistent conflict in their economic relations and predict future trends in their
economic interactions. A thorough bibliographic and documentary analysis, focusing on WTO-
related sources and documents from the two countries, will be employed. The study follows an
applied research methodology in the fields of international economic relations and international
law, utilizing a hypothetic-deductive framework.

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SELF-PERCEIVED EMPLOYABILITY OF INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS
STUDENTS IN EUROPEAN UNIVERSITIES

Abstract:

Graduates today are increasingly expected to navigate a complex and competitive job market.
The belief that a degree guarantees employment has become outdated. In recent years, there has
been a noticeable increase in the unemployment rates of highly educated young people across
European countries, including Sweden and France. This study examines the self-perceived
employability of International Relations students in European universities. The research utilized
a 19-statement scale focusing on five critical dimensions: students' views on their university,
field of study, self-confidence, the external job market, and personal knowledge management.
The sample consisted of final-year International Relations students from the University of
Stockholm and the Université Paris 1 Panthéon-Sorbonne. Data were analyzed using both
descriptive and inferential statistical methods. The results indicated that students' self-perceived
employability was not high, suggesting concerns about future employment. The study also
addresses the limitations of the research and explores potential avenues for future studies on
graduate employability.

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PUBLIC RELATIONS FOR THE FACULTY OF MANAGEMENT SCIENCE IN
AFRICAN UNIVERSITIES

Abstract:

This research aimed to examine the knowledge and comprehension of public relations
principles among public relations officials at the Faculty of Management Science in various
African universities. The study also sought to assess the current public relations strategies
employed by these faculties. A questionnaire was used as the data collection tool, and statistical
methods such as frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and regression analysis were
applied to analyze the data. Findings indicated that public relations officials often
misunderstood the core principles of public relations. The lack of understanding regarding the
media preferences and target audience—both internal and external—resulted in confusion over
roles, missions, and responsibilities. It is recommended that public relations staff, along with
other departments within the faculty, receive further training to enhance their knowledge and
skills in public relations, thereby improving their effectiveness in supporting the university’s
public relations activities.

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CHILEAN BUSINESS ORIENTALISM: THE ROLE OF NON-STATE ACTORS IN
THE FRAME OF ASYMMETRIC BILATERAL RELATIONS

Abstract:

This study explores how business narratives from African nations shape new forms of
Orientalism within the context of asymmetric bilateral relations. While traditional Orientalist
discourse has primarily focused on the hegemonic power narratives of imperialist nations, this
research shifts the lens to non-state actors in Africa, examining how these actors engage with
larger global powers, particularly in trade. The case of an African nation’s engagement with
China serves as a focal point for this analysis, highlighting the role of business elites in
constructing a unique Orientalist narrative that influences international relations. Drawing from
interviews with business leaders involved in China-Africa trade, the study reveals that African
nations, like their counterparts in Latin America, are constructing a business-centric Orientalist
view of China. This emerging business Orientalism portrays China as both a distant and
enigmatic partner, grounded in opportunities for economic growth, while also embedding
traditional perceptions of Chinese culture and values. Unlike earlier Orientalist frames in
Africa, which may have been influenced by colonial or anti-communist biases, this new frame
is purely commercial in nature, reflecting the changing dynamics of global trade in the 21st
century. Moreover, it highlights how non-state actors in smaller nations not only shape the
perception of the 'Other' but also construct their own national identity in relation to the larger
power. This paper contributes to the broader understanding of non-state actors’ influence in
asymmetric relations, particularly within African contexts, where business communities play a
pivotal role in framing and influencing diplomatic and economic exchanges. The research
applies a constructivist perspective, linking the notions of national branding and Orientalism in
the case of China-Africa relations.

ECONOMIC GROWTH RELATIONS TO DOMESTIC AND INTERNATIONAL AIR
PASSENGER TRANSPORT IN AFRICA

Abstract:

This study investigates the cointegration and causal relationships between economic growth
and domestic and international air passenger transport within Africa. The total number of
passengers embarked and disembarked was used as a proxy for air transport activity, while
gross domestic product (GDP) served as a proxy for economic growth. The analysis covered
the period from 2005 to 2020 for domestic air traffic and from 2000 to 2020 for international
air traffic. The results support the hypothesis that there is a significant cointegration between
passenger transport and economic growth. A bi-directional Granger causal relationship was
identified between domestic air transport and economic growth, while economic growth had a
unidirectional influence on international air passenger demand. Variance decomposition results
showed that domestic air transport played a more crucial role in fostering economic growth
across Africa than international air transport.

The findings indicate
that these stations must conduct thorough research before implementing operation strategy
policies, such as slogans, market segmentation, integrated marketing communications, and
public relations activities. In terms of public relations trends, the study reveals that African TV
stations are increasingly focusing on online media, digital content creation, and online training
prior to launching and promoting their stations. Additionally, it is observed that the public
relations strategies for these stations should incorporate mobile applications, online content,
customer relationship management (CRM) activities, online banners, special events, and brand
ambassadors to enhance their credibility and effectiveness in engaging the audience.

Abstract:

The occurrence of wars and armed conflicts has frequently led to the breach of international
humanitarian law, with severe violations such as war crimes, crimes against humanity,
aggression, and genocide often being perpetrated. It was not until the 20th century that the
concept of establishing an international body for criminal justice to prosecute these crimes and
their offenders was officially recognized. Initial progress in this area was marked by the
establishment of the International Military Tribunals for war crimes in Nuremberg and Tokyo,
followed by the creation of ad hoc tribunals for the former Yugoslavia and Rwanda. The
culmination of these efforts was the formation of the International Criminal Court (ICC) in
Rome in 1998, aimed at achieving justice and providing redress to victims and their families.
This paper presents a historical and comparative analysis of the institutions of international
criminal justice, examining how these institutions de lege lata have contributed to the realization
of individual criminal responsibility and justice. Additionally, the authors propose de lege
ferenda that the Permanent International Criminal Tribunal should not only address future cases
but also assume responsibility for current cases handled by the ICTY and ICTR.

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AN EFFICIENT MULTI JOIN ALGORITHM UTILIZING A LATTICE OF DOUBLE
INDICES

Abstract:

This paper introduces an innovative multi-join algorithm designed to efficiently combine
multiple relations. The proposed algorithm builds upon a hash-based join method for two
relations, utilizing a double index structure. Instead of simply moving records into buckets, the
algorithm constructs a double index by scanning the relations once, which prevents collisions
typical in complete hash algorithms. The double index is then divided into join buckets based
on similar categories from both relations. These join buckets are merged by matching similar
keys, ultimately producing a fully joined index without directly combining the relations. The
time complexity for constructing the join index for two categories is O(m log m), where m
represents the size of each category. Therefore, the total time complexity for all buckets is O(n
log m). This join index can be materialized into a joined relation if necessary. Otherwise, it can
be combined with other join indices to form a lattice structure, which is used for multi-join
operations with minimal 1/0 requirements. This lattice of join indices can be stored in the main
memory, further reducing the time complexity of the multi-join algorithm.

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EXPLORING THE PROFESSIONAL COMPETENCY CONTENTS FOR

This study aims to identify the essential professional competency contents for international
marketers in the Middle East. A combination of expert interviews and the Delphi Technique
was utilized to define and structure the key competencies. Initial interviews were conducted
with five international marketing managers to explore their perspectives on the necessary
competencies, frameworks, and dimensions required for effective international marketing in the
region. Based on these interviews, a questionnaire was developed for the Delphi Technique
Survey. The questionnaire was distributed to 30 international marketing professionals working
in various trade companies across the Middle East. Through three rounds of surveys, the study
identified five core dimensions and thirty key competencies essential for international
marketers. The findings are intended to serve as a guide for self-assessment and offer valuable
insights for shaping recruitment and training programs for international marketers in the Middle
East.

Recent advancements in computing and communication technologies have enabled users to
access multimedia documents across a variety of devices (PCs, PDASs, mobile phones, etc.),
each possessing distinct capabilities. This growing diversity in access platforms has highlighted
the need for adapting multimedia documents based on their execution contexts. In response, a
semantic framework for multimedia document adaptation, grounded in conceptual
neighborhood graphs, has been proposed. Within this framework, adaptation is defined as
finding an alternate specification that meets the target constraints while maintaining the closest
possible resemblance to the original document. This paper presents an innovative method for
constructing conceptual neighborhood graphs aimed at preserving the proximity between
adapted and original documents. Additionally, we incorporate more complex relational models
by introducing relaxation graphs, which effectively address delays and distances within
relations.
